Mayor Walters announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 8, 2014.

SALUTE TO THE FLAG
PRESENTATION – Mayor Walters presented Van Cathcart with a plague for his years of service to the Borough in the Recreation Department. He started in 1991 and retired from the department in 2014 because of a change in careers which did not allow him to have a second job. The Mayor thanked him for all his contributions in the Recreation Department and said we truly miss him. Van spoke briefly, introduced his family and stated that all his work in the Recreation Department, along with his family support made him the person he is today and got him ready for his new job, which is Vice-Principal at Middle Township High School.  
RECREATION  Report   Miranda Duca, new recreation director thanked Van for  laying the foundation for the recreation department .  The Department will go full steam on Monday. There are 26 employees on Staff and 9 are new. Art & Craft show has 205 vendors, 47 of them are new.

PRESENTATION –Lenore Tedesco Grant spoke about the grant for $1,280,000  to carry out restoration The New Jersey Audubon Society, in partnership with other non-profit organizations, state and federal agencies, academic institutions and Stone Harbor will carry out restoration efforts to increase resiliency at Stone Harbor point. Early successional beaches provide critical habitat fo many species to nest, roost and forage including red knot, piping plover and American oystercatcher. The northern portion of the site is more stable and has persisted in a similar configuration for more than a decade, which the southern portions vary more widely.  Granting will be delayed during the contracting phase, there will be an initial phase, monitoring to see what is there. Sand can’t be harvested until winter and has to be completed before the plovers come back.

FY2014 NJDCA Small Cities Grant Application

· The Borough was awarded a $400,000.00 grant to provide ADA improvements to the Borough Hall, Fire House and Public Works Department.

· We have submitted a proposal on November 26, 2013 and are waiting for authorization.

FY2014 NJDOT State Aid Program
· The Borough submitted for the reconstruction of 95th Street from First Avenue to Second Avenue and was not selected for funding.
FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program

· This grant program provides a 75% grant for various flood mitigation projects.

· The Borough has selected to submit five (5) grant applications and the first step is to submit a Letter of Intent for each project by March 31, 2013.

111th Street Beach Outfall

Emergency Generators at Recreation Building

Various Pump Station Elevation Adjustments

Sanitary Sewer, Water Main, Storm Sewer, Beach Outfall Improvement Project– Phase 3
· A Letter of Intent has been submitted to NJEIT.

· The full application was submitted March 3, 2014 and we are waiting for authorization to bid.

· NJEIT and NJDEP are reviewing the full application with the intent of advertising the project for public bidding this summer.
95th Street Well Redevelopment/Emergency Rehabilitation
· The bid opening occurred on February 7, 2013.

·   Uni-Tech Drilling was awarded the contract in the amount of $112,900.00.

· A pre-construction meeting was held on May 2, 2013 at 1:30 PM.

· Uni-tech Drilling has completed installation of the liner casing for well No. 6 along with pump out testing to remove chlorides and sodium which had leaked into the aquifer through the failed casing pipe. This work was completed under an emergency contract which is now closed.
·  A new pump has been installed and the well has been approved by NJDEP for operation.
· The contractor has been directed to add a automatic pre-lubrication system and a variable frequency drive motor to the well. This work is scheduled for completion after the summer demand period.
Marina Breakwater Replacement
· The bid opening occurred on Tuesday, April 15, 2014. 
· R.A. Walters & Son, Inc. was awarded the contract in the amount of $144,000.00.

· A pre-construction meeting was held on April 30, 2014 and the contractor is anticipating starting work the week of June 23, 2014.
2014 Utility and Road Program
· The bid was awarded to Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc., P.O. Box 530, Hammonton, NJ 08037, in the amount of $1,465,300.00.
· Change Order #1 for parking lot improvements along 96th Street and Second Avenue was approved by the Borough.

· Change Order #2 for parking lot improvements along 97th Street has been submitted for Borough consideration.

· 94th Street, 96th Street and 97th Street parking lots are complete, with the exception of the lighting.

NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW submitted an water allocation permit modification application on behalf of the Borough to request additional water supply to meet summer and annual peak demands and supply water for plan projects for the next five to ten years.  This application is in review. They have requested recent testing results which the Borough provided to the NJDEP in May 2014. It appears that NJDEP & USGS have completed their analysis and are preparing to publish the draft permit for the Borough of Stone Harbor.  
· A regional meeting was held by NJDEP Bureau of Water Allocation and USGS in April 2014, to address water supply concerns for Cape May County. A unresolved discussion involves construction and monitoring of sentinel wells for the 800 foot sands. Unresolved is who will be responsible? This may be assigned as a condition 
of the revised permit.
Electric Car Charging Stations

· The bid opening was June 17, 2014 and there were no respondents.
Building Evaluation at 4900 First Avenue (“The Pebbles House”)
· The initial site visit has been completed.

· The written evaluation is currently in process.
ADMINISTRATOR –Administrator Gougher thanked Scott Wahl for training Borough employees on posting information on the Web Site. A requisition system for the computer has been ordered from Edmunds, eliminates the need for hand written purchase orders. A review of Utility software will be done on Wednesday.

WORK RULES  

WHEREAS, general law authorizes the Department of Public Works to establish certain work rules not in conflict with a collective bargaining agreement; and
