REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

PUBLIC SAFETY 
Councilmember Carusi said Public Safety meeting was held on June 11th all members present with the exception of Chief Stanford due to illness.  In addition to the committee, Marc DeBlasio was also present. 
Courts-Court Admin. Deb Scott reported that Laura Neeld returned from maternity leave. SH Judge Fowler's appointment will expire 21 August 2015 & he has decided to retire from the bench at that time. A meeting was held w/ reps from Av & SH, including perspective Av Judge Niedig to discuss Shared Services. The goal is to share a single judge & a single court location. At this time, that appears to be Av Judge Niedig & the SH Court facility, while sharing police officers from both Boroughs for court room security.  An agreement will be drawn w/ the goal of implementing the shared service immediately upon Judge Fowler's retirement in August of this year.
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OEM-Ken Hawk attended the CMC OEM coordinators meeting on 4 June, presenting a # of items for review.  So Jersey Gas offered a Safety presentation & their need to complete the Pinelands Pipeline, highlighting the project in supporting CMC energy needs for the future.
Flood Insurance Update: Effective 2017 Municipalities will be required to submit a new emergency plan. The County has hired a consultant to help prepare the document for May 2016 & seek State approval in 2017.
The Hazard Mitigation Plan Update is being completed & will effect Flood Regulations. The updates will take effect Jan 2016.
The Dept of Disabilities & Aging is asking each County to register their citizens w/ physical disabilities. This will help to identify citizens who need assistance during a public emergency.

Fire / EMS-The Fire Dept experienced 23 fire calls, 10 mutual aid, & 27 EMS calls during May. The May calls included 1 bldg fire, 5 mulch fires, & 1 beach EMS, 1 water rescue, 2 motor vehicle accidents, & 9 fire alarms.

Police-Total incidents logged in May were 1392 while patrolling 11,236 miles. 253 MV stops w/ 33 moving violations, & 16 Medical Call assists, 1 DUI & 12 Juvenile arrests.
Various officers received training in SLEO II in service, High Tech investigations, Juvenile detentions, Defensive tactics, & active shooter & SWAT tng.
May 21, Sgt Steven Schuck completed & graduated from the very intensive & difficult NJ Chiefs of Police Association 13 week Command & leadership program.
Since its inception of Jan 2013, the Police Dept has collected 490 pounds of medicine in our Project Medicine Drop. This is an initiative of the NJ Div of Consumer Affairs & the DEA to halt the diversion & abuse of prescription drugs. The program allows our residents & others to drop off unused or expired medications from falling into the hands of those who might abuse them, & keeps them from being flushed into the local water supply.
Police Boat Update--- The boat has arrived! It is a new 19', modified V hull, center console w/ 115 Evenrude outboard motor, w/ a float-on trailer & has a capacity of 10 people. The boat needs emergency lights fitted. There is an immediate need for service at the Point as boaters & trespassers are violating federal & local ordinances particularly in the protection of environmentally endangered bird species.  Police are randomly patrolling the beaches for safety & any violators.  Chief Reynolds will issue a press release on the new boat as well as a mission statement.

Police Bldg Critical Use Feasibility Study----Marc DeBlasio presented the feasibility study to the committee. The committee is studying the details & require some additional follow up detail. The summary is that the existing bldg. can be used w/ modifications & meet the construction standards required for a police facility. An expansion can also be included at the present site. The task now moves to getting the above mentioned information & then determine what the actual required square footage is & then the cost comparison of renovate the existing bldg. vs new. My expectation is that can be completed this summer & then present the PS Com recommendation to the Mayor, Council, & the public.
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NATURAL RESOURCES
Committee met on June 5th

BEACH/POINT: 

-Beach Steward Program is underway at the Point.  The mission of this program will be serving ambassadors for the beach nesting & migratory birds. They offer educational information to all who visit the point.  They began on Memorial Day weekend and will continue 7 days a week, 4 hrs. a day on weekdays and 8 hrs. a day on weekends.

-Just a reminder to everyone this beach is open to the public, beach tags are required and dogs are not permitted on the POINT at any time. The areas that are surrounded by the wire fencing are there to protect the nesting areas.  Please help us protect this precious beach. Respect these easy rules.

-We continue to have a challenge with predators.
-We had a meeting to develop guidelines for Non- Emergency Essential Vehicles at the SHP.
-Marine Unit for SHPD has arrived and eta for service is??? This is going to be a much needed return of a Public Safety service for our bay and Point areas! To all bayfront owners please wave to them and show your support! Thank you PSC.

BIRD SANCTUARY:
-Public Works, BSC and volunteers had a planting party directed by Dr. Tedesco to begin replanting the Third Avenue gardens around the Pump House.  More to do.
-Great progress. Funds were donated.
-Box turtle study in the Sanctuary has started. Also we have lots of tree frogs!
-BSC meeting Friday at 2:00 at Wetlands Institute.
-Dr. Tedesco spoke on Sat. at the POA Meeting explaining the POINT PROJECT. Great presentation.
BEACH & RECREATION
The regular meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee was held on Monday, June 1.  The committee does not meet in July and August so the next meeting is Monday, September 14.  Moving forward a member of the SH RAC will attend the Avalon RAC meetings beginning in September. The regular meeting of the Beach, Recreation & Tourism Committee was held on Tuesday, June 9.
The BRT Committee continues to discuss ordinance enforcement and monitoring of the Point.
Beach tag sales through May 31 of this year, compared to May 31 of 2014 show an increase of 7%.  Sales as of May 31 were $485,352 compared to $451,511 in 2014. 
Through the summer months we will hear from Sandy Bosacco, Beach Patrol Captain and Miranda Duca, Recreation Director, to report on the highlights of events and on- going activities within their respective departments.

BEACH PATROL

Beach Patrol Captain reported that the beaches were guarded starting Memorial Day week-end. Since then we had 1 distressed Hobie Cat, and two lost children were found. There were two lifeguard try-outs, first one Saturday, June 6th, second on Sunday, June 14th. We invited 15 
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recruits to be in out rookie program. Being trained in work-outs, running, rowing, swimming, CPR, first aid, rescue procedures. All beaches should be opened this coming week. We have a very fine group of young guards and we are looking for a safe and successful summer. 
RECREATION

Miranda Duca, Recreation Director, department will be in full swing starting June 20th, hours - 8 am – 8 pm. Pickleball will be opening day on June 20th. Summer programs start June 22nd , Arts & Crafts, Sports Clinics and our Basketball Leagues, over 600 children have registered. . At the 82nd Street building we will have smooth side smoothies, they won the bid to operate the recreation kitchen this summer and it will be a wonderful addition, open 8 am – 6 pm, 7 days a week. Weekly events, family nights begin June 29th at the firehouse, movie nights begin July 1st , Tuesday at the Tower concert series begins with Soul Cruisers, July 7th and those concerts are every Tuesday. Annual 4th of July festivities held at the Recreation Field, 9 AM registration. Harbor Hustle 5 K Sunday, July 5th, 8 AM.  53rd Annual Baby Parade July 13th 5:30 pm. 
Farmer’s Market opened this past Sunday – Mrs. Kramar can report on the success of the opening.

The next time I report it will include Fourth of July events and we will be in our third week of the summer concert series Tuesdays at the Tower.  That being said…start your summer!

UTILITIES
6/5/15; All members were in attendance.

From Jan through Mar we used over 4 million gallons more water than in 2014.  In April we slightly reversed that trend using 869K gallons less than last April.  That still leaves us at over 3 Million Gals greater usage than in 2014.  Well, in May of 2015 we used 2m.52K gal. MORE water than in 2014.  That means before summer & the tourists arrive we are already over our prior year by over 5 million gallons.  If this trend is not stopped, we will have a serious problem with our water usage & the DEP.  

We are aware people are using their sprinklers on the wrong days, in the rain or just after it rains.  We are advising these violators and giving them the opportunity to correct their systems before getting a fine.  

More and more property owners are calling or emailing me when they see a violation.  We send out a letter with the ordinance & advise the property owner of their responsibility.  They are then put on our “watch list”.  If a member of the Utility Dept. sees this as a usual occurrence we will document the incident and send a first violation notice.  If the problem is not corrected, they will then be cited and will have to appear in Court.  

The Utilities Collector sent out approx. 40 shut off notices to delinquent accounts.

Other departmental issues were discussed and resolved or are pending resolution.

GO GREEN IS MEETING FRIDAY.

SHADE TREE MET yesterday 6/15/15.  They have a number of trees which need trimming, and areas in which trees should be planted so the Chair, Elaine Heil will be attending the Natural Resource meeting 7/10/15 to discuss their plans & ideas.
PUBLIC WORKS
Public Works met on Thursday, June 11th
All committee members were in attendance

Numerous items were discussed, including but not limited to 96th street gates/bump outs. There is one gate at each of the two locations. After further consideration it was agreed that there will be no further change, since locations of the gates have already been established.
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Dog signs for the Garden Club Islands were discussed and a final decision was made to have the signs be 12x12 and they should Read “Islands planted by the Garden Club of Stone Harbor, PLEASE NO DOGS”. Garden Club will be ordering and purchasing the signs.

96th Street deck is near completion. Many thanks to Craig and his carpentry crew. We would like to have a small ribbon cutting upon completion.

Spoke about Chelsea Playground equipment and donating same to a needy community but it is part of our contract with the Contractor for the new equipment and we receive a credit for the scrape tonnage.

Kiosk reviewed at Marina, in reference to giving change. Sent to A&F committee for review

Museum maintenance discussed.  Events and Overtime for Public Works employees is a large concern.  PW will be installing new software that will be able to track overtime and a more accurate accounting and we will be able to suggest how to recop the extra expenditures.
Water Tower bathroom upgrades were discussed for next year's budget and also to obtain Grant money.

Banner poles will be installed within the next week.

Rec Center-Special thanks to PW for the newly improved Bocce Court.  We had our opening day last week and hugely successful. See us on Facebook.  Discussed issues with heating and cooling at the Rec Center. Ducts were installed incorrectly. Contractor will review. In the interim a suggestion of tinting the doors especially on the east side was suggested.
Farmers Market opened this Sunday and customers started showing up at 7:45 a.m. by 9:00, I had given out 100 flags (it was Flag Day). Thanks to the American Legion for contributing these. We gave out 80 shopping bags (thanks to the County Tourism Dept. and copies of Edible Jersey, which will have an article in next month's issues about our Farmers Market. We estimate there were over 500 people there from 8:00 until 12:30. We had our 2nd annual parsley ribbon cutting with 98.7 the coast broadcasting and doing interviews.  Again, thanks to Curtis and Tim for helping out and to all the PW employees involved.
Next meeting, July 16th

Special event hours-Garden Club Plant and Bake Sale 17.0 hrs. of that 6.5 were overtime, Beach Opening- 4 hrs., Chamber Turtle Trot 28.25 hrs. of that 17.25 were overtime, Memorial Parade 54.25 hrs. of that 27.75 were overtime.
PW received two letters from the Garden Club thanking PW for all the help with the planting of the Islands and for the Plant Sale.

In addition, PW continues with maintenance of the beach.  All mats are in place now.  Flower beds were redone at the Bird Sanctuary including new irrigation etc.  Maintenance of the Marina, streets, automotive, buildings and grounds continues on a daily basis.

ADMINISTRATION AND FINANCE
Some Hotel/motel owners have presented their ideas to the A&F committee on a possible permanent revenue source to help fund a visitor’s bureau to help promote tourism and possibly extend the season.

A review of the location of the planters and delineators at the Reed’s, which have been placed in an effort to reduce traffic congestion, was completed.  The Reed’s have confirmed that they will be purchasing additional planters and they should be in place around the July 4th weekend.
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Michael Donohue provided an update on COAH.  He advised the committee that the courts have taken over the entire process.  Michael feels that Stone Harbor is in a good category since we already have a certified plan approved by the State.  Michael will be preparing paperwork reminding the courts that Stone Harbor has previously been certified.

The A&F Committee was asked to review the Boroughs position on the use of Drones within our municipality.  Consideration for the possibility of imposing an Ordinance for guidance was suggested however the FAA already has specific restrictions in place.  Any person utilizing a drone for personal or professional use should be sure to be aware of the regulations in place.
The Stone Harbor Library is currently out to bid.  There were 19 contractors that picked up bid specification packets.  The contractor who is completing the Wildwood Crest Library, whom the county is extremely happy with, has also requested a bid spec package for the Stone Harbor Library.

Budget Update: 

Almost all of the departments have spent less than 50% of their budgets through 6/16 – firmly on
track.  Three departments stick out as spending more than 50% of their budget, Public Works Buildings/Grounds OE @ 59%, Parks/Playground OE @ 78%. And Beach OE @ 82% - those levels are consistent with prior years and make sense since they are gearing up for summer.

Revenues are also on track and if things continue I would anticipate that local revenues (Recreation/Beach Tags/Etc.) we will be higher than last year.

Now that the NJEIT loan has closed we can start getting reimbursed for some of the Capital expenditures made from ordinances under that loan to replenish cash in the General Capital and Water/Sewer Capital Fund.

· The playground is completed and a punchlist is being developed.
2015 Utility and Road Program

· We will be notifying the utility companies regarding the project and coordinating underground utility connections.

111th Street Outfall Elimination
· Survey and base mapping are complete.

· The outfall pipe has been sized and a change order processed for incorporation into    the ongoing construction work.

Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· On May 26, 2015, an on-site meeting was conducted to review the plans and site conditions.

· We are finalizing bid documents for a Fall 2015 construction schedule.
NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW has helped the Borough obtain a water allocation permit modification which increases the monthly and annual diversion from the existing wells.  As a condition of the permit, the water allocation amounts will not be increased for the first year of the newly approved permit. During this “interim” phase, Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit. At that time, water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested diversion amount. 
The key permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. It has been proposed that Stone Harbor share the cost and responsibility of the installation and operation of the new well with another water purveyor in the area. At this time, New Jersey American Water and possibly Wildwood are other water purveyor in the area that may be required to share in the cost to install and operate an observation well. Wildwood has indicated that they do not feel responsible for sharing the cost of the sentinel well. The NJDEP may have to specify cost sharing responsibilities. The possibility for the County to have ownership and monitoring responsibilities will still be explored. A request for an extension to the sentinel installation timeline will be requested or even possibly eliminated. At this time, RVW had been in contact with NJDEP and is discussing the cost sharing and timeline issues.

WHEREAS, the Local Unit has determined to finance or refinance the acquisition, construction, renovation or installation of the Project with the proceeds of a loan to be made by each of the Trust (the “Trust Loan”) and the State (the “Fund Loan” and, together with the Trust Loan, the “Loans”) pursuant to the Trust Loan Agreement and the Fund Loan Agreement, respectively; and

WHEREAS, to evidence the Loans, each of the Trust and the State require the Local Unit to authorize, execute, attest and deliver the Local Unit’s General, Water and Sewer Bonds, Series 2015B and Series 2015D, to the Trust (collectively, the “Trust Loan Bond”) and General, Water and Sewer Bonds, Series 2015A and 2015C, to the State (collectively, the “Fund Loan Bond” and, together with the Trust Loan Bond, the “Local Unit Bonds”) in an aggregate amount not to exceed $6,000,000 pursuant to the terms of the Local Bond Law of the State, constituting Chapter 2 of the Revised Statutes of the State (the “Local Bond Law”), other applicable law, the Loan Agreements and the Escrow Agreement (the “Escrow Agreement”), by and among the Trust, the State, the escrow agent named therein and the Local Unit; and
