COMMUNICATIONS
PUBLIC COMMENT

Councilmember Karen Lane made the following Statement

As far as the Atlantic Electric Project we are continuing to work with them putting out questions for them to answer, questioning some of their answers, we had a high level meeting that involved their Washington DC office as well as the people from the local office and my utility committee also met with representatives from the 95th Street group who are truly concerned about this project. At this point we have nothing new we can relate other than to let you know that we are continuing to work on this and we are continuing to question everything that we are getting. Thank You.

Angelo Caracciolo 11861 Paradise Drive asked about the May 19, 2015 Council minutes and in those minutes the Chair of PW Department stated they had concluded that 80th street was the best suited location for the Dog Park. It was also stated that the Mayor of Avalon had said if we build it there, that they would fund the construction.  Caracciolo stated in order to get a Dog Park built by Memorial Day next year, we need to start now. 

Councilmember Kramar said that has been under review, and taken back to Beach, Rec and Tourism, there were other locations looked at with the Rec Advisory Committee because there was some push back from having it at 80th Street. Councilmember Davies-Dunhour said it was her understanding that PW department would prefer to keep that area as a staging area from 80-81st street along Third and until there is any other options for them to be able to use another area in town as staging, it would not be available for landscaping or a Dog Park. 

Angelo said there are other areas where we could have staging that might make more sense, more in the center of town. 

Kramar said she was in favor of the 80th street locations, others were mentioned, Chelsea Park declined because of the neighbors there, also the skate board park was mentioned, conflict because of the activities that go on there, so probably Beach, Rec and Tourism will review.  Davies-Dunhour, until we can satisfy PW need for a staging area, it will remain in limbo. Kramar will put it on the agenda for PW Friday meeting. Angelo has ideas will email them to Kramar before the meeting on Friday.

Frank Dallahan 378 – 95th Street concerned with the lack of prompt adequate response from Atlantic City Electric on this project. Almost 3 weeks ago he has a personal meeting with ACE and asked 12 questions. Most important was what was the electric consumption over the past 5 years in Stone Harbor and Avalon and what is the forecast for the next 5 years. This was also
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 asked previously. To this day I have not gotten an adequate response. He has come to the conclusion they are deliberately in a stalling mode and are not responding to us and not adequately to Borough Council. He asked if there is anything else that can be done to apply pressure to respond to these questions. 
Mayor responded said ACE said they had those numbers and could share them, but we haven’t gotten them yet. We continue to ask, we continue to press them. 

Dallahan said we can go to the Public Utilities Commission and say we are very unhappy with the response we have been getting.  They are not responsive. Mayor said she spoke to the Commissioner on Friday and he said he would try to get some answers.

Carusi asked if the pressure lies on ACE by not giving the answers, the project doesn’t start? Lane said they can’t start until we give them the road opening permits. Administrator certain aspects of the project will be delayed until the Borough does issue a street opening permit, that has not been done. But there are other aspects that are not in Stone Harbor that we would have no control over. We have advised them that there are various questions that they need to answer before the Engineer is able to certify for the street opening permit. At this point, that has not been issued and is not scheduled to be issued until all the requirements are met.  We have another meeting on Friday with ACE and our Engineer to go over some of the additional information on the cost breakdowns, one of the things we continue to ask for, more detail and hopefully we can get detail, one of the big missing components that we need. 

Janet Proulx – St. Mary’s Church said the church has never received any notification about any of the Borough meeting regarding this project, wanted to make sure they are considered property owners here in Stone Harbor, not just the Church but the Rectory and that any future meetings regarding property owners issues that St. Mary’s is notified.

WHEREAS, two bids were received by the Stone Harbor Municipal Clerk on September 11, 2015, on the Borough’s request for proposals for the aforementioned project in accordance with the specifications prepared by COWI Marine North America bearing project number COWI-15A, which specifications are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof by reference, all in accordance with the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.; and


WHEREAS, bids on public contracts must meet the standards of being responsible, as defined by the law, and in conformity with the request for proposals; and
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WHEREAS, it has been determined that Sevenson Environmental Services, LLC, of Niagara Falls, New York, submitted the lowest, responsible and conforming bid in the amount of $10,202,600.00 all in accordance with its bid submission which is on file with the Borough and is incorporated herein by reference; and


WHEREAS, the COWI Engineer has recommended that the contract be awarded to Sevenson and the bid has been found to be responsible and in conformity by the Engineer and the Borough Solicitor; and


WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has determined that sufficient funds are available as evidenced by the Chief Financial Officer’s Certification attached hereto; and


WHEREAS, all state and federal permits have been obtained by the Borough for this project,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, duly assembled in public session this 6th day of October, 2015, as follows;

1. That the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated herein by reference;

2. That the contract for the aforementioned bearing COWI project number COWI-15A, be and the same is hereby awarded to Sevenson Environmental Services, LLC, of Niagara Falls, New York, in the amount of $10,202,600.00;

3. That the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute the contract for same in accordance with the bid submitted and incorporated and to execute any and all ancillary documents related to the project and/or contract.

4. That the COWI Engineer is hereby directed and authorized to issue an appropriate Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed in accordance with the contract and the applicable permit provisions.

5. That the Borough Clerk is authorized to return the bid bonds of the unsuccessful bidders.

COMMENT – Councilmember Kramar said that she and the Administrator have had several conversations regarding Paradise Drive and transparency regarding the boat slips on that basin. She suggest that it would be appropriate to send a certified letter to each of the homeowners on Paradise Drive telling them that even though we have our dredging project in place and are spending approximately 11 million on the project, that the homeowners should know that at low tide with a boat of larger than 21 ft. there is a possibility that they will still not be able to maneuver their boat out of their slip, unless we apply for an additional DEP permit permitting same if it is granted. You will see further down on the agenda we are planning to authorize an additional $20,500 for this project to do a study of the historical area. She turned it over to the Administrator.

Administrator on the issue on Paradise Bay we have requested from our Engineer a cost proposal to apply to DEP to expand the footprint of that dredging limit. There is no guarantee that we would be successful but we need to get a cost estimate on that which has been asked for. Once we get that we will bring it back to Natural Resources for review and recommendations.
