Mayor – as a result of our deliberations in closed session will be introducing a Resolution.
Solicitor – explained there is good news and bad news dealing with the project. There was a conference call today with ACE committing to putting the transmission lines underground in the 300 block of 95th Street to about ACE True Value in the 200 block. That was a significant step in the right direction. However, there a number of questions unanswered, dealing with the cost of undergrounding on Second Avenue and rest of 95th Street. Concerns about the overestimating of cost on the 300 block of 95th Street, which caused serious confidence issues, the list goes on. Because of that, although the Borough is happy with what took place today in terms of the 300 block, everyone knows that is not the whole project and because of that the Borough intends to pass a Resolution tonight to try to force once and for all some answers out of ACE on these questions that the residents have been asking.  Solicitor read the Resolution in full to the public.

A Resolution Calling on the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities 

to Compel the Atlantic City Electric Company (ACE) 

to Provide Adequate Responses to Stone Harbor Residents 

to Questions Related to the ACE “Peermont” Project 

WHEREAS, the Atlantic City Electric Company is in the process of beginning a project to upgrade transmission facilities into and through the Borough of Stone Harbor in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, residents in the area of this project have objected to the potential negative impacts of the installation of massive metal utility poles, including but not limited to the potential for destruction of property during the installation of the poles and the potentially severe negative impact on air, light and streetscape in the area of the project, all of which the residents believe will have a substantial negative impact on real property values in the area; and

WHEREAS, the residents have, for months, been asking questions about the project, including but not limited to questions on the costs associated with utilizing underground instead of above-ground facilities; questions related to the actual electrical demands which allegedly justify the project; questions related to the alleged need for the massive metal poles; and

WHEREAS, ACE has, at best, provided inconsistent answers to these questions, or no answers at all, despite the residents’ repeated requests for legitimate responses; 

WHEREAS,  ACE grossly overestimated the cost of installing underground facilities in the 300 block of 95th Street in Stone Harbor in what could be construed as an attempt to shock the Borough and the residents, ultimately, after weeks of requests, providing a real cost estimate that was 10% of the original estimate.  This development has thrown the several cost estimates ACE has provided for underground installation in other areas of the project into serious doubt; and

WHEREAS, ACE is regulated by the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities and the Borough has little if any oversight at its disposal to compel ACE to answer the residents’ questions and present the demanded answers and justifications; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor believe that ACE has, at least in part, not dealt forthrightly and in good faith with the the residents and has instead given inaccurate and conflicting information; has ignored requests; and has displayed indifference in its dealings with the residents and, in some cases, the Borough; and
WHEREAS, the actions of ACE in this regard are unacceptable, unreasonable and only the Board of Public Utilities can force ACE to provide the demanded answers and justifications; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, duly assembled on this 16th day of November, 2015, as follows:

1. That the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference and made a part hereof;

2. That the actions of ACE have left the residents with no confidence in the veracity of many of ACE’s responses to the appropriate questions raised by the residents;

3. That the Borough of Stone Harbor, on behalf of the residents, does hereby respectfully demand that the New Jersey Board of Public Utilities order the Atlantic City Electric Company to immediately provide answers to all of the legitimate questions posed by residents with regard to ACE’s “Peermont” project taking place in Stone Harbor, New Jersey, and that if such answers are not immediately forthcoming, that the Board of Public Utilities should delay the project until such time as ACE has provided answers to all questions submitted to it by the residents;

4. That the Borough of Stone Harbor, on behalf of the residents, respectfully requests that the Board of Public Utilities consider this Resolution a formal complaint with regard to this project and that the Board of Public Utilities provide the residents with due process and a right to be heard with regard to this complaint;

5. That the Borough Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to forthwith send a fully executed and certified copy of this Resolution to the Board of Public utilities via overnight mail and, if possible, by electronic mail and/or “FAX.”

6. That the Borough Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to send, in addition to the copy sent to the Board of Public Utilities, a copy of the fully executed Resolution to the offices of Governor Chris Christie; Board of Public Utilities President Richard Mroz; State Senator Jeff Van Drew; State Assemblyman Robert Andrzejcak; State Assemblyman Sam Fiocchi, Congressman Frank LoBiondo; the Office of the Mayor of Avalon and the Office of the Mayor of Middle Township.

   IT IS ANTICIPATED THAT COPIES OF THE BROCHURE CAN BE DISTRIBUTED THROUGH THE POLICE DEPT AS IT HAS IN THE PAST & ALSO THROUGH THE POA & LOCAL REAL ESTATE OFFICES WHICH OFFER RENTAL PROPERTIES TO ENSURE ALL VISITORS ARE AWARE OF THE RECOMMENDED SAFETY PRACTICES.

   THE CHIEF ALSO REPORTS THAT THERE ARE FOUR SLEO'S IN THE WINTER ACADEMY. THESE CANDIDATES WILL GRADUATE IN MAY PRIOR TO THE START OF THE 2016 SUMMER SEASON. NEWLY HIRED OFFICER ZOLTAN GRAY IS CURRENTLY IN FTO TRAINING & IS SCHEDULED TO START THE ACADEMY THE THIRD WEEK IN JAN 2016. JENNIFER TRACY HAS BEEN HIRED AS THE NEW POLICE CLERK REPLAVING QUENTIN.

   ADDITIONALLY CALLS FOR OCTOBER INCLUDED 120 MV STOPS, 25 MOVING VIOLATIONS, 7 MEDICAL CALL ASSISTS, 6 ADULT ARRESTS & 1 DUI.

OEM

   KEN HAWK HAS MET W FEMA & DEP CONCERNING NOR'EAST STORMS WHICH CAUSED CONSIDERABLE DAMAGE TO OUR BEACHFRONT. KEN SUBMITTED A PRELIMINARY DAMAGE ASSESSMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $6 M FOR BEACH REPLENISHMENT & $130 K FOR DAMAGES TO LIGHT POLES, FENCING & OTHER STORM REPRESENTATION.

   DR STU FARRELL OF STOCKTON UNIVERSITY MEASURED THE BEACH LOSS RIGHT AFTER THIS STORM & ESTIMATED 326,654 CU YDS  OF SAND WAS LOST. REPLACEMENT COSTS IS ESTIMATED TO BE $10-14 PER CU YD OR $3.4 TO $4.2 M. NOT SURE AT THIS TIME IF THAT INCLUDED MOBILIZATION ,DUNE GRASS REPLACMENT, CROSSOVERS, ETC.

   KEN ALSO STRESSED THE NEED FOR A BULL DOZER TO COMPLETE SAND HARVESTING ON AREAS OF THE BEACH THAT NEED IMMEDIATE REPLENISHMENT. THE BORO TYPICALLY BORROWS A DOZER FROM ANOTHER MUNICIPALITY HOWEVER THAT MACHINEARY MAY NOT ALWAYS BE AVAILABLE WHEN NEEDED. A REVIEW OF OBTAINING A DOZER BY OTHER MEANS INCLUDING PURCHASING WILL BE DISCUSSED BY THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE.

   AT THIS TIME THE BORO HAS NOT RECEIVED APPROVAL TO USE DEDGE MATERIAL THROUGH SAND SEPARATION, TO HELP W REPLENISHING THE BEACHES. A REQUEST HAS BEEN MADE TO DEP & ACOE.

   FINALLIY THERE WAS A DISCUSSION ON THE 2016 BUDGET AS WE ARE NOW ENTERING INTO THAT PHASE OF THE YEAR. ALL DEPTS ARE BEING ENCOURAGED TO MAINTAIN A FLAT BUDGET ESPECIALLY W REGARD TO THE CAPITAL BUDGET DUE TO RECENT HEAVY INVESTMENTS IN THE CURRENT BUDGET.

Monthly Report

Monday, November 16, 2015

The regular meeting of the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee was held on Thursday, November 5.  The regular meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee scheduled for Monday, November 2 was canceled as quite a few members were unable to attend.

BEACH

Holiday tags will be available for sale over Thanksgiving weekend and throughout December until they are sold out. 

On October 28 the Beach Patrol Captain submitted what he referred to as a “Winter Maintenance List” to the Director of Public Works.   Several items on that list have prompted the committee to begin discussing the need for a new building.  I know this is not something that everyone wants to hear however there are some areas of concern that patching just may not be able to take care of.

RECREATION

Overall the feedback was great for the trick or treating map developed by the Recreation Department.   

You will see on the agenda that tonight we will be awarding the bid for the upgrades to the Chelsea Park Playground

As discussed at a recent council meeting we will be moving forward with dismantling the skate park and using that area to accommodate recreation programs that are highly supported.  

Public Works has identified an area that is 80 x 140 that we believe may satisfy the request of the Recreation Advisory Committee to have a dog park somewhere in town.  The area identified is in the northeast corner of the recreation field at 80th Street and First Avenue.  It is our opinion that this designated area of 11200 square feet combined with the times dogs are permitted by ordinance to be on the beach there is plenty of available space throughout Stone Harbor to exercise your dog while not inconveniencing others.  More details need to be worked out as far as requirements for use of the park and funding improvements perhaps through the creating of a 501c3.  

You will see on the agenda tonight we have a motion to approve the advertising of a Request For Qualifications for a tennis pro to administer and operate our summer tennis program.  

Update on the custom fencing which will finally complete the 81st street playground upgrade….north, south and east walls are up.  The 12' west wall still needs to be installed as well as few custom pieces to complete project.  It should be done in roughly a week. 

TOURISM

We have had ongoing discussions with the Yacht Club concerning the date of the 2016 Festival of Lights.  While the committee expressed a preference for the third week of August, the Yacht Club prefers to host the event on Saturday, July 30.  

At the suggestion of the Fire Company we have been discussing changing the fireworks display and doing the show from a barge off the 96th Street beach.  After contacting several companies we realize that based on pricing and the unavailability of barges for 2016 we will not be making that change next year.  However we will continue to discuss it with the Fire Company for future displays.

Please make sure to check the Borough’s website and review the schedule of events and activities for Thanksgiving weekend.  Our theme this year is “It’s a Wonderful Life” in Stone Harbor.  Just a few of the things we have added include “Bedford Falls in Stone Harbor” which will be in the Water Tower Parking Lot. Utilizing our beach concession stands we are making the lot a little downtown in itself. Local civic organizations will be participating and selling snacks and/or holiday items from their decorated little stores.  There will be carnival games for kids as well as a slide and a carousel.  The well attended Pet Parade will be held again followed by Yappy Hour outside at the Harbor Square Mall.  The Chamber of Commerce Hospitality night is Friday, November 27, 6-9pm.  And of course the parade will be Saturday night, November 28 at 6:30pm.  

UTILITIES
NOVEMBER 16, 2015 UTILITIES REPORT

11/6/15/   All members in attendance
Chuck & Scott presented a meter, register & ERT to further educate the committee on the utilization & benefits of the ERT. With the ERTs the readings are transmitted through the handheld and downloaded into the billing system for property calculation.

Our water usage story – We used 1.653 million gallons more in October this year than last year. We have used approximately 11,920 million gallons more water this year than last year to date. Let’s hope we don’t have any major leaks this winter. 

Beach outfall pipe removal & the required infrastructure & road paving is on schedule. All information about road openings & closures are posted on our website. 

We have a few minor issues to work out with NJAW on the agreement for the Sentinel Well.

Grant, Jill and Jim Craft & I met 11/10/15 for a first discussion on our Operating Budget. Remains a work in progress.

Hydrants have been flushed, which only took 3 days instead of the usual 2 weeks. Each hydrant was flushed for 5-10 minutes and the estimated water consumption 540,264 gallons or 1.1 million gal per year since we are required to do this twice yearly. Next meeting 12/4/15 9 am.

GO GREEN 10/30/15
The committee reviewed the Green Fair and decided to eliminate paper shredding from the fair next year. We only shredded 1/2 ton of paper which is not worth the cost of bringing the truck. Middle Twp holds 2 successful paper shredding events each year and it is felt most people utilize their event.

Stone Harbor will be officially recognized for being awarded the Bronze certificate at the annual Sustainable Jersey luncheon during the League of Municipalities in AC 11/17/15. Josee rich, Kim Stevenson, Jill Gougher and I will be attending. 

The committee will also be analyzing the water usage for domestic use vs irrigation usage. We also would like to analyze the usage by those homes who have installed the Smart System. It is an easy matter to override the Smart system so that it operates whether the lawn or landscaping requires  it or not. If we can review usage for the past 2 years, we can see if homeowner’s usage are increasing without weather justification. Based on the continued increase in water usage through Oct. you can see why the committee is so concerned. We may attempt to have an intern from one of the colleges work on this to get us the required information. If we find the smart systems are being overridden then we will no longer exempt them from the irrigation scheduled in effect.

PUBLIC WORKS
Councilmember Kramar congratulated the PW department for their r participation in the CMC Snow Plow Rodeo, they won two prizes, Raymond Allen and Dominick Grassi in 1344 won best of Show and 2nd place Class C

Highlights of a few of the many things PW continue to do to keep our town in tip top shape working with 3 less employees due to injuries. 

Beaches suffered from Oct Storm, dunes washed away up to 121st street. Under the direction of Craig Reeves, debris was removed, crossovers and vehicle ramps cleared and sand harvesting has been a priority. This is an ongoing project. Marina, docks were removed, to start the dredging project. The Marina is closed to the public. 

October Special Events Savor September 280 hours, Nuns Surf 15 hours, Go Green 60 hours PD Bike Safety 4 hours Beat the Clock Run 27 hours, Tues night concerts 566 hours remove decorations and put up Fall – 34 hours.

November Harvest Festival 51 hours, Cape May Snow Plow 83 hours, Nor’easter October 1 779.75 hours 

PW met Friday Nov 13, discussed 2016 Capital Budget considering Water Tower Bathrooms, possible Grant Money available, also Road Improvements. Cape May County Open Space Program – Chelsea Place Park Improvements
· The rebid bid opening occurred on November 10, 2015 at 10:00 AM.
· The apparent low bidder is Command Company, Inc. 1318 Antwerp Avenue, Egg Harbor City, New Jersey 08215, in the amount of $651,655.00.
Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· The design process has begun and we are targeting a Fall, 2015 Construction Schedule.

· A July 23, 2015, on-site meeting was conducted to review the plans and site conditions.

· We are finalizing bid documents for a Fall 2015 construction schedule.

Police Station Expansion

· The design development is underway.

· RV & W is preparing 
Proposed Sentinel Well

· An agreement with NJAW needs to be finalized for shared costs. We have had conversations with the NJDEP on the sentinel well requirements and will be preparing contract documents for procuring a well drilling contractor to install. Final coordination is also needed with the County to permit the installation on their lands.
NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW has helped the Borough obtain a water allocation permit modification which increases the monthly and annual diversion from the existing wells. Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit at which time, the water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested diversion.
The key permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. NJAW has agreed as directed to share in the cost of the observation well construction. RVW has met with NJDEP on site at the County Airport and has corresponded with the County to identify the acceptable well location. NJAW prepared a draft shared services agreement for the project which is currently with the Borough for review or signing.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Richard Palko 11721 Second Avenue asked when Resolution 197 will be available.  Answer was tonight. There has been discussion over the last several weeks about not only a Resolution to encourage ACE to respond but there was a discussion or conversation about Council bringing on an attorney, a champion to fight to slow down this project or get ACE to take out demands more serious. There was also a discussion about possibly bringing in an Engineer that specializes in underground facilities, has that been considered?  Council said that has not been discussed at all, Councilmember Lane thought it may have been discussed by residents. Mayor said Council was not discussing that. He said this Resolution may accomplish something, is anyone confident that we are going to get information out of ACE that will be meaningful for Council to make a decision or whether this project should be underground or not?  He is still confused why money is a topic of conversation now, it seems at its current estimate, certainly affordable for the Borough to make a decision that this project has to go underground, and we will find a way to raise the money to accomplish that.  Solicitor, you are right, your focus is appropriately on ACE and the confidence level coming from ACE is not high. We don’t have a firm cost estimate for Second Avenue that we have an confidence in and they say they can’t supply it immediately because they have to do a complete engineering analysis of that area, the same thing for the rest of the 200 block of 95th Street. It is not a perfect process. The Borough is trying to do all it can to force some resolution to these questions. We are hopeful with the BPU involved, and potentially the Legislators we can get some answers.  
Mr.  Palko said it actually is a perfect process, if we take advantage of the process. If we sit back for another 2-3 months and wait for ACE to plant poles along Second Avenue we will miss the boat. He said what we can immediately do is some of the recommendations, and that didn’t come from residents, that actually came from Councilmembers and I am going to keep those conversations private. But it was to let Council go out and hire an expert, so you are not depending on the information coming from ACE, tried to scare everyone, have misled everyone tremendously so that this project continues on its way. There is resistance, in fact 86% of the responders from POA wants this project underground. What do we do between, residents, property owners and Council to make that happen. Sending this Resolution out is not going to get this project underground. We have to take aggressive action, hiring a consultant, hiring attorneys, hiring whoever we need and explore on our own, what this project really costs and maybe even hiring contractors. The only thing we need from ACE right now is to pull lines through a tunnel underground that anybody can dig.  I don’t want answers from ACE, this body represents the residents and the property owners of Stone Harbor. I want ACE to give you answers. This project is going to destroy this island, does anybody understand that? It is going to destroy the property values probably 100 – 150 million dollars in property value is going to diminish because of this project and we are sitting back passing Resolutions forcing them to give us answers. We don’t want answers, we want the wires underground. What do we have to do, hire consultants, hire contractors, hire people that understand what this project is about, but we are depending on Council to do that. Now if Council is not going to do that we formed a non-profit, we are going to get it done, with you or without you. This is not a battle between residents and Council, this is a battle between us, this island, and ACE. You are either with us or against us, but we can’t sit for another two months hoping that ACE will give us some honest answers.  Wait for next Council meeting and all of a sudden we have these 70-80 ft. poles lining up Second Avenue and then say we tried. Lot of questions but no action.     Mayor said we passed the Resolution that is what Council decided to do tonight and wait for a response from BPU to see where we stand. 

Frank Dallahan 378 – 95th Street thanked Borough Council for making this Resolution, a step in the right direction. Rich raises a number of very important issues and questions. What is the thinking with invoking political power in Trenton, with our representatives? How responsive are they to questions of this sort?  Mayor said she has spoken to some of them about the problem, we can push but the Utilities generally get to do what they want. Our neighbors are not complaining.   Mr. Dallahan said they don’t know about it.  Mayor said they sure do.  Dallahan said he can’t tell you the amount of people he has spoken to in Avalon who were unaware of this project. They may have done a better job promoting or publicizing the project. But this issue is, there are a lot of people in Avalon who are now upset with the pole development. He asked if it was possible that we could get the BPU to have ACE to back off until after the artificial deadline of Memorial Day.  How did that deadline develop?  Mayor said she understands they want to have reliable power for next Summer, concern about 4th of July being a 4 day week-end and if the temperatures are high there is a possibility they would not have enough power to supply the island. Right now there is no power being generated on 7 mile island. The Peermont Substation is down and out, and our station is shut down. Dallahan asked what about the portable generators?   Mayor said we were told today they will need a permit from DEP, and they are only to be used in an emergency situations. We were also told they are not to be used for extending periods of time, only for an emergency. Dallahan said they still have not demonstrated the data that supports their conclusion and without that information intelligent decision making is not reasonable. It is clear it is a poorly run business. How do we to the point where we are now in a crisis stage of generating electric power into Stone Harbor and Avalon and they make the decision to decommission our substation.  It doesn’t make sense.    

John Stranix 366 – 95th Street understands the concern, he thanked Council for the Resolution. Appreciates the time taken in looking into the 95th Street properties, which were at risk. He is happy to support the Borough with any advice or issues related to the rest of the work.
Terry Fortino - 206 – 121st thanked Council for their efforts to this point. Agrees with Mr. Palko, against ACE and looking for ways to get his resolved. 1. We are not Avalon, doesn’t care what Avalon does, but knows people in Avalon that are absolutely shocked it is happening. Remembers the one hammer we have as a Borough is that we can deny the right to open the streets. If we drag this out, is ACE going to just come and say here we are and we can’t stop them? Can we stop them until we get resolution on this?  Solicitor said at the moment, we have their applications for street opening permits, the Engineer is reviewing them, we have requested various documentation including  their legal authority to use the ground they intend to use. Until we have all that, we are not going to make a decision on their street opening permit. We indicated to them today was the next time Council meets is December 1st and they shouldn’t expect anything before that date. There may be another closed session to discuss that topic. As of today, we have not issued the street opening permits and the engineer has indicated he will have a number of conditions. 

Mr. Fortino said we are going to move forward and do whatever we can as a community to get these utilities put underground. The last thing we need is for them to come in while we are in that process and say too late, we have to put them up or you won’t have power for July 4th.  
Mayor, just so you realize, it wasn’t really put to us to make a decision on whether this project happened or not, we were told the project was happening and are decision is on the street opening permits, the only decision we have. If they provide everything we are asking of them, we probably have no authority to not issue them. 

George Keyser - 358 – 95th Street thanked Council for the progress that has been made in terms of trying to get information. Mr. Falco has an excellent point, the more sunk costs they get into on this island on building infrastructure to take the lines up, the more cost we have to assume if we want if we want to convert to something else. Don’t know how or if you can stop them, from saying do the workup bringing it in but don’t start putting stakes in the ground or money into the ground on the island they we then have to overcome that cost when they do it.  It is frightening that they already turned the electricity off on the island, know everything is up in the air like this. Encourage you to say to them don’t be putting any money on the island until we get past these issues.
