DOCK HEARING – Channel Marine Construction – Lyssy & Schiffman 316 – 92nd Street

Frank Bowen, Channel Marine Construction was sworn in by Solicitor Donohue

Solicitor Donohue said there are two drawings part of this submission, and they are different and Council has questioned that. The larger blow up of the dock area is different from the Matt Ecker drawing of 6/8/15. In the project area that float to the left, looks like a new float, which one is actually being asked for. 

Mr. Bowen said the Matt Ecker drawing of 6/8/15 is the one he is seeking approval for. He said they are asking permission to install what was approved by the DEP and that is pretty much it. Councilmember Kramar asked if there was further extension out into the lagoon. Mr. Bowen said no, because what is there now, what was there too far and non-conforming. So they are getting less with this approval.  It was a large pier and the pier is gone and this is a smaller pier with one ramp and one float.  Solicitor said, so they are conforming now to State requirements and you have your State permit? Mr. Bowen said yes.

COMMUNICATIONS
PUBLIC COMMENT

Tom & Patti Speakman – 8408 Second Avenue spoke about the skunk problem in Stone Harbor. She stated they are one of the most highly rabid animals there are. They have spoken with EPA, NJ Animal Protections in Tuckahoe, various animal control companies and a few hunters and trappers. They started writing Council about 10 years ago, when their dog was sprayed by a skunk. Last year they met with Jill Gougher and Kim Stevenson to discuss the problem. They listened and are trying to get a handle on this serious problem. We can’t go any further without Borough support and we must do something now. There are solutions. Skunks are not indigenous to this island, no matter what anyone says. The first solution is trapping. From Nov 15 – March 15 it is trapping season. They can be trapped legally for their fur. We can invite trappers to the island and trap for skunks. We must do something now or our town and the economy will be destroyed. 
Ray Naumann - 271 – 85th Street said the Borough needs to get a plan in place about the skunks. This did not just pop up a couple of weeks ago, it has been going on for a while. What do we need to do to get a plan in place?  Mayor said we will have a new contractor in place in January. Administrator said the contract is up the end of the year and they are meeting in Natural Resources on Friday to discuss a formal plan, considering breaking up our current contract so one will be mainly for the removal of skunks and the other deal with feral cats and other animal issues. 
Rich Palko 11721 Second Avenue representing the Property Owners Against Peermont Inc. a non-profit organization formed since the last meeting to deal with the current Peermont issues overhead poles, high tension wires, and to rally the community against the project.  We are not against this project only against the component that places the wires overhead. The other critical mission of the POAP is to collect money to engage the law firm of Dilworth Paxson LLP to represent the property owners in their quest to redirect this project. This seems to be the only thing left do to as a result of the inaction by this Council. We are seeking your support in changing the course of this project, we are running out of time. He asked at the end of his comments for the Council to provide an update on what has happened to the Resolution sent to the PBU passed at the Council meeting last month as to what ACE or the PBU has responded. The property owners and especially the POAP are looking to champion this fight against ACE in harmony with the Borough Council, to preserve the character and charm of this very special island. He asked each Council member if they were in favor of this project and the Mayor said this is a public portion of the meeting, not a debate back and forth. 

Councilmember Kramar said when the first meeting was held it was a passing remark that in the future there would be upgrades to the community, that’s all that was said. Secondly you said you weren’t trying to place blame, it certainly sounded like that to me. This letter that was sent out really was misrepresented, most people thought this came from Property Owners Association, it did not. 
Mr. Palko said that piece was not met to deceive anybody, mislead anybody, but get a message out this Council had a responsibility to get out years ago and they chose not to do that. Mayor Walters said that is not true. 

Councilmember Rich wanted to make a comment since it was placed on the record in July in the minutes. She said she was not in favor of the wires going above ground, there was a motion to allow ACE to do the borings at the end of one of these meetings. Her feelings are on the record. It is not a debate, but at that point in time she publically said that she felt that was setting us backwards if we went along with this project. 

Mayor Walters stated this Council has been fighting since we found out.  We did have a meeting a couple of years ago with ACE and told they were going to update the Peermont Station. We were not told the specific details of how this was going to adversely affect the 300 block of 95th Street or that we were 60-70 steel poles along Second Avenue. That was not part of what we were told until this Summer.  We immediately jumped into action. We have worked very hard to help the residents of the 300 block of 95th because they were the ones most adversely affected by the drilling that was going to be done and we got some wonderful concessions out of ACE, coming to the middle of the 200 block so they won’t have big poles in the 300 block. We are hoping these actions are not going to adversely affect those promises ACE made to us. We did not know how negatively affected those people were going to be or about the steel poles. For you to be telling everyone we knew about it years ago and swept it under the rug, is just not right.  

Mr. Palko said I didn’t say we swept it under the rug I suggested that you knew about it 3 years ago and the property owners only became aware this June. And that was a handful of property owners, that knew about it, I have an email here that indicates you did attend a meeting with ACE and if they didn’t inform you about this project, shame on you. 

Councilmember Carusi said he will not take that kind of abuse and stated Mr. Palko was out of line. You have to understand this Mayor and this Council, Administrator and Solicitor have done a lot of work behind the scenes once they found out what this issue was.  There is no recognition of that at all. All it is that these people were at that meeting, true. But, who knew at that time, when I heard about it this summer it sounded like pole for pole, very simple. Do you think we would be sitting here tonight laying back and taking all this from ACE if we knew that? We take this very serious, are job is to represent you folks. Did we miss that, yes, but not intentionally, not on purpose, so give us a break. 
Mr. Palko said as a result of the last Council meeting the POPA was formed its mission to find and its message disseminated, right or wrong, POPA continues to receive overwhelming support both moral and financial to change the course of this project and we look to this Council to work arm in arm for a solution that serves the interest of all involved. At the last Council meeting I suggested action that should be taken while waiting for the BPU and ACE to respond to the Resolution.  I again request Council join POAP to specifically take the following action.  1) Form a committee with Council members and property owners to formulate a plan to move this project underground. 2) Explore methods to fund this construction 3) Hire a consulting Engineer who specializes in underground utilities to assist the Borough and its property owners to fully understand the extent of construction costs and schedule and eliminate the dependence on ACE to guide this process and continue to give us misleading information. 4) Hire an attorney, either Dilworth or whatever firm is selected that will represent the interests of this Borough and the property owners to insure that this project changes course. 5) consult with a large construction company that specializes in utilities infrastructure to consult with them on the best method forward. 6) Utilize the human resources of property owners who would welcome the opportunity to help steer this project. And finally work with the property owners to develop a 20 year master plan that will eventually put all overhead utilities underground, never should a street be opened and closed without the utilities being placed underground.  POAP was formed because it was concluded that Council does not care enough and have the courage to change the course of this project. Please prove me wrong and reinforce your commitment to this town by joining us and implementing the 7 steps to change the course of this project. You can start the healing process this evening by scheduling a meeting with the POAC and concentrate on our path forward. Absent that action on your part will send a clear signal that you are not interested.  

Mayor Walters said we have a closed session at the end of this meeting to discuss this project. We are working on things behind the scenes. After the last Council meeting I personally handed the Resolution to the President of the BPU and spoke with him and have spoken to the President of ACE.  For you to say no one up here cares is just wrong. We are waiting for answers. 
Mr. Palko said that Resolution also required them to get back to the residents and we have had no response from anyone indicating they have taken your Resolution seriously. The fact that there is communication is good news, we would welcome the opportunity to hear about it. The only way we are going to hear about it is a partnership between the residents and property owners who care about this island. You have taken great pain to make sure the integrity of our town stayed intact and we appreciate it. However, it the opinion of everyone involved from the property owners perspective, lack of action since we found out in June, including the Resolution which “didn’t have much teeth”  There are facts we know about, we know what the approximate cost of this project is, if we know now what the value of the project is between 2-5 million 2-7 million, money is no longer the issue, why aren’t we now taking steps to solicit an engineering study to find out what we have to do to get the infrastructure underground. That seems to be the logical next step and not wait to ACE to give us more garbage. Is forming a committee between concerned property owners and Council, is that a consideration?  Mayor, we can consider it, we are going into closed session. Mayor, not promising taking action right now.
