REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
Public Safety Committee (Davies-Dunhour)
Monthly Report to Mayor & Council

Tuesday, February 16, 2016

The regular monthly of the Public Safety Committee was held on Thursday, February 11.  A special meeting was held on Thursday, January 21 to review plans for the proposed new Police Building. Another meeting on the building is scheduled for March 10.

As expected our Fire Company and Police Department were very busy the weekend of January 22 due to winter storm Jonas.  The following is a report from Fire Chief Stanford.  
The firehouse was manned around the clock, from Friday, January 22nd at 6:00 pm until Sunday, January 24th at 3:00 pm. We had 21 Firefighter/EMT on duty. We continued to have a limited crew on duty until Monday, January 25th at 5:00 pm. Total man-hours provided was 1163.

We responded to a total of 16 fire calls, which included building fires, smoke scares, gas leaks, arcing wires, and fire alarms.

January Calls Included:

3 Building Fires, 1 Cooking Fire, 13 Natural Gas Leaks, 1 Arcing Wires, 2 Medevac, 80 Water Evacuations/Public Assists, 1 Cover Assignment, 2 Smoke Scares, 1 Sprinkler Activation, and 14 Fire Alarms. We also provided 80 Person Assists/Checks, Evacuations, and EMS calls. Our members were faced with chest deep water, abandoned vehicles, and assisting the very old and physically challenged. Our members performed exceptionally well, considering that this was the busiest and most challenging storm that we have ever encountered. 

I would like to thank the Mayor and council for their support during the storm. Luckily, we did not have any serious injuries or causalities during this event. We can always replace property, but we all know how important the lives of our residents are to all of us in Public Safety.

In addition I would like to read an excerpt from a thank you note sent to the Police Department from a couple who recently moved to a house on the bay and do not have a cell phone or computer.  They reached out to the police early as they saw the water rise to make sure someone knew they were there.  The police department kept in touch with them throughout Jonas. 

We discussed the following as we conducted a storm debriefing so to speak: 

1) Our police non-emergency line 368-2111 ceased to work mid-storm.  Callers received a message that the number was not in service. Captain Schutta will follow with the Avalon Police Department to make sure this does not happen again.
2) Fire Chief Roger Stanford contacted the County Office of Emergency Management requesting a high water vehicle to assist in the future with accessing flooded areas and transporting residents.  We have received a vehicle and it will be properly outfitted for future use during flooding.  Like everything else – storage of the vehicle when not in use is a concern.

3) The emergency AM radio station stopped working during the storm.  No techs are available to come to us so the transmitter has been sent out for repair.

4) We had a lengthy discussion about sheltering and supporting people during weather events.  As everyone is well aware in the event of a hurricane we cannot nor should we shelter people on a barrier island.  However, weather events or power events can result in the need to temporarily shelter residents or to provide a place for electronic devices to be charged.  The Women’s Civic Club and St Paul’s Church have both generously offered to provide their buildings to residents and we plan to pursue these options.  Ken Hawk, our OEM coordinator, is on vacation for the next few weeks.  When he returns our plan is to address this topic at a work session of Council with his input.

During our meeting we discussed the fact that federal funds would not be available for losses incurred by Jonas.  Later that same day the Governor announced that the State is seeking a major disaster declaration from the federal government for 17 New Jersey counties that collectively sustained an estimated $82.6 million in damages due to Winter Storm Jonas, including Atlantic and Cape May counties.  The governor's office is seeking a disaster declaration to compensate towns in these counties for public damage, overtime and debris removal.
We are continuing to work on a Motorist/Pedestrian/Bike Safety Pamphlet as the request of the POA who has also offered to finance the printing of the materials.  

During our meeting we had a lengthy discussion about animal control, contacting animal control, including how to address skunk issues on private property, how to contract services, and who is responsible for payment.  This discussion will continue at the end of our meeting tonight as you will see on the agenda.  Although that aspect still needs to be discussed I am prepared to bring forward the ordinance change whereby animal control will fall under the purview of the public safety.

Our full time officer and our three Special Law Enforcement Officers continue to do well in the police academy. 




NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
REPORT ON POINT PROJECT – Dr. Lenore Tedesco explained Phase 2 of the Point Project. Last year project was started in partnership with the Borough to create habitat for beach nesting birds at Stone Harbor Point.  Phase 2 will be starting on Thursday to touch up the project which was to build three areas of higher elevation to prevent flooding during nesting. This project will reshape some of those areas and will add sand to two habitats, and will move about 14,000 cu yds. of sand total.  We don’t need new permits, this is part of the existing permits for the program. We have to be off the beach by March 1st so we will be moving on Thursday. 
Beach Replenishment Plans – Jill Gougher -Meeting every Tuesday at 1 pm on dredging project. Working on trying to get the Beach Replenishment tied into the dredging. Conversations with DEP and Army Corp. on the possibility of using some of the dredge materials and sand, putting them in geo tubes , putting them into the dunes and/or the possibility of doing that as direct pump of the material onto the beach. During those conversations it became apparent we would not get approval for those methods so we are back to working with both agencies, with the sand that is now being separated under Sevenson’s process, to be able to put that on the beach. We have approvals from DEP, Army Corp has given their blessing, they have not sent their approval , they are waiting for comments from Fish & Wildlife within the next week or so. We have asked Sevenson to provide us with a proposal, our Engineer is finalizing the specifications in order to have them transport the sand to the areas on the beach hit the hardest.  If we have it back we will bring it to Council the first meeting in March. The Engineer is recommending we extend the demobilization date from March 31st to May 6th . This would allow dredging of the access channel, and Stone Harbor Hole, these two areas can provide approx. 35,000 cu yds of sand and he feels this would still allow us time to install the floating docks and to deal with any issues of repair of repair to the Marina parking lot.  This will be discussed further at the first meeting in March and Matt will be here to do into more detail. 
Been in touch with Army Corp and Coastal Engineering in reference to try to push beach replenishment project forward into early spring. Stockton has done beach surveys right after Jonus and as recently as last week.  Army Corps requested we have everything surveyed and they have submitted the plans they had scheduled to go out to bid before any of the storms, they have requested emergency funding.  We still don’t have a date but will continue to work with them. 

Bird Sanctuary – Councilmember Rich reported meeting planned for February 26th at 2:00. Items to be discussed storm report for the Sanctuary, Garden plans for the future, encouraging our interior areas to become a natural habitat, reducing maintenance. 

BEACH, RECREATION, AND TOURISM (Gallagher)
FEBRUARY REPORT
Tuesday, February 16, 2016
The Beach, Recreation and Tourism committee reviewed the proposed design of the 2016 beach tag, and decided that with a minor tweaking of color, the original design, as portrayed in the Christmas beach tag, will remain the same.
Stone Harbor will continue its policy to issue complimentary tags to active duty military and veterans who provide valid documentation.
The Beach Opening Ceremony is scheduled to take place on Friday, May 27, rain or shine, at 9:30 AM, allowing the Mayor to officially open the beach with school children in attendance.
The beach will be officially guarded by staff beginning Saturday, May 28. Two subsequent try-outs for new lifeguards will take place on Memorial Day weekend and early in June as well. A review of the current and proposed salary schedule for lifeguards is being reviewed by Sandy Bosacco in conjunction with the Finance Department.
The captain of the Beach Patrol was given permission to begin submission of his purchase orders in order to be prepared for the upcoming summer season.
The current contract for the Beach Concession Contract has opted out of the second year. The administrator has revised the contract with bid amounts no less than $65,000 and in the first year and $70,000 in the second year. Percentage payments have been reconfigured as well.
There will be no change to the resolution allowing walking of dogs on the beaches from 80th Street to 122nd Street from 7PM until Sunset beginning June 1.
Protected beach designation will remain the same as last year.
RECREATION
Only one bid, which is recommended to be rejected by Council, was received for the 82nd Street Tennis Court Upgrades, and it did not include pricing for fencing. Figures and details are being further reviewed under the oversight of County Engineer, Marc DiBlasio.
Because of the condition of the tennis courts on 82nd Street, Recreation Director Miranda Duca recommended that all Tennis Programs be conducted at the 96th Street tennis courts with no membership fees in 2016. Pickleball fees will be added to the fee schedule this year. There will be no increase in other recreation fees at this time.
The 81st Street Playground landscaping project is not expected to be a large venture.  Local school students will be asked to assist with the actual planting in an effort to promote Earth Day, on April 20. Civic and garden clubs have been invited to help fund the project.
It was noted that any person considering employment with the Borough and having direct involvement with children must have a criminal background check, with the cost being incurred by the applicant and reimbursed by the Borough.
TOURISM
The Mayor's Wellness Challenge began on January 25, with activities from Monday through Thursday during the 8-week period. Recreation Director, Miranda Duca, has also implemented a voluntary Employees Wellness Program, encouraged and incentivized by the JIF, our Joint Insurance Fund.
There will be nine (9) free concerts scheduled for our Tuesday at the towers Concert Series. The Chamber and the Borough will be splitting the cost of this event series.

UTILITIES (Lane)

FEBRUARY 16, 2016  UTILITIES REPORT
1/8/16  All  members except the Util Inspector & Supervisor (who were on calls) were in attendance. 

South Jersey Gas Company kindly sent several representatives to our utility meeting to explain the change in location of gas meters on our properties.  This change is required by the State as a result of Sandy.  The location must be 1 foot above the first floor of the home.  Everyone will be contacted by means of a letter,&  knock on your door or a door hanger with a number you may call to schedule an appointment.   I have a number of the door hangers with the phone numbers if anyone would like to call now rather than wait.  The gas company will do an inspection of all gas appliances before and after the installation so you must be at home.  If you are not home & do not contact them prior to the end of the installation period they will shut off your gas & install the new meter, leave a number for you to call & they will  promptly come out & inspect & turn on your gas.

Phase III of the Beach outfall pipe removal is progressing on schedule.

We have received a check for $60,000.00 from NJAW as their portion of the cost to drill an observation well required by our application for increased water usage.  Any differences in the actual cost will be calculated at the completion of the project.  Specifications for the well are complete & RVE is awaiting the approval of the DEP and advice from the county as to what type of agreement they require for us to place this well at the airport. 

RVE has been in correspondence with the County to obtain permission to place our observation well at a specified location (chosen by the DEP) at the airport.  We are awaiting their permission prior to proceeding with the bids.    We will be voting on the cost sharing agreement with NJAW tonight.  They will be sending us a preliminary check for $60,000.00 when the agreement is signed.  Any cost differences will be handled at the completion of the project.  

We are reaching out to a company to install, at no charge to the Borough, an electric car charging station.  We have just initiated the dialogue, although it, at this time, appears positive.  

 Our water usage story---The saga continues--- We used 1,948.000 more gallons of water this Jan. than in 2015 (which was up over 2014). I am waiting for the report from our water department to determine if leaks could be causing this increase.

 We discussed the road program and meter upgrades required.  Preliminary discussion must begin now to budget & begin in 2017. 

We have asked our Engineer, Marc DeBlasio, to attend our March Utilities mtg to discuss the 93rd St Lift Station & any possible grants.  (that is in a flood plane area.  Also, the possibility of installing flood gates at the Marina to help control the flooding and the possibility of any grant funds for that work.   

The committee is waiting for additional cost information in order to determine if the accessorial charges need to be revised.  

Our next meeting is scheduled for 03/04/16 at 9:00 a.m.
 SHADE TREE COMMITTEE REPORT 2/16/16

Meeting was held 1/25/16  In attendance:  Elaine Heil, Fran Burns, Marilyn Hahle & K.Lane

Newly appointed member, Marilyn Hahle was welcomed to the committee.
Committee reviewed goals for 2016 and also discussed the encroachment of the trees into the electric wires.  Chair E. Heil will provide list of the 2nd Ave  blocks where the trees are encroaching into the wires.

There are large Sycamore & pine trees which need to be trimmed & shaped.  Also an Arborist needs to evaluate the health of 2 Sycamores on 103rd & Second which appear to be dying.  This will be discussed at the next Natural Resource Meeting.
Further discussion on ways to educate property owners on what trees to plant and where to plant them on their properties continues to be a work in progress.
Elaine distributed information for a workshop to be held at the County Park & zoo entitled “Pruning the Home Landscape”.  There is a small fee, but it is open enrollment.  

2/16/16 GO GREEN REPORT

Meeting held 1/29/16

The sponsoring of a HUB event for Sustainable Jersey was discussed and decided we would hold this event 4/20/16---Earth Day---at the Recreation Center.  We are currently working on the suggested list of speakers and will announce the choice when we received an acceptance.

We are working on the list of attendees and will be inviting all of the members in addition we will include all Cape May County Municipalities whether or not they are members.

We are also preparing for our Green Fair and this year will run it in conjunction with the Burke Motor Group-Francey Burke, Get in Gear 2016.  That is a perfect tie in with our Fair.  Many participants who attended our fair last year have already signed up for this year.  

We are continuing to work toward our Silver Status level with Sustainable

The committee is reviewing water usage data supplied by our CFO to determine if there is an abuse of irrigation & related Smart Systems.  The preliminary data appears to support that concern and we will be working with the numbers in order to make a decision to forward to the Utilities Committee.  

Our next meeting will be held 2/26/16.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar)
Councilmember Kramar reported meeting was held on Monday, February 8, 2016 and the following was discussed:

2016 Budget & Capital

Lengthy discussion on responsibility of Islands, Remembrance Garden, Museum and Bird Sanctuary. We all agreed to add an additional Class 3 employee to Bldgs. and Grounds as of June, 2016. At our March 1st workshop council meeting we will bring forth a bonus program for summer employees.

Recommendation to prepare specs and cost estimate to repair roadway at the beach ends of 90th and 91st street, Administer will prepare Purchas Order authorizing Engineer to begin design. This was included in our 2015 budget.

Discussion on Perennials continued. I was instructed to reach out to the president of the Garden Club which I did, for clarification in writing, as to what the garden club has decided to participate in for the year 2016.

Discussion on Farmers Market and was decided since PW has all the obligations for the Market it would be switched out of Tourism and put into PW. 

Full discussion on initiating a Flood Elimination Master Plan which the Chair of A & F proposed, because of numerous issues the Borough is experiencing with flooding. Administrator was instructed to get a cost proposal from the Engineer and bring this forward at the March 1st Council meeting. It was also suggested to have a meeting coordinating the Borough and the County since Third Avenue and portions of 96th Street are County roads.

A&F Committee Report (Mastrangelo)
February 16th, 2016 Council Meeting

· Flood Elimination Master Plan

· The A&F Committee will be pursuing the implementation of a Flood Elimination Master Plan. Due to the increase in flooding incidents recently and the magnitude of the flood levels we feel it is imperative to identify all the flood prone areas, causes related to the flooding and to create a long term remediation plan.  More details on this plan will be presented for discussion at the March 1st Council meeting.  

· 2016 Municipal Budget

·  The Committee had a detailed review and discussion of the 2016 Budget.  The budget was submitted to our Municipal Auditor for review and creation of budget in the State Budget Format.  Originally we anticipated having introduction this evening, but since we just received the completed Budget this afternoon we felt it prudent to allow  all Council time to review the budget in detail and are delaying the introduction until the March 1st Council Meeting.
· Paper Reduction
· We have purchased iPads for Council to use for Council meetings, emails and other Borough business.  We will be setting them up and give a training session shortly.  This will eliminate the need for hard copies of the budget.  All council emails can be received and sent on this devise.

Monthly Report – February 2016
Borough Administrator

· Dredging – Sevenson began dredging Shelter Haven yesterday and will continue for the remainder of this week.  

After a discussion with NJDEP and USACE our Project Engineer is not recommending we proceed with any geotextile tube placement on the beach Or direct sand placement on the beach.  We do not believe we would receive any approvals to move forward.

The Engineer recommends that we continue to pursue dredging through current system with beach placement via truck.  In order for this to occur we will need to:

1. Obtain USACE Permit approval (estimated end of Feb)

2. COWI will request a proposal from Sevenson by the end of this week.

3. The Borough and Sevenson will agree to a contract change order for beach placement.

4. The Borough would need to extend demobilization date from March 31st to May 6th.    The Project Engineer recommends that the demobilization date be extended to only allow for dredging of the Access Channel and Stone Harbor Hole.  These two areas can provide approximately 35,000 cy and have limited slip owners adjacent to these areas.  The other areas have 10-55% sand.  If we attempt to dredge beyond the access channel and stone harbor hole areas at his phase, there will be a greater % of fine material that will need to be dewatered at the parking lot and could result in schedule complications associated with dewatering and placement at the landfill.    Engineer recommends May 6th so that the floating docks can be reinstalled and any issues associated with the demobilization can be resolved before Memorial Day. We will bring this forward for discussion and approval of change order at the first meeting in March.

· Atlantic Electric –  Peermont Substation:

· As of two weeks ago, the entire project was estimated to be 61% complete.  We will be provided another update at the end of the month.  The acceleration rate of work being done will dramatically increase now that a building is on the footprint of the site and much of the work can be done indoors.  Iron workers continue to work in and out of the new building; today, they will be installing stairs indoors.  Work along 61st Street will be completed within a week now that favorable weather conditions are in the forecast following a rain event Tuesday afternoon.  On Wednesday or Thursday, street work at 59th Street will be completed and finished by Arthur Henry.  Carpenters continue to work in the transformer bays, and will install six false gables with shingles to follow.  Next week (starting February 22nd) balconies will be installed on the building to make it look like a residential home.  Gutters and downspouts will be installed during the next few weeks.  The transformers are in the substation and will be tested along with other equipment that is being installed.  All major equipment is either inside the building or a short distance from Avalon to get the job finished on time.
· Atlantic Electric – HDD/ Pole Placement 2nd Avenue:
· All poles with the exception of one on 95th Street have been placed and ACE has started to put the top portions on poles on 2nd Avenue.  

· HDD work continues on 95th Street. We have had 2 issues with water breaks due to the construction.  We meet with ACE and contractor today and we all will continue to monitor the project as it moves forward.  IF we have another break as a result, ACE has been told they will need to present a corrective action plan to prevent anymore leaks.  

· We received notification from the property owner at 9500 Sunset of possible settling on their property.  On Friday our construction official and Engineer met onsite with Property owner to inspect property.  ACE has been taking roofline surveys since the end of January and submitted those results late Friday afternoon.  They showed that there had not been any significant change.  I have requested the surveys for Saturday through today and should receive them tomorrow.  At our meeting with ACE today they were reminded that they still needed to put a monitor on the building.

Cape May County Open Space Program – Chelsea Place Park Improvements

· The rebid opening occurred on November 10, 2015.

· The apparent low bidder is Command Company, Inc., 1318 Antwerp Avenue, Egg Harbor City, New Jersey 08215, in the amount of $651,655.00.
· The Contractor has installed stone in the fitness areas and is currently installing concrete footings for the playground equipment.

Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· The bid opening occurred on January 27, 2016.  All bids submitted exceeded the Borough’s budget.

· The project is being re-advertised for public bid on February 19, 2016 and the bid opening is scheduled for March 9, 2016.

Police Station Expansion

· The Borough reviewed and approved the Schematic Design on January 21, 2016.

· The design development is underway.

Proposed Sentinel Well
· An agreement with NJAW for shared costs has been processed. Design documents for the well design has been sent to NJDEP for review and approval prior to advertisement for bids. Final coordination with the County to permit the installation on their lands is also proceeding and we anticipate their approval by March 2016. We expect advertise of this project for bids at that time.
General Engineering Projects

NJDEP Water Allocation Permit

· RVW has helped the Borough obtain a water allocation permit modification which increases the monthly and annual diversion from the existing wells. Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit at which time, the water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested diversion.
· RVW continues to support the Borough in submission of documents to NJDEP in compliance with promulgated requirements. The NJDEP performed a Compliance Evaluation of Stone Harbor to determine if the Borough has maintained compliance with the conditions outlined in the water allocation permit. The NJDEP concluded that there were several deficiencies in the Borough’s compliance with the water allocation permit conditions and they will have one more year to achieve several objectives before the NJDEP allows the “final” phase of the permit. RVW wrote a response to the NJDEP Compliance Evaluation letter and it will be sent out to the NJDEP the week of January 18, 2016. As of now, the Borough is on schedule to achieve several objectives in the coming months. 

Atlantic City Electric – Peermont Substation Project

Underground Transmission Line – 95th Street

· Pilot hole is complete and the reaming of the 24”, 36” and 48” diameter holes is in progress.

· Open cut duct bank – work to be started early next week – test pits are ongoing this week.
