Mayor Walters said that Rocky has been with the Borough for 27 years, started working on October 31, 1988. Introduction of the 2016 Stone Harbor Municipal Budget
Councilmember Mastrangelo - It is my pleasure Madame Mayor to make the motion to introduce the 2016 Municipal Budget.  The Borough Administrator Jill Gougher along with Chief Financial Officer James Craft began the process back in September of 2015 providing expenditure histories and worksheet forms to all Department Heads.  They were instructed to schedule at least two meetings with their Council Committees to discuss all budget requests.  

The Administration and Finance committee charged all departments with the task to once again maintain or reduce their budget from the 2015 level wherever possible.   The focus of 2016 was to continue the Dredging of the Back Bays, Construction of a new Public Safety Building, installation of sentinel well as a requirement for our water allocation increase and various road, drainage and flood prevention improvements.  The 2016 Budget as presented this evening will allow the Borough to complete these much needed projects while continuing to provide our residents with the high quality of service they expect.  

A copy of the 2016 Budget will be posted on our website and sent to the POA and various media outlets for our property owners to review.  On April 5th the Borough will hold a Public Hearing on the proposed budget.  At that time residents may ask questions.  Residents are encouraged to review the budget documents that will be placed online prior to the Public Hearing.  If they have any questions, concerns or recommendations please send them to the Borough Administrator who will share them with all of Council.  At this time I would like to turn it over to the Borough Administrator and Chief Financial Officer for additional information prior to taking a vote on Introduction.  

2016 Borough of Stone Harbor Budget Message

Jill Gougher, Borough Administrator
I would like to thank all the Department Heads and Council Committees for all their hard work putting the 2016 Budget together.  Because of those efforts I want to highlight that the Amount to Be Raised by Taxation will increase slightly by $20,000.  Because of the increase in assessed value over 2015 the actual tax rate will remain the same at 23.9 cents.  

Salary and Wages increased overall by $190,030.02, Other Appropriations increased by $192,579, Capital Improvements decreased by $(88,231), Deferred Charges increased by $68,603.06, Debt Service increased slightly by $3,318 for total increase of $366,300.08.  

To offset the $366,300.08 in appropriation increases the Borough is able to utilize an additional $318,787.47 in Surplus and $7,512.61 in other revenues.  As previously mentioned, the balance of the appropriation increase was offset by an additional amount to be raised by taxation of $20,000.00.  An in-depth presentation will be presented on April 5th before the Public Hearing on the budget.  As Barry mentioned, a detailed presentation will be posted on our website for property owners to review in advance of the Public Hearing.  At this time I will turn it over to Jim Craft, CFO to provide some additional information before the introduction this evening.
Jim Craft CFO –  Debt Service

Current Fund Surplus, we ended 2015 with $2,801,401 in surplus.  This year’s budget will use $1,512,420 to balance the budget leaving $1,288,981 left in the surplus account.  If we include an interfund due from the Grant Fund, the surplus balances after the budget is adopted would be $1,458,340 – about the same amount as 2014.  

Surplus is generated from three major sources, Unexpended balances of the 2014 budget $659,586.84, Tax Receipts $438,775.03, and General Revenues greater than budgeted, that amount is $227,074.51.  

Debt Service, totals $3,385.794, which is very close to last year’s debt service requirement of $3,382,470.  We are in the process of refunding $4.78 million in debt, both General Capital Debt and Water/Sewer Debt.  This refunding bond is schedule to be priced next week and close on March 31 the estimate shows a savings of $157,000 over the life of the Bonds or approximate $36,000 a year for the next 4 years.

Deferred Charges, this year it totals $82,853.06, of which, $65,603.06 was appropriated in 2014 for the Capital Improvement fund, $17,250 is for Tax Maps

CREATION OF FLOOD ELMINATION MASTER PLAN -MARC DEBLASIO 
We have provided a proposal to the Borough for a Master Plan for Flood Mitigation and also to evaluate the storm water system. I know what the issues are her and the focus which is the western side of the Borough where there are lower elevations. We also discussed how to fund all of this once the report is completed. There is a grant program that we have been talking about and trying to find a good fit for the Borough. So we are talking about the Resiliency Grant Program and how we can reverse engineer a solution that would meet the requirements to be funded by this program. Our efforts would include coordination with PW, businesses, financial and emotional damage to businesses, etc. It is 100% grant program the will fund projects into the multi millions. We would recommend that you pursue this program.  We would be looking at tidal flooding, bulkheads, hydraulic capacity of storm sewer systems and trying to raise roadways as we do street work. Grant is due end of April, so if you agree, we will start on the Grant application.

COST FOR BEACH ENDS – 90TH & 91ST Street (First to Street End) and Storm Sewer Improvements – Intersection of 111th & First
Marc DeBlasio and Grant Russ explained that when the Outfall Phase 2 -3 was implemented these two street were left off. It would be wise to take care of these two beach ends to complete the project from 107th – 83rd streets on the beach ends. At 111th we have some issues with flooding during heavy storms, property owners in that area are concerned. The storm water pipe in that area is inadequate and needs to be upgraded and this proposal would eliminate a lot of the rainwater for now and looking forward to eliminating the outfall at 111th.   DeBlasio, we did a study for that area on how to eliminate that, we sized a pipe similar to other outfall eliminations and it was installed under 2014 utility and road program, put there before the road was paved to it is ready now.  We are prepared to tie these projects in together. This part will get the water off the road faster than it is doing now.  

CIVIC CLUB TENTS -Women’s Civic Club has requested an exception to Chapter 560 Section 56-46, Tents They would like to be able to erect tents on more than 15 occasions in a calendar year since they are anticipating a significant increase in the use of their facility for weddings. Solicitor will prepare a draft Ordinance for review on March 15th that will grant them specific relief based on a specific set of circumstances and indicate that future requests will be analyzed on an item by item basis. 
ELECTRONIC CHARGING STATION Councilmember Lane said we have been looking into this for three years. Now we have a company that did Avalon’s, but Avalon’s car charging station doesn’t get a lot of use because it takes 1 ½ hr.  This is their latest and it is a ½ hr. charge. We are looking at that and would like to bring it forward but our Solicitor has a problem with their agreement. We will look at it further before the next meeting and possible bring it forward then. Administrator said in order for them to guarantee that we would get this at no cost, they would have to have it substantially installed by March 31st. At the next meeting would give them sufficient time, so the Solicitor and Administrator will go back over the contract with them and see if this would have to go out to bid. Will bring it back to Council.
