DOCK HEARING  FALESE – 320 – 99TH STREET

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
Public Safety

Monthly Report

Tuesday, March 15, 2016

The regular monthly meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held on Thursday, March 10.  Following that meeting was a special meeting to review the status of the new police building.

COURT

A seasonal part-time position is available in the Court to help handle the increase in workload that accompanies spring and summer.  The position will be advertised and a candidate chosen once the Court Administrator completes a selection process. 

FIRE

Fortunately February was a slow month for the Fire Company and the Rescue Squad. The Department responded to 10 fire calls and 12 EMS calls.

Chief Stanford reported that the AM radio that went down during winter storm Jonas is still not repaired and he is handling it.
Again, fortunately, February was also a slow month for the Police Department.  As you may recall I reported that it came to our attention that during Jonas our nonemergency line (368-2111) was not working.  Captain Schutta is working with Avalon to rectify this issue.  It appears a hard wire phone line needs to be installed to avoid problems associated with the existing voice over system. 

The Police Administration reported no issues with animal control falling under their purview.

Our police recruits (one full time and three summer officers) continue to do well at the Police Academy and are on track to graduate.
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OEM

A meeting was held today at the County OEM Office to introduce a FEMA Flood Mitigation Program and there is a motion on the agenda for the Mayor to sign a letter of intent for Stone Harbor to participate. Funds will become available, filter down and there are some unanswered questions. The State will apply on behalf of the County who will apply on behalf of the Municipality. So the County will be submitting for this grant as a result of data taken from the Municipalities. So the letter of intent says Stone Harbor plans to participate.  Funding will become available for severe repetitive loss properties and repetitive loss properties. The letter that is part of the packet, only addresses acquisition of property, but it will actually say funds will be available for elevation of property also.  This can now be a second home, where before it had to a primary residence and will now also include businesses. We have to have our letter to the County by March 31st so this is time sensitive so there is a motion at the end of the meeting today.   
The generator at the Recreation Building needs to be replaced and is fortunately still under warranty.  The replacement will be at no cost to the Borough. 

As everyone is aware the Women’s Civic Club and St Paul’s Church have both offered their resources to the Borough to assist their members and residents during non-hurricane events.   We will continue to discuss the best way to establish a protocol that makes the resources available when needed yet does not expose either the organizations or the Borough to potential liability. 

The Police Building Review Meeting consisted of the Council Public Safety Committee, Engineers from Remington & Vernick, Jerry Blackman from Olivieri, Shousky & Kiss, Grant Russ, Jill Gougher and members of the police department.  The meeting was called to finalize some questions that require answers so the Design Development Phase can begin.  




NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
POINT RESTORATION PROJECT – This is the second and final year of this project. The project this year began on 2/19 with all permits in hand. The plan was to first restore the access to the Point and by noon that day they began moving sand. The Stockton team had laid out all the markers needed for both the borrow zone and the habitats. With the help of our PW the work was completed on time, even with the snow and ice and winds working against them. This has been a very successful project with all the agencies working together and their respect for the talents of our PW Department.

We discussed preparations for the 2016 Season at the Point. New signage for the path, Wetland interns will monitor the point again this summer.

The wire fencing is going back up today, the SHPD Marine Unit will be available also to help monitor activity at the Point to ensure safety concerns that were presented last year. We will schedule our preseason meeting with the Police Department. Beach Tags are required at the Point.

Bird Sanctuary - 2/26 meeting, Mr. Jeff Alderton was selected as Chairman this year. Topic included camera, maintenance in Sanctuary, tours for the Summer, and we will be announcing the date for planting some of the gardens for this season.

NR COMMITTEE & Jill met with the SHPOA Bay Committee to share ideas on working together in the future. Mr. Lew Ferguson and Mr. Wally Bishop. More later.

· STONE HARBOR DREDGING UPDATE 3/15/2016
INCIDENT #2 SUMMARY

At about 5:45 PM on Tuesday March 8, 2016 geotube both bag 1 and geotube bag 3 broke.  These geotubes are located on the south side of the parking lot.  The material within the bags at the time of the incident were in a fluid state and the material flowed through the site perimeter fencing and up to the eastern, southern, and western bulkheads.  Some of the sediment slurry leaked through the southern bulkhead, entered the water, and created a sediment plume.  The volume of material discharged into the dewatering area and the North Basin is unknown.  To our knowledge no person was injured or harmed during this incident.    

As a result of the incident, on Friday March 11, 2016, the NJDEP ordered that all dredging activities are to stop until further notice.  On 3/15/16, NJDEP enforcement conducted a site visit.  

DREDGING STATUS UPDATE

An additional After Dredge (AD) survey of the North Basin was performed 3/12/16.  Sevenson submitted the survey results to COWI on 3/15/16.  There is a small area that does not meet the acceptance criteria.  COWI will request additional information on the survey for review prior to providing a recommendation to Stone Harbor.

Shelter Haven Basin has been partially dredged.  Portions of the entrance still need to be dredged.  Sevenson plans to dredge these areas at the end of April.  The project specifications do not prevent partial dredging of basins.

In addition to NJDEP approval to resume dredging, new geotubes are required to be installed in the dewatering area.  Sevenson estimates that they will need an additional 6 days of blending and trucking to create space for new geotube installations.  Upon authorization to proceed and setup of new geotubes, Sevenson intends to commence dredging of the Access Channel.  In the meantime, Sevenson has started to mobilize equipment for beachfill placement activities. 

Beach, Recreation, and Tourism Committee Report Councilmember - Gallagher
March 15, 2016

At the most recent Beach. Recreation, and Tourism Committee Meeting, the issue of Criminal History Background Checks and fingerprinting for summer employees was discussed at great length. It was agreed that the Administrator and CFO shall establish a singular procedure for all employees of all departments to follow. This procedure will become part of the Personnel Manual after review from the A&F Committee, to determine if it is necessary to establish a policy for the fingerprinting portion.

The committee discussed and agreed upon various issues regarding the formal beach opening, including promotional items.

The committee agreed that preseason beach tags be made available through the Chamber of Commerce office.  Beach Patrol Captain, Sandy Bosacco, will appropriately advertise information at the Beach Shack until the Beach Shack is open for sales. The committee agreed that a minimum number of beach tags will continue to be available at Borough Hall throughout the season.

Sandy Bosacco presented a pay scale for lifeguards which was discussed at the meeting and also at the March 1 Borough Council meeting. Said salary schedule will be presented this evening for formal Council vote.

This is the final week of the Mayor's Wellness Challenge, which featured 8 weeks of fitness programs for participants.  This final week will end with a walk led by the Mayor and a comedy show featuring Robin Fox at the Yacht Club of Stone Harbor on Thursday, St. Patrick's Day. On Monday prizes will be awarded to Wellness Challenge 80 registrants.

The wellness program for employees, offering educational lectures on issues such as nutrition, diabetes, and stress management continues. The program also includes lunchtime walks and health screenings. The program, which has attracted approximately 45 employees, will conclude on April 9.
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Chelsea Park is completely installed, and we are presently awaiting 7 consecutive solidly sunny days to install rubber-poured surface. An April date is anticipated for the formal opening of the park.

Artisans' sites for our annual Arts and Crafts Fair is nearing capacity in registrations. Recreation Director Miranda Duca is working on plans to provide even more spaces for artisans.

The next meeting is scheduled for April 7.

UTILITIES (Lane)

MARCH 15, 2016  UTILITIES REPORT
March 4, 2016  All  members  were in attendance plus  Marc DeBlasio, Boro Engineer & Craig Loper, Sewer Licensed Operator

Marc & Craig attended our meeting to review the 93rd St. Lift Station.  The current pumps are located 18 feet below ground and do not meet flood & FEMA standards.  During Hurricane Sandy this station was operational, but, the pumps failed to keep water from infiltrating into the sanitary sewer system.   Marc presented 4 options to upgrade this station.  The committee agreed with Grant Russ that the elimination of confined space entry is a goal for the upgrade. The pump station is 80+ years old and there is no information available on the condition of the structural walls and safety of the building is a concern.  Deciding to rebuild the station would allow us to keep the present site operational during construction and then convert over to the new facility.  Marc will review all recommendations of the committee and present back to the committee for final review.  

Phase III of the Beach outfall pipe removal is progressing on schedule.

Leak adjustments presented by the Utility collector were reviewed & accepted.  . 

The generator at the rec center has been determined to be a bad unit & will be replaced at no cost to the Borough.  

There is a resolution on the agenda tonight to move forward with the Electric Car Charging station.  This will be the latest model and will allow car charging in ½ hour as the previous 1 ½ hours.  Teslas owners will also be able to use this charger providing they have their adaptor. 

 Our water usage story---well, have we turned a corner?  First time in months & I will say I believe it is the result of a mild winter and not as many leaks as last year.  We actually used 4,054,000 fewer gallons than Feb. 2015.  Good news for a change.  
The committee is waiting for additional cost information in order to determine if the accessorial charges need to be revised.  
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Our next meeting is scheduled for 4/1/16 9:00 a.m.

Meeting held 2/26/16

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar) March 15, 2016
General Maintenance and necessary repairs are constantly being performed. Areas include streets, grounds, automotive and buildings.

Our beaches are a priority Beaches have been cleaned of debris and 25.49 tons were removed and taken to the CMC Landfill. I especially want to recognize Craig Reeves and his crew who were also recognized by Niles and Associates for their efforts, with 30 knot winds, ice and snow Craig and his crew pitched in and did all the “grunt” work for the Stone harbor Point Restoration project.  A job well done.

The Marina is still closed due to the ongoing dredging project. Boat ramp will not be available until May 15th. Launching

We had our Public Works meeting on Tuesday, March 8th The new concrete slab has been installed, and a second layer will be installed when the weather is warmer at the firehouse on 2nd Avenue. A bench will be installed there for public use. Grant is working with Lenny Catanoso of Garden Greenhouse for the perennial plantings on the islands for 2016  Our recreational field at 80th street is not ready for the season yet and Miranda has been advised. Next meeting will be April 12th at 9:30 am.

Farmers Market met on Tuesday, February 24th. We discussed and agreed upon the opening ceremony with parsley ribbon, music, placement of vendors “give away” bag’s donated by the County. Market will open Sunday June12th and close on Sunday Sept 4th. Just a brief history, the market was started in 2009 by a former Councilperson. It had 10 vendors total. I took the market over and have been the ”overseer’ for almost 5 years. We started out as just an ordinary market but grew to 25 vendors with a waiting list. We added music, high top tables, bike racks, water for the dogs and are now known as the “premier’ Farmers Market in Cape May County. We had 98.7 radio several times and the Mayor and I went to Pleasantville and were interviewed 
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by Scott Cronick on 101.0 promoting our Market. Some weeks we have had over 1,000 people attend. 

I have dedicated myself to being there every Sunday from 7:30 am to 12:30 to make sure it ran smoothly. Even jeopardizing my family’s vacation time. No compensation whatsoever except for the joy I saw from the people who attend. It has been a pleasure to see how much this market has become a part of Stone Harbor. Bringing people from all over not only to go to the Market but also to shop, go to the beach and enjoy all we have to offer. The Market has been set up to thrive and will continue to do so, with or without me.

I have been shown a level of disrespect that is almost intolerable, so with that being said, as of today I will no longer be the “overseer”. Special thanks to Kim, Mike, Rocky and his crew. 

MUSEUM report

As liaison from Council, I attended the museum board meeting on Thursday, February 18th. After introductions it was down to business. Discussion ensured regarding obtaining space in the old part of the Police Bldg. More dialog will be held after plans for the renovation are presented to Council and the public. A budget request for additional repairs to the existing bldg was discussed but I reiterated that the budget has been completed for the year 2016. There is a small amount budgeted and PW has already addressed most of the items presented that need to be fixed. No major items were included. Mr. Bauer requested that perhaps new signs could be made for 93rd street directing visitors to the Museum. After looking at the signs with Mr. Tell, curator, it was determined the signs are acceptable for now.

The Museum has been approached by the new owners of the Movie theater and have been offered some wall space in the Movie for displays. Museum is contacting the Green team, it is the understanding of the museum curator that in order for the Borough to obtain Green Certification they need to partner with historical societies. Mrs. Lane will be contacted in reference to this.

Museum will be doing a display at the Freeholders Bldg at Crest Haven in June. Museum decided to raise their dues from $25.00 to $35.00. The 4th graders will be visiting the Museum on March 18 to work on research papers. Their next board meeting is March 17th at Our Saviour Church.

Monthly Report – February 2016
Borough Administrator
· Atlantic Electric – HDD/ Pole Placement 2nd Avenue:
Atlantic City Electric is continuing the process of installing underground transmission lines on 95th Street in Stone Harbor.  Last Friday, the contractor completed the conduit installation at the intersection of 95th Street and Third Avenue. They will continue to move westward to a location where a manhole will be installed near the Horizontal Directional Drilling (HDD) site.

Beginning this week, a temporary above ground water system will be installed around 9425 Sunset and 388 to 395 95th Streets. This temporary work will entail installing a two inch yellow PVC pipe and ¾ inch orange hose at the edge of the curb and on the public right-of-way. This temporary system will be operational for approximately a month.

To activate the temporary water system, the contractor will have to interrupt water service from the bridge at 96th Street to 94th Street and Sunset Drive and from the bulkhead on 95th Street to the 9500 block of Third Avenue. This water interruption will occur on Thursday, March 17.  The water service will be interrupted on 95th Street from approximately 8:00am to 12:00pm and on Sunset Drive from approximately 10:00am to 3:00pm.  Please review the Borough website for any schedule changes.

Regarding the HDD process, starting approximately March 21, the contractor will excavate the area where the HDD pit area is currently exposed. The manhole is expected to arrive March 21and be installed within a couple of days.  Hammering noise will be sporadic for a couple of days to remove the HDD equipment. This excavation will last approximately one week depending on weather conditions. 

After the conduit is installed to the manhole and the HDD casing is completed, the next phase is the installation of the electrical cables to the manhole from the riser pole from the 200 block of 95th Street to the manhole on the 300 block of 95th Street near the HDD drill site.

For the safety of contractors and customers, road closures, lane closures and traffic diversion will be required throughout this process. At the completion of all construction, the pavement and surrounding landscape will be restored to existing conditions.

Weather permitting, the Golden Shores service will be interrupted possible tomorrow for approximately 3 hours.  ACE spoke with the General Manager.  Before they interrupt service, he will notify property manager.

Bob Ashman 10301 First Avenue – good news the dredged sand will be used on the beaches. What beaches and approximately how much sand?   Administrator said approximately 20,000 cu yds of sand is scheduled to be placed 112th going North is the plan, about a 4 ft. strip going all the way down, but this may change and be adapted where more sand is needed. 
Bunny Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive – hasn’t heard anything tonight in the report about the issue of the poles. Last meeting you had just gotten something, a response from ACE  on what Stone Harbor would have to commit to in order for ACE to do plans for taking the poles underground. Solicitor said we indicated it was open-ended and did not have any CAP on it and we were going back to ACE to get a CAP, because we couldn’t agree to it open ended.  That was the situation, they had given us a figure and the figure had no CAP we have since gotten back to them said we wanted a response with a CAP which they have now given us with a 25% deviation. Council will look at that and consider where we are. We are also looking for an estimate relative to doing it with transmission and distribution lines and they are preparing that. 

Mrs. Parzych said for the second month in a row, Mrs. Lanes report did not indicate that this issue, is this not part of her committee. Who is working on this, is there a committee working on this issue?  Mayor said it is mostly in the hands of the Solicitor and the Engineer and Utilities Committee handles electricity.  She asked if we can expect this to be a part of ongoing reports.  Councilmember Davies-Dunhour said she is on Utility committee and will let Mrs. Lane know to include reference in reports going forward from the Utility Committee.

HOBIE CAT BEACH  
Administrator when we looked at the beach area part of the problem is where the existing Hobie Cat beach is, at the high tide line the hobie cats will be in the water. One of the recommendations through Public Works was the possibility of moving it from between 108th street where the vehicle ramp is thru 117th street where the crossover is  and then on  118th -119th vehicle ramp.  Discussion included Sandy Bosacco, Lifeguard Captain who reported last year the stand at the very southern end of the parking lot was technically at 123rd and that is about three blocks and then you step over onto the Point. You need about 3 blocks they don’t launch straight out depending on the wind and they need room. You couldn’t have it at 117, too crowded. Administrator, looking for a solution, they can’t stay at 123rd. Options are not having any, 60 that have already paid, or find an alternative beach to put them. Asked Sandy for his recommendation, he said there is more beach were you are discussing but the area is very crowded and you would be adding a whole other element of activity. Several areas were discussed, Councilmember Rich asked about 80th – 83rd. Grant said problems getting onto the beach using Avalon entrances and an extremely crowded rafting beach. Sandy said the only option is south of the 114th jetty somewhere. Consider the masts and the clanging noise, no matter what you decide you will have unhappy people. Sandy said we should give it more thought but it would have to be between 114th – 122 jetty. Will be discussed further.
