DOCK HEARING – Continued from March 15, 2016, Falese – 320 – 99th Street
Vince Lamanna Jr. Esq on behalf of the property owners understands there was an effort by Channel Marine at the last Council meeting address the concerns of Mr. Calabrese and Mr. Lamanna spoke to Mr. Calabrese’s Counsel just before this meeting. Any proposal or arrangement that was made was subject to the property owners and applicants approval with the consultation of Counsel and the Environmental Consultant and it was determined that this would not fly in the face of the DEP permit.  Mr. Karavan asked if he met the modification  which was tentatively agreed upon would not fly?  Mr. Lamanna said that was correct. And in addition he believes that Council has copies of the DEP permit and the Army Corp permit. He also received from his Environmental Consultant an abstract of the regulations that apply and they have been given to Council.  The essence of the agreement was to take the two floats for the jet skis and turn them. That is specifically against the rules of the DEP.  You must have 8 ft. of open water between those two docks for light and air to nourish whatever lives below the water. As much as we would like to do something for the neighbor we really are locked in with the permit. Bottom line the application submitted by Channel Marine is our application. 
Mr. Lamanna said this is an area which we don’t have to address today, but there were discussion with the prior Solicitor as well, and there is a preemption issue here, I think when the State issues DEP permits in an area and the Regulations, and I think in your own Ordinance, acknowledges the fact that there is DEP jurisdiction here and when it gets into the area of placement of docks, location of docks, construction of anything beyond the mean high water line you have policies of the DEP that are in place and I think this is clearly an area of preemption. Zoning is not one of those areas, a different issue. But as far as construction, placement, dredging, things of that nature that go to the navigability of the waters and the access of the waters, I think you are dealing with a State preemption issue, with all due respect. 

James Moore Esq. representing John Calabrese. Appeared on March 15th and at that time there was a tentative agreement reached between the applicant and his client with respect to the placement of the jet ski floats. Met with Mr. Lamanna earlier and while he understands his clients position, my clients position and opposition to the plan as proposed is unchanged, he has significant concerns about the placement of the jet ski docks potentially affecting his ability to navigate to his dock and with respect to the environment report, that Mr. Lamanna referred to, he has not seen that and would like a copy to review. For the record he is compelled to note his clients objection to the plan that is before Council today. 

Mr. Lamanna said keep in mind, the configuration of the Falese lot comes to a point, that point comes to the float of the neighbor. Vessels on that side of the float are on the Falese property. If the concern is distance from that float because of vessel parking, the vessel is parking on our property.  Solicitor asked Mr. Lamanna if on the plan the part that says proposed floating dock, proposed jet ski, all of the parking around those will be within the applicants property. Lamanna, the property line is there, what does beyond the line is beyond the line. Not sure I 
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follow the question.  Solicitor said you indicated if there were vessels parked along the floating dock that they will be within your client’s property. Lamanna, if there are vessels parked along the south side of the neighbors float, where the vortex of the lot lines of the Falese property intersect, that is their dock, out point.  

Solicitor Karavan asked if there were any other witness. There were none. 

Mr. Lamanna said we have a time table with all due respect doesn’t mind Mr. Moore doing research with respect to the regulations but we really need this approval and we need to move forward with a season coming on and the contractor has a schedule.    This is the second meeting, we feel our application is in order, we have the appropriate permits and he did research on applications in the past before Council and didn’t find anywhere objectors were involved but is was usually a situation where permit was presented and the matter is moved forward. 
Mayor asked if there was anyone from the public to speak in favor or against this application?

There were none. 

Solicitor Karavan recommends to defer the decision for a short while, get an opportunity to confirm the documents and would like Mr. Moore to have those papers but would like to move on it summarily at the next meeting.  We will close the hearing and render a decision on April 19th.  Solicitor Karavan will look into the preemption in the Ordinance that you discussed and if that is the case will make a recommendation to address that, would like to reach out to DEP and do some due diligence and give Mr. Moore the opportunity and certainly if you have something else to submit you are welcome to do so. 
Solicitor asked Mr. Moore is he would submit his documents within the week, seven calendar days so Mr. Lamanna would have a opportunity to respond. Mr. Moore said yes. Lamanna made one other point, the documents submitted from the Environmental Consultant has attached to it the Regulation 7:7-6.15-7 which states: A minimum of eight feet of open water shall be provided between any docks including jet ski ramps, if the combined width of any existing or proposed docks over the water exceeds 8 feet. Doesn’t see what research there is to be done, the research is here.   Doesn’t see what is accomplished by delaying further. Solicitor Karavan said in the interest of fairness, let’s give Mr. Moore an opportunity to review.

BUDGET PRESENTATION Councilmember Mastrangelo
Budget Presentation and Adoption of the 2016 Stone Harbor Municipal Budget
It is my pleasure Madame Mayor to make the recommendation to adopt the 2016 Municipal Budget.  The Borough Administrator Jill Gougher along with Chief Financial Officer James Craft began the process back in September of 2015 providing expenditure histories and worksheet forms to all Department Heads.  They were instructed to schedule at least two meetings with their Council Committees to discuss all budget requests.  I want to thank all Department Heads for doing their due diligence in the preparation of the budget.  
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The Administration and Finance committee charged all departments with the task to once again maintain or reduce their budget from the 2015 level wherever possible.   The focus of 2016 was to continue the Dredging of the Back Bays, Construction of a new Public Safety Building, installation of sentinel well as a requirement for our water allocation increase and various road, drainage and flood prevention improvements.  The 2016 Budget as presented this evening will allow the Borough to complete these much needed projects while continuing to provide our residents with the high quality of service they expect with no increase in our municipal tax rate. 

A copy of the 2016 Budget was posted on our website and sent to the POA and various media outlets for our property owners to review.  At this time I would like to turn it over to the Borough Administrator and Chief Financial Officer to begin the presentation of the Budget.

Administrator Gougher and CFO James Craft presented the overall budget presentation for 2016, which included the change in current fund expenditures, status of spending “CAPS”, current fund revenues, local tax levy and assessed values, condition of surplus, and current fund appropriations. Each Councilmember explained the slide highlights on the budgets for their departments and CFO Crafts spoke about the Borough Debt Service. WHEREAS, the Borough of Avalon, the City of Sea Isle City and the Borough of Stone Harbor agree that it would be in their best interest to continue to allocate the time that each municipality shall be permitted to utilize air time on the local access channel for programming specific to its municipality for an additional one (1) year term commencing April 1, 2016 through March 31, 2017.

WHEREAS, Fibrodyslasia Ossificans Progressiva is a rare genetic condition in which the body makes additional bone where bone should not form, such as within muscle, tendons, ligaments and other connective tissues.  Symptoms of FOP include excruciating pain and distortion of the existing skeletal frame; and


WHEREAS, a gene has been identified after 15 years of hard research by the University of Pennsylvania, the only known research facility currently investigating a cure for this; and


WHEREAS, discoveries made in the F.O.P. lab by scientists and researchers may aid in the treatment or cure for other genetic diseases such as osteoporosis, arthritis, and spinal cord injuries; and


WHEREAS, the symptoms of FOP usually begin in the first or second decade of life, with the majority of patients diagnosed by age 10, depriving children of normal development.  One in every seven Americans suffers from musculoskeletal impairment causing physical disability and severe long term-pain and FOP affects approximately 2,500 people worldwide.

DESIGNATED PROTECTED BATHING BEACHES – 2016

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor periodically receives reports from its Borough Beach Patrol Captain and Borough lifeguards relating to the proper location of bathing beaches in the Borough of Stone Harbor; and

WHEREAS, the information submitted to Mayor and Council for the year 2009 is that some changes to the distribution of bathing beaches should be made.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey that pursuant to Section 156-5 (B) of the Revised General Ordinances 2005 of the Borough of Stone Harbor, protected bathing beaches shall be located at 8lst Street, 83rd Street, 86th Street, 87th Street, 90th Street, 93rd Street, 94th Street, 95th Street, 96th Street, l00th Street, l02nd Street, l03rd Street, l05th Street, l08th Street, 110th Street, 112th Street, 113th Street, 116th Street, 117th Street, l20th Street and 122nd Street.  Additionally, the lifeguard captain, or his designated assistant, shall have the right during operations on a daily basis to move each bathing beach up to one-half block in either direction in order to take advantage of the best local conditions at the beach site.  The lifeguard captain or his designated assistant, may also close a beach due to adverse weather conditions or lack of personnel, or for any other appropriate reason. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the use of surfboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at the beaches at 8lst Street and ll0th Street only, and all surfers shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time. Also, the use of stand up paddleboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at 81st street only, and all users of stand up paddle boards shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time.  Kayaks will be permitted at l22nd Street through 126th Street only, and life jackets must be worn at all times while in the water.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that rafts and body boards (not surfboards) shall be permitted at all protected beaches, except 8lst, 86th, 105th, 110th, 112th and 122nd Streets. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that selected protected beaches shall begin to open on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end and shall be open through the Monday of Labor Day week-end.  Post-season protected beaches will be open only if qualified personnel are available. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that beach tags shall be required for all beaches commencing on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end thru the Monday of Labor Day week-end.

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DISCUSSION

Civic Club Tents – Councilmember Lane said she has spoken at length with both Mia Donnell and Jennifer Gensemer and they presently have 9 weddings  booked for this year, they are hoping it will increase, they have 3 booked for next year. Sometimes brides will share a tent, so it is used by two different groups. Councilmember Lane’s main concern with the added number of people with these weddings, there will be a much greater use of water and since the Civic Club is exempt from paying for water how will we be reimburse for this. So her thought was to increase the tent fee, the tent fee presently is $235.00 so if we increase to $335.00, because you have that shared situation it will cover us for the water usage. The Civic Club has assured her that the tent people are not allowed to use their water, so they solved the problem of them filling their barrels with water and dumping it out at our expense. They bring the barrels with whatever weight they need.  Councilmember Lane’s suggestion is we increase the tent fee. 

Jen spoke and said there has been confusion about the shared tents. This is a new concept they are trying to encourage with the brides, not a regular event, rather the exception. Do not base what the Borough is doing on shared tents. Councilmember Gallagher asked if the caterers that come in, do they come with prepared food or do they use the kitchen. Jen said the kitchen is in deplorable shape, and the caterers come with prepared food, pre-cooked. For the most part the kitchen is a prep area. 

Mia asked what the concern is, why is there a limit on the number of tents. They have never come close to the number but are hoping they will. Mayor said only 2 tents allowed in residential. Civic Club asked it to be increased for them several years ago and it was raised to 15. Mia said the way the zoning is worded, they say no one person can have more than 2, and she said, we, the Civic Club, are not renting the tents, the brides do. Mia said she tried to get the water usage data for the Civic Club but was unable to get it.  Councilmember Lane said she has it and it is all over the place. From 20,000 to 19,000, all over the place. 
Mayor said she would be inclined to go with unlimited in the Ordinance and monitor it for this year. Councilmember Gallagher said we have everything to gain by hosting these people, and she recommends we do allow it for one season and in December look at it again. 

Councilmember Kramar said to make it unlimited for all non-profit and monitor it for the year. 
Ordinance change will be here for April 19, 2016.

American Legion Letter – Benches -  Mayor said we received a letter from Vicki Lachman of the American Legion telling us of a project redoing the entrance to the Legion and will be selling benches and asked if  the Borough would be interested in buying a bench at a cost of $975-1058 plus shipping of $175. She asked if we would be interested in having the bench in memory of Al Carusi. Councilmember Kramar said normally as a Council we do not purchase on public property but since it is part of the American Legion and thought it would be a nice gesture to have a bench down there in his memory.  There will only be 6 benches.  Councilmember Gallagher said it is her understanding that Stone Harbor took on a policy that they didn’t name buildings after people and she understands that, but thinks this is different. This is a bench and is a bench honoring a man who served our Country, a man who served our Borough and a man whose seat I am very proud to sit in. She feels the exception should be made in this instance. Mastrangelo agreed. Davies-Dunhour said just so many people in Stone Harbor who give their time. Years ago Bill Burns passed away, Tommy Kraemer, she is concerned. She doesn’t think the Borough should pay, as Council people if we want to pay, that is one thing.   Councilmember Gallagher, remember we are not naming the post office after him, it is a bench.  Councilmember Rich said she understands all of this. She respects the whole idea what the American Legion is doing but agrees with Judy, no way a reflection on Mr. Carusi, it is not about him, it is about a project they are doing and asking for donations. When the Legion decided to put up the flagpoles and pavers it was an outreach to the community to do what they personally would like to do, she understand where Judy is coming from. If we want to donate personally to this bench that would be a better idea than the Borough doing it. Councilmember Lane said we would be setting a precedent and where do you draw the line. Councilmember Kramar said this person died in office which is different and he should be recognized, not a great amount of money and would be a nice gesture and the appropriate thing to do, she would like to make a motion.  Councilmember Lane said this is discussion and it will be taken up at the next meeting, this is our work session. It will give everyone time to mull it over and think about it. Will be continued until April 19th meeting.    
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Wetlands Feature Film Production – Councilmember Gallagher nothing to do with this Wetlands, it is the name of a production company and a movie will be shot, with our permission, in Stone Harbor by a Stone Harbor property owner Emmanuelle Della Valle, she wrote and will be directing this independent feature film and she has hired to produce this, Fred Caruso who produced The Godfather. Will not cost the Borough anything, coming in on April 22nd to the Women’s Civic Club parking lot, trucks parked on the corner, they will pay us $1000 for each day they park there. Filming will be done at that location on Friday, on Saturday filming will continue at 10723 Sunset Drive. She doesn’t see any down side to this application.
Jen Gensemer said it will be for 3 days, April 27th will be added. Borough doesn’t have any indication of that. Jen encourages us to support the film company because they have been very generous with Civic Club and we would appreciate it. When asked questions, Jen stated she signed a non-disclosure and is not allowed to give any details but would appreciate us giving them all of the approvals. Councilmember Kramar said it seems very vague and asked if we are sure it will be an appropriate film. Jen said if they aren’t’ rated R they don’t get an audience anymore, that is just a fact. Jen again encouraged us to accept this because the Women’s Civic Club is definitely benefitting.  Everything will be forwarded to Council and it will be considered on April 19th.  We must receive the information on the third date, not included in the original application. 

Buckets by the Bay – Jane Hoy 
Jane Hoy representing Shelter Haven Hospitality Inc. t/a The Reeds at Shelter Haven. Said according to her letter, she is here on two separate items. She referred to the Resolution passed concerning the Reeds liquor license renewals (3) addressing the expansion of the license to Buckets. She spoke about the conditions listed on those Resolutions. 1)  Alcoholic beverages shall be serviced upon outdoor areas newly licensed by this approval only by a server who obtains such beverages from an indoor bar area. 2) There shall be no portable or fixed bar located outside in the outdoor areas newly licensed by this approval.  She stated that Buckets would like to add a window to the existing rear wall through which beverages, including alcoholic beverages can be served. The only difference between what exists now and that which is proposed is that a server, instead of walking out a back door to serve beverages to patrons, would be standing inside the window servicing through the window to patrons. The bar top would be situated wholly within the confines of the building. Several high chairs would be adjacent to the window. Council thought the plans were well within the confines of 1 & 2 of the Resolution but will check with Zoning. 
Another condition in the Resolution states there would be no music played on the exterior deck. A number of patrons have asked for music. Asking for reconsideration of that condition. She stated that every other retail establishment on the Shelter Haven basin is allowed to play music. Every home and condominium is allowed to play music. Buckets is the only one not allowed to play music. Mayor stated that the Reeds got permission to have music from the Zoning Board when they were approved. The Outdoor Dining Ordinance says no outdoor music. Ron Gorgewski stated they were looking for relief, to have recorded music. There has never been a complaint about the in house system of music at the Reeds, we will put in time conditions or whatever, but the patrons are asking for it. Councilmember Lane said one of the reasons for no music is because of the complaints from the residents around the basin about the music at the Reeds.  Ron stated none of the complaints had anything to do with recorded music, all complaints had to do with weddings. These items will be put on the agenda for the next meeting.
BULL DOZER - Councilmember Rich said she had something to add to the agenda. Breaking the rules, there has been a discussion in a Natural Resource Meeting due to the conditions of the beach, due to the fact that we have a need to move sand, our challenge is we need equipment to move sand. She is asking the President of Council and the rest of Council, may we have a discussion about the possibility of finding the funds to look for a piece of equipment. Mayor said she thought that was already happening. Councilmember Kramar said this comes under Public Works and we already rented one, to harvest the sand, a bull dozer.  She stated that at PW next meeting and at a previous meeting we have discussed putting it in the budget to get one for harvesting. But we have already rented one. Councilmember Rich said she was asked tonight to bring this up because I have told the Natural Resources Committee and your committee knows about it too and it is just a subject that Grant has been working on and with the permission of Grant, Jill, the Mayor, President of Council and all Councilmembers, there is a little bit of new information. Councilmember Lane 
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said $6,000 a week is a lot of money to rent a bull dozer, it would make more sense if we knew what the cost is, to buy a bull dozer, we are just throwing that money away. Councilmember Kramar said we are working on it, with Jonas this happened and we weren’t prepared, and we are working on it and we have a meeting next Tuesday and we will bring it up then. Councilmember Rich asked if it was proper for Grant to tell us about his homework. She said Grant has been working on this and he has some ideas. Councilmember Lane said let’s talk about it tonight, Councilmember Kramar said it will go back to committee with whatever information he has. Councilmember Lane said you will delay it, because next session is a Work Session. Mayor stated  it can still be passed at the next meeting. Councilmember Rich thinks it is an emergent situation and there are people working on it. Councilmember Kramar said it would have been appropriate for her to be contacted as Chair of Public Works to even discuss this prior to bringing it up this evening. Mayor said she had the discussion this week to find the money in the budget to be able to do this, we realize this is something that has to be done.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Bunny Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive wanted to clarify about the transmission lines. The transmission lines are the lines that are being carried now by the big poles. Mayor said they are at the top. What they are giving you for the $14,000 is a plan to bury those upper most wires, just from where the big poles are.  Are the distribution wires everything else?   Mayor said 
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distribution, Verizon and whatever else. So the distribution lines, being buried is another phase, 
what it would cost to bury them throughout Stone Harbor?  Mastrangelo said no, just the 15 blocks. Bunny so just those wires on Second Avenue from 95th – 80th Street.  Have we formally asked them to give us that number.  Mastrangelo, yes that is what we did tonight.  Can we also ask what it would cost to do all the wires?  Solicitor Karavan said we have asked them to prepare a letter estimate and they are doing that but it takes them longer because they have to contact these other agencies in order to give us that estimate. Again, not for the whole town. Bunny, could we think about asking what it would cost to bury all the wires.  Mayor, when we get our estimate of these, we could make that determination, see what it will cost for 15 blocks.

Bunny also asked about the dredging, heard there has been more problems. Are we still on track to take that sand out of Stone Harbor Hole and put it on the beach?  Councilmember Rich said no, they are demobilizing and we are finished the project for this year. Bunny, so the sand will not be going on the beach, Councilmember Rich, no it is not going to work for this year. Bunny, was it because of the use of the tubes and the breakage, Councilmember Rich, yes. 

Mia Donnell 8001 Second Avenue – said they were finished for this year… Councilmember Rich said they will be back in the Fall.  Main question is about ACE, and the letter you have, did they give you a quote for directional drilling? Or for trenching?  Mayor said for trenching. The directional drilling was only under the Bay. She asked if there was a reason they didn’t directional drill, because with the trenching there is a lot of land displaced and they are tearing up our roads, whereas, directional drilling, like in any new neighborhood that is what they do, a lot less land displacement so there is less damage to homes, gas lines, you name it. She assumed that they would be doing directional drilling on 95th and I went by with my friend and she said that is trenching. Could you ask them for a directional drilling quote?  Mayor, we can ask them, don’t know if it has to do with all the stuff under the street already.  Mia, they have to pull permits and mark it just like the do for trenching.  Mia, then you wouldn’t run into all the problems. Ask them for a directional drilling quote also. 

Terry McConnell 9807 Second Avenue new this Spring as a resident. Question is at high tide there is not much beach, what should he expect come June, July and August.  Mayor, we are working with DEP to try to get some relief and maybe lower the dunes a little bit to be able to move them out a little further along the beach. We are in line for beach replenishment project, it will happen in the Fall.  We are doing the best we can PW is out there moving sand all the time. The storm we had last week brought some sand back, we are working as best we can getting same on the beach.
