She asked if the Dozer was a 2006 and 10 years old, how long do they last. He said longer than other equipment because of the large diesel engine, and this equipment has been reconditioned. She asked about a warranty and where he will store this equipment. He said it will be stored at the Marina where the trailers are stored now. In the winter it will be staged on the beach, it will be used during the Fall and Winter. 
Councilmember Mastrangelo asked, since it is used, will we have the right to do a pre-buy inspection of it. Grant said it has been discussed and we have an experienced operator on staff and he and Supervisor Reeves will take a trip down to Virginia for an inspection.
