REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
  Public Safety

Monthly Report

Tuesday, April 19, 2016
The regular monthly meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held yesterday, Monday, April 18.  

In the Court….

The seasonal part-time position in the Court has been filled.  Tara Mathers will be starting on May 23 and will work Monday through Friday 9:00 – 1:00 to assist with the increased work load that accompanies the summer months.  Ms Mathers is a student at ACCC so will be available in the off season as her schedule permits and should the need arise. 
Fire Department - Calls requiring a Fire and EMS response increased from February to March.  Fire calls nearly doubled…going from 10 in February to 19 in March.  EMS calls doubled…going from 12 in February to 24 in March.  Mutual aid calls remained the same at 4 each month.  Total man hours showed an increase of roughly 40% going from 271 hours in February to 391 hours in March.  

On the agenda tonight we have a resolution to approve the purchase of a new fireboat which was approved in the 2016 capital budget.  State law allows the purchase of items without requiring the usual bid process when the items are deemed to be matter of public exigency and are unique and not available from any other source.  After consultation with the solicitor we are confident the parameters of the state statute have been met and we will move forward with this resolution to acquire the fireboat.

In the Police Department…

The Police Department had an increase in activity through the month of March.  There is increased traffic in town leading to an increase of motor vehicle stops and incidents.  Violations of borough ordinances increased as well as general reports and complaints.  There was a decrease in animal complaints.

The Borough Engineer advised that the design for the police building is about 90% complete.  A meeting may be scheduled with the Police Building Committee in the next two weeks which could result in specs being done and ready to go to bid in mid-June.

Over the weekend and yesterday the Police Department finished the steps required to achieve accreditation from the New Jersey State Chiefs of Police Association.  Chief Reynolds is going to explain the process and why it is important to the Borough of Stone Harbor that we participate in this program.  In 2005 while working at the Police Department this state accreditation program was introduced in New Jersey and Chief Larry Wilson appointed me to oversee the department accreditation process.  From experience I can personally attest to the importance and value of accreditation to the Police Department, to the Borough and to our residents. Chief Reynolds……
ACCREDITATION SUMMARY to Mayor and Council 19 APRIL 2016
Good afternoon Mayor and Council. 

Accreditation:  
As way of background, the Stone Harbor Police Department was accredited in 2006, at that time Public Safety Chair Judy Davies was a patrol sergeant and accreditation manager for the Department.  It was a proud moment for the Stone Harbor Police Department because at the time, we were the first Cape May County Police Department and the fourth in the New Jersey to attain accreditation.  In 2009 it was decided by the Public Safety Committee and chief at that time to let the certification expire due to cost and other factors. In 2012 I requested funds to begin the accreditation process but budgetary restrictions prevented it.  

In 2014 Public Safety Chairman Al Carusi and the Public Safety Committee approved our request to begin the process of getting the Stone Harbor Police Department accredited and in March of 2014 our application to begin the process was approved by the State Chiefs Association. For those not familiar with it, accreditation helps law enforcement agencies calculate and improve their overall performance. Accreditation deals with the adoption of standards containing a clear statement of professional objectives. Participating agencies conduct a thorough self-analysis to determine how existing operations can be adapted to meet these performance objectives. When the procedures are in place, a team of trained assessors will visit the department and verify that the applicable standards have been successfully implemented.
On Sunday April 17th, 2016 assessors from the New Jersey State Association of Chiefs of Police arrived at SHPD and spent two days reviewing all aspects of the management operations, support services, procedures and policies of the Stone Harbor Police Department as part of the accreditation assessment. The police 
department had to comply with 105 standards containing over 400 performance objectives as part of the accreditation process.  These standards give us a time-proven method of assisting SHPD in improving overall performance, but it also enhances our accountability to our residents and visitors and reduces our risk and liability through comprehensive policies that are conceptually sound and operationally effective.

During my exit interview with the assessors yesterday, I invited the Mayor, Public Safety Committee and Administrator Gougher to attend and I am pleased to report that the assessors will recommend the Stone Harbor Police Department for accredited status at an upcoming State Commissioners Hearing.

I want to acknowledge and thank DPW Supervisor Rocky Tirado and Department of Public Works for their assistance in getting the police building ready for our on-site assessment on Sunday.   I want to acknowledge SHPD Accreditation managers Sgt. Stephen Schuck and Christopher Palmer for working diligently with Captain Thomas Schutta and all the employees at the police department for their efforts, patience and cooperation.  It was truly a team effort and all contributed to this endeavor.  I want to thank Mayor Walters, the Public Safety Committee, Council, and Borough Administrator Jill Gougher for their continued support.

That completes my update and I hope to report sometime in the summer if our recommendation for accreditation is approved.

In the Office of Emergency Management…

On March 24 letters were sent to all property owners who qualify for the FEMA Flood Mitigation Grant Opportunity for Elevations and Acquisitions.  The letter notified these property owners of this opportunity and the requirements that need to be met to apply.  This grant provides 100% funding for severe loss mitigation projects and 90% funding for repetitive loss mitigation projects. The first step was to attend one of two meetings that were scheduled this month.

I am sad to report that Mayor and Council have received a letter of resignation from Ken Hawk from the position of Office of Emergency Management Coordinator.   This resignation marks the end of 34 years working for the Borough of Stone Harbor in some capacity.  Ken served as OEM Coordinator from June of 1982 to December of 1983.  He served on Borough Council from April of 1983 until February of 1996.  He served as Borough Administrator from February of 1996 until December of 2011.  He has served as OEM Coordinator from 2006 until the present.  I am sure I speak for everyone when I say that Ken will be missed and his dedication to the Borough for the last 34 years has been much appreciated.  The Public Safety Committee will be working with the Mayor to fill the position of OEM Coordinator.  Until that position is filled Roger Stanford, who already serves as Deputy Coordinator, will assume the responsibilities.  I have no doubt we are in good hands.  




NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
3/30/16 special meeting to discuss “Sand Plans” for this summer. Attending Mayor Walters, Jill Gougher, Mantura Gallagher, Grant Russ, Craig Reeves, Lenore Tedesco and Councilmember Rich. Reason for the meeting was to have a discussion as to where we were on our process of harvesting sand. We discussed the need for the equipment, meaning a Bull Dozer, in order to complete this project for the Summer 2016. Talked about renting a Bull Dozer, end result was no one is willing to rent knowing  it would be used on a beach project. Clearly we need to be self sufficient.
Discussion went to the crossovers that have been repaired. Our beaches from 95 – 111th are what we are concentrating on. Stockton and the DEP are working with us. And the need to continue to push sand this simmer will need to be done. 

This meeting raised our awareness as to how we must be prepared to harvest sand on a regular routine on those beaches that were hit the hardest. We have a Beach Replenishment promised for the Fall and we will need to increase the amount we will need. 

The good news from Stockton is that there is significant sand offshore. Depending on Mother Nature we hope it will work its way back, however it is likely to end up on the Point.

NATURAL RESOURCES REGULAR MEETING:

April 6, 2016

POINT: New signs being ordered, the Red Sign on the Point is being moved to the new end of the Point, the summer plans for WI tours are done.

Meeting with SHPD, SHBP planned for May 2, 9 am to revisit our past summer experiences and discuss this Summer. This will be our first full Summer with the SHPD Marine Unit.

BEACH:

Discussion on the Bull Dozer solution, Grant was to work with Jim and Jill to prepare for the purchase of this piece of equipment. We agreed this was an emergent situation and requested and emergency Council Meeting for Monday, April 11th at 4:00 to present the need Resolutions. The meeting was held and two Resolutions were passed, one for the Dozer and the other for the Trailer.

SH Dune Management Plan is ready to be released to the Public 
BIRD SANCTUARY Spring Clean up in progress. PW videoed the outfall pipe. More later on that.

Bird Sanctuary committee has been working on the best way to work around the perpetual care of the past gardens that were donated years ago. This has been an extremely hard discussion. Our solution is that we are going to design and erect on attractive sign listing all sponsors and thanking them for their donation. Location being discussed is the South Side of the pump station.

· STONE HARBOR DREDGING UPDATE 4/19/2016
Temporary restoration of the Marina is almost complete. There are a few minor cosmetic repairs needed to be done. Sevenson is currently in the process of repairing pilings of property owners which they damaged during the dredging process. We received a report late this afternoon from Sevenson on how they want to proceed in the Fall with the dredging project. We have postponed our meeting with DEP in order to give us some time to review Sevenson’s proposal. We are trying to reschedule with DEP for mid May.

Beach Rec and Tourism Report

April 19, 2016

Recreation Advisory Committee
A meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee took place at the Rec Center on Wednesday, March 16, 2016. Discussion regarding the dog park update, Chelsea Park update, Tennis and Pickleball court updates, and the 81st Street Marina took place. Questions arose about the placement of Kayaks, and it was confirmed that kayaks may be placed in the water as of May 16.

Farmers Market Meeting

Members of the Beach, Recreation and Tourism committee met with Mike Mattera, farmers' market vendor,  on Friday, March 18, 2016. The Borough of Stone Harbor will host an official opening on May 29th, the Sunday of Memorial Day Weekend, taking place on the same weekend as the beach opening and downtown business opening.

Now offering an additional two weeks, the Stone Harbor Farmers' Market will feature 26 vendors. The County Tourism Department is issuing the Borough $2500.00 towards the purchase  of reusable grocery bags for farmers' market patrons. Kim Stevenson is currently working with a vendor to provide a recyclable product with a design in concert with that on this year's Stone Harbor beach badge and other promotional items distributed by the Borough.

Radio station 98.7 will be broadcasting during two of the  market Sundays, and on the remaining Sundays guitarist, Jeff Nowmos, will perform as he has in previous seasons.

Beach, Recreation, and Tourism meeting

The Beach, Recreation, and Tourism committee took place on April 7, 2016.

· Chelsea Park Place shelter is the last portion of the park to be completed. A dedication will be planned when the entire project is complete.

· An RFP from Seaside Smoothies and Snacks to operate the kitchen at the Recreation Center during the summer months. After review with the solicitor for further clarification, Council will be asked to consider approval.

· There will be no increase in the new tennis court fees for 2016 as an introductory rate in order to attract new and former tennis players to our complex. The seasonal fee will remain at $110.  As per the County Open Space funding agreement, both the 82nd Street and 96th Street courts will be open with free play between noon and 4PM daily. Children 12 and under play free.

· The Women's Bocce League will be in place again this year. A Meet-and-Greet is scheduled at 9AM on Wednesday, May 11, with official play beginning on May 18 and continuing up to and including August 17. Councilwoman Kramar and I will be leading the group.

· A free, 8-week balance class beginning on April 26 will be hosted at the Recreation Center. There are still a few spaces open and available for registration.

UTILITIES (Lane)

April 1, 2016  UTILITIES REPORT
April 1, 2016  All  members  were in attendance. 

Phase III of the Beach outfall pipe removal is progressing on schedule. Two out fall pipes should be removed by Memorial Day weekend. Base coat paving of the affected streets will also be completed by the start of the summer season. The project will be finalized in the Fall.

WATER LEAK ISSUE:

Property owners who incurred a leak from their property to the street have requested the Utility dept. pay for the sidewalk they had recently replaced. The ordinance clearly states the homeowner is responsible for all costs associated with a leak and the committee agreed they could not override the ordinance. The Utility Clerk has been authorized to convey that to the property owners. 

The generator at the rec center has been repaired and is now working properly.

ELECTRIC CAR CHARGING STATION:

PW, ACE & U-Go (the company installing the electric car charging station) have met & outlined requirements and potential cost (to U-Go) We are awaiting that info in order to proceed. 

Our WATER USAGE- Hopefully we are back on the right track again with our water usage. For the month of March we used 2,658,000 gal less that in March 2015. We won’t celebrate until everyone turns on their irrigation system. That will be the true test of our conservation efforts.

SEWER VENTS & METER BOX LEVELS

Over 80 notices will be sent to homeowners advising them their sewer vents & meter boxes are not at grade level. The committee agreed with the W &S employees that they should not install meters unless both the meter pit and sewer vent risers are at grade level. Previously they were installed with the contractor assured them it would be brought to grade level with the installation of sod.
GRANT MONEY RECEIVED

Grant Russ advised the committee we have received a grant in the amount of 179K to make repairs to the street & Infrastructure within the 100 block of 95th Street. The entire project will cost approx. 400K. A cost estimate by RVE has been completed. We will have to budget the remaining cost. This project will correlate with the construction of the Police building. Next meeting will be May 6, 2016 at 9 am.

The committee is waiting for additional cost information in order to determine if the accessorial charges need to be revised.  

Our next meeting is scheduled for 4/1/16 9:00 a.m.  

4/20/16 SHADE TREE REPORT

Meeting held 4/19/16

In attendance Elaine Heil, Marily Hahle and K. Lane

Elaine reported she met with Rocky Tirado & Kim Stevenson and they completed the Forestry Mgt Report. She also provided the committee a plant list prepared by Pat Sutton of trees & shrubs indigenous to this area & which also indicate the number of wildlife that feeds off that plant.

It was decided that the main focus of the committee going forward will be education of property owners as to what to plant. Hopefully this will result in more indigenous plants and fewer invasive plants in our area. 

The committee is also investigating the possibility of offering trees for purchase to property owners to be planted in the curb area in from of their homes.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar) April 19, 2016
PW meeting was held on Tuesday, April 12th All members were in attendance.

Grant gave an update on the purchase of used dozer and new trailer this piece of equipment will help restore sand on the beach where it has been washed away. Some PW employee will be trained to operate this piece of equipment 

A discussion ensured on the upcoming Farmers Market and the addition of two extra days and how PW is going to be compensated for additional overtime for PE employees, loss of revenue from the Kiosk, additional electricity. Salaries will be charged to the Special events budget.

104th Street Bridge was upgrade with new guard rails and several boards to prevent anyone from climbing over and standing on the pilings. Robert Church was notified and asked for an update when further repairs will be completed. This project was presented to the County Engineers 4 years ago by the PW chair and it is making some progress.

Museum windows took longer than normal to receive as they were a irregular size. They have arrived and are presently being installed. 
Robert Church, of the County Engineers office advised the Borough that the repairs to the 99th Street outfall pipe will be completed. County will be moving forward to replace the pipe, retaining wall, concrete etc.  Tree roots probably caused the problem.

A recent storm with high winds blew off some shingles from the Beach Shack. They will be replaced. Our construction official has determined the building is structurally sound, the BRT committee will be reviewing and determining a future plan for the building and presenting it to PW. 

E-Waste collected during Bulk trash pickup was not significant. County will no longer be accepting e-waste from Municipalities. Any person wishing to discard old computer, electronics, cell phone, etc. will be taking them to the landfill in Woodbine, when the County notifies us, or you can take some to Staples. I received an email from Staples and they will take eligible technology trade in (such as cordless phone, computer, copies (desktop) gaming devises, keyboard, shredders, routers and many other items. I have a list and will make it available in the Clerk’s office and you can go on line to Staples and read their recycling date. PW will accept e-waster only on Bulk trash day until we are notified we can no longer do so. 

We had a discussion about our current “gum buster” and how efficient it was, will consider a new one for the 2017 budget.

PW gardeners are hard at work on the islands, cleaning up, mulching, trees are being trimmed. Perennials are being chosen for the 39 island PW will be planting. I questioned how affective the dog signs are and I am told people are still letting their animal defecate on the islands. 

Craig reported on the beaches and the work that has been done so far is holding. Still some concerns with crossovers from 103 – 111th - Craig is in touch with Army Corp and DEP and they are allowing the Borough to do what is needed to get the crossovers open and ensure safety. We are replacing some dune fencing from 90th Street south. All the docks have been installed at the Marina, slide bars are also being installed.

Special events consisted of 110.5 hrs. for Shiver, Ocean Drive Run – 3 hrs. Easter Egg hunt 2 hrs. Ongoing maintenance and upgrades continues in all departments. Next bulk trash is May 16th . PW office had a total of 595 citizen contacts for March. The nor’easter required 383.5 hrs.of preparation and clean up. Litter picked up in March totaled 50 bags.

Most importantly, the Mayor, myself, Barry, Jill, Grant & Rocky attended the annual JIF breakfast in Vineland on April 14th. We were honored to have two of our PW employees recognized for their keen attention to a gas grille leakage, when picking up trash at a home on 105th street, preventing a possible tragedy. Our congratulations to John Gift and Ian McCarraher, well done.

· Monthly Meeting – Held our monthly meeting on April 12th.  
· Revaluation
· Tax Assessor Margaret Slavin gave a status update on the State/County ordered Reval.   According to the Assessor the County Tax Board is requesting that we comply with The Revaluation Order, especially since we have not had a Reval since 1998.  She and Remington & Vernick are continuing the update of the tax maps while Jim Craft is preparing the Bid Specification. It is expected that we will have a Motion to Go out to bid at our May 3rd Council Meeting.

· Tax Appeals - We received 23 County Tax Appeals and 1 Appeal that goes directly to the State.   

· Medical Insurance - Marsh & McLennan has prepared figures for review on the NJ 20/30 Plan which will provide significant savings to the Borough and the employees.  The analysis prepared has to be reviewed with employees and approved in order to be placed in effect.  The committee agrees that they would like to have this new plan in place when offered during open enrollment in November of this year.   We will be working with Marsh & McLennan to schedule a meeting with employees.
· Monthly Phone Charges for Borough – Barry and Jim met with a representative from Monmouth Telecom to discuss a proposal to switch our monthly service.  We have the potential of approximately $13,296 in annual savings.  This will be brought forward to our May 3rd Council meeting for discussion and possible action.  

· Our next meeting is scheduled for May 10th.
· Chief Financial Officer – Chief Financial Officer will provide his report at this time. 
· Borough Engineer – The Borough Engineer will provide his report at this time.
Monthly Report – February 2016
Borough Administrator
· Atlantic Electric – HDD/ Pole Placement 2nd Avenue:
Atlantic City Electric is continuing the process of installing underground transmission lines on 95th Street in Stone Harbor.  Last Friday, the contractor completed the conduit installation at the intersection of 95th Street and Third Avenue. They will continue to move westward to a location where a manhole will be installed near the Horizontal Directional Drilling (HDD) site.

Beginning this week, a temporary above ground water system will be installed around 9425 Sunset and 388 to 395 95th Streets. This temporary work will entail installing a two inch yellow PVC pipe and ¾ inch orange hose at the edge of the curb and on the public right-of-way. This temporary system will be operational for approximately a month.

To activate the temporary water system, the contractor will have to interrupt water service from the bridge at 96th Street to 94th Street and Sunset Drive and from the bulkhead on 95th Street to the 9500 block of Third Avenue. This water interruption will occur on Thursday, March 17.  The water service will be interrupted on 95th Street from approximately 8:00am to 12:00pm and on Sunset Drive from approximately 10:00am to 3:00pm.  Please review the Borough website for any schedule changes.

Regarding the HDD process, starting approximately March 21, the contractor will excavate the area where the HDD pit area is currently exposed. The manhole is expected to arrive March 21and be installed within a couple of days.  Hammering noise will be sporadic for a couple of days to remove the HDD equipment. This excavation will last approximately one week depending on weather conditions. 

After the conduit is installed to the manhole and the HDD casing is completed, the next phase is the installation of the electrical cables to the manhole from the riser pole from the 200 block of 95th Street to the manhole on the 300 block of 95th Street near the HDD drill site.

For the safety of contractors and customers, road closures, lane closures and traffic diversion will be required throughout this process. At the completion of all construction, the pavement and surrounding landscape will be restored to existing conditions.

Weather permitting, the Golden Shores service will be interrupted possible tomorrow for approximately 3 hours.  ACE spoke with the General Manager.  Before they interrupt service, he will notify property manager.

Underground Transmission Line – 95th Street

· Pilot hole is complete and the reaming of the 24”, 36” and 48” diameter holes is complete.  36” PVC conduit is across waterway.  Conduit manhole is in place on 95th Street.

· Open cut duct bank – 36” PVC conduit is continuing down 95th Street. 

· Conduit has been tied into the manhole structure,

· Roadway restoration will continue as duct bank is installed.

· It will be several weeks before the Contractor can remove sheet piles and well points and restore all bypass utilities.

ACE – Utility Pole Installation
· All of the utility pole bases are installed (excluding 1).

· The installation of all poles is complete.

Kathleen Dallahan 378 – 95th Street asked about the repaving contract on the 100 block of 95th. She wants to know what is going to happen on the 300 block of 95th .  She asked in February if when the block is completed if we were going to consider putting the conduits in so if there are any renovations that would already be done, since the street has to be repaved. Councilmember Lane said the Borough has been doing that when we do the infrastructure. And we are not doing the infrastructure and we are not paving it, ACE is doing that. So that is not going to happen at this time not until we do the infrastructure on that street. Mrs. Dallahan said could you do that at this time so you don’t have to do it later?  Councilmember Lane said we can’t, we don’t have it in the budget,  we have other streets we are working on right now. Every time we do infrastructure now we do put the conduits in. 

Borough Engineer said ACE is responsible for the reconstruction of the roadway, we required that they replace the curbing, gutters, sidewalks if they are damaged and paving. In the meantime what has popped up, we also have a water main issue, so what you will see is our recommendation to have ACE complete the work, get them out of there, they will do base paving, a temporary asphalt paving to allow the work they were doing to settle over the Summer.  A larger discussion has to occur relative to the water main issue prior to the final resurfacing and when we have that discussion we could bring ACE in and ask them to do their sub work, prior to them paving the roadway.  
She also suggested that the Borough think about rain barrels as a suggestion for people to use that would save water. A great water conservation idea.  Councilmember Lane said the Go Green Committee has been working on that for a couple years, we have recommended that. It is an education process we can’t force people to do it.
