ORDINANCE CHANGE FOR TENT FEES

Councilmember Lane said we have approved the unlimited use of tents for the Civic Club and since they are an exempt property as far as the use of water, she is concerned about how we would recapture some of the use without affecting the Civic Club. They are the second highest users of water of our exempt properties. She suggested there is a $100 tent fee, a $100 fee goes to Zoning and $35 that goes to administrative costs. They are paying $235, and she is suggesting a $40 increase and make it $275. We should be good with that, see it for a year and if we find the use is exorbitant, we revisit it. At the next meeting consider putting through an Ordinance that would increase that and put $40 in that fee for utilities. 

AMERICAN LEGION BENCH Councilmember Kramar said about a month ago the American Legion sent a letter to Mayor and Council requesting the Borough to purchase a bench for their new garden. Due to the controversy that ensued the Carusi family in memory of Al, do not want a bench dedicated from anyone.  It has been suggested that the Borough purchase a bench in memory/honor of all Veterans, and Past Commanders.  This is a time sensitive issue, Legion has to put the order in for benches.  Councilmember Lane took exception to the work controversy, there was a discussion as to the fact that we had not done anything like this before, we generally don’t name things for 
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people and it was just a healthy discussion. We didn’t know anything about this ahead of time that this was going to be a topic of discussion. Controversy was the wrong word because Al was important to all of us, we appreciated what he did, served the Country, the Legion and this Borough Council. Councilmember Lane  said she all along thought we should purchase a bench in the name of all Veterans.   Councilmember Kramar said Council did have all the information, the letter was given to every Councilperson a week before the Council meeting. Everyone knew about it and could mull it over. At the meeting there were several Council people that decided they didn’t have enough time to look at it. In the interim it did become a controversy. Councilmember Lane said she is fine with buying the bench for the Veterans, they were so important to Al.
