Mayor Walters announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 8, 2016.  
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
ACE PROJECT - Mayor Walters announced that she received a request this afternoon from ACE that they be permitted to work until 8 pm tonight and 8 pm tomorrow night if conditions warrant, they are permitted in Middle Township to work until 8 pm and what they are trying to do is get the casing ready to bring the wires through which they hope to have done by the end of this week. She wanted to alert everyone and see if there were any objections to this. The sooner they get this done, the sooner they are out of here. Councilmember Rich commented that there are properties around that area that are going to be rented this weekend, don’t know how that will be handled.  Mayor said we are trying to get a timeline out of them, until they can move these wires through they can’t give us anything. 

Councilmember Lane had more information, they plan to be out of here by Memorial Day week-end and they have found where they have the problem, where it was stopped and were able to pull it back, so now they are feeding through a smaller conduit in order to get it to work. It we can get them out of here faster, it is worth it to let them work late tonight and tomorrow night.  Administrator will send a text to that effect. 
PRESENTATION – STONE HARBOR TRIATHLON Rob Hicks presented his application for the Stone Harbor Triathlon to be held July 17, 2016. He discussed the route, the recipient of the funds and safety issues. He thanked the Police and Fire Departments and Public Works for all their support. Councilmember Kramar said she would approve this only if the request by the Police Chief for more volunteers at key intersections was adhered to. The request will be coordinated between Rob Hicks and the Borough before race day.

Administrator Gougher reported on ACE text update. They are saying for clarification that there request is actually from tonight up through next Wednesday. All of those days from 8-8 including this week-end. Council agreed to the clarification.   
POLICE BUILDING Ray Roberts and Jerry Blackman  -Councilmember Davies-Dunhour gave an introduction stating these are the final plans that the PS committee and the Police Department looked at on May 4th coming after many years of different plans, different Chiefs, at least 8 years in the making. The same presentation will be public Saturday morning, June 4th in the Council Chambers at 9 am. Also plans available in the Administrator’s office. 
Slide demonstration followed with basics for the new Police Station.  Ray Roberts from Remington Vernick and Jerry Blackman of Olivieri Architects stated everyone has worked for several hours, weeks and months with the committee to come up with these final plans and they believe it is solid economically and solid functionally for the Police force in being able to conduct their operations efficiently, safely for themselves and for anyone visiting the station. Ray Roberts stated that it was their hope that after a special public meeting on June 4th that at the council meeting of June 7th they could get authorization to advertise this project for bids. We would advertise on June 11th and 18th and receive bids on July 28th and award on August 16th and begin construction on September 12th and finish within 13 months.  He asked for questions. Councilmember Kramer asked about lighting in the secure area outside and Ray said lights would be shielded. She asked about the location of the generator, and was told near the parking lot side. She asked about the police cars backing out of the sally port.  Ray said they looked at putting in a turntable but the depth of the sally port would have to be increased. She asked about the dimensions of the northerly portion of the first floor, since the Museum has asked for a portion of that area. Jerry Blackman said it is around 1,200 square ft. He said the area near 95th Street would not be used by the Police Department but the area toward 96th Street would be used by them. It is the area near the jails, but he said the old jails would be taken out and that area will be used for evidence storage by the Police Department. Ray said they have asked for selective demolition of that area so if there is a portion of a cell that the museum would like to use for an exhibit, it could be used there.  Councilmember Gallagher asked how long ago the Police Station was constructed, they thought early 70’s.  Councilmember Gallagher said her visit showed her the police station is in deplorable condition and asked what we can do to keep that from happening again.   Ray said what is key here is the architectural differences in the building and the security and the materials being used, those combined with the concerted effort of the architect to be sure what we put there is durable, easily maintained, and functional is what will enable this facility to extend for decades. 
DISCUSSION

MEETING FORMAT - Councilmember Lane said anytime we try a new procedure, it takes a few attempts to get something acceptable. When she and Mrs. Rich took office it was their suggestion that we have a discussion period each meeting to talk about issues and share ideas. We didn’t have a lot of success with that so when Mrs. Gallagher took office they spoke and she suggested a work session meeting and questioned why we didn’t employ that process.  After Mrs. Lane was elected President of Council she incorporated those ideas and we decided to have a work shop meeting, the first meeting of the month and vote on the second meeting of the month.  Strong approval from residents and for the most part Council agreed. However, this process is proving to be a bit unwieldy and meeting with some resistance. The suggestion from our Agenda meeting is that at each meeting we have a discussion on anything being brought forward for a vote, in the first half of the meeting and then in the second half of the meeting we will vote on what we have discussed, unless a Councilmember asked to have the vote delayed for a valid reason. She would also like to see that we have a discussion even if the item is not coming up for vote. If ideas are brought forward in the committee meetings, that we feel is important for the rest of Council to know, the time to share is then before we are even ready to have a vote. She would like to hear thoughts on changing our workshop to each meeting have a discussion session and then a voting session. 
Mayor Walters clarified that on every meeting forever, there has always been a discussion place at the meeting and if someone comes forward and asks to have something discussed we plug that in there.  We didn’t necessarily plug things in the night of the meeting, they were put in ahead of time so people were prepared to talk about them. Also, every Ordinance, every Resolution that gets passed or voted on, she asks for discussion, every single one.  Councilmember Lane, said for some reason that doesn’t happen.
Councilmember Davies-Dunhour suggested that we have meetings that were not the Council meetings, meetings in addition to Council meetings, where we are all there and during the day when Department Heads are available, perhaps 8:30-9 am and that is the work session where the Department heads are available to tell us what they would like to see happen within their departments, any particular item they would like to be pushing.  Example, in BRT now we are looking at a marketing plan. A new radio station, tv, radio, internet presence and we had a great presentation by the owners of this tv station. Only 3 of us were privy to that presentation. So as we bring things forward to the other people, they are not privy to about 90% of in information presented. It would serve us all better if we the benefit of the entire discussion, you guys are not going to see this presentation and you are going to be voting on whether or not to sign a contract and you don’t have the benefit of all the information. Another example, we had a meeting about rules at the Point and the struggles the PD has in handling enforcement and Beach Patrol has as far as guarding that beach. All of Council would benefit from that discussion. This will also pertain to budget discussions instead of only half of us being privy to how the budget got to where it got, we would be doing it absent of Council meetings during regular hours so department heads are available to present ideas. That would be the true work session and it doesn’t inhibit what we are doing with and first and third Tuesday, we add another meeting or two as work session, it would be more productive. Also there would be no report night, because everybody would be reporting to Mayor and council. We would all be a part of what is happening. 

Lane, utilities on June 3rd will be having a demonstration on ERT’s and meter upgrades and how much more productive it will be as far as our Utility Collector and Utility Inspectors knowing how much water is being used right away knowing if there are leaks, this would be beneficial to a lot of people seeing so when it does get put in the budget, you know what we are talking about. Not a bad idea.

Gallagher said she interprets her role in Council that she if majoring in BRT and minoring in Natural Resources and PW, and doesn’t know anything about anything else. I don’t know what goes on in Utilities, I do read the minutes but the way they condense those discussions really leave us in the he dark. I read them, but I can’t say I understand everything fully. She feels the people that ask us to represent them want 6 minds working on everything. She would be more than happy to listen to and comprehend all the other committees so that I can understand better and make a contribution. 

Mayor, most work session are generally an hour before the meeting, the day of the meeting and wondering it that would be more efficient to have it at 3:30 the day of the meeting as opposed to having it in the morning and then coming back in the afternoon.

Gallagher, came from having work sessions on the first Wed, second Wed we had our meeting at which we voted on everything that was on the work session. It gave me one week to do my research because if someone from the departments came and defended a request, then we would have a week to research that. Ask questions and then vote the following week. The discussion followed by vote is not much different from what we do now.   
Kramar, going to disagree totally. She believes we would be undermining the responsible of the committee and the chairman. We have been put in office, in good faith to carry forward with what our knowledge is and you all get the minutes, you can sit with the Administrator, she is always there, you can call the Chair and do your research. She has faith in the committees. Lane, understand what you are saying but you are missing we lack the ability to discuss. You don’t get it in an email, we are discussing this now, have ideas, will have to come up with a conclusion but we all get to talk about it.  Kramar, disagree having a separate meeting, on another day, what we are doing here is having a work session, bringing it to the public, discussion, what is happening is with the way it is being done as we speak, there are so many time sensitive things on the agenda that we can’t say let’s discussion them and two weeks from now, bring it back again. Sometimes it has to be voted on that night.  Lane, that is because the planning hasn’t occurred, say to each department, ok the first meeting of the month is the work session and if I want to get a vote done, I have to get it in, and get it on the agenda for the first meeting of the month. If that mindset would take place we could get it done.   
Administrator said she has found this to be very problematic, doing it that way. Her suggestion was to do the discussions at each meeting. If something comes up 2-3 days after the meeting, she can’t bring it up again for almost a month, that is too long, just prolonging a lot of basic things too long. Her suggestion, have your discussion every single meeting, whether you call it discussion or work shop if there are things insignificant but not that grave and you can bring them forward  the same meeting, do it, don’t make someone wait two weeks or a month to get a refund. As you go, you will get a feel for that.    
Mayor, if anyone has misgivings on anything on the agenda they can always pull it and get more information for an informed vote. 
Councilmember Davies-Dunhour doesn’t think it is a matter of misgivings on things, I think it is the matter of having the benefit of the underlining discussion that got you to here. Having the benefit of the presentation from the Department Heads, they are the ones that actually have the knowledge of the information being presented, we are bringing it here, and truth be told, you are asking questions of someone who doesn’t really have the answers we should be getting, your Department Heads going to have it, they are the ones we  hired to run that department, you don’t get the benefit of the underlining discussion or underlining challenges and these meetings are lasting and hour and 45 mins and I am giving a 3 minute report. This would have to affect the Council meetings, it would be true work sessions where we sit and talk about it all.  Half of the discussions, half of Council never hears. Interaction usually breeds cooperation. The more you meet and talk it breeds cooperation and more comradery, everybody is a part of it. 
Lane, let’s do this for now. Agreement as our Administrator would like to see, that we have discussion topics at the beginning of every meeting, and then do a vote session on those topics, if they are vote able, in the second half of the meeting. That way we are not tying things up. Likes Judy’s idea, would like to sit with Jill and work out a format doing just that. Wants consensus from Council, that we are going to move forward and the way our meetings are going to be is that the first part of the meeting will always be discussion on the topics, even if they are not coming up for vote, something that a Chair feels should be discussed, will be on there, but the voting issues will be on the first half of the meeting and vote in the second half.  

Councilmember Mastrangelo just like the Police Building presentation tonight, there is no reason that can’t be done, anyone can bring discussion to Council, it has never been an issue. Don’t think Council or the public needs to sit here through the minutia of most of what happens in Committee meetings.  Davies-Dunhour, up to them some people would like to hear the minutia. She envisions a work session as a true work session, listening to Department Heads, listing to presentations, working, thinks less should be happening in committee meetings and more happening here. Councilmember Kramar, they why have a Chairman and a committee?  
Lane – all we are going to decide on tonight is our format going forward. Discussion in the first part, and voting in the second part. 
Mayor, you have to take into consideration that we have a Business Administrator, and that is her job, I don’t’ attend any of your committee meetings and she keeps me informed of what is going on.  Davies-Dunhour, don’t you think you would benefit from getting things first hand, not someone’s interpretation of it, and that is what you are getting.   
Administrator, are you talking about bringing everything that we talk about in each committee?  All of our committee meetings are very lengthy you are never going to get through it. Davies-Dunhour, they wouldn’t be that lengthy if you were sitting in the public because you get sidetracked.  

Councilmember Rich, when she first came on Council, there has been progress. Two years ago, prior to that, there were no minutes to the meetings, no formal minutes. Now, we have formal minutes, and the newest part of progress is we are not being sent all of everybody’s meeting minutes. This is all new. 

Councilmember Mastrangelo, there were always minutes kept of committee meetings. The Chairman always took the minutes. Councilmember Rich, that has been a help, a lot of times when she has a question about something in my agenda she goes to Jill to get the answer, so it is not brought up in public, not publicly so we disagree on it. And that continues to happen, how do we prevent that from happening.   
Mayor, do we want to have a discussion at every meeting followed by taking votes. Is that the format everyone would like to see?  Certainly willing to try that format. Kramar, she would try that format. 

Lane, yes, we want everyone on for discussion that is coming up for vote. Davies-Dunhour, not necessarily items you are voting on, but items you are working on also.  
REVAL EXPLANATION

Administrator, on for tonight is introduction of the ordinance to fund the Reval. As everyone remembers we were ordered by the County and the State to do the Reval, we did ask for a delay and we have been told it has to occur.  We waited until the Tax Maps were finished, they are 98% complete, and the State has said they want this on the books for next year. In order to do that we have to move forward.  Every year the County looks at is and if they feel the percentages are either too high or too low, they will mandate a Reval.  We have the mechanism to fund it over 5 years, and that is the Ordinance you will be see coming forward.  Administrator said we have it out to bid, they will want access to houses, they will give you notice.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
 Public Safety Committee

Monthly Report

Tuesday, May 17, 2016

The regular meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held on Monday, May 16

COURT

The Court Administrator reported that the seasonal employee will begin on Monday, May 23 and the department is ready for summer
FIRE

Fire calls for the month of April increased by one over March.  EMS calls show a slight increase from March to April – six to be exact – going from 24 in March to 30 in April. Mutual aid calls showed no increase with four in both March and April.

We have a resolution on the agenda tonight to appoint a new fireman.  

POLICE 

Activity in the police department is increasing as people return to town.  Motor vehicle stops increased from March to April, alarms responded to increased as well as medical calls.   All of this is to be expected as we head into summer season.  
The three summer officers who attended the winter academy graduated last month and have started working.  Seven additional summer officers started the academy on April 30 and are scheduled to graduate on June 30.   In addition the Chief has hired two Class I officers for the summer season. 

On May 2 the Police Chief and Captain attended a meeting with me, the Beach Patrol Captain, Mantura as chair of Beach and Recreation, Josee as chair of Natural Resources, Lenore Tedesco from the Wetlands, Grant from Public Works, our administrator, Jill,  and Kim Stevenson to discuss enforcement of existing ordinances at the Point and how to protect efforts employed to address  threatened and endangered species that are there.  It continues to be a challenge for both the Police and the Beach Patrol to proactively monitor the Point due to the increasing size as well as restrictions put upon us by Fish and Wildlife.  

Building update – presentation by OSK at beginning of the meeting.

OEM

Cape May County Freeholders on Tuesday, May 10, approved a $6.2 million bond ordinance to build a central-dispatch center for police, fire and rescue at the Cape May County Airport.  Freeholder Director Jerry Thornton advised that cost would be a user fee based on the number of 911 calls each municipality has. We will continue to keep everyone updated as that project progresses.
The high water vehicle our OEM office requested from the County will be arriving on Thursday.  It will be equipped with seating for evacuations during flooding.




NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
May 4th Committee Meeting Report

Point – We discussed the meeting on May 2 that we had with the PD, PW, Beach Patrol Captain and Chairpersons from BRT and PS. Lenore Tedesco did a power point presentation to share the history of the Point Preservation Plan. We reviewed last season’s experiences and what we can do to keep people/visitors informed. We have new signage ordered, plans for stewards from the WI to be present this year. They will again be monitoring the bird activity as we did last year. Lenore is willing to do her power point for all of us and we may plan this for our next Council Meeting, It is something we all agree is needed to share with our community. The rules and regulations for our Point need to be respected. 

FYI: The Wetlands will be hosting their Shorebird & Horseshoe Crab Festival this weekend. This will on television Friday night. Part of this are guided tours on the Point.

BEACH SWEEP: Filled a dozen bags – total of about 500 pounds. Successful, thanks to SHPD for showing up with a whole team of officers, wives, and children to join in this event. And Two Council Members and their significant others also braved the winds. Brian Williamson from the WI did another great job. 

BEACH: PW and the new Bulldozer are moving sand and making progress – this is a new daily routine.

BIRD SANCTUARY: Planting Day for the BS if May 27, at 1:00 all are welcome. PW doing needed and scheduled maintenance to prepare for this event. BXC Meeting June 17th 2:00

Administrators Report

May 17, 2016 Council Meeting

On Wed May 11, 2016 the Borough of Stone Harbor, COWI (Borough's Dredging Project Engineer), and Sevenson (Borough's Dredging Project Contractor) met with the NJDEP Office of Dredging and Sediment Technology to discuss the next phase of the dredging project which is scheduled for September-16 to March-17.  Currently the NJDEP permit is suspended.   Approximately 80,000 cubic yards of dredging remains.

The objective of the meeting was:

· Summarize Phase I approach, results, 

· Obtain feedback from the NJDEP on an alternative approach to dredging and dewatering

· Receive guidance on permit modification and reauthorization.

This was a very productive meeting with DEP.  They were supportive and willing to work with the Borough and Sevenson to obtain an alternative plan that will be less disruptive to the residents surrounding the Marina. The DEP will be reviewing the information presented by Sevenson.  Once we receive approval to resume we will schedule a Public Meeting to update the Public on the method of dredging and the timeline. 
Councilmember Gallagher added to Councilmember Rich’s report, remember Friday night at 6:30 pm the Red Knots are coming. If we meet in the parking lot at the Point and then walk down there, there is going to be the migration, movement of the birds, thousands at a time, flying over our heads. 
Beach Rec and Tourism Report May 17, 2016
Recreation Advisory Committee
The Recreation Advisory Committee met on Wednesday, April 20, 2016 with 9 members in attendance. Among the discussion were the following:

Chelsea Place Park finishing touches, opening day for use, which was April 30, and official ribbon-cutting date. June 17, school children will be attending along with several local dignitaries

Tennis and Pickle Ball Courts information

The grind boxes from the dismantled skateboard park, which have been placed on a list for government bidding

Explanation of the Balance Class provided by Bonnie Kratzer as a service to Stone Harbor

The women’s bocce league is organizing and planning to open the season on May 18 for play.

Next advisory meeting scheduled for Wednesday, May 18 at 4:45 pm

The Beach, Recreation and Tourism committee met on May 5 at 9 am and on May 10 at 8:30 am

Miranda Duca, Recreation director, reported that registration for clinics and leagues is open to all as of May, 2016. $2,000 in registration fees had been collected as of May 5

The Women’s Bocce League conducted a Meet and Greet on Wednesday, May 11, with official play beginning tomorrow, May 18. We have 20 full time players and 6 substitutes.

Spring tennis clinics were scheduled to begin on May 14. This is the first time that spring tennis clinics have been offered. The new tennis pro is available full time and offers a lot more programming to our recreation department.

There will be an official dedicated of Chelsea Place Park on Friday, June 17 at 9:30 am. All are invited. 

Try-outs for available lifeguard positions for the borough will take place on Sunday, May 29 and Saturday, June 4. 

UTILITIES (Lane)

April 1, 2016  UTILITIES REPORT
May 6, 2016  All  members  were in attendance. 

Phase III of the Beach outfall pipe removal is progressing on schedule. All streets involved will be milled and paved for Memorial Day. When the contractor returns in the fall work will be completed and the 3rd outfall pipe at 88th Street will be removed.

WATER LEAK ISSUE:

Property owners who incurred water leaks and submitted the proper documentation for an adjustment to their sewer charges were approved.

METER UPGRADES – Waterworks Supply Co. will attend our 6/3 meeting and provide the Utility Committee with the upgrades available for our meter system. A new system will provide us with more up to date information on water usage and the possible existence of leaks. The information will be directly available to our Utility Collector’s office.

ELECTRIC CAR CHARGING STATION:

PW, ACE & U-Go (the company installing the electric car charging station) have met & outlined requirements and potential cost (to U-Go) A change in the location on the lot was requested by U-GO and approved. At this meeting construction was expected to begin May 9th. U-GO will sponsor a Grand Opening Celebration when work is completed.

WATER USAGE- Although we used 2.6 million gal less water in March, our usage took a sharp increase in April, We used 2,309,000 gal. more than April 2015. Meter flushing used 394,900 gal which still leaves us with a 2 million gal increase. And, if we flushed the meters in April of 2015 which I suspect we did, then there is no adjustment. So, in an extremely wet spring, we are already using more water than we did in the previous year. When we have 14 straight days of at last some rain, as we have in May, there should be no sprinkler in use.  Jill will work with Jim Craft to obtain usage information for  the past 3 years and compile rainfall totals specific to CMC so that letters may be sent to homeowner using 50K gallons more water than the previous year and  provide them with a graph showing their usage increase. I am preparing a letter to the landscapers advising them of the possibility of eliminating the  exemption for the Smart System Controllers due to the increase in water usage. Our preliminary review indicates that the past summer which had significantly more rain that the previous, property owners used a greater amount of water. There is not an endless supply of water, just as you don’t have an endless supply of money in your bank account, our aquifers do not have an endless supply of water, especially in this coastal area where we have to closely monitor for saltwater intrusion.  

SEWER VENTS & METER BOX LEVELS

165 properties have been found to have sewer vents & meter boxes not at grade level. The committee agreed with the W & S employees that they should not install meters unless both the meter pit & sewer vent risers are at grade level. Previously they were installed when the contractor assured  them it would be brought to grade level with the installation of sod. No CO will be issued if the contractor is not in compliance. If it is not level with the ground it is a trip hazard as well as a potential for theft of the lead collar and fittings.

PARTS & LABOR ANALYSIS – Jill prepared a cost analysis of all size installs and the fees collected for each has been determined that the current fees are adequate to cover both labor & parts.

ACE PROJECT

As everyone is aware ACE has encountered numerous problems & setbacks with this project. They requested a meeting to inform us of their intent going forward. The Mayor, Jill, Grant and I met with their representatives where their problems were discussed. The issue was that they were unable to feed the cable through past 450’ and were considering halting the project until a new plan could be developed. However, according to Dan Woods, the contractor was successful in retrieving the pipe that was stuck in the line. They have downsized the line and are currently pulling it through. They are approximately 400-450 ft. through. They expected to be finished pulling wire through by Sunday. They will know definitely by Friday or early Saturday if it will be successful. They have finished the necessary sewer line repairs and anticipated having  the waterlines done by next week. They will begin paving the intersection early next week. They will stop all work by noon on Thursday before Memorial Day. If they are successful with pulling the wires through they will come back next week with a game plan on how and when to tie in the lines.   

Next meeting 6/3/16 – 9 am.
Mayor added ACE the power plant, Piermont  Plant is operational up and running and the power is coming in from Swainton down Avalon Blvd to 60th Street to the power plant. There is nothing coming from Court House, through Stone Harbor, so this is why it is so critical to them to have a backup to have a second source so is something should happen to that system so we are not all sitting here in the dark. 
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – 
Public works committee met on May 10, 2016 discussion but not limited to

Water Tower restroom renovations which have been discussed in Committee and Council meetings since June 2015. Our engineer, Marc DeBlasio will be in the process of applying for a grant to subsidize the renovation or rebuilding of this building. There is no wet wall accessibility in the current building, if there is a plumbing or piping failure and repair is needed, all block work/tile would have to be removed to do this work. The water works building is currently listed under Home Land Security and no one should be in that building except authorized personnel, currently, our janitorial supplies are housed there and should/must be relocated to another area. The Water Works bathrooms have not been updated in 20 years and are open all year to the public. In the 2016 budget we have allocated 240,000.00 toward this project.

We will be having a dedication on Wednesday, May 25 at noon, for our 95th Street deck and pergola in conjunction with JIF Recognition of two our PW Employees. All Council is invited as well as the public. 

The PW committee approved providing two urns with plantings on the Second Avenue side of the Firehouse to enhance the bench that is there. The current newsletter will have information on the trash corral ordinance, the new dozer and recognition of our JIF recipients. 

Our PW employees under the direction of Craig Reeves is finally making headway under the extreme high tides which resulted in more loss of sand. 103 to 111 are the most difficult to repair. We are hoping that Mother Nature cooperates to bring us more sand, which is much needed. 

Grant noted that all Council must complete a MSA 4 Tier training required by NJDEP. Our Administrator is forwarding information on this requirement to Council.

I attended the Museum Board meeting on April 21st. I suggested that perhaps the Museum might look into several satellite locations, such as the movie theatre (which they are already doing) the new Library and of course space in the old part of the police building. An appropriate space with the old jail, etc. a perfect setting for a Museum. The Museum will officially open on June 13th through September 10, 2016.  10-3 pm. I will be open in the evening by appointment. 
New signage is being looked at on Third Avenue to draw more attention to the Museum. There was a statement made by the curator, Bruce Tell that Stone Harbor is one of the most affluent communities in the South Jersey area and yet we have the poorest museum. With space in the Police building this will punch the museum up a notch. 

All Committees from PW have been extremely busy setting up the Festival, helping with the Stone Harbor plant sale, the grounds department has planted 3 trees on the 300 block of 96th Street hanging baskets and urns have been placed. Plus all the other maintenance, edging, cutting, mulching, etc. Our other departments, automotive, marina, beach, office personnel have been equally busy. Special thanks to the office staff, Lisa and Rebecca, who sometimes go unnoticed by the Public but they make everything seem effortless.
