REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
Public Safety Committee (Davies-Dunhour)
Monthly Report

Tuesday, June 21, 2016

The regular meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held on Thursday, July 16.  All members were in attendance.  
In addition to meeting with the Public Safety Department heads the council members and Jill Gougher also met with the Borough labor attorney and auditor to discuss ongoing FOP contract negotiations and then met with the Borough engineer and Jerry Blackman to review plans for the police building.  Initially we thought a change had to be made to the specs for the building however it was not necessary after all.  The issue was a fence that is to be placed on the east side of the building along the property line of the condominiums there.  Following the public meeting on June 4 several condo owners expressed concerns about what type of fencing and/or landscaping would be used.  After reviewing the specs again the Borough engineer assured us that the fencing in the original specs was not chain link, , as described during the meeting but rather another type of fence that is more attractive and basically what we had explained we would consider as an upgrade.  So, we are happy to say no change was necessary after all.  We discussed at length somehow leaving one of the holding cells in place as part of the museum.  After much discussion it was decided that could present liability issues as well as the need to redesign parts of the building upgrade.  The final decision is that parts of the cellblock will be removed and stored to be part of a museum display.

EMS calls were up 50% from the month of April to the month of May.  Fire calls were up 27%.  Total manpower hours were up 58%.  

As far as police activities and enforcement – motor vehicle stops are up 55% from May to April, adult arrests doubled, medical calls responded to doubled, noise complaints, borough ordinance violations and parking violations have all dramatically increased as well.  Summer has arrived!

On June 9 the Chief and other members of the department met with the NJ State Association of Chiefs of Police Accreditation Commissioners and subsequently were advised the department has successfully achieved accreditation. The accreditation certificate will be presented to the department at a future council meeting.

We currently have two Class I officers working and three Class II officers working.  In addition to that we have 7 Class II officers presently enrolled in the summer academy and are scheduled to graduate on June 30.

Animal Control issues continue to be handled through the police department and our contracted vendor Shore Animal Control.  There is nothing remarkable to report in that area.

Tonight there are two items from the Office of Emergency Management of the agenda.   We will be going into closed session to discuss the Coordinator position.  The other item is a resolution to formally adopt the Cape May County, New Jersey Multi-jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Municipalities are encouraged to adopt the plan ASAP as individual jurisdictions will be eligible for FEMA Hazard Mitigation Assistance once the adoption resolutions have been received and recorded. The formal adoption of the plan will assure that Stone Harbor maintains coverage and eligibility for FEMA mitigation grant funding. 

For those who may not have heard…I will read an email send to Mayor and Council by our fire chief giving kudos for a job well done to our first responders… (Refer to email).  





NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
POINT – Signage! The new signs for the Point are up, one on the access road and one near the jetty. We obtained good information last year that indicated 70% of the visitors to our POINT were one time visitors so signage is important as an educational and informational item.

Dogs – we have also installed “NO Dog” signs along our fencing. Please this is a huge issue for our migratory birds. No dogs are ever permitted on our Point. We need your help to pass this along to family, guests and friends. 

Power Point by Lenore will be presented at our July 5 Council Meeting. Please attend and bring a friend. This is an awesome presentation about our precious point that we need to protect. 

Steward and Police Patrols will be repeated as we have done in past years. The Stewards are from the WI and are there to offer information and guidance. The SHDP are there to patrol and enforce our Borough Ordinances at the Point. Beach tags are required.

BEACH – Maintenance on the beaches continues. This is a dally part of our PW schedule, Completion of dune fencing is on the list. The Seven Mile Times will have a great article on “How beaches work & their natural rhythms in their July issue.

SANCTUARY – Great planting party on June 27- volunteers from the BSC Jeff Alderton, Lew Ferguson, John Flynn, Sandy Slabik, Lenore Tedesco, Councilmember Mantura Gallagher, individual from the public who joined in were the Zangara Family, Polly Lessig and there were some who did not sign in and some who just stopped by and  helped! We planted 388 plants. All gardens were strategically laid out and offer native indigenous plants that should thrive in that environment.  Job Well Done and PW followed us to water.

The website has been updated to include all plants and upgrades to the Sanctuary. As we move on with the mapping of the gardens some will be extremely difficult to maintain. These are gardens that are located in very shady areas, with acidic soil and pine needles. We are planning to notify those donors that some of these gardens will need to be abandoned. Our plan as I have shared before is that for those area the donors will be property memorialized on a sign we are presently designing to be placed on the Third avenue area.

The Sanctuary is a huge labor intense maintenance job. PW has been an important part of this project and Dr. Tedesco and the WI have been incredible with their service to this Natural National Landmark.

POA – As I presented at the last meeting NR met with the POA Beach & Bay Committee. They presented their plan/goal/ activities at their meeting on Sat, June 11th .  We will be discussing the next step at our July 6th NR meeting.

The Library walk through scheduled for Thursday has been cancelled.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT

Dredging Update:

· On June 6th Sevenson submitted their Year 2 Sediment Sampling Plan for review to the DEP.  DEP had some minor comments and changes to plan.  Plan was resubmitted and approved by the DEP on June 14th.  

· Sevenson and the Borough are in the process of finalizing a meeting for next week to meet with the Avalon Engineer at the Avalon CDF site to determine if it is at all possible to directly pump dredged material to Avalon CDF.   Items to be discussed will be if there is a possibility to raise the dike and/or CDF excavation works this summer or early fall in order to create additional capacity for Stone Harbor’s dredge material.  

BEACH, RECREATION, AND TOURISM COMMITTEE REPORT (Gallagher)
JUNE 21, 2016
The Beach, Recreation, and tourism Committee met on June 2, 2016, with all members present.
A lengthy discussion on fees for special events applications led off the meeting to make perfectly clear the parameters by which applicants must abide, including those defined by the Public Works Department.
A review of the contract with 7 Mile Sports was done with one of the owners, Jason Yellin.   After a lengthy discussion it was confirmed that the contract will be handled the same as all other 78/22 contracts. Departmental costs will be calculated per race and payable 10 days in advance of each race.  
The Committee reviewed a request from Remington Vernick for an additional $8,000 for the construction observation services for the 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Improvements.  The request for additional funding is for the following reasons:
·  Completing design services that were outside of original scope of work for the initial bid.
·  Revising the plans and specifications to re-advertise the project for public bidding.
· Assisting the Borough with evaluating and procuring the fencing thru the South Jersey Technology Partnership.  
Marc DeBlasio can elaborate if anyone should have any questions. 
Miranda Duca, Recreation Direction, reported over $6,000 in sales at the Recreation Department during the Memorial Day weekend.
Acrylic surfaces were scheduled to begin being installed on Monday, June 6. Expected completion of the tennis court is June 23, 2016. Har-tru courts are expected to be opened during the first week of July, pending no weather delays.
Miranda reported that she attended a county meeting which reviewed the importance of offering safe bike routes throughout Cape May County. Information was provided on available funding to help upgrade bike paths, provide bike racks, etc. She is scheduling a meeting with Grant Russ of Public Works and Chief Reynolds to determine the needs of the Borough, and what could be accomplished with grant funding. A letter of support from the POA will be requested.
Chelsea Park Place Official Re-opening was scheduled to take place on Friday, June 17 at 9:30; however, inclement weather resulted in postponedment to Monday, June 20. County Freeholders were in attendance, and a ceremonial ribbon cutting took place.
Miranda presented information on an App for Stone Harbor. Our town is currently one of the very few not offering an app. This app, which is user friendly, can be linked to social media such as Facebook. With the information gleaned from app use, we can capture the number of visitors to Stone Harbor and learn from where they have traveled.
On another public relations note, Miranda has contacted someone who can maintain a Facebook page, and has been in touch with SNJ Today to prepare two videos highlighting several Stone Harbor events.
Tuesdays at the Tower will take place this year, and as of last Wednesday, all sponsorships, with the exception of one, have been attained.
The committee agreed to complete an inventory of the benches at Chelsea Place Park, as several are in very bad shape. Council may be asked to consider a memorial bench program to replace benches at the Park.
Immediately before this meeting, I received an email message from Beach Patrol Captain, Sandy Bosacco. He said due to the approaching weather, he is going to stay at the headquarters for the rest of the day, and asked me to report the following information:
To date this season the beach patrol has:
- performed 2 rescues
- found 3 lost children
- Currently all beaches are being protected with guards.
- The beach patrol has conducted two tryouts, and 17 new rookie guards were selected.
- The rookie guards are now being trained, and we will be in full force by the end of June.
- We have a fine group of guards, and we are looking forward to another safe and successful summer.
A Planning Board meeting took place on Monday, June 13. Conversation regarding signage for business owners ensued. Review of a previously-submitted plan is scheduled for the next meeting.
The Recreation Advisory Committee met on Wednesday, June 15. Discussion centered on Chelsea Park Place and Tennis/Pickleball court. Miranda shared that a final sponsorship opportunity for the August 23 Tuesdays at the Tower Concert, featuring the Dane Anthony Band, is still available.
The weekly Sunday Farmers' Market at the Tower currently has 26 vendors, under the management of Mike Mattera. Rentals to date total $11,750.00. Market bags are distributed each week at various times during the morning in order to accommodate early risers as well as latecomers.  Jeff Nowmos will provide live entertainment throughout the summer except on July 3rd when 98.7 will be hosting a live broadcast. The crowds on Memorial Day weekend were very large, and since then the number of shoppers continues to increase. This past week it was an almost-constant full house! It's a very friendly and welcoming atmosphere with rave reviews from visitors each week!
Finally, Antonino Piro, Borough finance intern, prepared an outstanding report on the sale of beach tags, informing us of the comparisons between this year and last. This year's end-of-May totals are $455,530 in comparison to last year's total of $447,016, showing an $8,514 increase in sales.

Phase III of the Beach outfall pipe is concluded for the season and will begin again after Labor Day to complete the project.

METER UPGRADES- 

Waterworks Supply Co attended our 6/3 meeting & presented a remote enabled system for meter reading that will allow our Utilitily Department to read meters at the office, be immediately aware of leaks and have the ability to do quicker shut-offs.  A somewhat inexpensive module that can be purchased with this system would allow homeowners to sign in and observe their own water usage.  This would be especially helpful to absentee property owners & to those who rent their properties.  Right now we are faced with updating our present system with new ERTS as many in place are over ten years old.  This would be a cost of over 300K and is about 1/3 the cost of a new systems which would include the replacement of all ERTS.  The cost savings of man-hours to read the meters and prevention of excessive water leaks would certainly offset the total package.  We plan to put this into the budget next year and anticipate a 10 year payoff which would certainly make it affordable.  

ELECTRIC CAR CHARGING STATION-

The EV Stations has been installed and an official ribbon cutting ceremony has been scheduled for Friday 7/15/16 at 10:00 a.m. Mickey, Co-founder/managing partner will provide electric cars for display & demonstration.  Please plan to attend.  

WATER USAGE-

Well, I am not going to wave any flags or jump for joy, but, we did use 1,396,000 gallons less water in May 2016 over 2015.  With the bumpy road we have been traveling on this report this year, I am taking a wait & see attitude & we are still working on a resolution to the possible abuse of the Smart Systems.   To be continued.

SENTINENEL WELL

I am sure our engineer will discuss this in his report.  The start date we have been given is 8/29/16 with completion anticipated by 9/30/16

SEWER VENTS & METER BOX LEVELS

130 violation notices were sent to residents; 68 repairs completed.  The committee agreed to extend all violations to be repaired to 6/30/16.

ACE PROJECT

Everyone should be receiving updates on the ACE project as we receive them.  They should be out of here by the end of the month.  

We had a meeting with the DEP and 6 other departments on June 8th.  Our engineer, Marc DeBlasio will give you an update in his report.  

Our next meeting is scheduled for 6/3/16 9:00 a.m.   
PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar) 
Meeting held on Tuesday, June 4th, committee reviewed a suggestion by the Chair with input from the Chamber and residents to change the meter fees from May 1st to June 1st, other suggestions make it May 15th. Total revenue in meter fees obtained from CFO for the month of May was $3,397.50. This was for 96th Street and Third Avenue. After discussion the committee decided not to move forward.  

Hydrangeas were purchased and planted, Grant & ground crew monitoring their progress, funds were not received yet from the Garden Club copy of the invoice will be sent by our CFO to request reimbursement. SHOPA requested I do a tour of the town with them, basically the town looks wonderful. Most of the concern was with gum deposits. Public Works will be addressing the gum. There were some landscaping issues that pop up every year, in front of a few business. We reviewed the Museum requests and will go over the contract with the Museum when it comes up for renewal at the end of 2016. Currently the contract reads the Borough is responsible for all maintenance. A new front door will be installed when it arrives. Public Works is still waiting for approval within the COOP to purchase sand fence. Also Public Works will be discussing the road program for 2017 at the August Public Works meeting. We all agreed we would like to see a sign off from Utility companies prior to any road being upgraded. We will have a representative from the Utility Company attend our next Public Works meeting. Beaches are holding up so far, 110th cannot be repaired any more than it has been. There are concerns with 101st and 118th with the placement of the concession stands and the sand that accumulates there at high tide. The Marina bulkhead is in deplorable condition, need to be replaced, it was replaced about ten years ago. We are looking at NJ Resiliency funding that may be available to help fund this project. Nothing will be done until the dredging is completed. PW is shorthanded, feel we might have to start hiring sooner in the season in 2017 to have an ample staff. Public Works is extremely busy, kudos to them. Special events Spring Tide Festival, 250 hrs. Plant and Bake Sale, 6 hrs. Community Yard Sale, 4 hrs. Turtle Trot, 25 hours, Beach Opening 3 hrs. Memorial Day 61 hrs. 96th Pavilion dedication and luncheon 10 hrs. Farmers Market 10 hrs. 
ADMINISTRATION & FINANCE REPORT

· Monthly Meeting – Held our monthly meeting on June 14th.  
· Revaluation Update
Tax Maps have been sent to the State for final approval.  The Contract was awarded to Vital Communication at the June 7th Council meeting.  The contract and specifications have been sent to the Acting Director of the Division of Taxation for approval.  Once received Vital can begin the field work.  

· Health Insurance - we are still moving forward with having a less expensive plan in place during open enrollment in November.  This plan will save both the Borough and Employee.  

· Debt Service - The Borough will be saving over $152,000 in NJEIT interest due to refinancing.  This is the second savings the Borough has seen do to proactive management of our debt.  Back in March of this year we saved almost 161,000 in refinancing, for a total savings of $413,000.00
· Our next meeting is scheduled for August 9th.

· The Contractor has completed all of the scheduled utility work for this Spring and is currently restoring the roadways.

· The Contractor has completed the removal of two (2) outfall pipes from 83rd Street to 85th Street.

· The Contractor will have completed all the storm drainage, curbing, gutter and paving up to and including 86th Street.

· The Contractor will return to the site after Labor Day, 2016 to complete the project.

· All work that can be completed prior to the delivery of the elevator has been completed.

· Upon delivery of the elevator, work will resume and work will continue to completion.  

Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· The bid opening occurred on March 9, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is West Bay Construction, Inc. in the amount of $389,790.00.

· Work will be completed on the hard courts this week.

Emergency Generator at 92nd Street Well House
· The bid opening occurred on March 9, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is ABS Electric, Inc. in the amount of $164,452.00.
· A pre-construction meeting was held on March 30, 2016 and work is scheduled for the Fall, 2016. 

Drilling of Observation Well at Cape May County Airport 
· A pre-construction meeting was held on May 4, 2016 at 11:00 AM and the project is progressing.
Police Station Expansion

· The project was advertised on June 11th and June 18th with a bid opening scheduled for July 28, 2016.
FY2016 NJDOT Local Aid Program

· The Borough was notified by the NJDOT that $179,000.00 was allocated for the reconstruction of 95th Street from First Avenue to Second Avenue.
General Engineering Projects

Atlantic City Electric – Peermont Substation Project

· Our office is receiving daily updates on the progression of the project.
· Based on the information submitted to our office, ACE has indicated that the project is scheduled for completion at the end of June.
New Jersey Joint Permit Process Meeting – ACE Underground Relocation

· A Joint Permit Process Meeting was conducted on June 8, 2016 at 11:00 AM. In attendance were NJDEP, SHPO, F & W, USFWS, NOAA, USACOE. The purpose was to get all in one room and ask them what would be the likelihood of installing or realigning the PEERMONT PROJECT underground through the inter coastal waterway and that was met with a lot of interesting challenges, and comments. To paraphrase, from the NJDEP Land Use Program there would be 4 permits needed, we were also informed that waterway has a special shellfish habitat designation called a “hard clam high”. We had no adverse comments from the State Historic Preservation office with the exception that there may be a shipwreck near 83rd street in the waterway. The NJ Fish & Wildlife weighed in and they have a work restriction between March 15 and August 31. They identified 4 fish species that have restricted times, one being endangered. The USFW chimed in about Red Knots they are an endangered species, they have a study going on in the near future which could impact their comments should the Borough want to move forward. We had NOAA weigh in that there are endangered species in the area, and the Borough would be required to demonstrate or identify if this was the least damaging alternative to the environment and their comment was it would appear to be the least damaging if we would run it underground in the right of way in the roadway. This comment came from Karen Greene of NOAA. Lastly the Army Corps basically identified that this is now coastal waterway, they identified how wide the channel would have to be and associated buffers, Larry Slavitter indicated there would be a special review in addition to a normal Army Corp review process. The biggest thing is due to the length of the project in the waterway which is approximately 9,000 ft. technology today does not allow for horizontal directional drilling to go more than about 3,500 ft. so we would have to coffer dam, create vaults in the waterway, which would create a host of issues and liability for the Borough. So, once we got that information professionally they were looking at us and saying you have a very long road here if you try to take it through the waterway and it would be very difficult to justify. Lastly, our office received an email from Amy Wells regarding the Borough’s inquiry regarding relocating ACE”s recently installed aerial utilities underground within the Borough’s streets. Ms. Wells indicated that only a NJDEP CAFRA permit would be required for that scenario. 
ADMINISTRATOR REPORT

Atlantic Electric Update: 

· Saturday and Sunday: Contractor got the second phase in and up the west riser pole. 

·  Third phase of cable was pulled and landed on west riser yesterday.  Currently, all electrical cable has been pulled through the conduits and up the poles.  The west end riser terminations will start Thursday and end Sunday.  The 95th street riser structure terminations have been completed.  Cable splicing on the 95th street manhole started at 7pm yesterday and will work 24/7 until Wednesday.  When splicing is complete in the 95th street manhole fiber wire installation in the conduit will start.   Once the fiber is installed, commissioning and testing will start. 
· A traffic advisory was posted yesterday advising property owners and visitors that a utility truck associated with ACE Peermont project would be parked I the middle of the street in the 300 block of 95th street.  The truck is positioned over the manhole while the splicing portion of project is completed.  The contractor will be working 24 hours a day it is expected to be finished.   For safety reasons, on 95th Street from 378 95th to Sunset Street will continue to be closed and only access will be available for local residents.

· According to their updated construction schedule ACE should be finished all work in Stone Harbor and ready to energize by Thursday, June 30th.

Scott Silver spoke on behalf of Stone Harbor Square License LLC - presently the licensed premises consist of two areas operated by Stone Harbor Square License, the 96th Street Pub and the Watering Hull. This application asks for a transfer to expand the premises to also include the immediately adjacent theatre. Within the theatre upon completion there will be a movie theatre as well as a restaurant and bar to be known as the Burger Bar. That in a nutshell is what the application is and attached to the application are several graphics identifying what premises will be licensed. Solicitor Karavan said to make the record clear we have bifurcated the application which also sought a Change in Corporate Structure but all the fingerprinting isn’t done, so tonight we are considering the Expansion portion, and as soon as the fingerprinting is done, the change or corporate structure will be brought forward. 

Councilmember Lane had a concern about the control of liquor in a darkened movie theatre, so it is not given to children or anyone underage. EJ Dougherty who is working in the Burger Bar in the theater answered the question. He stated they have a layered approach in place to handle the liquor in the theatre. There will be a separate concession counter for the theatre, purchases for the bar as far as wine and beer go.  All beverage within the theatre are going to be sold in a translucent cup, the cups at the concession counter, the popcorn counter will be in cool cups, so they are clearly identifiable cups. Each and every customer at the counter for the theater, if need be will be carded. They will be given a dayglow wristband clearly identifiable within the theater. Once they get the wrist band and their beverage, they will be allowed to purchase one beverage and one beverage only per customer, they will then proceed to the ticket portion of the theatre where they will give their ticket to the usher and at that point that usher will have another opportunity to either card or questions who is coming through. Once they get into the theater the ushers on premises are going to be notified to look for wrist bands along with the cups to insure they are where they should be within the premises.  He stated they will have three layers in place, and take this very seriously. 
Councilmember Rich asked how this works as far as hours with the liquor license, are they the same as the bars that we have now. The answer was yes, just like other liquor licenses, but the movie will be closing about 11 pm and those counters will then close. The bar/restaurant is a separate entity and will remain open with glassware and none of those beverages will leave the bar to go into the theatre. Any alcohol for the theatre will have to be purchased at the controlled counters.  

Clint Bunting – stated the growing trend in the movie business is to make it upscale, and to include alcohol. We are building a business that is family oriented. We are not looking for beer gardens or anything of that nature. He and his partners have a mission that this will be family oriented and that they will not allow underage drinking. Our goal is to run it as best we can for the community. They want to have a soft opening if possible for the employees of the Borough and Council and try to time it right after work hours. He is hopeful he can pull that off.
