Mayor Walters announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 8, 2016.
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
PRESENTATION – DOCK HEARING -PJM CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT LLC Third & 97th Street 9629 – 9633 Third Avenue

Paul Massing of PJM Construction representing Third & 97th Street LLC in their Waterfront Development application. He was sworn in by Acting Solicitor Weinberg. 

He stated they would be putting back 4 existing docks that were there to meet CAFRA code and have a CAFRA permit. Actually only 3 docks, just for dock traffic for the patrons at Buckets. 

Councilmember Lane asked if the purpose of these docks is for customers to arrive, putting in 3 floating docks and legalizing one permanent one?  Mr. Massing said no, just three docks and a ramp, all floating, and all legalized. Councilmember Kramar asked if he was reducing it from 4 to 3 docks and Mr. Massing said yes.

HEARING – CLINT BUNTING
This hearing was held after the Public Safety report since Mr. Bunting was not present at this time.
Vince Lamanna Esq. spoke and asked Mr. Bunting to make a statement. Mr. Lamanna said he understands there is a proposal on the table with respect to what has occurred and it may have some merit. Clint Bunting, managing partner of Stone Harbor Mall and Stone Harbor Theater LLC, was sworn in by acting Solicitor Weinberg.  He stated that Stone Harbor Theater LLC would like to propose, which he has done in a letter to Ms. Gougher, to replace the tree directly in front of the marque at the theater with two trees in the rear of the theater and after speaking with Grant he would purchase and then donate to the town an urn that would replace that tree with flowers in the front of the treater.  Mr. Lamanna said that is the proposal and they would like it considered.  Mr. Lamanna stated this was an unfortunate incident that occurred.  Mr. Bunting did send a letter out the day before but didn’t wait for a response because the electricians were there and he was advised at the time, and supplied documentation, that should the branches of the tree come in contact with the neon and break those bulbs there are about 11,000 volts that would go down that tree so they thought it should be addressed immediately. Mayor Walters said Mr. Bunting did provide two letter that stated it was a public safety

issue. Mr. Bunting said he does recognize after the fact that he wasn’t allowed to touch the tree, which is not an excuse, but he was overly concerned about it because he had an incident with a letter hitting a child in the head that upset him quite a bit. He didn’t want a tree to cause an electrocution issue. 
Councilmember Rich said this was on for discussion at the Natural Resources meeting on the 13th and Karen Lane does handle the Shade Tree committee for the Natural Resource committee and she has something to say and then Councilmember Rich will have something to say.

Councilmember Lane said first of all the Borough  trimmed the tree and she understands that Mr. Bunting asked the PW employees to trim it further and they advised him it was trimmed back as far as it could be without killing the tree. The next thing we knew, without our permission, the tree was trimmed back even harder, basically very likely killing the tree. Then a letter was sent to the Borough, circumventing the way this should be done, she didn’t have the opportunity to bring Shade Tree Committee out to look at it, in order the make suggestions. She told Mr. Bunting that he was not allowed, by our Ordinance, to do this and had things backwards. She said he should have first come to us through the proper channels, sent a letter as you did, but before anything was done. There has to be restitution made and doesn’t know why a tree can’t be placed there, the tree was there through the prior theater, never seem to have a problem.    Councilmember Lane stated we need to do something, what has been done to that tree is hideous. 
Mr. Bunting said he understands and apologizes for doing it backwards and not following the process, but would like to note that the marque has been there since 1947 and it encroaches into the sidewalk significantly. The two trees on the side, according to his sign guys and the electricians, are far enough away to not cause a public safety hazard. This tree’s branches were within 12 inches of the marque, he was worried about that. Mr. Lamanna reminded everyone that neon lighting was added to the updated marque responding the remark that the prior theater owner never had a problem, wanted to distinguish that situation from what we have there today.  

Councilmember Rich said we have a process and it is our job to follow the process as far as how this has gone, it is backwards. She understands Mr. Bunting regrets what he did, however, it is upsetting because if other merchants come and say they can’t see their sign, we can’t set a precedent. She thinks another tree needs to go up, probably a smaller tree, it is the Borough’s responsibility to watch where it goes and we need to stay focused on what we have designed 96th street to look like and it is a tree lined street. We all learned a lesson the hard way but believes that a tree that we can fit back into that space should go back. 

Councilmember Kramar disagrees, the trees that line up there are all different sizes, to put a tiny three there and wait until it grows, none of us will be here.  The suggestion of an urn there and two trees in the back is acceptable and stated she didn’t understand why some Councilwomen are constantly trying to undermine businesses, new and old in our town. First, it was the Reeds, then the Motels, then the Walk at Harbor Square, now the Harbor Movie Theatre, we are always putting roadblocks in their way. Yes, they have to abide by our Ordinances, but we should be guiding them, encouraging them, not writing letters to the State, and constantly going into the Zoning office to try and find out if they are violating any ordinance, hampering them. Frank’s theatre should have been shut down numerous times, where were you then? We need new businesses, to have a viable, successful Business district. We need to support the businesses that are here and the ones that want to join us. Without our businesses we will have a vacant town. Be supportive and let’s make Stone Harbor a better place to do business. Because of the neon lights, because of the issue that you had with a child being hit, don’t want to take that chance again, the two trees on either side should stay there. 

Councilmember Lane said she doesn’t think anyone on Council is opposed to new businesses, she supports what they are doing with the theatre. She has supported the Reeds, but nobody is above our law, all we are saying is due process should have been followed. Mayor Walters said we all agree, we all realize a mistake was made here and it should not have been cut back before permission was given to do that. 
Councilmember Gallagher said Mr. Bunting is very repentant this evening, he admits that perhaps he acted rashly and is ready to make restitution. She stated that for the benefit of Council it is important that everyone knows that he did try to go through the proper channels. About three weeks before tonight he contracted her and asked her to come over and look at the tree and how it was only inches away from 
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electrical activity. She agreed with him and said that is wasn’t her committee but said she would contact Mrs. Lane who is the liaison from Council to the Shade Tree Commission, which she did. When she spoke with Mrs. Lane a couple weeks later about whether she acted on this, Mrs. Lane explained that the Shade Tree Committee had not met since then. Councilmember Gallagher wanted to make it perfectly clear that Mr. Bunting tried to go about it the right way and made an effort. 

Councilmember Rich said she knew nothing about that. Councilmember Kramer said she knew about this also and said the Shade Tree is an advisory committee so they could look at it, come back and Council should still could say the same thing, an urn should be placed there. 

Councilmember Lane said we didn’t have sufficient time and the proper letter wasn’t sent, why are we haranguing about this when the law was clearly broken, and she understands he is repentant, so let’s get past that, nobody is saying he isn’t repentant, but the law was broken and how do we fix it and go forward from here. 

Mayor Walters said Mr. Bunting has a proposal out there that we plant trees on 97th Street and put an urn in front of the theater. Councilmember Davies-Dunhour asked what are we looking for in restitution what exactly do we want ?
Councilmember Rich said Mr. Bunting is talking about putting two branch type trees on north side of 97th Street, right? She said there is not room there, we have already taken down one tree on 97th that area is so congested with trucks, she asked Mr. Bunting about the nice black planters on his property, and said she wouldn’t recommend putting two branch trees on 97th street. Before we make any decisions, we all need to go and look at the area. Secondly she is in favor of sitting on it and waiting for a month and that we plant a tree back where the tree was. 
Councilmember Kramar said if planting trees on 97th is not acceptable maybe Mr. Bunting could plant them somewhere else on the island, someplace in town where we need two trees. 

Mayor Walters said if we have been advised by two different companies that this was a Public Safety hazard by putting a tree out there, then putting a tree there is probable not a good idea.  Councilmember Rich said she hasn’t seen those letters and was told the Administrator has them. 

Councilmember Mastrangelo said if a tree needs to be replaced on 96th Street he suggests we move it somewhere out of harm’s way or not create harm to the sign going forward. He believes Mr. Bunting is willing to do whatever it takes, has also spoken to him about the problem and didn’t think the tree was in that great shape to begin with. 

Councilmember Davies-Dunhour asked if we should send it back to Natural Resources, Shade Tree. Councilmember Kramar thought that was not necessary.  Mr. Bunting said the tree is not dead and is not a safety issue at this moment. It will not stop him from opening. Councilmember Davies-Dunhour said she agrees with the proposal of putting a couple more trees somewhere and put the urn out front, that works for her. Councilmember Gallagher said perhaps we could make the agreement to place the urn out there, and to place two trees at the discretion of the Natural Resources Committee and the PW committee, wherever they think a tree or two would be appropriate. 

Councilmember Lane asked who was going to be responsible for planting this urn every year. Councilmember Kramar said Mr. Bunting has a landscaper that does his mall, sure it could be included. Mr. Bunting said yes it would be. Councilmember Rich said putting a great big urn in front of the business isn’t going to work because of the type of foot traffic, they are big and heavy, want no more bulk on the sidewalks. Mayor Walters said she didn’t think the footprint of the urn would be any bigger than the footprint of a tree. 

Councilmember Lane said we need time to discuss this, doesn’t see the urgency. Go back to Shade Tree, let Council take a look around and she will come back with a recommendation from Shade Tree and Natural Resources. Councilmember Gallagher asked when the next Shade Tree meeting would be.  Councilmember Lane said she will call a meeting.  

Mr. Bunting said he just wants to fix and problem that he caused and is definitely repentant of it and wants to be very clear that the reason he took it down was public safety, but said it is disingenuous for 
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him to stand here and say it doesn’t help that marque aesthetically.  Important to know that marque has been 68 years there, there is no other marque on 96th Street, if it was 4 ft. back or 10 ft. back at the beginning of the building, he would not have touched the tree. 

Councilmember Rich wants it back at Natural Resource and Shade Tree. It does not affect the opening of the Theatre. Mr. Bunting said assuming he is able to fulfill his other obligations to get the CO or CA, he intends to have a soft opening at 7 pm on Thursday night, at the opening he invited Council, all employees of the Borough including spouses, going to invite all Chamber owners, Stone Harbor Museum. Four movies will occur at 7 pm, 3 retro. Caddy Shack, Jaws, Some Like it Hot and main stadium theatre will be the new release of Tarzan.  At 4 pm on Friday, again assuming he does everything he is supposed to do for Mrs. Mascia, there will be a grand opening, ribbon cutting at 4 p.m. , followed by 5 pm public opening of the theater.

Public Safety Committee

Monthly Report

Tuesday, July 19, 2016

The regular meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held on Thursday, August 14.  

The Court Administrator reported that court is busy, as expected, and running smoothly.

The Fire Company reported, as expected, an increase from the month of May to the month of June.  Fire calls increased 52% going from 23 to 35.  EMS calls increased 84% going from 45 to 83. 

The Fire Chief gave three different price scenarios to upgrade or replace an ambulance in the 2017 capital budget.  The vehicle has been in service for ten years. The price scenarios for the upgrade include the following:

1.)
Ambulance Remount – this basically means replacing the box on the ambulance and remounting it on the existing chasse 

Cost $125,000 

Major negative for this option is that it would require the ambulance to be out of service for approximately 90 days.  

2.)
Purchase Demo Ambulance – Cost $175,000
Major positive for this option – no delay and can acquire it right away through the HGAC Co-op

3.)
Purchase New Ambulance – Approximately $175,000
Major negative for this option - Requires 330 day build time 
The Fire Chief has offered to take anyone out in the existing ambulance for a ride so that they could experience the issues first hand and see why a new ambulance or a 
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remount is necessary.  On Thursday, July 28, the Fire Company and Rescue Squad will have a demo ambulance to view at the Fire House.  Members of the Public Safety Committee have been invited to see the vehicle as well.  Any other member of Council interested in seeing it are welcome.                   

On June 30 Seven Class II Officers graduated from the Cape May County 49th Basic Course for SLEO II Officers and have been working since.  I am proud to report that of the 88 class graduates Officer Tyler Clishman of our department received the Director’s Award for the #1 overall class rank.  This is quite an achievement as it combines the rankings for academics, firearms, physical fitness and vehicle operation.  

As expected the overall workload and requests for police response increased significantly from May to June- particularly in the following areas: moving violations, parking violations, motor vehicle accidents, motor vehicle stops, borough ordinance violations, adult arrests, juvenile arrests, alarm calls, noise complaints and assists on EMS and Fire calls.
The Committee discussed initiating an “all stop” for pedestrians and vehicles at the intersection of 96th Street and Third Avenue.  This is a County road and a County traffic light so we would need to reach out to them should we decide to try this as an experiment or “pilot program.”  This idea comes up every few years and warrants full council discussion prior to implementation.

Another topic discussed at the request of a citizen was to somehow use our police officers to enforce traffic violations at the crosswalk just west of the 96th Street Bridge.  As many of you will recall a few years ago a pregnant pedestrian walking her dog was struck by a vehicle within that crosswalk.  While the committee definitely sees merit to changes and enforcement needed in that area it is a County Road that lies within the jurisdiction of Middle Township and needs to be addressed by either one of those agencies.

Our newly appointed Emergency Management Director, Jonathan LaKose, attended his first meeting with the Committee.  LaKose plans to use more social media to communicate with residents in the event of an emergency.  LaKose along with Fire Chief Stanford has started to review the Borough’s Emergency Operation Plan as an updated version is due at the end of this year.





NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
POINT – The Big Red Sign was blown away again. It has been decided that to re-install it now would cause too much disturbance to the Point and we would not probably get permission to do so. The temporary solution is to place smaller signs to protect this area. That is being worked on.

The Point has numerous colonies of birds, more this summer than ever, they range from Black Skimmers, Royal Terns with chicks, Least Terns and Oyster crackers also with chicks, the next few weeks are critical for their survival. We have the WI stewards present at the Point every day. The public behavior at the Point is critical while these birds are nesting. It is improved some from last year, however, people just don’t understand that the signs on the fenced in area need to be respected.
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We still have boats landing on the Point. The SHPD boat is repaired and a sign up sheet has been enacted. Patrols will be handled through overtime.

We are going to present the idea of proper restrooms for the Point Parking lot be part of our 2017 Capital Budget Process.

Reports from the SHPD patrols for the Point are part of our agreements with USFW. 

BEACH – Meeting with Lomax is scheduled to finalize our application. We do have one beachfront owner interested in this type of project. 

Replenishment specifications are being completed for this and should be going out to bid. 

BIRD SANCTUARY – New plants are blooming and growing great.

The design for the new sign for our donors has been presented and it is really perfect. BX committee did a great job. Next BSC meeting September 30, WI at 2:00. 

CLEAR CHOICES CAMPAIGN – Lenore presented the campaign at the Mayor meeting held in June. There was considerable interest from surrounding communities. Lenore would like to establish a meeting in Sept. so funds can be properly budgeted in each community if they choose to participate, funds needed from each municipality will depend on how many actually participate in the campaign. We agree that Lenore be the lead on this on behalf of the Borough. 

POA – as I have mentioned before the POA has interest in working with NR. Still discussing this idea.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT

Dredging Update:

· On June 6th Sevenson submitted their Year 2 Sediment Sampling Plan for review to the DEP.  DEP had some minor comments and changes to plan.  Plan was resubmitted and approved by the DEP on June 14th.  

· Sevenson and the Borough are in the process of finalizing a meeting for next week to meet with the Avalon Engineer at the Avalon CDF site to determine if it is at all possible to directly pump dredged material to Avalon CDF.   Items to be discussed will be if there is a possibility to raise the dike and/or CDF excavation works this summer or early fall in order to create additional capacity for Stone Harbor’s dredge material.  

BEACH, RECREATION, AND TOURISM

COMMITTEE REPORT - JULY 19, 2016

The Beach, Recreation, and Tourism committee met on July 7, 2016.  The committee heard the problems at the bocce court at Chelsea Park Place. For 3 consecutive weeks, league play had to be canceled. For several weeks torrential rains caused excessive water to be trapped in the court and have made the surface difficult to maintain. In addition, children play in the area and transport sand from the volleyball court into the bocce court. Several options for improvement were presented; however, the most viable option was the installation of a synthetic turf to be installed as the bocce court surface. Recreation director, Miranda Duca, maintains that the bocce court is used frequently and upgrades are warranted. The committee recommended that Miranda seek pricing for various options for review.
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Miranda reported an incident that occurred at the 97th Street Playground facility. A 4-year-old boy fell through the opening, which leads to a spiral ladder. When the child fell, he hit his head several times on the ladder. The mother notified Miranda that the child recovered quickly, and also stated that the Stone Harbor EMS did an outstanding job helping her son.  The playground equipment is clearly marked "5-year-old appropriate." Miranda reviewed the equipment with the equipment vendor and they reported no issues. The committee discussed possibility of closing off the opening and removing the spiral ladder completely.

Miranda also reported that the surface at this playground needs to be replaced or upgraded. Jill verified that there is sufficient money within the budget to upgrade the surface, thus raising the current base 5-6 inches with sand and mulch.

Miranda presented 3 valid refund requests to the committee for review. All were approved.

A review of the design of the tennis courts and pickleball courts has determined that the pickleball courts present a problem with balls entering the tennis court location when in use. The cost of an appropriate net would be $3700; for now, a custom net to separate the two has been installed; however, a permanent post must be mounted to hold the net at a cost of $250. A change order request for the tennis court project will be completed to cover the cost.

Committee reviewed the programs available at the Recreation Center for seniors. Currently Mah Jongg and Sit to Be Fit programs are available. Once the new library opens and library programs at the Rec Center are relocated, Miranda expects to add additional senior programs at the Rec Center to provide far more opportunities for Stone Harbor seniors.

Five special event applications were reviewed and approved by the committee.

Committee agreed to keep the theme of "It's a Wonderful Life in Stone Harbor" for this year's upcoming Island Holiday. Miranda was requested to move forward with similar set up and design as last year.

Stone Harbor mobile app is now live and continues to be augmented.

SNJ Video production team has begun shooting footage to capture the in-season activities, and will return in the fall to continue those events.

Hobie Cat owners asked for a mid-season review to see if there have been any improvements on the beach to accommodate the boats. Sandy Bosacco, Captain of the Beach Patrol, has indicated that the beach has recovered significantly, but he would like to reevaluate after this week's full moon. After a discussion with the Administrator, it has been determined that we request Grant Russ to further evaluate with Sandy to decide if the remainder of the season is a possibility for the Hobie Cats, and, if so, how many boats we can accommodate. One of the Hobie Cat owners has been the spokesperson representing the group, and their willingness to manage the entire area 
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and to accept all liability for their boats has been admirable. Additional input from full Council is welcome.

The recreation director requested permission to design a banner for the Arts and Crafts Festival to be placed on the fence at the Basketball Court at the Rec Center. The banner will be limited to the Stone Harbor Arts and Crafts Festival logo and this year's dates.

Finance department intern, Antonino Piro, has produced another detailed spreadsheet updating beach tag sales. In summary, February to June 2016 sales have increased $16,255 over last year's sales.

The Recreation Advisory Board has recessed for the summer, so there is no report for that organization.

I attended a meeting of the Stone Harbor Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors meeting on June 23. Tower Concerts, Baby Parade, Santa Week, Festival of Lights, the Sidewalk Sale, and Savor September were among the discussed topics. Also the Chamber has commissioned an artist to produce a map of the business district. Although it is still in the planning stages, it appears that it will be an excellent marketing tool for the Stone Harbor business district.

The Stone Harbor Planning Board met on yesterday, July 18. Al fresco dining in Stone Harbor has been proposed by Vice-Chair Wayne Conrad. After discussion, it was decided that a committee of 3 Planning Board members, including Tom Hand, Wayne Conrad, and Lynne Dubler, would do a walking tour to determine if such a concept would work in our business district. In its second phase, the committee will include restaurant owners to determine their interest in such a plan.

Discussion of the current Stone Harbor sign ordinance took place.  The Planning Board is respectfully requesting that the Public Safety Committee evaluate the possibility of dedicating one on-street officer to work with the Zoning Officer to report those downtown businesses in violation of the sign ordinance. Although Joanne Mascia has been sending letters and notices, the problem continues; however, she believes that putting some teeth in the warning letters in the form of an official visit from a policeman, the issue will cease without having to fine downtown businesses.

BEACH PATROL REPORT:

4 Rescues, 3 EMS Calls, and 5 lost children were found during the month. Captain Bosacco would like to thank Sonny DeCrecchio and his family for their generous contribution of new AED equipment. We greatly appreciate it. All of the guards are fully trained, and all of the designated beaches are open.

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METER UPGRADES- The committee has agreed to place the meter upgrade into the 2017 budget. Water Supply Co. will be asked to do a presentation of the upgrade at a full Council meeting in September.
ELECTRIC CAR CHARGING STATION-We had a ribbon cutting ceremony for the EV charging station on July 15th.

WATER USAGE- We used 4,908,000 gal more in June this year than 2015.
SEWER VENTS & METER BOX LEVELS

130 violation notices were sent to residents; all but 38 customers responded & repaired their sewer vents. Those 38 will be charged $85.00 per quarter beginning with the 3rd quarter billing (9/1/16) They will continue to be charged that fee until their sewer risers are in compliance. 

ACE PROJECT

ACE is preparing the estimates for underground installation of the transmission wires. Will advise everyone when we receive that number.

INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADES – Last meeting we approved a motion for RVE to complete the design for Golden Gate upgrades. Bid specifications for 99th St., Sunset, Corinthian and Charles Streets have been completed. All utilities have been noticed to upgrade their infrastructure prior to completion of this project when a moratorium will go into effect for 5 years. Money is available in the budget for both projects.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar) 
Public Works Committee as in previous years, does not meet in the month of July. Their work schedule is full with additional trash pickups being made, now with the 39 Islands given to use to manicure, plant, etc. plus beach  raking, special event. etc. With that being said, we did meet with our Engineer, Marc DeBlasio at the Water Tower bathrooms to go over just what is needed to be done there to make this a bathroom facility that Stone Harbor can be proud of. The last renovations were done 20 years ago. Marc will be applying for Grant money the end of next month.

Total beach maintenance was 398.75 hrs. Many thanks to Craig and his team for keeping our beaches pristine. 

The Marina took 38 hrs for maintenance, Streets 382.75 hrs. Special events, Farmers Market, 52 hrs. Harbor Hustle Run 5 hrs. July 4th prep, 75.5 hrs. SH Elementary Field Day, 6.5 hrs. Chelsea Park opening 18 hrs.   Thanks to Rocky and Grant and their teams. 

The Museum committee met on June 16, 2016. Several Summer Lectures are scheduled.

· The Contractor has completed all the storm drainage, curbing, gutter and paving up to and including 86th Street.

· The Contractor will return to the site after Labor Day, 2016 to complete the project.

· A pre-construction meeting was held on March 30, 2016 and work is scheduled for the Fall, 2016. 

Drilling of Observation Well at Cape May County Airport 
· The bid opening occurred on March 30, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is A.C. Schultes, Inc. in the amount of $59,335.00. 

· AC Schultes requested a contract time extension due to NJDEP permitting delays. The well permit was submitted shortly after the NTP was issued and there has been correspondence between NJDEP and the well driller to finalize the well design.  They plan to have the well installed by October 1st. 

· AC Schultes is proposing to install the well using reverse rotary method instead of mud rotary at no additional cost. This is the preferred drilling method and a requirement for public water supply wells. The schedule also reflects a delay in when their reverse rotary rig will be available to mobilize to the project site.

Our Construction Official has received correspondence from a contractor out of Baltimore, MD who has been asked by Atlantic City Electric for a proposal to perform utility test holes along the route of the proposed 69 KV underground electric transmission project.  This test hole work will occur during the design phase of the project well ahead of the actual construction of the transmission line. In order for contractor to provide an accurate cost proposal they were looking to understand the process and costs (permitting fees, restoration requirements, etc.) for excavating in the public streets of Stone Harbor.
