DISCUSSION
WATER TOWER BATHROOM RENOVATIONS

Councilmember Kramar reported she put information into each Councilmembers mailbox from the Yeager family which is very informative. On December 13th we were notified that the DCA confirmed that Stone Harbor was not approved for the grant. After applying for two years it was suggested we do not apply again. We had put into the 2015 budget $200,000 and most of that was used for crossovers, along with the $240,000 that was put into the 2016 budget. There was no money put into the 2017 budget. There is a balance left of $157,453.11 that is available as we speak. We have an estimate from our Engineer of $300,000 to put in a family bathroom and to complete this project. Administrator suggested that we keep the $157,000 available for crossovers and that we put $300,000 into 2018 budget to complete this project. Councilmember Kramar is asking for the full support of Council to move forward with this project. We need to put money in the 2018 Capital Budget, $300,000 to make this project come to fruition in 2018. 
Administrator said there is actually $200,000 already in Capital we would only need an additional $100,000. Mayor said the $157,000 would be there for crossovers, would only need an additional $100,000 in 2018 Capital. Councilmember Rich asked if we were talking about a separate area hooked onto the North side of the present comfort station for the family style bathroom and entered from the outside?  Engineer, said you could do an addition but he believes you may have enough space in the existing building to reconfigure the space to do a family restroom.  Councilmember Kramar said it would change the entrance to the men’s room.  Engineer said the trend has been you need a little less space in the men’s room than the women’s room so you can take a little space from the men’s room and reconfigure the interior space of the building and create a family rest room. The entrance to this new room would be on the North side of the building. Councilmember Kramar said in the previous plan it was to extend the building out, and that was because we also needed a janitorial closet, we have to get the chemicals out of the water tower facility. Under Homeland Security we need to move those chemicals and the janitor and his supplies out of there.  We need everything in that one building.  Mayor asked if we can still accomplish all those goals in the square footage that exists?  Engineer said there are different ways to do it. 
Councilmember Kramar said she would like to make sure everyone is on board, so we can move forward. Councilmember all spoke their support. Councilmember Parzych said we have questions about the design, before we do the Resolution, we need to hone in the estimate so it’s not $300,000 now, but when it’s done it is not $610,000. Engineer said this is only a budget number tonight for discussion.
