PUBLIC SAFETY 
Public Safely met on Thursday, May 15, 2014. In Courts, nothing new to report, all positions fully manned and ready for summer season. OEM, nothing new to report, Mr. Hawk on vacation. Fire & EMS, Chief Stanford moving forward with purchase of Fire Truck, as approved by Council in the Capital Budget, manufacturer is Pierce and delivery will be in approximately 10 months. Our new full time EMS responder and assistant Fire Inspector Jonathon Schwartz began work on Friday, May 16, this is not an addition to the force but a replacement. Fire Department and EMS are full manned and prepared for the summer season. In the police department the committee discussed the traffic flow direction concerning the new parking lot on 93-94th street, the action taken is the Chief was going to review and make recommendations. There is a safety concern with 92nd & Third Where the deck collapsed, the debris is still there. Councilmember Carusi  recommends we remove the material before Memorial Day but there is a complication because the ownership is now in the hands of a bank.  Administrator  had an update from the Construction Official and they will have everything removed by Friday. Meeting will be after Memorial Day to move forward plans for renovations of the Police Building. Also the Police are fully manned and ready for Summer, 17 full time officers, 8 class II officers and 3 class I officers. 

Captain Tom Schutta gave the Police report. April 2014 
 997 incidents logged, 11,225 miles patrolled, 165 motor vehicle stops, 22 moving violations, 0 parking violation, 4 suspicious motor vehicle investigated, 0 motor vehicle accident handled, 6 alarm response calls, 3 fire calls, 14 medical calls, In the month of April 4 adults arrested. Various members of the department received In Service Training. Supervision, Command and Leadership Drug Investigation, ABC Enforcement Techniques Motor Vehicle Accident Investigation and Swat Training. Detectives on April 28 assisted with a domestic violence incident in the 9600 block of Third Avenue . Charges were brought against a 28 year old man. We are having continued meetings concerning the status of the Police Building and continued issues with the building. We appreciate Mayor and Councils commitment to correct these issues. Chief Reynolds wanted it relayed that we have an update in accreditation. The application for accreditation, the department profile and the department survey were recently approved the NJ State Association of Chiefs of Police. The approval begins the assessment phase and gives us until March of 2016 to achieve accredited status. Also on Saturday, April 26, Chief Reynolds and DET Sgt Walker and family, Officer Hartzell , Det Grunow and nephews volunteered in Ocean Sweep. 


NATURAL RESOURCES
BEACH – Progress with Peter Lomax. Vegetation Plan finished. We will schedule a meeting.

Clean Ocean Action successful SHPD gets the prize for the largest and most unusual collection. Boy Scout Troop from Phila. came down to participate.   PW working on 90th crossover, possible need more plantings when finished. 

BAY – Dredging Update, Jill spoke to Monica Chasten, USACOA and we are patiently waiting their decision for the ICW plan to remove the 7,000 cu yds. hopefully in June. Documentation of surveys are being completed for capacity at Sedge Island. As soon as we know it will be shared with Council and the Public. 

MOU – Michael is working on that with DOT.

POINT – Beach Signs for street ends and ones for the Point are almost finalized. Once signs are completed we want to have the SHPD and the Beach Patrol meet together to help re-enforce our Rules and Regulations.

PLANNING BOARD – Presentation of Generator Specifications, Joanne Mascia, Raymond Poidrier, Chris Eaton all participated. Discussion on rules and regulations, very informative. Site plan application from Clarkes Market granted.  Board discussion, parking and hotel/motel district. A & F requested that the Board look into WBD, 60 days to address the situation. 

LIBRARY – Meeting April 24th up-dated drawings were discussed.

First floor entrance, elevator, handicap ramps, planters, benches and windows. Also second floor open space, outdoor balcony, meeting rooms storage, kitchen placement were discussed. Committee asked for color rendering and timeline. Meeting May 15th 11:00 Furnishing.   Met with Certified Interior Designer and furnishing was discussed. Next meeting is June 19th.

The Recreation Advisory Committee met on Monday, May 5 and the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee met on Tuesday, May 13.

The Beach Shack and the 81st Street Recreation Building will be participating in the Garden Club House Tour on June 7.  We will be discussing details about that event at the end of tonight’s council meeting.

BEACH

Preparations for the beach patrol for the summer are on track.  Beaches will be protected starting Memorial Day weekend.  As guards become available full time more beaches will open.  Please check the Borough website or call the Beach Shack to see which beaches are protected.  Applications are still being accepted for rookie life guards and can be found on the website.  Try Out for the position is Saturday, June 7, 10:00am at the Beach Shack and consists of a ½ mile swim, an 800 yard run, a surf dash and a (7) minute mile.

Tagger positions have all been filled. Tags will be available for sale seven days a week at the Beach Tag Office beginning this weekend.

We have updated the procedure for veterans to obtain their beach tags at no cost to them.  Initially the veteran had to produce a DD214 Form.  We will now accept identification that requires a DD214 to obtain such as:

Accepted forms of identification will be listed on the Borough’s website as well as available at the beach tag office.

The concession stands will be open beginning this weekend as well.

RECREATION

Registration for our summer programs is up 50% over this time last year.  This is the first year we have accepted credit card payment for registration and 60% of the payments received has been by credit card through the website.

All kayak spaces at the 80th Street Marina have been issued.  

TOURISM

The Re-enactment of the first council meeting held last Friday at the Yacht Club was well attended and a lot of fun!  We are looking forward to the July and August concerts by the Jersey Pops that will continue our Centennial Celebration.  

We have two big events this week to officially mark the beginning of the summer of 2014:

FIRST:

The official opening of our beach is this Thursday, the 22nd, at 4:00pm at 95th Street.  Let’s hope the weather cooperates.  This starts at 4:00pm with children’s beach activities organized by the recreation staff, at about 4:45 the Mayor will speak and then climb into a lifeguard boat with the beach patrol captain and Kathy Orr from CBS Channel 3.  CBS will do a weather report from the boat.  The Mayor will row back in – hopefully injury free and somewhat dry -  cut a ribbon and unlock the ocean along with council.   98.7 The Coast radio station will be doing a live remote broadcast throughout the entire event.

SECOND:

We will be officially opening the 2014 season shopping district on Friday, May 23 at 9:30am. We will be gathering at the parking lot in the 300 block of 96th Street along with members of the Chamber of Commerce and the POA.  The Mayor will speak and after that we will unveil the new STONE HARBOR entry signs donated by the POA.  

The Chamber of Commerce will be offering free mimosas and signs for all the businesses to write in their respective "Years in Business" and display in their windows
The jitneys will be operating this weekend on Fri, Sat and Sun. 

UTILITIES
UTILITIES COMMITTEE MEETING  HELD  05/07/14 In attendance, the committee.
 Well #6 update – The well has been prepared, but is not yet online. Today the line that runs from the well to the reservoir was flushed and we are waiting for a response from the DEP, in order to move forward with putting the well back in service. I will be presenting a change order resolution this evening which will reduce the anticipated cost of repairs for this well.

Electric Car Charging Station- We will be going out to bid for 3 stations. The Gas Company is continuing to make repairs, put in new pipes and remove old connections on Third Avenue from 95th to 96th at the Reeds. Their infrastructure was antiquated and resulted in on-going gas leaks in the vicinity of the Reeds. 

Water usage – We continue to use more water than last year, possibly because people are letting their faucets trickle to prevent pipes from freezing. We used 526 K gal more in 2014 that 2013. On a good note we are another step closer to receiving our water application increase. Just a few more I’s to dot and t’s to cross. 

 PUBLIC WORKS  Councilmember Kramar reported that the fishing pier at 83rd street has been completed with benches and fishing rod holders installed. Everyone is invited to visit this area, this is the 1st time in 3 years it is fully operational

96th Street nodes new plantings were installed with the Centennial. And a new drip irrigation system was installed. 

General Maintenance on automobiles, buildings, streets, and grounds are performed. On the beach, new Danger Posts for the rock piles have been made.

There were 761 citizen contacts in April.

Congratulations to Curtis Atkinson who started at Public Works on January 21 and reached his 100th day on April 30th.

Next bulk trash is Monday, Sept 22nd, Bulk put out 72 hours in advance. 

Summer schedule is in effect 6/15 thru 9/13, both trash and recycle collected same day, twice a week. 

Public Works Committee met on May 13th and discussed Kayak spaces, snow removal, farmers market starting June 15th opening ceremony at 9 am. We have 20 vendors. M2 Pay system in place and on  Channel 97 and our Website. Signs at street ends have names on both front and back. We will be updating Construction Dumpster Ordinance, Fema paperwork for reimbursement approved $190,000 with Borough to receive 90%.

· We have submitted a proposal on November 26, 2013 and are waiting for authorization.

· The Borough submitted for the reconstruction of 95th Street from First Avenue to Second Avenue and was not selected for funding.
FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program

· This grant program provides a 75% grant for various flood mitigation projects.

· The Borough has selected to submit five (5) grant applications and the first step is to submit a Letter of Intent for each project by March 31, 2013.

· A Letter of Intent has been submitted to NJEIT.

· The full application was submitted March 3, 2014 and we are waiting for authorization to bid.

· NJEIT and NJDEP are reviewing the full application with the intent of advertising the project for public bidding this summer.
95th Street Well Redevelopment/Emergency Rehabilitation
· The bid opening occurred on February 7, 2013.

·   Uni-Tech Drilling was awarded the contract in the amount of $112,900.00.

· A pre-construction meeting was held on May 2, 2013 at 1:30 PM.

· Uni-tech Drilling has completed installation of the liner casing for well No. 6 along 


with pump out testing to remove chlorides and sodium which had leaked into the 
aquifer through the failed casing pipe. Pump out testing has been successful in 
removing the noted contaminants and the water quality is now in compliance with all 
drinking water standards. A new pump has been installed and the well is ready to be 
operated. RVW is coordinating with NJDEP to procure their approval to operate. 
Pricing has also been obtained from the contractor to add a automatic pre-lubrication 
system and a variable frequency drive motor to the well.
Marina Breakwater Replacement
· The bid opening occurred on Tuesday, April 15, 2014. 
· R.A. Walters & Son, Inc. was awarded the contract in the amount of $144,000.00.

· A pre-construction meeting was held on April 30, 2014 and the contractor is anticipating starting work the week of June 9, 2014.
2014 Utility and Road Program
· The bid was awarded to Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc., P.O. Box 530, Hammonton, NJ 08037, in the amount of $1,465,300.00.
· Change Order #1 for parking lot improvements along 96th Street and Second Avenue was approved by the Borough.

· Change Order #2 for parking lot improvements along 97th Street has been submitted for Borough consideration.

93rd Street and 107th Street Bulkhead Replacement
· Bid opening occurred on October 18, 2013 at 10:00 AM and the bid was awarded to R.A. Walters & Son, Inc. in the amount of $268,540.00.
· A pre-construction meeting was held on December 3, 2013.  The date of completion of all work is February 2, 2014.

· 93rd Street bulkhead and 107th Street bulkhead are 96% complete.

· Remaining work to be completed is asphalt paving.
NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW submitted an water allocation permit modification application on behalf of the Borough to request additional water supply to meet summer and annual peak demands and supply water for plan projects for the next five to ten years.  This application is in review. It appears that NJDEP & USGS have completed their analysis and are preparing to publish the draft permit for the Borough of Stone Harbor.  They have requested recent testing results which the Borough needs to provide before issuance of the draft permit.
· A regional meeting was held by NJDEP Bureau of Water Allocation and USGS in April 2014, to address water supply concerns for Cape May County. A unresolved discussion involves construction and monitoring of sentinel wells for the 800 foot sands. Unresolved is who will be responsible? This may be assigned as a condition of the revised permit.
