COUNCILMEMBER JOAN KRAMAR REMARKS

Mrs. Kramar thanked Harry Clayton for being here and Public Works employees for attending the meeting today.  She wanted the public to receive the correct information regarding Veterans Day. There was never any intention to disrespect Veterans Day. Mrs. Kramar said she is a true Veteran advocate and has never shown any disrespect. The Union through PW approached the Borough to have the day after Christmas off and work this one time only on Veterans Day in exchange.  She found out that the ceremony at the Legion is at 12 noon and as a Borough we have decided to give that one hour off so the employees that wish to attend the ceremony may do so. Let’s work together and stop the “nay sayers” from trying to divide our beautiful community. There is no disrespect for the Veterans, respect works both ways, Public Works also deserves your respect.

HABITAT FOR HUMANITY – Shawn Lockyear, Executive Director Habitat for Humanity spoke about their organization and commented that several members of the Stone Harbor Police Department volunteer their time to build houses for this organization. The Mustard Seed of Cape May County, based here in Stone Harbor has awarded them a grant and house sponsorship for the entire 3 home development under construction in Whitesboro. She asked that her organization be permitted to have a “house building” activity during Stone Harbor’s Island Holiday celebration and asked to use the fire house for “house tours” where the public can review the completed gingerbread houses.  They will need space for 15 - 6 ft. tables. She thanked the Borough for their support and consideration of her request. 
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

PUBLIC SAFETY 
Public Safety met on October 20, 2014 .
COURTS - Debbie Scott needs a replacement for her part time help to do violations court recording.  

OEM Coordinator reported that we need PW contractor to hook up emergency generator at the Recreation building. We will refurbish the 5 ton truck in house. 
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 FIRE/EMS Chief Stanford absent.  Health Department has a website set up for municipal use in dealing with potential emergency health issues. Fire Report – for the month, 20 fire calls, 3 drills, 1 meeting, 3 work details, 418 manhours provided, 3 mutual aid and 31 ems calls. 
POLICE – Problem with Reed’s barricades solved, they are back up, concrete planters are waiting to come in and be put up.  Winter SLEO at academy for summer use.   

Chief Reynolds gave the September report. 1,428 incidents logged, 12.758 miles patrolled, 199  motor vehicle stops, 32 moving violations, 150 parking violation, 6 suspicious motor vehicle investigated, 7 motor vehicle accident handled,  2 motorist assist,15 alarm response calls, 6 fire calls, 18 medical calls and 7 ordinance violations. 10 Adults were arrested, 1 DWI.   Various members of the department received training in internal affairs guidelines, in service training, drugs symposium, firearms and  swat training. Detective Division, on September 7th they responded to the 100 block of 100th street for a reported burglary of a residence where an estimated $63K in jewelry was stolen.  A suspect was identified and a search warrant executed resulting in the arrest of a 51 yr. old female home health companion to the victim from Lower Township. This matter is pending review by the CMC Prosecutor’s Office.  On September 26th as part of the Adopt a Cop program the department conducted its third annual bicycle safety and bike rodeo at the School from 1-3 pm.  

NATURAL RESOURCES
BAY /DREDGING - All members of the Special Dredging Team have received the “draft” from Ocean & Coastal Consultants. All were asked to read and make comments. Comments were to be received by Friday 10/10. Matt will be reviewing these and calling the next meeting. The Process – after changes a DMMP meeting with Matt to be scheduled, then on the Council approval, then Ocean & Coastal will file the necessary permits. 

BEACH and POINT– Saturday, the 25th Beach Sweep, meet at 95th and the Beach (9-12:30) Sign up and go to any beach you want. Return to 95th with your trash. Join us in this great day. WI, POA, and PW..thanks! Stone Harbor Point Review Meeting was Monday, Oct 6th. Lisa Ferguson, Diane Daly, Larry Niles, Dave Mizrahi, Jill, Mayor Al and I.  Purpose of this meeting is to form a relationship with all parties involved in the Point. Dave and Larry NJ Audubon will be taking the lead on this project. With the experts from WI, DIV.Fish & Wildlife and the Borough. The issue at hand is to maintain the wildlife within the Point. Two year project, plans to begin in January, 2015 and will go until March, 2015. More information to come! This is very exciting and we think this would be a good idea to restart NRAC. We are working to schedule a meeting for Nov 14 or 21.  JPP meeting was attended by Mayor Walters on October 8th…thanks to the Mayor. More discussion and support from NR and SHPD Marine Unit needed to peacefully protect our Point and follow thru with our Ordinances for this area.  Jill, Kim and I met with Lomax Consulting on October 14th. Purpose to finalize paperwork for our Dune Vegetation Management Plan. Final Draft is next. 

BIRD SANCTUARY – Discussed the Heron Cam, the Tours, Invasive Vegetation Plan, fund raising, the budget & the maintenance for the future of our exterior & interior gardens and for the entire Sanctuary.  Decisions and plans will be shared in the minutes of this meeting at a later date

A capital budget review meeting was held on Thursday, September 25.
The regular meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee was held on Monday, October 6.
The regular meeting of the Beach Recreation & Tourism Committee was held on Tuesday, October 14, 2014.  After two and half hours in the morning we reconvened at 4:30 for another hour and a half!  
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Beach

We have decided on a holiday tag and it will be available for sale in Borough Hall and select stores over the Thanksgiving weekend.   In addition this year to commemorate the Centennial we are going to have a Christmas ornament for sale with our Centennial logo on it.  

Recreation

On October 9 the Beach Recreation & Tourism Committee met with designers from PlayWorld Systems to formulate a comprehensive plan for Chelsea Park. We will have that company present the design to Mayor and Council and the public at our next council meeting.  Our intention is to apply for Open Space Funding. 
We will have an answer from the Open Space Committee on our application for 82nd Street on Tuesday, October 28.
Tourism

After consulting with our usual vendors for the Farmer’s Market and discussion in Committee we have decided that we will not add another day to the market.  Many vendors are unavailable on an additional day as they have prior commitments. 

We continue to discuss concerts for 2015 and will be looking at the operating budget to see what funds are available.  

On Saturday, October 11, at his request, Miranda and I met with Tyler Hollinger of Highlife Productions to discuss his proposal for a Stone Harbor Film Festival.  After discussing his proposal in Committee we feel this could be a good fit for Stone Harbor.  Mr. Hollinger is looking for sponsors and financial backing. His proposal was forwarded to the Chamber of Commerce Executive Committee and to the President of the Property Owner’s Association for further discussion and input from the two organizations.  
The Recreation Director is working on the many activities associated with Thanksgiving weekend.  We would like to offer more things this year such as photo ops, more children’s activities, ice skating, a trackless train and a human snow globe.  More details will come as that weekend gets closer.  
Other items currently under discussion and consideration are the future of the skate park and the addition of a dog park.    

This Saturday, October 25 is the Chamber of Commerce sponsored Harvest Festival on 96th Street 11:00am to 4:00pm.  Activities include such things as face painting, creepy crawly pets and animals courtesy of New Jersey Nature, Pumpkin bowling, a magician and hayrides.  At this point the weather appears to be cooperating with the Chamber.

UTILITIES
UTILITIES COMMITTEE MEETING  HELD  10/03/14 
A major portion of the meeting was spent on developing our capital budget for 2015. We have authorized engineering fees to determine how to handle the 111th street project and if it will be included in the 2015 or 2015 budget.  

Water usage – Our usage for September 2014 was 2,059,000 less than the same period 2013. 
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The second homeowner who was cited for consistent abuse of the watering ordinance who had decided to go to court to fight his citation decided afterwards to pay the fine.

We have received the permit for our increased water allocation, however, it is a phased permit and is based on several conditions, one of which is the test well we must install. We have details to work out on that issue. Our Engineer, Marc DeBlasio will address this in his report tonight. We have also received our permit from DEP to begin the Beach outfall pipe removal at 83rd and 84th Streets.

The training application of the new computer software system will be instituted 10/22. All users will have time to iron out issues prior to going live in January. 

Efforts are being made to encourage the gas co. to install upgrades to their infrastructure when we upgrade ours. This will hopefully prolong the life of our paved roads.   Next meeting date has not been set. 

PUBLIC WORKS  Councilmember Kramar skipped her regular report and due to the circumstances this week wanted to say the following:

Grounds Department – thank you for all the beautiful islands, taking care of the remembrance garden, cutting, weeding the nodes, bird sanctuary, sprinklers, etc. 

Street Sweepers – thank you for keeping our street clean and free of debris

Carpentry Department – for building our staging areas, our Christmas decorations, a tree now in the process of being built, new fishing pier, etc.

Beach Employees – keeps our beaches clean and keeps our crossovers able to maneuver, taking care of the railings, picking up trash, etc.

To all those who keep our Marina up and working

Automotive Dept – keeps our Borough vehicles in top shape including Fire & Police

Trash Dept – for going behind your house to pick up, so our streets will remain without wind blown trash.

Employees who set up Farmers Market, who give their services to the Civic Club, Garden Club, Museum and American Legion.

· Monthly Meeting – Held our monthly meeting on October 20th.  
· Parking Ordinance Change - Committee discussed again recommendation to keep Parking lot on Second Avenue free to the Public.  Jim Craft reviewed our revenues to see if we have realized any loss in overall revenues due to this lot becoming available at no charge.  It appears that there was no negative effect and the Committee is recommending it stay free until further notice.  
· Budget Revenues - We are in the process of reviewing all permit fees and License fees to see if there is any need for increases.  This will be brought to Council at an upcoming council meeting for review and recommendation.   
· Budget Expenditures – Reminder to all Department Chairs that their Expense requests should be submitted to Jim Craft by noon on October 28th.  Initial discussion at Council meeting will be November 4th.  The goal of A&F Committee is to see no increase in appropriations. 
· Assessed Values and Revaluation – We received a notice from the Cape May County Board of Taxation that our current sales ratio is 110.71% of market value.  While we have not received a mandate we are currently updating our tax maps which will be necessary before we can do a revaluation or reassessment.

· Chief Financial Officer – Chief Financial Officer is unable to attend Council meeting due to attending a review class in order to obtain certification as a Qualified Purchasing Agent.

Sanitary Sewer, Water Main, Storm Sewer, Beach Outfall Improvement Project– Phase 3
· A Letter of Intent has been submitted to NJEIT.

· The full application was submitted March 3, 2014 and we are waiting for authorization to bid.

· NJEIT and NJDEP are reviewing the full application with the intent of advertising the project for public bidding this summer.

· CAFRA Major Modification Application TWA Permit Application has been submitted and found to be administratively complete.
· TWA Permit Application has been approved.
2014 Utility and Road Program
· The bid was awarded to Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc., P.O. Box 530, Hammonton, NJ 08037, in the amount of $1,465,300.00.
· Contractor has remobilized to the Borough and is installing underground utilities.

· Water main is 50% complete.

FY2014 NJDCA Small Cities Program
· The Borough was awarded a $400,000.00 grant to provide ADA improvements to the Borough Hall, Fire House and Public Works Department.
· The improvements consist of:

1.
Fire House – Elevator, restroom, meeting room.

2.
Municipal Complex – Restroom counters, signage and striping.

3.
Public Works – Bathrooms.

· Design documents are underway.

2015 Utility and Road Program
· Survey and base mapping are completed.

· We will be notifying the utility companies regarding the project and coordinating underground utility connections.

111th Street Outfall Elimination
· We have provided a proposal to provide an analysis of the 111th Street Outfall Elimination.

NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW submitted a water allocation permit modification application on behalf of the Borough to request additional water supply to meet summer and annual peak demands and supply water for plan projects for the next five to ten years.  The application has been approved and the final water allocation permit has been published. As a condition of the permit, the water allocation amounts will not be increased for the first year of the newly approved permit. During this “interim” phase, Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit where water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested amount. 
One of the permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. It has been proposed that Stone Harbor share the cost and responsibility of the installation and operation of the new well with another water purveyor in the area. At this time, New Jersey American Water is the only other water purveyor in the area that will be required to install and operate an observation well. The NJDEP intends to notify New Jersey American Water about the observation well requirement and the NJDEP will keep the Borough of Stone Harbor informed of the status. 
ADMINISTRATOR –Administrator Gougher reported that the new server has been installed by Rich Graver, our requisition system is up and running. In the budget process new forms are being used that give a little more detail on each item or project. Working on re-bidding specifications for beach concession and animal control services for next year. Hopefully will be on the next council agenda. At the national flood conference, the Borough did received our certification plaque for getting our class 5, Mike Koochembere was there to receive it.  We have saved the property owners over $800,000 . Mayor said it means  a 25% discount on your flood insurance.

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RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, RELATING TO CONTINUING DISCLOSURE MATTERS APPLICABLE TO BONDS AND NOTES OF THE BOROUGH AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN ACTIONS  IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey (the “Borough”) has previously issued its bonds, bond anticipation notes and/or other debt obligations (the “Bonds”) and

WHEREAS, in connection with the issuance of certain of the Bonds and for purposes of assisting underwriters to comply with Rule 15c-12 under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, the Borough has covenanted and/or entered into one or more undertakings or agreements to provide continuing disclosure (the “Continuing Disclosure Obligation”) to the public marketplace; and

WHEREAS, in general the Continuing Disclosure Obligation requires the Borough to file certain financial information and notice of certain events in specified places and at specified times; and

WHEREAS, in connection with the sale of certain of the Bonds, the Borough issued one or more official statements that, among other things, described the Borough’s Continuing Disclosure Obligation and whether or not the Borough had previously complied with its Continuing Disclosure Obligation in all material respects; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Enforcement (the “Enforcement Division”) of the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) announced its Municipalities Continuing Disclosure Cooperation Initiative (the “Initiative”) to address potentially materially inaccurate descriptions in official statements (made innocently, inadvertently or otherwise) of prior compliance with continuing disclosure obligations; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the terms of the Initiative, the Enforcement Division will recommend “favorable settlement terms” for issuers and underwriters that self-report by 12:00 a.m., eastern standard time, on September 10, 2014, possible materially inaccurate statements in official statements in the last five years relating to prior compliance with continuing disclosure obligations by submitting a specified questionnaire (the “Questionnaire”) to the Enforcement Division; and

WHEREAS, the Borough has been provided with a copy of the Initiative, a copy of an advisory prepared by bond counsel to the Borough describing the Initiative and a copy of the Questionnaire released by the Enforcement Division; and

WHEREAS, if an issuer takes advantage of the Initiative by self-reporting possible materially inaccurate statements and if any of such statements are determined to be materially inaccurate by the Enforcement Division, the Enforcement Division will recommend to the SEC a settlement in which (i) the issuer consents to a cease-and-desist order, (ii) the issuer neither admits nor denies the findings of the SEC and (iii) there is no payment of any civil penalty by the issuer; and

WHEREAS, any such settlement will require the issuer (i) to establish appropriate policies and procedures and training regarding continuing disclosure obligations within 180 days, (ii) comply with existing continuing disclosure undertakings, including updating past delinquent filings within 180 days, (iii) cooperate with any subsequent investigation by the Enforcement Division regarding the false statement(s), including the roles of individuals and/or other parties involved, (iv) disclose in a clear and conspicuous fashion the settlement terms in any final official statement for an offering by the issuer for five years and (v) provide the SEC staff with a compliance certification regarding the applicable undertakings by the issuer in one year; and

WHEREAS, the Initiative cautions that if an issuer does not take advantage of the Initiative by submitting a Questionnaire identifying any possible materially inaccurate statement with respect to prior compliance with a continuing disclosure obligation and the Enforcement Division later determines that such a materially inaccurate statement was made, then the Enforcement Division will likely recommend and seek financial sanctions against the issuer; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Division of Local Government Services issued Local Finance Notice 2014-9, dated July 23, 2014 (the “LFN”), which among other things strongly recommends that local government officials proactively take steps to self-identify their own levels of compliance with continuing disclosure obligations in order to determine if it is advisable to participate in the Initiative; and

WHEREAS, the LFN advises that the failure to live up to continuing disclosure requirements, in addition to having potential consequences under federal law, could have consequences for various State of New Jersey matters including, in particular, (i) the denial or deferral of applications made to the Local Finance Board and (ii) decreased scores on future “Best Practices Questionnaires” that could trigger a withholding of a portion of State aid; and

WHEREAS, in light of the foregoing, the Borough is desirous of retaining a professional firm that specializes in continuing disclosure matters to examine the Borough’s Continuing Disclosure Obligation and previous continuing disclosure filings and to report to the Borough any noncompliance with its Continuing Disclosure Obligation; and

WHEREAS, upon receipt of such report from the continuing disclosure specialist, the Borough will review such report with its professionals, including particularly its bond counsel, its auditor, its general counsel and its other finance professionals (the “Borough Professionals”); and

WHEREAS, as a result of such review, it may be desirable for the Borough to take advantage of the Initiative by submitting one or more Questionnaires to the Enforcement Division identifying a statement with respect to prior compliance with its Continuing Disclosure Obligation that is potentially materially inaccurate; and

WHEREAS, the Borough is desirous of authorizing the submission of one or more Questionnaires to the Enforcement Division if deemed advisable by the Borough Administrator or the Borough Chief Financial Officer (the “Borough Officials”) after consultation with the Borough Professionals;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:

Authorization to Retain a Continuing Disclosure Specialist.  The Borough Officials are each hereby authorized and directed to retain a firm that specializes in continuing disclosure matters (a) to examine the Borough’s Continuing Disclosure Obligation and previous continuing disclosure filings, (b) to report to the Borough any noncompliance with its Continuing Disclosure Obligation and (c) to otherwise assist the Borough and the Borough Professionals with respect to the Initiative, the Questionnaire and the provision of continuing disclosure materials to the public marketplace.
Authorization to Submit Questionnaire.  The Borough Officials are each hereby authorized, after examining the report of the continuing disclosure specialist and consulting with the Borough Professionals, to take advantage of the Initiative by submitting one or more Questionnaires to the Enforcement Division by the September 10, 2014, deadline established by the Initiative.

Various Incidental Actions.  The Borough Officials are hereby authorized to execute and deliver all documents and instruments and to do all matters and things as may be necessary, useful, convenient or desirable in connection with the foregoing.

Prior Action.  All action heretofore taken by the Borough Officials and the Borough Professionals relating to the foregoing is hereby ratified, confirmed, adopted and approved, including without limitation soliciting and/or engaging a professional firm that specializes in continuing disclosure matters to undertake the continuing disclosure review described in this resolution.

Capitalized Terms.  All capitalized words and terms used by not defined in this resolution shall have the meanings ascribed to such words and terms, respectively, in this resolution.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately.

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RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT EXCEEDING $2,600,000 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARROR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1.Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May (herein called “local unit”) entitled: “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,700,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,618,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1398), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $1,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Section 2.Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,050,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $999,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on March 19, 2013 (#1417), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $750,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Section 3.Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,848,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,378,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 4, 2014 (#1436), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $850,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Section 4.Pursuant to the provisions of Section 40A:2-26 of the Local Bond Law of New Jersey, particularly paragraph (f) thereof and in lieu of the sale of more than one issue of bonds as provided for in said Local Bond Law, the several issues of bonds of this local unit authorized pursuant to bond ordinances of the local unit hereinabove in Sections 1 to 3, inclusive, described, shall be combined into a single and combined issue of bonds in the principal amount of $2,600,000.

Section 5. The following matters in connection with said Bond Anticipation Notes are hereby determined:

(a) all notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the chief financial officer of the local unit, provided that no note issued pursuant to Section 1 to 3, inclusive, hereof shall mature later than (i) one year from the date of the first note issued hereunder and (ii) three years from the date of the first note issued pursuant to each such respective ordinance, unless the local unit shall have been paid and retired amounts of such notes sufficient to allow it, in accordance with provisions of Section 40A:2-8 of the Local Bond Law, to  renew a portion thereof beyond the third anniversary date of the first of such notes;
(b) all notes issued hereunder shall bear interest at such rate or rates as may be determined by the chief financial officer of the local unit; and
© the notes shall be in the form prescribed by resolution heretofore adopted by the governing body of this local unit determining the form of Bond Anticipation Notes issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law, and any such notes may be signed or sealed by officers of the local unit in any manner permitted by Section 40A:2-25 of said Local Bond Law notwithstanding that said form or resolution may otherwise provide.

Section 6. The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized and directed to determine all matters in connection with said notes not determined by this or a subsequent resolution, and the chief financial officer’s signature upon said notes shall be conclusive as to such determinations.

Section 7. The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized to sell said Bond Anticipation Notes from time to time at public or private sale in such amounts as the chief financial officer may determine at not less than par and to deliver the same from time to time to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof and payment therefor.

Section 8. Any instrument issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general obligation of the local unit, and the local unit’s faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on said obligations and, unless otherwise paid or payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

Section 9. The chief financial officer of the local unit is authorized and directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of notes pursuant to this resolution is made, such report to include the amount, description, interest rate and maturity of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Section 10. The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized and directed to do all other matters necessary, useful, convenient or desirable to accomplish the delivery of said notes to the purchasers thereof as promptly as possible, including (i) the preparation, execution and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement with respect to said notes, (ii) preparation, distribution and publication, if necessary, of a Notice of Sale with respect to said notes, (iii) execution of a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking, with respect to said notes in accordance with Rule 15c2‑12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission and (iv) execution of an arbitrage and use of proceeds certificate certifying that, among other things, the local unit, to the extent it is empowered and allowed under applicable law, will do and perform all acts and things necessary or desirable to assure that interest paid on said notes is not included in gross income under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

Section 11. This resolution shall take effect immediately.
