REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

PUBLIC SAFETY 
Public Safety met on December 11, 2014.
COURTS – Mary Jane Regan has been hired as a Court Recorder, Violations Clerk. This is a part time position, 20 hrs /per week. Judge Binchmeyer from Upper Township will serve on the bench for Stone Harbor.  

 OEM  Ken Hawk on vacation – Emergency generator in the process of being installed at Recreation Building.  
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FIRE/EMS  Discussions being held on stipends & ideas on the emergency responders

Chief Stanford monthly report

Fire Department Report – for the month of November, 11 fire calls, 4 drills, 1 meeting, 1 work details, 265 man-hours provided, 24 EMS calls. Total for the year for fire calls, 202, EMS up 9 from this time last year, EMS - 396 calls up 59 from previous time last year.   
POLICE – Discussion/ meeting on plans, work to be done, going forward on the improvements/ construction of the Police Building. 

Chief Reynolds – November 2014 , 970 incidents logged, 10,345 miles patrolled, 84 motor vehicle stops, 15 moving violations, 3 suspicious motor vehicle investigated, 1 motor vehicle accident handled, 18 alarm response calls, 4 fire calls, 15 medical calls and 1 ordinance violations. In the month of November there were 6 Adults were arrested.  Various members of the department received training in missing child investigations, and swat training. As part of the partnership with the Stone Harbor Elementary School and our Adopt a Cop program members of the department and parents, teachers and students to further charitable efforts. Students were asked to bring in small toys, crayons, etc to put into donation kits for patients at CHOP. Over 70 bedside activities kits were donated to the hospital and were delivered to CHOP on the week-end of November 27th.  On November 23rd the department participated in the Phila. Marathon in participation with Alex’s Lemonade, and we had close to 50% participation in this event.  
Councilmember Carusi stated that as an effort to streamline the public safety committee reports, beginning in January the committee has approved that the Chiefs will be present but will not give reports, chairman will give reports and only report on significant events. The feeling is that a lot of this information is available on the website, we are going to streamline the presentations at the meetings.    
NATURAL RESOURCES - Councilmember Rich reported that the NRC met on December 5, 2014.  Special Dredging Grant Presentation, plans have changed, will not be proceeding with the Grant application.   
 BEACH – the final map overlay was prepared by Mr. Lomax to be included in the DVMP for our committee to review. The final preparation for this plan is schedule to be presented to council at the Jan 20, 2015 meeting. 

Point Progress – permits have been submitted. The construction timeline of this is mid-January and must be completed by mid-March, pending receipt of permits. Sand will be ready to move. Access to the Point by vehicles/pedestrians will be limited by the project area during active construction. We will need to informal all Beach Permit holders about this construction project ASAP. 
Up-Date DMMP Ocean Consultants – Matt Dalon Report – Matt reported that sampling plan has not been approved by the State as of this date. Matt will handle any additional testing and if the opportunity for Stone Harbor to be eligible for any thin layer demonstration projects it would be a cost savings. The sampling RFP resulted in 3 different facilities submitting proposals. Matt is handling the Tidelands License. Timeline of 6-8 weeks for Sampling Analysis Report. Inclusion of residential boat slips in this project still needs to be determined. 
BIRD SANCTUARY – Jack Berrigan has decided to step down as Chairperson for the Bird Sanctuary. Thanks to him for his intense leadership as our Chairman for the last 3 years. Sanctuary Update – maintenance continues to be discussed for 2015. Need a solution.

 NRAC Meeting – Meeting held November 21, well attended. Discussed the Point Project and the Dune management plan, these may be projects for this committee.

PLANNING BOARD – Meeting December 15, Ordinance changes will be sent on to Council for the Waterfront Business District.

Library – No new information. 
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Beach, Recreation & Tourism Committee

Monthly Report

Tuesday, December 16, 2014

The regular monthly meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee was held on Monday, December 1, 2014.  The regular meeting of the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee was held yesterday, Monday, December 15.

Beach

To date we have sold 1450 of the 2000 holiday beach tags.  Stores that presently still have tags are Christina’s and Shades.  If tags are still available at the end of the week we will see that the Chamber of Commerce has tags to sell from their office over the weekend for shoppers.

Centennial Christmas ornaments remain available for sale at Borough Hall as well.

Recreation

Please check the Recreation Department website for the remaining December activities.  The recreation building will be closed on December 25th and 26th.

This Thursday at 4:30 we have a conference call scheduled with Janan Dave, the Mayors Wellness Campaign Coordinator for the New Jersey Health Care Quality Institute. Janan’s role is to help guide us in implementing a 2015 community wellness program. The Mayors’ Wellness Campaign is a statewide community health initiative in partnership with the New Jersey State League of Municipalities. The program provides municipalities with tools and strategies to champion healthy and active living and to improve the overall health of their communities.  Our ten week plan at this point is January 21 to April 1.  We will roll out the details right after the holidays. 

On Tuesday, December 9 we met with members of the County Open Space Review Board to discuss our pending application which includes the construction of a new tennis facility at 82nd Street as well as finishing the playground at 82nd Street.  We have received in writing that the Open Space Review Board has decided to recommend funding not to exceed $297,525 which represents the items particular to the playground portion of the application. To quote the letter: “The Open Space Board would like to have further discussions with the Borough on the Tennis Court, Clubhouse and Restroom Upgrades portions of the project; therefore this portion of the Borough’s application will be deferred until Round 3 of 2014.”  We do have a meeting scheduled for January 27, 2015 to continue that discussion.

Tourism

We are working with the Chamber of Commerce on the 2015 Calendar of Events to make sure that is available as soon as possible after the New Year.

In Committee we did review Thanksgiving Weekend events as well as the Borough Christmas Tree lightening to see what can be improved upon for next year.

UTILITIES
UTILITIES COMMITTEE  
Meeting held December 5, 2014. Various departmental issues and budget issues were discussed. All wells will be upgraded to have new motors installed with VFD. This monitors water pressure, when the pressure drops, the motor starts, these VDF’s will result in a slower start up and shut 
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down which will prolong the life of the motors (Work has begun upgrading monitoring devices on all of our wells which will allow employees to view problems on line and know exactly where a problem is located prior to going on site. Chlorine levels can also be monitored through this system. Talks are on-going and very positive about cost sharing with N.J. American Water for the observation well we are required to install as part of our water allocation increase from the DEP. This will bring down our cost, budgeted at $100K to approximately $40K.    Grant will also be contacting NJ Amer. Water to install a fire hydrant at the West side foot of the 96th Street Bridge. This would allow us access to water if a catastrophic event occurred and water was not available in the Borough should a fire occur. The State is always encouraging the Barrier Island to link with the mainland. 

Phase 3 Outfall pipe removal project has gone out to bid today. If the contract is awarded work will begin in the spring beginning at 83rd st. and working backwards toward 80th st. therefore, not blocking accessibility to the Recreation area in season. Water testing is an ongoing requirement by the DEP. They have increased the number & types of testing we must now compete which naturally increases our cost. 

Our water usage for the month of November was 1 M gal less than in 2013.

I would like at this time, to summarize the accomplishments of this committee over the past 3 years and will state these accomplishments happened because of the cooperation & dedication of all members of the Utility committee.

1. We saved 18 million gal of water in 2013 over 2012. We did this through education, enforcement and monitoring. 2013 was a difficult year as we had a severe winter on top of Hurricane Sandy. That precipitated numerous leaks & escalated water usage during those months. We recovered nicely throughout the summer and managed to save 4,219,000 gal over 2013. So combining 2013 and 2014 we have saved over 22 million gals of water. This took a lot of hard work & diligence.

2. We reviewed installation & connection fees and discovered they had not been increased in at least 8 years and the utilities dept. was losing money on every installation. We have corrected that and are closely watching our costs. These fees will be increase each year by a minimum of the Cosa rate & more if our vendor increases parts cost above that. 

3.  We reviewed our water allocation and usage & found that we were coming dangerously close to exceeding our monthly/yearly limit. Upon review, we discovered no one had applied for an increase in our allotment in at least 35 years. Now, we know how much our town has grown in 35 years, larger homes, more bathrooms, swimming pools, etc. So we had R & V prepare an application and we made a trip to Trenton to meet with the DEP to apply for an increase. It has taken approximately 2 ½ years, but we have an approved application which will be effective after we install the test well.

4. We established a Go Green Community Committee and pursued making valid changes in our community that would help Stone Harbor become more “green”. We have an annual paper shredding day, held various “Green Fairs” and lastly, but most important we have been working for 2 years on achieving Bronze Status with Sustainable N.J. the heavy lifting was carried by Alan Kaplan, Larry Kratzer, Kim Stevenson and Grant Russ who helped gather the reams of documentation required for this project. I am happy to announce tonight that we have been given verbal approval of achieving Bronze Status. This will allow us to apply for grants and one that we will apply for and which will help us achieve the next level in Sustainable is a Rain Garden at the Public Works Building – go Green – job well done. 

PUBLIC WORKS - Councilmember Kramar reported her committee met on December 12, 2014. First Item – visit by 3 members of Garden Club with a proposal to make all the 44 islands in Stone Harbor off limit to dogs. The Garden Club members plant all the islands and are constantly stepping in and putting their hands in feces from dogs. Signage such as Avalon has, is being considered.  We will need approximately 80 signs, 20 for each island We anticipate the Garden Club incurring the cost of this project. 
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O & E Budget stands as a 2% increase. A request was sent to our County Engineer Dale Foster and to Freeholder Jerry Thornton on the progress of the 104th Street bridge repairs. 

Public Works did a detailed report on the events held in Stone Harbor with straight and overtime hours. Regular hours amounted to $30,858.19 and overtime hours amounted to $15,636.60 for a total of $46,494.79 for all events. Thanks to Lisa at PW for her efforts in obtaining this information, which must be taken into consideration for the 2015 budget.

Craig Reeves, Supervisor in charge of Beaches, reported that the Army Corps of Engineers came and looked at our beaches after this past Nor’easter. They reported that the sand had not had time to set and a “funky” tide came in. Pictures of the devastation are available. Craig also reported that the CMC MUA is #3 in the world for trash recycling. We had a request to leave the trash cans on the beach for the winter so people walking their dogs can dispose of their waste. This is not feasible, because of storms. 

All PW employees continually preform their respective duties. Councilmember Kramar thanked all the employees for their dedication and the leadership of Grant, Director and Craig and Rocky, Supervisors. Wished all colleagues and Borough Employees a Blessed Christmas.

· Employee Meeting with Mark Senior, Marsh & McLennan Agency:  Employees met with Mark Senior earlier today to review changes to the State RX program and the additional of the new employee debit cards to be used for prescription, dental and eye expenses.  New program will take effect as of January 1, 2015.

· Chief Financial Officer – Chief Financial Officer will provide his report at this time. 
· Borough Engineer – The Borough Engineer will provide his report at this time.

· Chief Financial Officer – Jim Craft report – Surplus comes from 4 main sources, budget/revenue, actual revenues greater than budget revenues, property taxes and unexpended balance of 2013 budget.  January 1, 2014 2.26 million in surplus. After the Borough adopted their 2014 budget 1.2 million in surplus. As we closed the books, as of now, we have 1.2 million in surplus, which is more than anticipated in the 2014 budget.  2014 – 95% of the budget has been spent. Current fund is in really good shape.     
Councilmember Mastrangelo speaking for A & F committee, stated we have been looking at this and as you can see even last year we didn’t quite use half of our surplus and we want to try to even reduce that a little more to allow the surplus to grow, so that in the event of a Sandy or a Nor’Easter we have a little bit more on hand. By everyone keeping their budgets in hand we can grow that surplus a little more.

FY2014 NJDCA Small Cities Program

· Design documents are 90% complete.

2015 Utility and Road Program
· Survey and base mapping are completed.  The design phase has started.

· We will be notifying the utility companies regarding the project and coordinating underground utility connections.

111th Street Outfall Elimination
· Survey is complete and base mapping is in progress.

· The outfall pipe has been sized and a change order processed for incorporation into the ongoing construction work.
NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW submitted a water allocation permit modification application on behalf of the Borough to request additional water supply to meet summer and annual peak demands and supply water for plan projects for the next five to ten years.  The application has been approved and the final water allocation permit has been published. As a condition of the permit, the water allocation amounts will not be increased for the first year of the newly approved permit. During this “interim” phase, Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit where water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested amount. 
One of the permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. It has been proposed that Stone Harbor share the cost and responsibility of the installation and operation of the new well with another water purveyor in the area. At this time, New Jersey American Water is the only other water purveyor in the area that will be required to install and operate an observation well. The NJDEP sent a letter dated October 22, 2014 to NJAW informing them that NJAW is required to install an observation well in the 800-foot sands aquifer. The letter specifically mentions that they should work with the Borough of Stone Harbor to share the cost of installation, maintenance, and operation of the mandatory observation well. At this time, RVW will contact NJAW to begin a discussion about working together to meet the observation     ENGINEERING REPORT

· Design documents are 60% complete.

· Borough Administrator – The Administrator will provide her report at this time.

WHEREAS, Shore Animal Control, 73 Hope Corson Road, Seaville, N.J. 08230  submitted the lowest responsible and conforming bid in the amount of $ 8.000 for the year 2015; and
