REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

PUBLIC SAFETY 
Councilmember Carusi said Public Safety meeting was held on July 16, 2015 all members present with the exception of Police Chief Reynolds. Present was Cpt. Shutta, Sgts. Palmer, Schuck & Walker. Additions were Jim Craft, CFO, Marc DeBlasio, RV Engineering and Dan Shousky, OSK Design. This meeting was to discuss “closing arguments” on the police building concepts and locatins. Agreement was reached by the majority & a final tasking was given to the Police sub-committee & OSK Design architect Dan Shousky to provide modified layout plans that would represent a significant tasking by the Police with the objective of reducing cost without compromising integrity, efficiency and safety. Their assignment is to be completed & reported to the PS Committee on Thursday, July 30 at 9 am. We are optimistic that after this meeting the PS Committee will be in a position to recommend to Mayor and Council unanimous recommendation for the location & costs for a new Police Building.
Courts – A Resolution will be introduced this evening to re-install Deb Scott as Court Administrator as a shared service for both Avalon & Stone Harbor. This has worked well in the past so there is agreement to continue the practice. As Stone Harbor Judge Fowler will retire in August the Borough will retain the services of the current Avalon Judge. However this will not be a shared service. The proposed shared court room continues to be available for consideration in the future. Ms. Scott advised the committee that 4 tickets and many warnings have been issued to violators at the Point for violations in the conservation area and for safety concerns. Cpt Shutta has advised that the patrols are concentrated on peak hours on the week-ends when most of the boat traffic is occurring at the Point Also the new patrol boat is expected to be in service shortly to assist in this effort. 

OEM – Coordinator Ken Hawk advised that the County has contacted the various municipalities regarding the purchase of 700 Mhz radios for improved communications thought-out the County. Should the County go forth with this proposal, the cost would be about $3.5 m. 

Fire/EMS – Chief Stanford reported that the Avalon fire truck is back in service and should give our firemen a reduced level of activity due to SH providing  support to the Avalon Fire Depart while their truck was out of service. Roger reported 9 fire calls & 75 EMS calls in the month of June. Additional 11 mutual aid, 1 beach & 3 water rescues, 1 lightning & 23 alarms were made. 

Police – It was reported that the Reeds have installed 2 additional planters to join existing planters, the street delineators, & police presence to greatly improve the safety of pedestrians & motorists in the area. Also the county has added a crossewalk on Third & 97th Street.

Beach Patrol – Captain Sandy Bosacco reporter an increase in beach drinking. Lifeguards & beach tag checkers will monitor, police will provide support when & if required. 

Police – report 199 MV stops, 30 moving violations, 226 parking violations, 15 motor vehicle accidents, 2 motorist arrested, 19 adult arrests, 1 DUI & 3 juvenile arrests in June. Shop lifting incidents have occurred with a suspect arrested & subsequently pledging guilty. Police have been authorized to enter businesses to greet the store staff while on foot patrol & to demonstrate a presence. Any store owner objecting to this practice merely request that this not be done.

NATURAL RESOURCES
SHADE TREE – Councilmember Rich - Committee report 
Elaine Heil joined us to make us all aware of the Shade Tree Committees recommendations for our town. It was a good discussion and the STC will be moving forward on reviewing islands and coming up with a plan. We are encouraging a plan to plant drought indigenous plants not only on our grounds but hope the community also will do so. It only makes sense. Special thanks to Karen Lane for all her leadership with the Shade Tree Committee. She will be sharing the great plans for “The Green Fair”

BEACH/POINT: - Reviewed the 2015-16 Beach Vehicle Permit Application. Only changes are including contact information. Emails & phone numbers. Better awareness on the “no dogs south of 122nd street”. We will be including the SH Rack Card with information about the point.
POINT – We have wonderful pictures from the Wetlands on the birds at the Point.

The Patrols to inform and protect this area are improving. The SHPD Marine Unit will soon be ready. Pictures from the Point are available at the Wetlands. 
DREDGE REPORT: Jill has latest. Will be approving an Addendum tonight about the receipt of bids. We are working on the homeowners letter which will go out to all homeowners on the Bayfront, giving the information that you will need if you want to be part of it, it will also give information that we will be having a dredging public meeting that is all coming in the future. 
BIRD SANCTUARY: Judy Hammerschmidt was nominated to join BSC, on the agenda tonight. The new gardens at the pump house are doing well. They were planted on May 22nd and are a beautiful variety of native indigenous plants. Great job at the Sanctuary PW.

BEACH & RECREATION
The regular meeting of the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee was held on Tuesday, July 14th.  Down on the beach , gives kudos to the Guards working everyday, very busy. Beach Tag sales continue to show an increase in sales over 2014, to date we have sold $635,401 dollars in tags, an increase of 5% over 2014. Overall increase. 5% increase in Season Tags, 7% increase in weekly and 4% increase of daily tags. We have a couple of Resolutions tonight concerning the insertion of Open Space Grant Money into the Borough’s revenue. We received work that the recommended approval of our application to CMC Open Space was approved the County Freeholders. 

Tourism – our first concert at Tuesday at the Towers was well attended. Second one we had to cancel and tonight we have a substitute. 

Farmers Market continues to draw a great number of people, vendors are reporting serving in access of 500 people in the time frame. 

BEACH PATROL

Beach Patrol Captain Sandy Bosacco reported beach patrol fully staffed with all 60 members trained and certified. This month we had 3 rescues, 3 EMS calls, 1 police call and 7 lost children found. Annual mascot races for children up to 14 will be Saturday, August 1st at 5:30 p.m., parents can register their children that day at headquarters. It appears the beaches are more crowded this year than in recent years, the guards are putting forth a lot of effort.

RECREATION

Miranda Duca, Recreation Director, reported we have a date schedule with the JIF, August 13th we will meet with their wellness director, move forward with some plan for the employees. Joetta Clark Diggs returned, and today we had our fitness challenge and we had 50 little ones, having a ball. This coming Saturday, July 25th we have a String Band concert at the Tower, 7:30 pm.  53rd Annual Art & Craft Festival quickly approaching, August 1st and 2nd. 80 new exhibits thanks to new committee formed with a lot of great new ideas. End of season Rec picnic is on Friday, August 14th .  Festival of Lights, Saturday, August 15th, 7:30 pm we register boats and docks at the Yacht Club of Stone Harbor.  

UTILITIES
7/10/15; All members were in attendance with addition of Scott Foster, new Utilities Supervisor.
We had several issues with property owners, some have been resolved, 1 is a work in progress.

Since we do not have a code enforcement officer, we are having a problem monitoring the erection of tents at an organization who rents out their facility for weddings & parties. Tent companies must apply & pay a permit fee to erect these tents and if they use water barrels to stabilize these tents, there is a fee for that as well. This only effects properties exempt from paying for their water. To date we have collected one fee for tents when 4 were erected and no water fees when barrels were used 3 of the 4 times. Our problem is that these tents are erected on week-end when the Construction office is closed. We have contacted the organization and requested a schedule of events requiring tents, so we can remind the tent companies of their obligation. We have not received any information from the. That continues to be a work in progress.

We have a resolution on the Sentinel Well the DEP is requiring we drill in order to increase our water allocation. As you may recall this is strictly a monitoring well and not one we will be using for water distribution. We will be sharing this initial cost with NJAW, but the monitoring of the well will be our responsibility. Our engineers are currently preparing a cost estimate and are in discussion with DEP as to whether we can begin to use our increased allotment.

Grant Russ discovered a rust problem in the newly rehabbed water tower. The contactor returned and corrected the problem to Grant’s satisfaction.

It may be a one month correction or possible we are getting the violators under control, but in June of this year we used 4 M 568K gallons less than June of 2014. That figure puts us about even in water usage year over year using 970 gallons less that last year. Violators of the ordinance are being tagged & dated photos taken. After the Spring billing Debbie will be sending letters to those property owners whose irrigation usage has increase 50K gal over the prior year. We will also be sending a letter to all Smart Systems users asking them to have their irrigations specialist certify what sensors are utilized by their system and that all sensors are in working order and the system is property calibrated. Our concern is that there may be some or many systems that are being overridden so they water very day whether or not it is needed.

Street & infrastructure  repairs are an ongoing discussion and those most in need will be targeted for nest years’ capital budget.

Other department issues were discussed and resolved or are pending resolution. 

GO GREEN IS MEETING 

The Go Green Community Committee met 6/19 and 7/17/15. The June meeting focused on new ideas to promote water conservation and the possibility of establishing a Good Stewards program. There as much discussion on how to deal with water leaks in the homes when property owners do not property shut down their homes. We reviewed a report compiled by a NASA satellite covering 10 years. The report indicated that 21 of the work’s 37 largest aquifers have passed their sustainability tipping points. More water has been removed than replaced during the decade long study. It’s similar to constantly taking money from your savings without ever putting anything back – eventually you run out of money, the same is true of our water, eventually, without conservation, we will run out of potable water. Concern of abuse by those with Smart System was discussed and those concerns forwarded to the Utility Committee. The “Shut it Down” campaign was discussed with further action to be taken in the Fall. Of the three demo islands in front of the rec center the island using organic fertilizer is doing the best of the three. The Chair of the Shade Tree Committee met the Go Green Committee in a collaborative effort for these committees to work together. 

7/17/15 Meeting – The entire focus was our Green Festival. Mark your calendars for 9/12/15. The fair will be held from 11:00 am until 2:00 pm. at the 94th Street parking lot. We will hold it in conjunction with our paper shredding event. We already have 7 scheduled participants for the Fair, not including the shredding and have reached out to at least 14 others. We will have the Coast Radio doing a live broadcast along with other features of interest to the children. We believe you will have a good time and pick up some new conservation ideas. So please save the date. By the way, all of the funds to support this Festival are coming from the Gant we received in conjunction with our Sustainable Jersey Bronze award. Those funds have also paid for the brochures we have been distributing  

SHADE TREE MET 7/21/15.  K. Lane, Elaine Heil, Joyce Steel & Fran Burns. Discussion about the trees on Second Avnue that need trimming or are in need of professional care and in some areas need to be replaced.  In a Natural Resources meeting with the Chair, Elaine Heil, Grant Russ suggested a tree pathologist was needed to determine what is effecting some of the trees the committee has referenced. Further discussion on ways to educate property owners on what trees to plant and where to plant them on their properties. A work in progress.

7.20.15 Elaine Heil and I met and continued discussion of pinpointing trees in need of care and will discuss further with Grant Russ in the Fall after the tourist season and all the events. 

PUBLIC WORKS
Public Works met on Monday, July 13, 2015
All committee members were in attendance

Numerous items were discussed, including but not limited to
Special Events – Public Works work load has increased tremendously with all the additional events. There is no extra money allocated in the 2015 budget for hiring additional personnel that is definitely needed. Somehow, PW needs to be compensated for all the overtime. Future events will be evaluated for exceptional cost over and above the approved budget and consideration for additional fees may be incorporated into the charge for the use of PW manpower. Another ongoing problem is how to proceed with PW constantly being asked to do this and do that without a work order. Verbal needs to be transferred to a work order. PW will be addressing their concerns with A & F, Beach Rec and Tourism to see how we can obtain a solution

Our Engineer, Marc DeBlasio is applying for grant money to help renovate the Comfort Station. PW will be putting this project in their 2016 budget to completely rebuild the Comfort Station. We are constantly receiving negative remarks (and justified) how the building is obsolete. This Building a is a focal point in town and open almost all year. 

Museum has requested windows be replaced that are leaking, PW is getting estimates and when received the work will be done in the Fall, if feasible

PW is working on a solution to the ongoing air conditioning/heat problem at the Recreation Center. 

There were numerous concerns regarding the Fireworks this year,  that will be reviewed before commitment for the future. There were restricted areas that needed more Police presence and the berm also became a problem along with the people that were hired to do the fireworks. This will be taken up with the Safety Committee, and Public Safety. 

PW spent 285 hrs. on the beach, raking, crossover, trash, etc.

25 hrs. at the Marina, checking boat slips, sweeping lot, etc.

381 hrs. on streets, patching potholes, collecting kiosk money, painting curbs, sweeping 7 days a week.

Automotive is keeping all the Borough vehicles reliable and able to perform their functions. 

Bldgs & Grounds keep up with cutting, weeding, including all fields. Watering all hanging baskets, rain sensors are checked weekly. Thank you, with PW the town could not function.

9/11 ceremony  will be held on Friday September 11th at 11:00 am. Guest speaker will be Wendy Lanski a 911 survivor.

Farmers Market continues to be super successful with over 600 people coming each Sunday. Next meeting August 12 at 1:00 pm.

· Monthly Meeting – Held our monthly meeting on July 13th
· Library Construction – Contract was awarded to Aliano Brothers General Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $4.46 million.  Construction will begin in the fall.

· 94th Street Parking Lot – Committee has agreed to have lot remain free for this year.  Each year this lot will be reviewed for determination.  

· Review of 2014 Audit – Mike Garcia and Kaitlyn Grant of Ford Scott and Associates reviewed the 2014 audit results with the committee.  Mike advised that there were no significant findings or recommendations made, acknowledging that this is a great accomplishment and even more so since there was a CFO transition with a shared services completed  within the year.  A special thank you to CFO Jim Craft as well as all departments for such a clean audit. According to the audit the Borough has a 98.4% tax collection rate plus approximately $650,000 in prepaid 2015 taxes at the end of 2014.  All these factors combined put the Borough I good standing when it comes to bond ratings.   Copies of the full audit were delivered and distributed all Council for review.  We have a resolution on this evening to acknowledge receipt.   

· Atlantic City Electric Lease of Property renewal- After meeting with Atlantic Electric the Committee agreed not to renew the lease on the current lot.  We have however asked Atlantic Electric to look into the possibility for the Borough purchasing one of their lots which is directly adjacent to our water tower lots.  The Borough would utilize this lot if and when we would need to drill a new well.  
· Our next meeting is scheduled for August 14, 2015. 
· Chief Financial Officer – Chief Financial Officer will provide his report at this time. 
· Borough Engineer – The Borough Engineer will give his report.
Madame Mayor, this concludes the reports of Administration and Finance.
BOROUGH ADMINISTRATOR – Jill Gougher – Update on Dredging We have received the DEP Permit, are still waiting for the Army Corp Approval, they are still receiving public comments and Matt Dalon has been responding to the numerous questions and concerns that have been received by the Army Corp. biggest concerns appear to center around the properties adjacent to the Marina area, where the de-watering will occur. Many people are concerned about the impact to their properties and Matt and the Army Corp are working together to address those concerns. Pre-bid meeting with Contractors was held and based on that there were addendums that needed to be issued and that is one of the reasons  we have approval tonight to move the acceptance of bids back two weeks to August 4, 2015. Target mobilization date is still September 8th and the work is to be completed no later than March 21, 2017.  Once the contract is awarded we will hold a meeting will all the Bayfront owners with the contractor to explain the process and answer any questions they may have.

· A July 23, 2015, on-site meeting was conducted to review the plans and site conditions.

· We are finalizing bid documents for a Fall 2015 construction schedule.

NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW has helped the Borough obtain a water allocation permit modification which increases the monthly and annual diversion from the existing wells. Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit at which time, the water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested diversion.
The key permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. NJAW has agreed as directed to share in the cost of the observation well construction. RVW is meeting NJDEP on site at the County Airport on Monday, July 27th to discuss the well location. RVW has submitted a proposal for our services which includes an update of the Borough's Water Conservation Plan.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Carol Redeker – 11617 Paradise Drive read into the record the letter she sent to Mayor and Council on July 9, 2015 stating that Paradise lagoon was only partially addressed the last time dredging was done and it appears that it will happen again. She provided pictures taken at a recent low tide with white stakes placed 25 feet from the wetlands. She states these pictures clearly show that the current dredging plans for this lagoon fall woefully short of the desired outcome. She implores Mayor and Council to plead their case to NJDEP. The letter is on file in the Clerk’s office. She also states on the North side of Site 103 there is a tuft of grass. When the 25 feet is measured is it measured from the wetlands or the tuft of grass. Administrator will get a clarification from Matt Dalon.  Mrs. Redeker asked who on Council has been over to see this part of the lagoon on Council.  No one had, she invites them all over to take a look.

Jon Ready – 216 – 105th Street – comment about outdoor fireplaces. A lot of backyards have fireplaces, they proximity of the fireplace to the adjacent houses is really close. Some are only 10 ft. - the smokestacks are 8-10 ft.  So the prevailing winds blow and the houses get bombarded with all the smoke and cinders. If you are on oxygen as someone he talked to is, they have to go inside, closing all windows and doors.  We should take another look if that is what we want to do or not, check the smoke stacks, control what is burned, etc. Look at the health and safety issues.  
Carol Redeker – 11617 Paradise asked if there was a policy about “Tiki Torches” that people burn.  She has neighbors that burn 8 at a time next to trees and the smell is horrific. Mayor said there is no ordinance against it. 
Clint Bunting – 261 – 96th The Walk at Harbor Square

He stated that at the last meeting he heard there were complaints about noise on the 97th Street side of the building, from the new Restaurant, the Watering Hull. He will be voluntarily close those doors on the outside when there is loud music at 10:30 pm.  He states his goal is to be a good neighbor and to improve the town. He also said he is trying to purchase the theatre next door, he is in negotiations. His vision is for a dinner theatre, beautifying it inside and out, something with a multiuse purpose.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor (hereinafter the “MUNICIPALITY”) is a member of the Atlantic County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund (hereinafter the "FUND"); and

WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITY’S membership terminates as of January 1, 2016 unless earlier renewed by a Contract between the MUNICIPALITY and the FUND; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5 (1) (m) provides that a Contract which exceeds the bid threshold may be negotiated and awarded by the governing body without public advertising for bids and bidding therefor, if the subject matter is for the purchase of insurance coverage and consultant services, provided that the award is in accordance with the requirements for extraordinary unspecifiable services; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6.1(b) provides that the MUNICIPALITY shall make a documented effort to secure competitive quotations; however, a Contract may be awarded upon a determination, in writing, that the solicitation of competitive quotations is impracticable; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:34-2.3, a designated official of the MUNICIPALITY, has filed a certificate with the governing body describing in detail, as set forth below in this Resolution, why this Contract meets the provisions of the statutes and the regulations and why the solicitation of competitive quotations is impracticable; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the purchase of insurance coverage and insurance consultant services by the MUNICIPALITY requires a unique knowledge and understanding of the municipal exposures and risks associated with the operation of a municipal entity, and many insurance professionals are not qualified to assess these risks and exposures based upon their inherent complexity; and

WHEREAS, insurance coverage for municipal entities can vary greatly in the type, limits, and exceptions to coverage, and therefore particularized expertise in determining and obtaining the appropriate coverage is required to protect the MUNICIPALITY; and

WHEREAS, it is the goal of the MUNICIPALITY to obtain a single integrated program to provide all types of insurance coverage with a plan to limit the MUNICIPALITIES exposure; and 

WHEREAS, the FUND has provided comprehensive insurance coverage to member municipalities since 1987; and

WHEREAS, since 1987, the Fund has continually refined all of the types of coverage that it provides to its members so that it offers comprehensive insurance coverage and limits to all 

members that is unique and cannot be purchased from a single entity in the commercial insurance market; and

WHEREAS, the FUND has also developed and made available to its members Safety, Risk Management and Litigation Management programs that address the specific exposures and risks associated with municipal entities; and

WHEREAS, the FUND provides the MUNICIPALITY with Fund Administration, Claims Review, Claims Processing, Claims Administration, Actuarial and Legal services; and

WHEREAS, the FUND is one of the most financially sound Municipal Joint Insurance Funds in New Jersey, and the FUND operates with strong fiscal controls, member oversight, and meets all of the requirements promulgated by the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs and the Department of Banking and Insurance; and

WHEREAS, as an existing member of the FUND, the MUNICIPALITY would be renewing its membership in an organization with experienced and dedicated FUND Professionals who provide specialized services to the members; and

WHEREAS, the membership of the FUND includes many neighboring municipalities that uniquely have similar exposures to the MUNICIPALITY, and with whom the MUNICIPALITY has existing inter-local arrangements; and

WHEREAS, all of the aforementioned factors categorize the award of this Contract as an “extraordinary, unspecifiable service” that cannot be duplicated, accounted for, accurately detailed, or described in a manner that truly depicts the value of the MUNICIPALITY’S membership in the FUND; and

WHEREAS, for all of the aforementioned reasons, it is impracticable for the MUNICIPALITY to seek competitive quotations for a Contract to provide the procurement of insurance coverage and consultant services; and

WHEREAS, the FUND has been organized pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:10‑36 et seq., and as such is an agency of the municipalities that created it; and 

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(2) also provides that a Contract which exceeds the bid threshold may be negotiated and awarded by the governing body without public advertising for bids and bidding therefor, if the Contract is entered into with a municipality or any board, body, officer, agency or authority thereof; and

WHEREAS, the FUND meets the definition of an agency as set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(2); and

WHEREAS, for all of the aforementioned reasons, the MUNICIPALITY desires to enter into a Contract to renew its membership with the FUND for a period of three (3) years, for insurance coverage and consultant services, as an exception to the public bidding requirements of the Local Public Contracts Law.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the governing body of the MUNICIPALITY as follows:

The MUNICIPALITY agrees to renew its membership in the FUND and to be subject to the Bylaws, Rules and Regulations, coverages, and operating procedures thereof as presently existing or as modified from time to time by lawful act of the FUND.

The Mayor and Clerk of the MUNICIPALITY shall be and hereby are authorized to execute the "Contract to Renew Membership" annexed hereto and made a part hereof and to deliver same to the FUND evidencing the MUNICIPALITY’S renewal of its membership.

In accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:34-2.3, the certificate of a designated official of the MUNICIPALITY, which details why the solicitation of competitive quotations is impracticable, is attached hereto and made a part of this Resolution.

AGREEMENT FOR CONTINUATION OF SHARED MUNICIPAL COURT ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE MUNICIPLAITIES OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR AND THE BOROUGH OF AVALON.


THIS AGREEMENT is made this 21st day of July, 2015


BY AND BETWEEN  the BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, a Municipality duly formed, organized and existing in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, located in the County of Cape May, with municipal offices located at 9508 Second Avenue, Stone harbor, New Jersey 08247 (hereinafter “Stone Harbor”) and the BOROUGH OF AVALON, a Municipality duly formed, organized and existing in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey, located in the County of Cape May, with municipal offices located at 3100 Dune Drive, Avalon, New Jersey 08202 (hereinafter “Avalon”).


WHEREAS, the “Uniformed Shared Services and Consolidation Act”, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1, et seq. (the “Act”), authorizes local units of the State of New Jersey to enter into a contract with any other local unit or units for the joint provision within their several jurisdictions of any service which any party to the agreement is empowered to render within its own jurisdiction; and


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 2B:12-1(c) allows two or more municipalities, by ordinance or resolution, may agree to provide jointly for courtrooms, chambers, equipment, supplies and employees for their municipal courts and agree to appoint judges and administrators without establishing a joint municipal court. 


WHEREAS, Stone Harbor and Avalon desire to share Municipal Court Administrators, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 2B:12-1(c), in order to conserve resources and to provide for a more efficient and more economically sound municipal court system; while each municipality maintains its own Municipal Courtroom and court offices and maintains its right to appoint their own judge, prosecutor, and public defender; and 


WHEREAS, Stone Harbor and Avalon find that it would be in the best interest of both municipalities to share Court Administrators, under the terms and conditions referenced herein.


NOW, THEREFORE, with the foregoing recital paragraphs incorporated herein by this reference and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, the Municipalities hereto, intending to be legally bound, hereby agree as follow:

1.  Provision of Staff.
a. Certified Court Administrator.  Upon execution of the Agreement, the certified court administrator for Stone Harbor will serve as the certified court administrator for Stone Harbor and Avalon, and shall retain any and all tenure rights accrued from Stone harbor.  Any subsequent appointments of an administrator shall be in conformance with N.J.S.A. 2B:12-10, et seq. and N.J.S.A. 2B:12-11, et seq.  The Administrator’s s duties shall include, but not be limited to:
i. Carrying out the rules, regulations, policies and procedures relating to the operation of the Courts, inclusive of the supervision of the Deputy Municipal Court Administrators for each Municipality.

ii. Interviewing and speaking to persons wishing to file criminal or quasi-criminal complaints or wishing information in that regard; receiving complaints and dispensing information relating to court matters.

iii. Maintaining the financial records of the Courts, including overseeing the receipt and accounting for fines and costs. 

iv. Attending court session in Stone Harbor and Avalon, recording pleas, judgments and dispositions; arranging trial calendars; signing court documents; preparing and issuing warrants and commitments and other court related documents.

v. Maintaining and classifying records and files of the Courts.

vi. Maintaining, forwarding, receiving and reporting such records, reports and files as required by appropriate agencies.

vii. Consulting and meeting with the AOC on an “as needed” basis and making daily decisions regarding the closing of the Courts, personnel coverage for the Courts and work assignments/scheduling of Court personnel.

viii. Carrying out such additional duties as may be required in order to fulfill the duties of the Court Administrator, including, without limitation, those duties falling within the parameters of N.J.S.A. 2B-12-13.

ix. The Certified Court Administrator will work two and a half days in Stone Harbor and two and a half days in Avalon or at such times as mutually agreed to by the parties.  

2. Location.  Stone Harbor and Avalon will each maintain their own Court Facilities and the Court sessions will be held in their respective facilities.  The Municipal Court Administrator will “float” between the two facilities as provided herein and as may be needed.

3. Insurance.  Stone Harbor and Avalon are both insured through the Municipal Joint Insurance Fund.  Each Municipality agrees to indemnify and hold the other harmless from any and all claims and for any liability whatsoever arising from the suit of its own facilities or occurring on its own premises.  Stone Harbor and Avalon shall each maintain workers compensation insurance to cover the employees on their respective payrolls.
4. Withdrawal.  Except for the calendar year during which this Agreement is executed and becomes effective, either member of the shared service may withdraw from this agreement at the end of a calendar year, provided, however, that on or before one hundred and twenty (120) days next preceding the end of the calendar year the withdrawing member has given the other member’s Municipal Clerk written notice of its intention to withdraw.  The withdrawing member shall remain responsible for its share (based upon the budgets and agreements then in effect) of all shared Court expenses through the date of the withdrawing member’s actual termination. 

5. Effective Date:  Length of Agreement.

a. A condition pursuant to this Agreement becoming effective is the adoption by each participating Municipality of a Resolution authorizing a shared Municipal Court Administrator and authorizing the Mayor to sign the Agreement.  Once the Resolutions have been adopted then the effective date of this Agreement shall be July 1, 2015.  Each of the aforementioned Resolutions shall identify and incorporate this Agreement by reference and a copy of the Agreement shall be filed with each Municipality’s Municipal Clerk and shall be open to public inspection in each Municipality.
b. The term of this Agreement shall end on June 30, 2018 subject to the right of withdrawal of either participating Municipality as set forth in Paragraph 4 above.  Upon expiration of this agreement, the Courts shall continue operating pursuant to the terms of this Agreement until such time as a new Agreement has been ratified by the participating Municipalities.

6. Consideration.  
a. Avalon shall pay Stone Harbor the sum of $ 54,250 annually which covers July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016.   

b. For the remaining years(s) of the Agreement, the yearly cost of services shall be increased based on 50% of salary and benefits costs plus an administrative fee not to exceed 1.5%.  The Borough of Stone Harbor will submit no later than January 10th of each year the projected costs for each subsequent year.  

7. Miscellaneous.

a. This Agreement contains the entire and only Agreement between the participating Municipalities and no oral statements, representations or prior writing not contained in the Agreement shall have any force or effect.  This Agreement shall not be modified in any way or terminated except by a writing approved and executed by both participating Municipalities.

b. The interpretation and validity of this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Jersey.

c. If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to any participating Municipality or circumstances, to any extent, shall be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby and each term and provision of this Agreement shall be valid and enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.

d. This Agreement may be signed in one or more duplicate original counterparts, each of which shall be an original but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Agreement.
