REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
PUBLIC SAFETY 
Public Safety Committee Report                                                               
The PS Com met on Thurs, October 15th at 9:00 AM w all members present.
Courts

Court Administrator, Deb Scott reported no problems, issues or concerns with the courts at this time. Judge Neidig has resigned from Middle Township courts & will be presiding over Avalon and Stone Harbor Courts exclusively. 

OEM – Coordinator, Ken Hawk, reported that he as complied the preliminary assessment of storm damage for Stone Harbor from the recent nor’easter encountered Oct 2-4. He has submitted 30K in light poles, fencing & storm preparation and $6m for beach replenishment. Due to the fact that SH beaches are considered Army Corps of Engineers, ACE, projects, the Borough probably will not receive funding from FEMA. The Borough is already working very closely with ACE and was previously scheduled for a beach replenishment next year. Tentatively the replenishment is scheduled for the Fall of 2016. The Committee is very concerned with the motorists who disregard flooded areas & drive through salt water. OEM is also concerned with the safety of those driving through the water and those who become stranded and subsequently need to be rescued. One would think that common sense would deter anyone from driving through flooded salt water streets, but we see this frequently happening. In addition to signage warnings, we may have to assign additional police to prevent motorists from entering flooded areas. 

The committee also discussed safety procedures at the SH Public School with regard to buses entering flooded street or discharging children to return home. Of note was the fact that the Borough web site received over 100k hits to our emergency site during the past storm. The Borough provides considerable amount of information about approaching storms via radio, website, e-mail blasts etc. to best prepare all residents and visitors so that there should be enough information obtainable so that everyone is aware and can make preparations.

FIRE/EMS Chief Stanford reported 24 fire calls with included 2 building fires, 1 cooking fire, 2 vehicle fires, 1 beach EMS assist, elevator emergency, 6 arching wires along with the monthly fire alarms & carbon monoxide alarms. 

POLICE – Sgt. Palmer has been working on the Bike Path Safety pamphlet & is nearing completion, It will be reviewed ty the committee at the Nov meeting. This should be far reaching following conditions noted during this past summer season, bide riding on sidewalks, in the business district, speed bikers, joggers, walking with pets, children in the bike path, etc. Cost, distribution of material & enforcing of these measure must also be addressed.

Committee discussed end of season maintenance & storage on the police boat as well as budgeting & planning for enhanced patrolling for the 2016 season.

Incidents reports included 174 MV stops, 187 parking violations, 7 MV accidents, 22 alarms responses, 14 fire call assists, 22 medical call assists, 22 adult arrests, 2 DUI & 7 Juvenile arrests. 

Finally progress on the new police building, now moves to Borough engineering, Remington Vernick, to begin the final & complete detail planning, hard costs and preparation to allow Borough to move forward to construction. 

Planning Board – Nothing to report due to meeting moved to Oct 26 due to Columbus Day

Museum Liaison – Museum director, Bruce Tell, had show & tell day with letter, newspaper articles and guest speaker. Staring to plan for next year’s exhibits with a new time line & display on the Risley Brothers. Visitors donating items, purchasing videos, or other items from gift shop for the holiday season. Tomorrow at 9:30 Stone Harbor & Avalon museums are partnering on the school trip to both museums for the 4th grade class to learn about the 7 mile island.  Wed, Oct 21 is Archives Day at the Historic Court house in CMCH presented by County Clerk Rita Fulginii & Laurie Thomas. The SH Museum contributed many images to the exhibit. The activity is scheduled from 9 – noon. Finally the Museum Board would like the Mayor and Council to be aware of this interest in the opportunity to move the museum from the present location to the existing police building at such time as that becomes available the see this as a win, win for both the Borough and the  Museum as there will be little to no initial cost to the Borough and present the Museum to the public in a larger and more adequate facility located in the heart of town with the Municipal Building, Library, Police a Fire facilities and available parking. 





NATURAL RESOURCES
DREDGING  - We have our Permits for Dredging Project. We had a pre-construction meeting on October 9 with Sevenson Environmental Services who are the contractors for our Dredging Project. Matt Dalon from COWI Marine reviewed the process for this year. We are hopeful we can start sooner than planned. Our goal for this year will be to do the North Basin and the Shelter Haven Basin, Property owners in these basins have received a letter from the SH Borough inviting them to join in this project if they want their areas dredged. These property owners from these areas will also receive a notification from “Sevenson Environmental” to contact them if they are interested in meeting with them to join in this dredging cycle. This is the responsibility of each of our Bayfront owners to step up. Sevenson will meet with whomever contacts them, so please respond to this moment in time to be dredged. 

Public Meeting will be planned

POINT – We discussed the plan for the Point due to the “Storm Event’ PW will be harvesting sand to replenish the areas that were washed out. Vehicle traffic was not permitted until we had made the necessary repairs. This has been completed and safe. Stockton is currently evaluating our beaches. 

BEACH – Dune Vegetation Management Plan progress. We met with Lomax and we are now ready to begin the ordinance process. We also discussed Community Forestry Management Plan.

NR met also with Stacy Krause a Senior Research Specialist with Rutgers who has been funded through the NJDEP to assist towns with any mapping needed for Coastal Resiliency Plan. 

Beach Sweep is this Sat. WI and PW are responsible for this timely event. 9:00 meet at the SHBP building to sign up. We encourage everyone to take a walk on our beautiful beaches and help us remove unnatural items.

Beach, Recreation & Tourism

Monthly Report

Tuesday, October 20, 2015

The regular meeting of the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee was held on Tuesday, October 13.  In addition the BRT met with members of the Chamber of Commerce on Friday, October 16 to discuss preparations for the Thanksgiving Weekend Holiday events and schedule.  The monthly meeting of the Recreation Advisory Committee was held on Monday, October 5.  Avalon’s Recreation Director attended that meeting.  

Beach

We are discussing a restructuring of areas where catamarans with permits will be located at 122nd street and the beach and also discussing adding racks at that beach for kayaks similar to those at the 80th Street Marina.  Kayaks would be to the north of the concession stand and catamarans would be to the south.

We are working on the holiday beach tags so they will be available for sale during the Thanksgiving weekend.

Recreation

You will see on the agenda that we will be rejecting the bids for the improvements to Chelsea Park that were received on September 9.  All the bids came in over budget.  We went back to the drawing board, made some changes and will be rebidding the project.

We are continuing to work with the architect on the tennis court upgrades and support building under the Open Space Grant.

The finishing touch – the fencing – for the 82nd Street playground is still on schedule and should be installed by_______.

We are working on the 2016 Mayor’s Wellness Program and will roll out the details once they are decided upon.  Miranda went through the program evaluations from last year’s participants and is using their feedback to help shape the 2016 program.

An item for discussion tonight is the future of the skate park located at the 81st Street recreation area.  The committee is recommending that the park be dismantled and that this area be dedicated to other recreation programs that are proving to be much better supported and generating considerable more revenue.  

This past Saturday was the Mayor’s Cup Bocce Ball Tournament sponsored by the Avalon Historical Society.  All I can say is…we’ll get ‘em next year!  

Trick or Treat is on Halloween as usual and this year it is on Saturday.  Avalon Recreation is hosting their annual Trunk or Trick the night before so this year there will not be a conflict.  We hope to build on what we did last year so if you would like to have trick or treaters steered toward your home please register with the recreation department.  Those participating will have a glow-in-the-dark pumpkin craft sign personally decorated by our elementary school students delivered to your home to display Halloween night. Families will be provided with a map of homes participating and your pumpkin will make it easier to identify.  (Refer to flyer for details.)

Tourism

Items being discussed under Tourism include the 2016 Festival of Lights, the 2016 Fireworks and the 2016 Arts & Crafts Show.  In response to a suggestion from the Fire Company who traditionally pays for our annual fireworks display, we are pricing have our display be off the beach at 96th Street on a barge.   Although we all support the idea the cost of the barge is quite high.  We are continuing to look at the budget and cost of this change.

We are working on some new ideas for the Thanksgiving Weekend schedule and will roll them out once they have been finalized.  Our theme this year is “It’s A Wonderful Life in Stone Harbor.”   We had a very productive meeting with members of the Chamber of Commerce and are very excited about some of our new additions as well as improving upon some of the old favorites.  

UTILITIES
OCTOBER 20, 2015 UTILITIES REPORT

8/7/15/   All members in attendance- with exception of Chuck McIvaine and Scott Foster
Rocky reviewed information with the committee concerning Electronic Meter Reading Transmitters and our need to upgrade and add to our current system. The system currently under review would integrate with our billing system reducing effort in the billing department as well as making our current meter reading more efficient and lessen the time required to complete this job.

Our water usage story – We used 4.168 M gallons more in September this year than last year. We have used approximately 8.135 M gallons more water this year than last year to date. Let’s hope we don’t have any major leaks this winter.

Beach Outfall pipe removal and the required infrastructure and road paving has begun. The work should be completed by Spring (providing the weather cooperates) One good piece of news is that the sewer piping is PVC and will not have to be replaced which will save some money on this project. 

We have received a draft agreement from NJAW concerning our shared drilling of the sentinel well required by the EDP. Our Atty is currently reviewing the document.

We had no major issues with our wells during the storm, but we did have some intrusion of storm water into our sewer system. Our continued upgrades to our infrastructure lessens that impact.

Next meeting November 6, 2015 at 9 am.

GO GREEN 10/20/15
I am happy to report that the Go Green Community Committee held a very successful Green Fair 9/12/15

We had 25 participants, including Touki the Toucan mascot for recycling from the County MUA, a magician who did recycling magic for the children and a face painter who painted wildlife figures. The school children took people on a tour of their garden.

We had a solar power vendor who reported he sold a system as a result of our fair. We also had a Hybrid Cadillac and the electric cars utilized by our Borough. The Library and Public works had tables at the fair. Distributors for the Smart System irrigation participated as well as an organic dog treat vendor and a number of organizations and small businesses who work toward a better environment. The Police Department had their Alex’s Lemonade Stand and the Fire Department showed off their new truck that disburses foam with the water to put out a fire thereby conserving water.

All of the participants want to come back next year as well as some who called after the event who could not participate this year but want to be included in our 2016 fair. 

I want to publically thank Kim Stevenson for her tremendous effort in putting this together. She organized the event and ensured it went off smoothly as did our dedicated Public Works employees, who always give their best effort. And especially Rocky Tirado who supervised them and assisted Kim with the logistics. 
Go Green will meet 10/23/15 to review the Fair and work on our agenda for 2016 including our effort to achieve Silver Status in Sustainable Jersey.

A&F Report – October 20th Council Meeting
Due to the upcoming start of the back bay dredging and the need for the use of the marina parking lot area for the dewatering process the Borough will be making adjustments to the marina boat slip fees once the contractor for the dredge project determines a start date in the fall.  The fee will be pro-rated and applicants will be notified once the dredge start date is determined and a fee is calculated.  Kayak storage dates will also be affected.  Boat trailer storage will be moved to the overflow lot on Third Avenue.

Revenue for parking meters from September 15th to October 1st will be reviewed to determine if the Borough could eliminate parking meter fees as of September 15th possibly encouraging visitors to our town in the off season without having to pay parking fees.

Our current noise ordinance is being reviewed to determine if any modifications are necessary.

An ordinance mandating that background checks for all employees and/or contractors associated with the Borough are completed.  The committee will be working with our solicitor to determine which employees specifically would be required to have the background check completed. 

The committee will also be formulating a specific refund policy which allows the borough to follow specific guidelines when a request for refunds is completed.

A review of seasonal employee wages is also being completed to ensure that all departments are allowing for the required 2% increase yearly by state guidelines.  

Our Chief Financial Officer, Jim Craft, has begun 2016 Budget preparation.  Each department within the Borough will be reviewing expenses and costs for the upcoming year.

A reduction in the proposal submitted by Remington & Vernick for the construction of the new Police building resulted in a savings of $90,000.

Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· The design process has begun and we are targeting a Fall, 2015 Construction Schedule.

· A July 23, 2015, on-site meeting was conducted to review the plans and site conditions.

· We are finalizing bid documents for a Fall 2015 construction schedule.

Proposed Sentinel Well

· An agreement with NJAW is needed for shared costs. NJAW agreed to draft the shared services agreement but the draft has been stuck in their internal legal review. They estimated 10 days until they send the draft.

NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· RVW has helped the Borough obtain a water allocation permit modification which increases the monthly and annual diversion from the existing wells. Stone Harbor must comply with the conditions of the permit in order to reach the “final” phase of the water allocation permit at which time, the water allocation amounts will be increased to the full requested diversion.
The key permit conditions involves the installation and operation of a new observation well at the Cape May Airport in the 800-foot sands aquifer. NJAW has agreed as directed to share in the cost of the observation well construction. RVW has met with NJDEP on site at the County Airport and has corresponded with the County to identify the acceptable well location. NJAW is drafting a shared services agreement for the project which is currently under the review of their legal team. The draft agreement should be ready in approximately one week. RVW's proposal for engineering services for preparing project documents for the sentinel well and for updating the Borough's Water Conservation Plan, has been submitted for consideration. The updated water conservation plan will be ready for submittal upon the receipt of required water demand information that was requested from the Borough.
BOROUGH ADMINISTRATOR –Administrator read the Engineer’s Report
She also reported that with Atlantic Electric, we are waiting for the results of the bids that they put out and were to receive today for costs for 95th street which would have included an option to go underground on the 300 block. They will be reviewing that and submitting results for us to review and then Council can take some sort of direction on that, hopefully make a recommendation at our next Council meeting in November. The vibration studies, the pre-construction inspections of the homes, inside and out, should begin this week. Until we get the result of the options on the cost of the 300 block, we can move forward on that. 
Councilmember Carusi stated in Councilmember Kramar’ absence, he was sure if she was here she would  recognized Public Works, Grant and his staff and employees on the clean up they did after the storm, just an outstanding job, once again.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:
Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May (herein called “local unit”) entitled: “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,700,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,618,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1398), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $1,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.
Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,050,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $999,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on March 19, 2013 (#1417), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $750,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,848,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,378,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 4, 2014 (#1436), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $850,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $8,493,000, and authorizing the issuance of $8,068,350 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 3, 2015 (#1455), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $2,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $3,000,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $3,000,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on September 15, 2009 (#1342), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $148,827 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $8,622,500 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $8,622,500 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation (General Capital)”, finally adopted on October 18, 2011 (#1391), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $498,480 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $750,000, and authorizing the issuance of $750,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1399), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $697,500 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,650,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $1,571,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on April 2, 2013 (#1418), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $1,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $620,000, and authorizing the issuance of $620,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on February 18, 2014 (#1437), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $600,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the local unit entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $4,000,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $4,000,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation (Water and Sewer Utility)”, finally adopted on October 21, 2014 (#1450), Bond Anticipation Notes of the local unit in a principal amount not exceeding $77,693 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any Bond Anticipation Notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 40A:2-26 of the Local Bond Law of New Jersey, particularly paragraph (f) thereof and in lieu of the sale of more than one issue of bonds as provided for in said Local Bond Law, the several issues of bonds of this local unit authorized pursuant to bond ordinances of the local unit hereinabove in Sections 1 to 10, inclusive, described, shall be combined into a single and combined issue of bonds in the principal amount of $8,622,500.

The following matters in connection with said Bond Anticipation Notes are hereby determined:

all notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the chief financial officer of the local unit, provided that no note issued pursuant to Section 1 to 10, inclusive, hereof shall mature later than (i) one year from the date of the first note issued hereunder and (ii) three years from the date of the first note issued pursuant to each such respective ordinance, unless the local unit shall have been paid and retired amounts of such notes sufficient to allow it, in accordance with provisions of Section 40A:2-8 of the Local Bond Law, to  renew a portion thereof beyond the third anniversary date of the first of such notes;
all notes issued hereunder shall bear interest at such rate or rates as may be determined by the chief financial officer of the local unit; and
the notes shall be in the form prescribed by resolution heretofore adopted by the governing body of this local unit determining the form of Bond Anticipation Notes issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law, and any such notes may be signed or sealed by officers of the local unit in any manner permitted by Section 40A:2-25 of said Local Bond Law notwithstanding that said form or resolution may otherwise provide.

The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized and directed to determine all matters in connection with said notes not determined by this or a subsequent resolution, and the chief financial officer’s signature upon said notes shall be conclusive as to such determinations.

The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized to sell said Bond Anticipation Notes from time to time at public or private sale in such amounts as the chief financial officer may determine at not less than par and to deliver the same from time to time to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof and payment therefor.

Any instrument issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general obligation of the local unit, and the local unit’s faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on said obligations and, unless otherwise paid or payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

The chief financial officer of the local unit is authorized and directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of notes pursuant to this resolution is made, such report to include the amount, description, interest rate and maturity of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

The chief financial officer of the local unit is hereby authorized and directed to do all other matters necessary, useful, convenient or desirable to accomplish the delivery of said notes to the purchasers thereof as promptly as possible, including (i) the preparation, execution and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement with respect to said notes, (ii) preparation, distribution and publication, if necessary, of a Notice of Sale with respect to said notes, (iii) execution of a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking, with respect to said notes in accordance with Rule 15c2‑12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission and (iv) execution of an arbitrage and use of proceeds certificate certifying that, among other things, the local unit, to the extent it is empowered and allowed under applicable law, will do and perform all acts and things necessary or desirable to assure that interest paid on said notes is not included in gross income under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

This resolution shall take effect immediately.
