ORDINANCE Deleting Business & Tourism Advisory Committee from RGO

Discussion by Council, will be brought forward for introduction on February 16, 2016

ORDINANCE moving Animal Control out of Natural Resources into Police in RGO

Discussion by Council, will be brought forward for introduction on February 16, 2016

DISCUSSION GOUGHER – To include use of trappers and pest control becoming responsibility of home owner. This is all being talked about in Natural Resources, about segregating it out, pest control and animal control. We talked about the skunk problem and if the Borough wants a contract for pest control, or whether or not you want the property owners to handle it themselves. If they have an issue they would call a pest control company. We discussed it in NR and believe that is the direction everyone was going in. If you are calling because you think you need a trap set on your property you will contact a pest control company. In most other municipalities the homeowner must call the pest control company, it is on the homeowner. Judy said one of the things Shore Animal Control said they would offer to us as a service, at the initial complaint of the skunk, they will come out and do a property assessment and advise to minimize the skunk problem. Gougher said the Council has to make a decision because right now the company that we are contracting with will only come out and do education. We either have to increase our budget to continuing covering a pest control company to come out to deal with skunks or we have to educate the public to the fact that they now would have to call a pest control company themselves. We will have to contract with a separate company for pest control, add to the budget or tell the property owner they will have to contact pest control themselves. Administrator said she needs a decision on which direction Council wants to go. No decision was made.  Councilmember Davies-Dunhour, stated it is required by the State that we name an animal control officer, at this point we have not named one. Contract must be renewed, can’t go month to month. Administrator needs a decision with having the property owners deal with the pest control on their own, also mentioned the use of trappers which is offered to residents also. Don’t know if we should publicize that, but people have that option. Administrator will get financial information concerning costs from previous years and bring it up at the next meeting.  No decision was made.  
AWARD RFP - Tennis Pro/Instructor Councilmember Gallagher recommended we award this to the instructor that submitted the most responsive packet, we had two submittals and they were reviewed by our Solicitor. He recommended the Edwin Nusbaum package it was more responsive and included proof of insurance. Councilmember Gallagher stated that the Recreation Director is trying to put together her schedule and is recommending that we vote on this tonight. Councilmember Lane said we are not named on the insurance certificate. Solicitor said that is simply a phone call to get a new insurance certificate naming us as additional insured.

Maximum bonus awarded would be $200, the other change at the request of the Finance department, bonuses will be distributed during the first pay period in November. She said the department had difficulty keeping people on after August 13th .  The Resolution will be brought to the February 16th meeting with the appropriate changes.
RESOLUTION – Stockton Professional Service Contract

Councilmember Rich stated for many years we have had a contract with Stockton College to semi-annually survey our beaches, this is the same proposal we have had with them. They will also give us a proposal to begin to profile and survey our back bays. The Resolution will be brought to the February 16th meeting.  

RESOLUTION – Reject Tennis Improvement Bid 
Councilmember Gallagher said only one bid was received and due to the fact that the bid exceed the Borough’s budget, our Engineer recommended that the bid be rejected.  The Resolution will be brought to the February 16th meeting.
SPECIAL EVENT – Wedding Ceremony Recreation Building April 1, 2016 

Councilmember Gallagher said the question has been raised about alcohol on Borough property, this is just for the wedding ceremony and it has been confirmed that the 82nd Street basketball pavilion is the only space they are requesting to use for their ceremony and their ceremony only. She has been told by the Recreation Director this will last no more than 30 minutes. The reception will be at the Windrift and they have promised no alcohol served during the ceremony. It has been asked if there is a security deposit and we need to discuss that. Is a security deposit  required to rent Borough buildings ?  Solicitor said he doesn’t know our procedure but in other municipalities they have a detailed form and he would recommend something like that, it has a checklist. We can adopt something along those guidelines. Administrator said we have a special events application but the fee charged is not a deposit, if you want that you would amend the fees to include that.  Councilmember Gallagher said the issue is once the word it out we have a wedding at the Recreation center there will be a wedding, a shower, a birthday party etc. We will have to guard ourselves by having a security deposit.  Solicitor said he will look at our form and make recommendations to deal with damages to the Borough property.

Councilmember Gallagher said the bride would like to order her wedding invitations so there is a request to vote on this tonight. The reason why the bride wants to be married on the basketball court is she doesn’t like sand. Don’t know how Council feels about renting this or does it need a lot more discussion. Councilmember Kramar, if you have a half hour wedding, why they are renting it from 3-7. The building itself is not going to be open? Can they only use the outside basketball court?  Answer was yes.  Councilmember Davies-Dunhour, time will be used to set it up, chairs, flowers, etc. Councilmember Rich, the standard app is for 4 hours, doesn’t mean it will take them that long.  Davies-Dunhour, when we did our special event application we included the building, people have been renting it, this is just the first time for a wedding, but a security deposit is a good idea, in addition to the fee.

2016 Administration & Finance

Administration and Finance include the following functional areas:

1.  Administration which includes Council, Administrator, Municipal Clerks Office, Engineering and Finance 

2.  Tax administration which includes Tax Collection and Tax Assessment 

3.  Planning and Zoning Boards

4.  Legal 

5.  Construction Office 

6.  Insurance – Medical, General Liability, Workers Compensation, Property and Vehicle

The total for Administration and Finance is up $82,970 or 4%. The most significant increase is in Group Medical Insurance which saw an increase of $121,085. This is due to the increase in the State Health Benefits Program.  The greatest decrease is $38,000 which is in General Liability Insurance.   

Almost all Departmental Operating Expenses remained the same.  Increase of $140 in Finance OE due to cost of supplies.  Inspection of Buildings is down $255.
2016 Other Unclassified Expenses

Included in this category are FICA, Unemployment Insurance, longevity payout, PFRS, PERS DCRP.  There is an overall increase of $47,049. The biggest increase was in PFRS which increased by $39,682.  FICS increased by $7,000 and PERS by $367.
2016 Debt Service:

The Debt Service has increased slightly over 2015 by $3,324.  There was a decrease in Bond Principal but increase in NJEIT Principal and Interest.  
2016 Beach, Recreation and Tourism

Beach, Recreation and Tourism functional areas include:

Beach, Recreation, Tourism and Marina

· The overall BRT budget is up $6,550 

· Recreation remained flat

· Tourism remained flat

· Beach Other Expenses increased by $6,550.00

· Beach uniforms increased by $1,500 to reflect actual cost of uniforms.  Spent $2,084 in 2014 and $24,301 in 2015.  
· Supply of Beach Tags increased by $5,400.

Natural Resources Budget 2016

Overall increase of $19,700 for 2016

· Survey of Back Bays $5,000 is new this year.

· Professional Fees increased by $14,500 for increase of services by Wetlands Institute.

6 Utility Budget Summary

There is an overall increase in the Utility Budget of $27,810.  

· Other Expenses:  2016 Appropriations are $520,000.  This is an increase of $24,060 or 4.85%.  Water Pipe Supplies increased by $7,100.00, Chlorine increased by $10,000. Group Insurance increased $2,000 and Phones for alarms at Pump Stations increased by $3,400.

2016 Public Safety Budget Summary

· Vol. Fire Department – Expenses reduced by $50.00

· Aid to Vol. Rescue Squad increased by $15,000 to cover employee shortage due to deployment.  This will be a one year adjustment.  

· Police Other Expenses remain flat.  

· Municipal Court Other Expenses remained flat.  

· Public Defender Fees remained flat.

· Uniform Fire Subcode Other Expenses decreased by $50.  

· Office of Emergency Management Other Expenses remained flat.

· Fire Hydrant Service Other Expenses increased by $50.

2016 Public Works Budget

The Public Works department functional areas include:

DPW Labor Pool, Solid Waste, Grounds, Special Events and Safety Compliance.

There is a $24,475 increase or 5.47%

· Public Works Other Expenses increased by $14,100.  The biggest increase was for the Kiosk Service Contracts.

· Solid Waste Other Expenses increased by $1,000. 

· Building and Grounds increased by $5,900.  $5,500 for Maintenance, Repairs and Supplies based on actual in 2015.

· Safety Compliance increased by $500.

· Landfill Fees increased by $2,975.

2016 Utility Budget Summary

Bunny Parzych - 9925 Sunset Drive said how much she enjoyed the new format of the meeting. To actually talk in front of people, the public feels more respected and it gives her respect and appreciation for Council. 
Tony Bilotta - 394 – 95th Street said they do have the pile hole through, now they enlarge it. But asked if we had a chance to look at the Resolution concerning relocation, it seems they are still insisting on release of any liabilities. Solicitor said relative to that issue he is not the attorney for you the residents, he has made a request to ACE and they revise it. He stated he can’t advise the residents if that is a good idea and he forwarded that to Mr. Taggamayer and asked him to reach out to you folks.
