Mayor Walters announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 8, 2016.
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
PRESENTATION – Dan MaGuire of Itron Water Supply Co. made a presentation concerning a new meter system that the Borough is planning to put into the 2017 budget. This system will allow the Borough to operate with greater efficiency and fewer labor hours while maintaining better control of any leaks. It will also allow homeowners to monitor their own usage.  

REVERTER HEARING Mayor Walters explained that this reverter clause was something put into the deeds of a number of properties that the Borough sold from 117th street south during the 1970’s. It basically says that if the property is made larger or smaller the ownership reverts back to the Borough.  We have had a request from Jon Batastini Esq. representing the owners to have the clause removed from Block 120.02 L 108 (Janet K. Marshall) and Block 120.2 Lot 109 (Martin H. & Janet K. Marshall).  The time, place and reason for this hearing was published on July 30 and August 6, 2016 in the Atlantic City Press.

RESOLUTION RELEASING REVERTER CLAUSES ON

BLOCK 120.02, LOT 108 AND BLOCK 120.02, LOT 109

IN THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey, placed certain reverter clauses into deeds to properties that were sold at auction  over the course of several decades culminating in the 1980’s; and

WHEREAS, the reverter clauses called for the reversion of ownership back to the Borough if such lots were increased or reduced in size; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has found that the legislative record is absent any statement of the intention for these clauses and that the Borough does not wish to interfere with property rights with regard to these properties nor produce results that would likely lead to litigation over the language and intent of the clauses and further has found that modern zoning capabilities were not well established at the time of the auctions and utilization of the modern Municipal Land Use Law will allow for any concerns to be addressed moving forward; and

WHEREAS, these lots were sold by the Borough in the South End from approximately 113th Street to 122nd Street; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has determined to release these reverter clauses and leave any planning or zoning concerns to the appropriate land use board; and

WHEREAS, the Borough is in the process of creating a definitive listing of all properties so situated and move forward with a blanket removal of said clauses in the near term; and

WHEREAS, in the interim there has been a request for the removal of two such clauses by the owners of Block 120.02, Lot 108 and Block 120.02, Lot 109 which were recorded in deeds with the Cape May County Clerk’s Office in Deed Book 1295, page 380 and Deed Book 1294, page 588; and

WHEREAS, the clauses in the deeds of conveyance related to these properties state: This lot shall be considered as one entire parcel of land which may be used only for such use purposes as specified by the Borough's Zoning Ordinance provisions applicable to the zone wherein the land is situated, The lot shall not be increased or decreased in size; and, no license, easement, right of way or other uses shall be permitted or created by the purchaser and any subsequent owners. Any conveyance which would increase or decrease the size of a lot shall automatically cause the title to the entire lot to revert to the Borough;  and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:60-51.2, states:  Any municipality is authorized….to waive, release, modify or subordinate any …reverters imposed in sales and conveyances of lands…but only after public hearing held before such governing body describing the lands in question…and the reverters to be waived…shall first have been given by advertisement published once each week for two weeks in a newspaper published in said municipality …..however, that the power herein granted shall not be exercised to impair any vested or contractual rights of third parties.; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Clerk has duly advertised a notice of hearing on the removal application in accordance with the statute, on July 30 and August 6, 2016 proof of which is on file with the Borough Clerk’s Office; and

WHEREAS, on August 16, 2016, the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor conducted a hearing on the application to remove these reverters and the applicants were represented by Jon Batistini, Esquire, who appeared on their behalf and the matter was opened to any persons wishing to speak in favor of or against the application; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council considered the application as well as any comments for or against at the time of said hearing; and

WHEREAS, there appears to be no third party or parties whose vested or contractual rights would be impaired by the release of these reverter clauses; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has determined to release these and similar reverter clauses upon the aforementioned lots auctioned by the Borough several decades ago;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor duly assembled in public session this 21st day of April, 2015, as follows:

1. That the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference and adopted as the finding-of-fact of the Borough Council:

2. That, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:60-51.2, the Borough of Stone Harbor hereby releases the aforementioned reverter clauses on Block 120.02, Lot 108 and Block 120.02, Lot 109 which were recorded in deeds with the Cape May County Clerk’s Office in Deed Book 1295, page 380 and Deed Book 1294, page 588.

3. That recordation of this Resolution by the applicant is hereby authorized.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS
Public Safety Committee

Monthly Report

Tuesday, August 16, 2016

The regular meeting of the Public Safety Committee was held on Thursday, August 11.

The Court Administrator reported the court is busy as expected and running smoothly.  No issues to report at this time.

The Fire Company reported an increase of both EMS calls and Fire Calls for the month of July as compared to 2015.  We continue to be able to meet the higher demands with a volunteer fire company and rescue squad through a comprehensive program devised about 15 years ago in cooperation with the Borough.  During the work session budget presentation this fall I will ask Fire Chief Stanford to explain to full council how this is accomplished.  It is a program we should be proud of.  As other communities struggle and have even gone to fully paid positions Stone Harbor continues to provide the service at a fraction of the cost of paid firefighters and EMTs. 
I took Chief Stanford up on his offer to ride in the older ambulance which he is requesting be replaced and then took a ride in the demo ambulance he is requesting be purchased.  It has been a long time since I rode in the back of an ambulance.  The ride between the two vehicles is quite remarkable. The offer stands for all council members.   The purchase of the demo will be included among capital budget requests for 2017.

The Police Department reported an increase from June to July in almost all areas including parking violations, moving violations, ordinance summonses and warnings, adult arrests, medical calls, noise complaints and animal complaints. 

Enforcement of open alcohol on the beach has increased as a result of visitor and resident complaints as well as observations from the Beach Patrol Captain.  The department continues to warn people who are violating ordinances addressing bicycles and skateboards on sidewalks and on 96th Street during prohibited hours.  It is always a challenge to educate visitors on an ever changing weekly basis.  In addition the police department has seen a need to step up the enforcement of dogs on the beach in the morning hours.  Proactive patrols continue at the Point.  North Wildwood Police, the Marine Police and Coast Guard have all been notified and asked to assist whenever possible.  Of greatest concern is swimming in the unprotected waters and boats landing at the Point with dogs and people who then proceed to enter the conservation areas.  

Again, we discussed the idea of an “all stop” at 96th Street and Third Avenue.  Jill has reached out to the County to gauge their opinion however we have not received a response.  This is an appropriate topic for full council and will be placed on the work session agenda in the fall. 

Our Emergency  Management Coordinator has established both a Facebook and Twitter account for the Borough Office of Emergency Management.  Neither are live at this time however will be soon.  He plans to use the pages to share information with visitors concerning items such as bike and skateboard ordinances, rules at the Point, dogs on the beach, etc , as well emergency management information.  This can be another way to convey information to both visitors and residents. 

The police department and borough administrator reported no animal control issues. 

I’ll touch on the fireworks as it effects both this committee and Beach, Recreation and Tourism.  Many people are unaware of the challenges the Fire Company, the Police and Public Works face each year having the display set off from the beach at 80th Street.  After 25 years we are going to change things up and have our fireworks display from a barge off 95th Street beach.  It should mitigate those challenges and be a safer operation.  After looking at possible vendors the Fire Company has negotiated a good price with a barge company.  The date is Sunday, July 2 with a rain date of Monday, July 3.  The fire company will continue to pay for the fireworks display and the Borough will budget for the cost of the barge.    July 4th activities will still take place on the actual holiday. 




NATURAL RESOURCES (Rich)
POINT – Lenore reported a high number of birds nesting now on the Point. We have a large colony of Black Skimmers and Terns. We have had the state trappers working diligently to trap the 4 legged predators. However, unfortunately the nesting birds are suffering chick mortality due to these predators. Despite the losses more birds are coming into the colony.

After the season it is recommended to have a conversation on trash management to prevent wildlife issues. We have ordinances which concern the feeding of wildlife and we should revisit addressing these and place information on our Borough website. We also have ordinances in place about open dumpsters and trash containers and it may help to review these and encourage the pubic to help us deter wildlife within our community.

Smaller signs have been placed at the very tip of the Point to support our rules on the Point. PW handled this.

SHPD submitted their July report of the Point. Jill reached out to Chief Reynolds to plan a meeting with the Marine Police and North Wildwood. Our Police presence has made a difference and respect is increasing. 

Discussions on Beach Stewards for the future 2017 budget, Lomax meeting on Dune Vegetation Management Plan, POA interest in NR, Grant suggested reviewing ordinances on safety issues with digging large holes on the beach. 

BIRD SANCTUARY – Discussions on our beautiful newly planted gardens. Garden Club presented a plaque identifying the gardens as safe harbor habitat, which means they are suitable for wildlife because they are native plants, talked about the meadow/wildlife garden for next year.

Movie tree solution was emailed to all of Council by Jill. The tree will be cut down soon and then come October when there are less crowds and no events we will be able to terminate the electric and the irrigation that is presently there. Then plan pavers or a cement surface to fill the spot. On a temporary basis we are going to move one of our urns from another location to the spot where the tree was. This is to prevent tripping. Grant has been asked to get an estimate of cost to remove the tree, electric, irritation, and cost of planting 2 trees in a different location. In the meantime Grant and Jill will look over the area around the entrance to the theater and make a recommendation.

Administrators Report

August 16, 2016 Council Meeting

Dredging Update:

· Sevenson submitted NJDEP and USACE permit modification requests to alter the dredging and dewatering techniques in July 2017.  As part of the review process there is a public comment period for both NJDEP and USACE.  The NJDEP public comment period is from 8/18-9/17.  The USACE public comment period is from 8/16-9/2.  In an effort to address public comments directly, Stone Harbor is hosting a public meeting on Saturday September 10, 2016.  After the public comment period is closed and comments are addressed, the NJDEP and USACE will make a decision on the requested permit modification.  

We expect NJDEP and USACE permit modifications towards the end of September that would allow dredging to resume.  Sevenson is planning to mobilize onsite prior to the permit modification authorization so that dredging activities can commence once the permit modifications are issued.  Sevenson will be submitting a mobilization schedule and site use plan for review.  This will be used to coordinate closing the Stone Harbor marina parking lot and, potentially, Stone Harbor Marina Slip areas.  Closures would not happen until after Labor Day.  Additionally, Sevenson will provide a basin dredging sequence for review.  The approved basin sequence will be posted on the Borough's website along with a Sevenson contact info for coordinating slip dredging.

The Borough of Stone Harbor, COWI and Sevenson will hold weekly project status calls to track the status of the permit modifications and to coordinate project activities.  

Beach Replenishment Update:

· As previously reported Bids were advertised on July 7th.  The bids were scheduled to be opened on August 9th but this was postponed to August 17th (tomorrow).

· There was a tentative award date of August 30th and a Notice to proceed date of September 30th.  With the bid opening date pushed back a week it most likely will push all other dates back a week as well.   Even with this delay the Completion date of March 15, 2017 should still hold.  I have reached out to Chris Constantino for additional information.

 
BEACH, RECREATION, AND TOURISM
AUGUST REPORT
August 16, 2016
The Stone Harbor Planning Board met on August 8, 2016. The following topics were discussed:
· The outdoor dining committee has taken a tour of the business district to assess the total situation. In addition Joanne Mascia visited Sea Isle City to observe their success with al fresco dining. The committee's discussion will continue after the season in order to determine if it is physically possible to implement the concept here.
· The removal of two parking meters on 99th Street, and other comparable locations including 94th Street at the former WaWa and 93rd Street at the Museum, was discussed and rejected. There was skepticism among members because of current zoning, which remains commercial. There was also concern for the loss of revenue if those two meters and others were removed.
· The issues of large RVs parking overnight in parking lots was discussed, and it was recommended by the solicitor the issue be turned over to the Public Safety committee for regulation.
The Beach, Recreation, and Tourism Committee met on Friday, August 12, 2016.
· The Farmers' Market continues to thrive on Sunday mornings at the Water Tower Parking lot. Visitors from all over the country and sometimes from different parts of the world continue to enjoy our complimentary market bags and tell us how they will enjoy them when they return home. Market bags will be distributed up to and including Labor Day weekend by members of the committee. Mike Mattera, farmers' market manager, asked for the committee to consider hosting the market more frequently than once per week; however, the committee believed that there might not be enough interest to support the market on a more frequent basis. It was also suggested that a permanent sign listing all weekly events at the Water Tower be used to enforce no-parking regulations.
· The committee designed an autumn-inspired Welcome to Stone Harbor banner.
· Captain of the Beach Patrol advised the committee that, as of last Friday, there were 11 hobie cats on the beach. Those owners have been advised that no additional items may be left on the beach.
· The Captain also advised that tents forming small colonies are becoming more and more prevalent on the beach.  Currently there is no ordinance regulating the size and number of tents that can be placed on the beach. Several ideas were offered by committee members to control the square footage of said tents and their connections, because in several areas of the beach, many tents are erected side-by-side-by-side. The committee will address this issue within the next several months to create an ordinance to be adopted before the 2017 season.
· Alcohol is prohibited on Stone Harbor beaches. Because alcohol has been observed and reported by committee members, there are now undercover police patrolling the beachfront along with uniformed police on quads. Blatant violators are being ticketed.
· The committee is also designing a sign to be placed on the back of each lifeguard stand, indicating beach (street number), lifeguards' names, ocean temperature, and times of high and low tides.
· Marine Police, Coast Guard, and North Wildwood Police Department in conjunction with Stone Harbor Police Department have added patrols at the Point to maintain safety.
· Recreation Director, Miranda Duca, presented a list of several special event applications for Council approval this evening.
· The 2017 beach tag was discussed and designed, and is ready for presentation to the professional producer of the tags.
· July 4, 2017, fireworks were discussed, as they had been previously in Public Safety. A barge will be contracted, and the fireworks will be displayed from the 95th Street Beach.
· During the past month the beach patrol experienced 10 rescues, 2 EMS calls, 4 police calls, all of which involved alcohol, and 11 lost children were found.
· We are beginning to lose lifeguards as they return to school/college.  We will continue to keep as many beaches as possible protected through Labor Day.  Some beaches may be protected after Labor Day.  Post Labor Day guarded beaches will occur only if adequate qualified personnel are still available.

METER UPGRADES- Tonight you saw an abbreviated version of the new meter system we are planning to put into the 2017 budget. As you saw, it is a system that will allow us to operate with greater efficiently and fewer labor hours while maintain better control of any leaks. It will also allow homeowners to monitor their own usage.

WATER USAGE- We used 5,795,000 gal. more in July this year than 2015. 
114th Street Lift Station

One of the pumps at the 114th street lift station was clogged and it was determined that the motor and shaft needed to be repaired. Increased volume within the town is creating issues with the capacity at this station. Major upgrades are required in order to handle the increased volume due to the larger homes being built in the South end of town. We are already planning to preplace the 93d street lift station, which is the hub of our system, due to its lack of capacity, below flood level, extremely tight working conditions and overall outdated equipment.

IRRIGATION VIOLATIONS

Due to the many violations noted i.e Sunday and wrong times of the day, we decided to have 2 employees come in on a Sunday to cover the town and cite those using irrigation system on a Sunday. We had 23 violations. Notices were sent to all. Hopefully that will alert everyone that no one is allowed to  use their systems on a Sunday. We are also aware that many systems are turned on prior to 6:00 p.m. They appear to be set to come on at 3:30 or 4:00- p.m. when our utility department goes home. That will be our next target time. 

INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADES – We will be discussing infrastructure upgrades at our next meeting. Grant has prepared a 5 year plan which we will present to Council and discuss at our workshop meeting in September

GO GREEN REPORT – 8/16/16

IRRIGATION VIOLATONS

Discussed the issues of irrigation systems utilized outside authorized time period, i.e. Sundays and prior to 6 p. on designed days. Smart systems are not exempt from the established times and no watering on Sundays. They are only exempt from the designed days as their sensors determine when to water. An e-mail blast reminding everyone of the Ordinance was requested: The Utility Collector was instructed to place a reminder of the ordinance on the next utility bills. It was agreed the Utility department should complete an inspection of usage on a Sunday. Grant advised the committee that on 3 days the past weekend with temperatures in the 90’s we used over 5 million gallons of water.

The committee reviewed the issues encountered with recycling within the town. It appears there is a lot of mixed trash & proper recycling is not occurring. Grant requested the GG Com. Become more involved in educating the public. We should all be aware that if trash is mixed with recycling items it must be categorized as trash and handled as such. If funds are available the committee will work on a brochure to educate the public about the importance of recycling and the proper way to recycle. 

Our 2nd annual Go Green – Living Green Fair will be held 9/10/16 from 11 – 2:00 p.m. at the new Parking lot at 94th Street. Kim has been in touch with various vendors and it should be another full event. Please mark that date on your calendar. Rain Date is Sunday 9/11 from noon – 3:00 p.m.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – (Kramar) 
Public Works met on August 10, 2016 All members present

Discussion endued with Mr. John Murphy and Mr. Ernie Shank – SJ Gas representatives regarding coordinating road projects and south jersey gas main upgrades. PW wanted to have a cooperative agreement with South Jersey Gas and they were most appreciative of Stone Harbor getting out in front with our concerns and also theirs. We came to the conclusion that SJ gas would provide the Borough with a written notification of upcoming projects within our town. They provided the committee with a preliminary 7 year plan which they will upgrade in the near future and copies will be distributed to all of Council and the Administrator. Grant Russ, Director of PW will give a more detailed report at this meeting.

Grant said in the discussions with SJG they talked about the roads they are working on right now. They will come back and mil and pave including 86th street, the 300 block of 84th street and the 00 block, as well as an area on Second Avenue around 105th . the 7 year plan they gave us, a lot of what they are proposing to do matches up with our Utility and Road program. The ones scheduled in different years will be discussed and put in line with what we are proposing. Hopefully we will have less issues with them tearing up the streets.

Some concerns with the MPay Kiosk software was discussed and issues have been corrected.

Public hearing was held on the water tower upgrade and our engineer is preparing the application for submittal.

80th street PW parking lot is being used by people illegally on the weekends. Police Department will be notified.

Boat Trailer storage was discussed and Barry will open this topic up for discussion tonight

Numerous events were held such as 4th of July, Harbor Hustle, Flyers Trial on the Isle, weekly tower concerts, Rugby Tournament, Triathlon, Farmers Market, Art & Craft Fair. Total of PW hours spend on these events was 593.10 plus 290 overtime hours.

Many thanks to all the employees of PW for their continuing efforts to maintain all our equipment, our grounds, our hanging baskets and urns, street sweeping, our infrastructure,  our beaches and marina . The do an outstanding job along with our Director and Supervisors.

· Monthly Meeting – Met on August 9th.    
· Revaluation Update
Still waiting for formal approval on Tax Maps, once received Vital can begin the field work.  According to the Tax Assessor there are only a handful of changes that remain.  

· Health Insurance - we are still moving forward with having a less expensive plan in place during open enrollment in November.  Meetings have been scheduled for August 23rd and 24th with the Police and September 22nd with Borough Employees to explain the new plan.

· Kate McGonagle/Tax & Utilities Department

I am happy to report that Kate McGonagle, Tax Clerk has successfully completed the Principal of Municipal Tax Collection and passed the State test and is now a Certified Tax Collector.  The knowledge gained through the courses she has taken gives additional depth to the office.

· Overnight Parking – a discussion was completed on the need to review the ordinances regarding overnight parking on the borough parking lots.  It was determined that enforcement on current ordinances in place should be sufficient for now.  
· Boat Trailer Storage at Marina – After a brief discussion it was determined that this should be put on our agenda this evening for full council discussion.  
· Review of Decorative Lighting within Stone Harbor - Some residents have expressed interested in purchasing street lights similar to the decorative lighting offered in the business district for their street.  ACE could not offer something similar to the design and this meeting had been established to determine if additional street light designs could be added through Atlantic City Electric.   Ronnie Town advised that the lighting on 96th Street was purchased by the town.  Atlantic City Electric only offers two separate choices from the existing cobra design and neither offers the ability to shine downward in a specific area on the ground.  Ronnie further explained that there are some details that have to be considered regarding homeowners purchasing individual street lights.  Customer owned verses ACE owned street lights require separate meters and billing along with rental charges for space and maintenance.   ACE owned street lights are billed under BPU tariff.  ACE owns light and wiring of all their street lights.  ACE currently offers two different light tops both offered in LED, shielded upward, which works well on walkways illuminating in a completed circle at the base.  In the future lights may be able to be controlled – example: bright at dust and then dimmed during the nighttime hours, all controlled by computer.  Our Committee agrees that cobra style street light is industrial looking.   Our  request for a specific light pole will be reviewed and considered according to Ronnie however it may not happen quickly and she asked the committee to keep in mind that with the phasing in of the merged companies there have been many changes internally with personnel.  We will continue to look into reasonable alternative options.  
· Chief Financial Officer – None.

· The Contractor has completed all the storm drainage, curbing, gutter and paving up to and including 86th Street.

· The Contractor will return to the site after Labor Day, 2016 to complete the project.

· All work that can be completed prior to the delivery of the elevator has been completed.

· Upon delivery of the elevator, work will resume and work will continue to completion.

Cape May County Open Space Program – 82nd Street Recreation Facility Tennis Court Improvements

· The bid opening occurred on March 9, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is West Bay Construction, Inc. in the amount of $389,790.00.

· All work was completed by July 22, 2016.

· Extra work for a retaining wall is still to be approved.

Emergency Generator at 92nd Street Well House
· The bid opening occurred on March 9, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is ABS Electric, Inc. in the amount of $164,452.00.
· A pre-construction meeting was held on March 30, 2016 and work is scheduled for the Fall, 2016. 

Drilling of Observation Well at Cape May County Airport 
· The bid opening occurred on March 30, 2016.  The apparent low bidder is A.C. Schultes, Inc. in the amount of $59,335.00. 

· AC Schultes requested a contract time extension due to NJDEP permitting delays. The well permit was submitted shortly after the NTP was issued and there has been correspondence between NJDEP and the well driller to finalize the well design.  They plan to have the well installed by October 1st. 

· AC Schultes is proposing to install the well using reverse rotary method instead of mud rotary at no additional cost. This is the preferred drilling method and a requirement for public water supply wells. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED this 16th  day of August, 2016 that the Borough of Stone Harbor and Wildwood Catholic High School hereby agree, under the authority of N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., as follows:

1. Wildwood Catholic High School agrees to pay the sum of $1,500.00 per team, per season and shall have full access to and use of the recreational ball fields and the tennis courts of the Borough of Stone Harbor located in the vicinity of 80th Street and Second Avenue, for recreational activities officially sanctioned and conducted by the Wildwood Catholic High School and according to the schedules submitted and attached.

2. Such access and use shall be conditioned upon coordination with and approval by the Recreation Director of the Borough of Stone Harbor with the understanding that the activities of the Borough of Stone Harbor Recreation Department take precedence.

3. The term of this Interlocal Services Agreement shall be from​​​​​​​​​​​​​ August 16, 2016 to October 31, 2016.

4. The Wildwood Catholic High School shall provide to the Borough of Stone Harbor written proof of liability insurance for the aforementioned use of the property of the Borough of Stone Harbor as required by the Atlantic County Joint Insurance Fund; and shall, additionally, hold harmless and indemnify the Borough of Stone Harbor for any and all loses, damages, and claims of whatever nature that may arise out of or in connection with the use of the property by the Wildwood Catholic High School, its sports/recreation participants, agents, contractors, officers and/or employees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute this Resolution as the Interlocal Services Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Wildwood Catholic High School, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.
