HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Art Gammarino – 145 - 83rd street said the residents in the 100 block of 83rd street have been trying for several years to put together the money to have their electric lines put underground. About 80% have agreed and paid, but the other 20% have not participated. Mr. Gammarino  asked if the Borough would consider creating a special fund to pay for the remainder of the fee. 
Katheryn Laughlin 19 – 83rd Street wanted to support and echo what Mr. Gammarino has presented to Council. She is a new resident on 83rd and said Art has worked hard on this project. She said there are several people on the block that don’t want to participate but the majority of the people do. She said that Mr. Gammarino  raised a very good point about how to handle the shortfall. If people understood that there are going to be wooden poles going up 83rd street, five feet higher, they would look at this much differently. When we evaluate the budget we should put some sort of subsidy program together, we might be able to have more of the street have less poles. Consider all of this when you look at the budget.

Alan Gould, co-counsel with Scott Silver introduced himself in connection with the application before Council tonight.  Shelter Haven Hospitality LLC owns the license itself and they are asking to have it moved to include the property at 315 – 95th Street. Solicitor said he and Mr. Gould had spoken earlier today and asked Mr. Gould if he had a chance to convey to his client the conditions that will be placed on this Resolution.  Mr. Gould said he did. Solicitor told Mr. Gould that in the event they are not able to meet that time deadline, which was given by Mr. Silver, then it will be necessary to come in for a new application. Mr. Gould said they would have that deadline complied with.  The deadline is September 30, 2016 and Solicitor said the Borough needs to be in receipt of the signed lease agreement, the new lessor needs to be title at that point in time, has to be fully executed and presented to the Clerk.  Mr. Gould said the Clerk will have it. 
Mayor explained to the audience the expansion will be going to Stone Harbor Pizza and our Solicitor has made it clear that the Shelter Haven has to have an executed lease. Solicitor said the applicant intended to close on this parcel prior to being heard today. That didn’t occur, so we are approving it with a condition that the lease must be in place by the time the license transfer is activated. 
Councilmember Mastrangelo asked Solicitor if they put a lease in place, be able to do the transfer, then once the settlement occurs on the property do they have to come back? Solicitor said what they are doing is, as he understands it, a closely held corporation or LLC is acquiring the property with the same shareholders and members. There will be a different owner than the other properties but there will be a lease of this particular property into Hospitality.

          WHEREAS, detailed plans showing the presently-licensed areas and the expanded area to be licensed are included and attached to this Resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey this 20th day of September, 2016, that a Place to Place (Expansion of Premises) Transfer Application to include Building 3 – 315 – 96th Street (commonly known as the “Stone Harbor Pizza Building”) which is immediately adjacent to the existing hotel premises shall be approved and submitted to the State of New Jersey as per the following conditions:

1) That this approval will not be effective until September 30, 2016 and is expressly conditioned upon applicant producing a valid, fully executed lease for the property which forms the subject of this approval. Said lease shall clearly demonstrate applicants’ right to utilize the leased area as the sole and exclusive tenant. The fully executed lease, must be signed by the legal owner of the property and the tenant and must be produced no later than 4 pm September 30, 2016 to the office of the Clerk of the Borough of Stone Harbor, or this approval is void. 

2) Similarly, it shall be a continuing condition of this approval that the applicant remain a valid Lessee of the premises approved for expansion herein or this approval shall be void. Applicant shall be under a continuing obligation to provide the Borough Clerk with a copy of the new lease or lease extension at each renewal. Failure to do so will also be a violation of this approval and will void same.
