HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Joan Piotrowski 256 – 98th Street said some communities are doing something to support their police departments. Thought it would be nice for Stone Harbor Borough to do the same. Also spoke about a dress code in Stone Harbor, using cover-ups when you leave the beach. Men wore shirts downtown nice idea to raise the standard of dress code for the Borough. Seems to be getting worse.

Alex McCullough 225 – 99th Street has spoken to Council on several occasions about his proposal to give us some parking on 99th street between Second and Third Avenues. Councilmember Gallagher said this was discussed at the Planning Board and was rejected for several reasons. It isn’t the only group of parking meters in town in the same situation that were at one time commercial and now are residential. They spoke about many comparisons and said they would have to go through the entire Borough to find these situations. They felt since the area you are asking about is still a commercial area there is no need to remove those meters. They also were concerned about the loss of revenue. Mr. McCullough said the area is a residential use and he doesn’t think the Borough has any choice but to take those meters away. He said there is serious parking problem on 99th Street and an issue with employees working on Third Avenue. It was suggested that he take his concerns to the Planning Board. 

Sam Wierman 217 – 99th Street spoke about the closing of the Borough Marina to boats. Disappointed that they were only given 15 days notice, his main concern is that the Borough give a pro-rated refund of the payments, since they are losing two months of the season. Mayor said this was discussed at the work session earlier today and we are going to have something for the next Council meeting that will allow refunds. Mr. Wierman asked that refunds be considered for trailer permits also. Mayor said they would be. 
Mia Donnell – 8001 Second Avenue supports Mr. Wierman and reported that a gentlemen has started a petition regarding refunds, wanted Council to know a lot of people couldn’t be here but everyone they approached agreed with a refund, and also reminded everyone that they couldn’t get their boats in on time in the beginning of the season also, would the Council consider that as well. 

Lou Donofrio - 11 Domi Drive, Cape May Court House, N.J. – thanked Mayor and Council for considering granting a refund. Secondly access to the boat ramp, he has reviewed the Army Corp permit for this project that is online, looked at Sevenson’s plan and it doesn’t say if they are closing the ramp or not. If there is a way to keep the ramp open and a schedule established that it would be appreciated. Mayor said we did ask and the response was once they put up the Jersey walls, the ramp will be closed. Mr. Donofrio asked if Sevenson has submitted a construction schedule?  Mayor said not yet, they want to mobilize first and then we will have when each basin will be done. Mr. Donofrio said with past performance last year the borough should get a firm schedule out of them and monitor it.  
Angelo Carricola 11861 Paradise said he doesn’t have a boat in the Borough marina but however said as a safety issue, he doesn’t see how we can leave the ramp in. This week-end  he watched the jockeying of trailers and boats in and out of the Marina  and recommends that Public Safety look at the safety issue of leaving the ramp in. 

Frank Vaul 125 – 87th Street glad the Council is going to look into a refund and but he asked going forward if there could be better communication between members of Council and the community. He said they were made aware when the renewal letters were sent in December that this possibility would exist. But there was a meeting on May 11th where it was discussed with the Borough and the dredging project engineer and Sevenson about the possibility of again having them begin work in September. And then a follow up on July 7th regarding the revised dredging schedule and what would happen. It would have been good for the community to know about what was going on and make them aware, instead of a notice to pull out boats in two weeks.  Asked that Council think about that going forward.  Also we work very hard as a community to try to support the shoulder season and you get a lot of week-end fisherman looking to drop their boat in the water, family goes to the beach, goes into town and shops, also a lot of duck hunters who have no idea that the ramp is being closed. Encourages Council to put a more visible notice on the web site letting everyone know the ramp will be closed in September. 
Councilmember Gallagher made everyone aware that the Borough has a Stone Harbor App and possibly this information could be added. Mr. Vaul was not aware we had an App but will go look for it. Asked how we got the message out that we do have an App. He will let people know.

10.1. Safety Rules for Employees in Borough Vehicles will be amended to include:

10.1.N. Employee(s) driving Public Works vehicles and CDL endorsement vehicle(s);  all vehicles, including vehicles of a gross weight of 28,000 pounds with air brakes and require a CDL endorsement need to adhere to the following:

While driving, no vehicle shall back up at any time, unless:

1) To enter a dead end street or parking lots with only one way to enter or exit from the same egress: or

2) To enter parking bays in Public Works garages.

At no time shall a driver back said vehicle(s) into said areas without one or two spotters to guide driver into or out of said areas, or existing vehicle and inspecting all four sides of said vehicle and the immediate area prior to backing vehicle into said.

2.1 Employee Job Classification and Job Titles.

B. All employees hired by Public Works shall possess a “Valid New Jersey Driver’s License” in good standing with the New Jersey Division of Motor Vehicles. New employees that are hired as Class 3 or above shall, within their one hundred (100) day of probationary period, obtain a valid Class B Commercial Driver License before “Full Time” status shall be granted by the Director. New employees that are hired by Public Works as a Class I or 2 (Buildings, Grounds, Solid Waste) will not be required to obtain a valid Class B  Commercial Driver License.

WHEREAS, As part of the CRS revisions effective 2013, the Program for Public Information (PPI) was introduced by Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) as a new planning tool to provide a step-by-step coordinated approach to flood hazard outreach; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has been actively participating in the Community Rating System (CRS) for over 20 years; and

WHEREAS, during that time the Borough has produced outreach material and distributed those materials to those in repetitive loss areas as well as the entire community; and

WHEREAS,  formulating a Program for Public Information must be developed by a committee of people from both inside and outside the local government, consist of at least five people, one or more from the Boroughs floodplain management office, and at least half of its members from outside the local government; and
