MAYOR announced that after the Work Session Council took a break and went into Closed Session and she reported on what was discussed in Closed Session. One matter relating to employment, there will no action taken on that, One matter related to Contract Negotiations, no action taken on that, and the third item, possible litigation, we have authorized our Solicitor to procced as we discussed in private session with regard to Beach Replenishment.

PRESENTATION – BIKEWAY INITIATIVE ZONE– Recreation Director Miranda Duca gave a power point presentation. The overall objective is to connect all 16 municipalities with bikeways and County Open Space is offering a special fund round specific to such bikeways.  The project overview is to install bike racks, air pump stations, fix-it stations and lay thermoplastic strips along Second Avenue bike path, continue bike path on Second Avenue to 111th and install new signage along Second Avenue .Recreation Director described the proposed bike paths, public bike repair stations, campus racks, Kolo shelters, and areas where these would be located, including the Point, 97th Street parking lot, 94th Street parking lot and the 82nd Street Recreation Center. After a discussion and questions and answers from Council regarding the areas of location, cost and need, it was decided to send the project back to Beach, Recreation and Tourism for review and direction for possible downsizing.  
DREDGING UPDATE – Administrator reported the Borough received a permit mod on October 4th and on October 6th the dredging project began, actual dredging of South Basin started on October 7th and as of today Sevenson has completed dredging the South Basin and our Fire Boat Slip in the North Basin. They are currently dredging in Snug Harbor and they believe that should take approximately 2 weeks to complete. They began trucking the material from the South Basin and the Fire Boat slip to Kinsley’s landfill, all the other dredged material is permitted and scheduled to be placed at the Cape Mining facility. Sevenson is currently working with homeowners to provide them with updated estimates for the residential slip dredging based on the survey data. Sevenson did reach out at our request to some local contractors to evaluate subcontracting slip dredging to reduce some of the costs, however, the subcontractors actually came in with higher cost than Sevenson could offer. All the homeowner slips in Stone Harbor are permitted under our dredging permit and they contract directly with Sevenson. 3 homeowners in the South Basin had expressed interest but ultimately declined during the dredging. There are 11 homeowners currently in Snug Harbor who are considering the dredging, just waiting for updated figures from Sevenson. Sevenson is still currently estimated for a completion date in the first week of January, 2017. We did receive some complaints from residents near the Marina, concerns of noise and dust from the project. Sevenson has installed noise and dust meters to monitor these issues.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Bob Ashman – 10301 First Avenue said he originally thought there was a plan to put some of the dredge material on the beach and it was mentioned it will be trucked somewhere else. What is the status?  Administrator said that is still under consideration, when Sevenson gets to that exact point then they will give us some more details on whether or not that can actually be accomplished, but is has been approved by Army Corp and DEP to do that. 
Kathryn Laughlin 19 - 83rd street wanted to follow up on the October 10th ACE meeting held at the Theatre. Asked what we are doing in terms of communication with ACE and if they have given us any signs whether they will cooperate and delay the this project so we can get some budgetary estimates, to see if Council needs to float a Bond, whatever we need to do to evaluate the underground facilities for the Phase II of ACE.  Mayor said we have a meeting with them on Friday. Kathryn Laughlin said we are 2 ½ months away from them pushing something on our island. There was discussion that maybe if 83rd street were to make a movement with their plan, perhaps they would not start on our island first. Doesn’t want any confusion with 83rd street not going forward with their project, if we don’t’ have some level of commitment from ACE and they start in January we will miss this limited opportunity.  Don’t want to miss is, whether we have to file for an injunction, get a level of commitment from them, and get some kind of bonding together. Understands we can’t do anything until we know costs. She addressed the Solicitor specifically, to make certain that if the progress on Friday isn’t to the level where it should be with ACE, he may be supported by the Borough to take legal action. Solicitor then reported to Council that he had discussions with Enid Heilburg, subsequent to the meeting at the Theater.  Enid and Jerry Corcoran had been the Counsel of record for ACE and apparently there has been some restructuring and a merger and now there is some question as to how ACE is going to proceed with regard to legal representation. Solicitor said he did express the very issues being brought up tonight and discussed at the Theatre to Enid and told her he thinks this has the potential to rapidly escalate to litigation or negative publicity, he thinks they should discuss it with ACE and get some clean marching orders as to who will be the point person. Solicitor said, you will recall that Ronnie Town, who gave the presentation, really did not have legal authority to represent them. Enid indicated she was going to speak to ACE and hopefully on the 21st when we sit down we will have some clarification as to who their legal representatives are.
Kathryn Laughlin said there are rumors on the island about politics and what’s going on and who is going to raise taxes and vote for this, and she wants to keep the issues centrally focused on the fact that this is about our vertical space. Doesn’t want this to turn into an issue about a war about money or a war about politics. 

Councilmember Gallagher said we were told at the meeting at the Theatre that on October 21st we would get a figure that we have been waiting for 7-8 months, what it would cost to remove the steel poles and put something underground. Is there any reason why we are thinking they are going to talk to us about Phase II.?  Mayor said they will give us the price of Phase I on Friday. Councilmember Gallagher asked if they willing to negotiate Phase II and the Mayor said yes.
Councilmember Lane said she has spoken at length with Sue Comb, who is their Vice-President. She stated we have never dealt on an executive level before. Now they have brought in someone from an executive level to talk with us and they realize that they have made mistakes in communication in the past. We may not get what we want to hear but at least they are talking to us and they know they made mistakes in the past.         
Bernadette Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive  1) thanked Ms. Laughlin for her leadership in keeping this ball up in the air, we need that from the public sector.  2) talked  about the bike path, the idea of moving from town to town sounds really nice, but the bridges are steep and skinny, nowhere to ride.  3) Dredging – surprise that only 3 people on South Basin were interested in private slips dredging, could it because of the cost?  Administrator said it is because of the cost.  She asked the cost of dredging the fire boat slip. She was told $22,000.  

Bill Leyman – 221 – 87th Street said he was an electrical engineer with a fairly large industrial company. He was responsible for the utility system. He encouraged the Borough to listen to the Utility, they designed a safe, flexible, reliable system for you. He sees no reason to try to take it and jeopardize all of those considerations by putting it underground. It is in a safe environment and to take it and put it in an unsafe environment is absolutely ridiculous. 69 KV he would like to see as far away from water as possible. People want to put it down in the water, this is just unheard of.  We have a nice system, when we start talking esthetics we get into trouble. Let the utility company do what it is supposed to do, they are the experts, they know what they are doing. Don’t let these other considerations ruin the system we have here. The poles are straight, good-looking, just look at the wood poles. Ugly, some this way and that way.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT EXCEEDING $13,455,500 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May (the “Borough”) entitled: “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,700,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,618,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1398), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $1,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,050,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $999,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on March 19, 2013 (#1417), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $750,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,848,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,378,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 4, 2014 (#1436), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $850,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $8,493,000, and authorizing the issuance of $8,068,350 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 3, 2015 (#1455), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $4,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $3,000,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $3,000,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on September 15, 2009 (#1342), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $148,827 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $13,455,500 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $13,455,500 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation (General Capital)”, finally adopted on October 18, 2011 (#1391), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $498,480 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $750,000, and authorizing the issuance of $750,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1399), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $697,500 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,650,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $1,571,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on April 2, 2013 (#1418), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $1,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $620,000, and authorizing the issuance of $620,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on February 18, 2014 (#1437), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $600,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $4,000,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $4,000,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation (Water and Sewer Utility)”, finally adopted on October 21, 2014 (#1450), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $77,693 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of recreational facilities in and by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $140,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $133,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on May 5, 2015 (#1463), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $133,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance making a supplemental appropriation of $5,000,000 for the improvement of beach property in and by the Borough heretofore authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, and authorizing the issuance of $4,750,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such supplemental appropriation”, finally adopted on September 1, 2015 (#1465), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $2,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,758,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,670,100 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on April 5, 2016 (#1478), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $200,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $1,300,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $1,300,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on April 5, 2016 (#1480), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

All bond anticipation notes (the “notes”) issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the treasurer, the chief financial officer or the acting chief financial officer of the Borough (the “Chief Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer and shall be signed and sealed by officials and officers of the Borough in any manner permitted by N.J.S.A. §40A:2-25.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with the notes issued hereunder, and the Chief Financial Officer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. §40A:2-8.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes at not less than par from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body of the Borough at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes hereunder is made.  Such report must include the principal amount, interest rate and maturities of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Any note issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general obligation of the Borough, and the Borough’s faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on said obligations and, unless otherwise paid or payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed to do all other matters necessary, useful, convenient or desirable to accomplish the delivery of said notes to the purchasers thereof as promptly as possible, including (i) the preparation, execution and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement with respect to said notes, (ii) preparation, distribution and publication, if necessary, of a Notice of Sale with respect to said notes, (iii) execution of a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking, with respect to said notes in accordance with Rule 15c2‑12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission and (iv) execution of an arbitrage and use of proceeds certificate certifying that, among other things, the Borough, to the extent it is empowered and allowed under applicable law, will do and perform all acts and things necessary or desirable to assure that interest paid on said notes is not included in gross income under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

All action heretofore taken by Borough officials and professionals with regard to the sale and award of the notes is hereby ratified, confirmed, adopted and approved.

This resolution shall take effect immediately.

DISCUSSION
Museum Request – Councilmember Kramar, liaison with the Museum, said they have requested as a line item $25,000 to pay for their Curator and Mrs. Kramar would like to have a discussion on that. Administrator was reaching out to the school district but hasn’t heard back from them. Administrator said she has not had the opportunity to do that. Council asked if the $25,000 covers everything, taxes etc. Councilmember Kramar asked that  questions should be given to her and she will take them to her museum meeting on Thursday.  Councilmember Davies-Dunhour said we should look at the A & F budget and see how it affects the overall increase. This is the first time it has been asked for, Councilmember Lane said we should know the amount of hours that public works puts in there. Terry Cwik came forward and was asked the responsibilities of the Curator, who is a private contractor. She stated he is hired as an individual contractor he works 5 hours each day, they determined his salary on the basis of $50,000 per year, which is a minimum amount for curators of a museum such as ours. On that basis, he is a part time worker. We did not have a curator until 2015, when we were given the money that was collected in access for the centennial book. SHOPA was kind enough to donate that money and we were then able to have a curator. Bruce’s job is to maintain all the archives, take care of preserving the archives, planning displays, making sure the building is kept up to standards, suggested by the lease with the Board of Education. He is there during the winter to meet with people that come in by appointment or just come in off the street, we don’t have the docents to keep the museum open during the winter. They are able through donations and memberships to maintain the expenses they have. The utilities are out of sight for that building, not insulated, therefore almost impossible for anybody to work upstairs during the winter and during the summer.  The Museum was created by Resolution by the Council in 2000. So it is actually an arm of the Council. She was asked if the Curator worked at any other Museum. Mrs. Cwik said not really, he leads tours at the CM Point lighthouse.   This will go back to A & F for review. 
Best Practices – CFO reported the big change this year was 50 questions down to 30 questions summary, out of 30 questions 22 were answered yes, 4 no and 4 not applicable, total score was 87. Last year we had a 90, one questions that got us was the very large bid that went out last year, ended up being over 10 million for dredging.
