WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor (the Borough) and FOP Lodge 7 (the FOP) engaged in collective bargaining negotiations to replace the current Agreement between the Borough and PBA Local 59, which expired on December 31, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council discussed the tentative Agreement between the Borough and the FOP at a Closed Session held on Tuesday, November 1, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that the tentative Agreement between the parties should be memorialized in a final contract covering the period January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2019.

REPORT ACE MEETING – ADMINISTRATOR

Atlantic Electric Update

Meeting on October 21, 2016
The Borough met with Representatives of Atlantic City Electric on October 21, 2016 to discuss cost estimates to move Phase I Steel Poles underground and to discuss Phase II project for wooden replacement poles on 1st Avenue. 
Atlantic City Electric informed the Borough that they would be delaying the Second Phase in Stone Harbor till 2018.  This will give the residents on 83rd Street time to continue their pursuit of getting their lines underground.  In addition it gives the Borough, residents and Atlantic Electric time to reevaluate the scope of their project and hopefully find alternative solutions.  

Next Atlantic Electric presented their report analyzing options to replace existing overhead 69k V feeder with a new underground 69kV feeder within the Boroughs jurisdiction. 

According to their report they analyzed two options using a route matrix.  The matrix ranks each potential option based on the impact to properties, existing utilities, traffic, environment, public transportation facilities, and engineering considerations.  According to ACE their preferred option outline within the report provides a route that presents the least impact to residential areas and outlines a three year construction window to complete the work.  The first and the preferred Route travels down the North side of 2nd Ave from 95th to 80th.  The second Route which they deemed not practical according to ACE would go east on 95th to Second Avenue then North on Second to 94th then west on 94th to Third Avenue then North on Third Avenue to 80th Street.

Next the preferred option was sent out to three civil and two electrical consultants, to provide proposals to complete the design and construction support for the task.    The scope of the estimates does not include the design, engineering and construction costs associated with the replacement of the 12kV distribution lines and equipment currently mounted on the overhead 69kV feeder; the costs associated with the removal of the overhead 69kV feeder; the costs to design and construct riser poles to transition the 69kV line from overhead to underground.

ACE stressed that the report represents a preliminary, high level estimate.  Further refinement, requiring additional engineering studies would be necessary if the Borough chooses to proceed.  The Borough would be responsible for the actual cost of design and construction of the project.  The entire report will be posted on our website to review tomorrow. 

In regards to the design, the project would be broken into two components:

1. Civil – Site survey and sub-surface utility investigation, design of duct bank and profiles, construction phasing and traffic control, erosion and sediment control and permitting at a cost of $350,200.

2. Electrical – Cable selection, bonding schematics and cable pull layouts/installation at a cost of $115,540.

ACE has also estimated that their internal engineering cost for the project would be $400,000.  This would bring the total estimate for engineering which was not included in the cost estimate to $865,740.00

The Hi-Level Cost estimate presented to us was broken down as follows:

* Contribution in aid of construction is a federal tax mandated currently at 17.56%
**This figure does not include the cost to remove the existing poles, reinstall wooden poles for distribution or cost of Verizon and Comcast to move their lines to new wooden poles.  ACE will be providing us an estimate to remove poles and reinstall wooden poles.  We would have to get cost estimates directly from Comcast and Verizon.  

Jim Craft shared an analysis of what the cost and effect thereof of a $30,000,000 Bond for 20 years and 30 years.  Jim will explain the results and the possible negative impacts this amount of debt would have on the Borough.  

REPORT – CFO did an analysis of what the cost and effect thereof of a $30,000,000 Bond for 20 years and 30 years as well as a $40,000,000  bond for 20 years. As of 12/31/15 in the General Capital Fund we have $14.1 million in Serial Bonds issued. A $30.0 million bond would more than double the outstanding Serial Bonds, 1 $40.0 million bond would increase the outstanding Serial Bonds by 280%.

The Borough’s borrowing capacity is limited to 3% of the average equalized valuation by state law. Currently we are around .9%, issuing a $30.0 million bond would increase our percentage to 1.6% and our AA bond rating would drip back down to an A+ resulting in higher interest cost.

A $30.0 million bond repaid over 20 years would increase debt service by approximately $1.9 million a year and raise the tax rate by 4.2 cents. A million dollar home would pay an additional $419.89 in additional taxes for the debt service on that bond. A $1.4 million property would pay an additional $567.85 a year for the next 20 years.

A $30.0 million bond repaid over 30 years would increase debt service by approximately $1.4 million a year and raise the tax rate by 3.4 cents. A million dollar home would pay an additional $335.46 in additional taxes for the debt service on that bond. A $1.5 million property would pay an additional $503.19 a year for the next 30 years. 

A $40.0 million bond repaid over 20 years would increase debt service by $2.8 million a year and raise the tax rate by 6.3 cents.  A million dollar home would pay an additional $633.34 in additional taxes for the debt service on that bond. A $1.4 million property would pay an additional $886.67 a year for the next 20 years. 

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Patti DiMarco 364 – 93rd Street asked Administrator to repeat the streets listed where the wires would go. Administrator said first route would be north side of Second Avenue from 95th – 80th , second route which they deemed impractical they would go east on 95th to Second, North on Second to 94th then west on 94th till it hits Third Avenue, then on the North side of Third Avenue to 80th Street in Avalon.

Bob Ashman 10301 First Avenue questions about the proposed water rate increases. How do the proposed rates compare with Avalon and Sea Isle.  Councilmember Lane said in Avalon, there water rate is lower, but they are going for an increase, their sewer rate is greater than ours. Administrator said the figures that were on line have been pulled off because there was a calculation error and the increase is going to be significantly less. He said it might be helpful is you have the figures from the other towns.
Councilmember Lane said we spent 12 million taking the pipes off the beach and we are not finished. We have roads that are in need of repair and we took our 5 year plan and made it a 10 year plan, but we were not spending utility money on much needed infrastructure. Now we have to play catch up. In order to service the debt these rates have to be increased. 
Jen Getsumer 68 – 99th Street couldn’t hear the explanation and asked to have it repeated. Councilmember Lane said these rates are being increased strictly to service the debt. We met with the Auditor and reviewed a 5 year plan. We spent 12 million on the outfall pipes and that hampered us doing any work on our streets for a number of years. Now we have to play catchup.
