Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press on January 4, 2017.
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
PRESENTATION – COUNTY UPDATE – PROJECTS FOR 2017
County Engineer Dale Foster, Anne Marie McMahon Director of Facilities & Services, Elizabeth Bozzelli, Clerk for Board of Chosen Freeholders Mike Laffey, Director of Operations were present.

Anne Marie McMahon -  
Current County Jail Construction – underground utilities & infrastructure are ongoing, plan is to relocate the inmates March 2018, project is moving forward, with footings and foundations.
County Zoo project – New Concession Building 4,300 sq. ft. building, located near the tiger exhibit. Will contain indoor seating for 52 people and outdoor seating for 320 visitors. Starting next month and will be complete in 6 months. 
Zoo Primate Exhibit – 3 species exhibit about 1,200 sq. ft. for the interior and will house 3 different types of monkeys. Also a 6 month completion date. Will be located right near the front entrance of the Zoo. 37 other projects are planned for the Zoo in the next 5 years and they will be doing some fund raising.  
Renovate Superior Court House – will be renovating the 21,000 sq. ft. third floor of the Superior Court House, the third floor has never been completed, will be out to bid in the next few months.  Another project at the Court House is a single point of entry, for security reasons. The back entry by the parking lot will be the main entry. Already started the Sheriff’s Department desk for that area.  

Central Dispatch Project at the Airport – Just relocated the central dispatch function up to the main library. Should be complete with the dispatch facility within 2 months, but then have to renovate the rest of the building for the police, fire and ems. The completion will probably be in September for the entire project but luckily the dispatch portion of that project is the primary focus,  to have that completed in time. 
Councilmember Rich asked when dispatch would be completed. Anne Marie said September is when they are planning for the entire project. They just relocated the dispatch function from down at the airport to the main library location,  it works better for the contractor to be able to demolish that space while he is working in that area, made more sense.  The County did take over the function of the dispatch in November. 

Councilmember Lane said everyone should recognize the fact that the library design we have is thanks to Anne Marie. She said they butted heads for a long time and Anne Marie took the bull by the horns and created the library we have today and Mrs. Lane thanked her publically. Councilmember Rich agreed, said Anne Marie knew where we were trying to go and made sure that we did get where we tried to go and she means it sincerely. 

Dale Foster, County Engineer – starts with 96th Street bridge. An old bridge, one of only 6 of its kind built in the US, very unique and historically significant and also problematic to keep under repair. On October 28th we had a girder on the southeast side of the movable span crack. In order to repair it, it took some time because they had to lift the girder back into position, and be able to span the entire movable span. They had to come up with a truss system to make that repair.  What took so long was coming up with the truss system and getting that to work. In August the bridge underwent its most recent bi-annual inspection and nothing was said about girders. The week before it happened we had a safety mechanical and electrical inspection and nothing came up at that time. Then that Friday morning the girder cracker. Fortunately we had a crew out there redoing some navigation lights and they noticed the dip in the span and called us immediately.  It cost about $425,000 to fix that girder. As a result of this crack they went back and inspected the girders. Right now we have out a 1 million structural steel repair contract for that bridge, and we hope to get the repairs done before the summer season. The southeast girder was the problem this past Fall, our girder of concern now is the northwest girder, which is the reason for the weight restriction. We are going to be able to fix that girder along with these other repairs with some inconvenience to traffic. We are looking at having a lane closed on the bridge and using a temporary traffic signal to alternate traffic through the one open lane. That way the contractor can work in the one lane, but most of the work will be underneath. There are going to be times when we have to open the span up in order to gain access. We are going to be closing the bridge completely to traffic from 10pm at night until 5 am in the morning on a daily basis. Before Memorial Day it is planned Sunday night through Thursday night. Won’t be closed Friday night or Saturday night. After Memorial Day week-end it will be Monday-Thursday and then the middle of June we will stop all work and if it is not done they will be back in the Fall.  When that girder is fixed we can eliminate the weight restriction on the bridge. We will also be looking to restrict the navigational channel between 10 –pm and 5 am since the contractor will hang scaffolding off the bridge. 
Other project, the two bridges going South, into North Wildwood, the end of March we will have work going on there at the abutments. That is where the roadway meets the bridge and we have had some major fractures there. That work will take place the end of March and will only take about 2 weeks, only require periodic lane closings, most work done underneath. When they have to jack the bridge they will temporarily stop traffic, about a 15-20 minute period. 

Project on Ocean Drive – north into Avalon between 29-62nd street. Avalon  will be doing a considerable amount of work in redoing their sanitary sewer system in that stretch and the County will be doing a lot of drainage work and road improvement there. They are also trying to raise the road as much as possible through there. The work this Spring will be from 46th – 62nd street, then in the Fall come back to finish going up to 29th Street. This is a Federal 4.8 million dollar project. The County will be updating sidewalks and replacing the traffic light at 42nd street and updating the traffic signal at 30th street in Avalon. That will start this Thursday. 
Project in design phase, Stone Harbor Boulevard – coming across the Scotch Bonnet bridge you have your teeth jarred. Don’t know why that has dropped as you come off the bridge.   Hopefully have a repair program out for that very shortly. 
Also the approach to the 96th Street bridge from Middle, also a very abrupt movement there and  will be evaluating making a continuous sidewalk from the 96th Street bridge to the Wetlands Institute, making it a little safer to get to the Wetlands Institute. 

Garden State Parkway we are very frustrated with traffic signal timing. His office is working with a consultant to come up with a different plan. 
Drainage – Third Avenue – County has been discussing with the Borough Engineer. Over the years the County has developed a Master Plan of how to deal with Ocean Drive and it is great Stone Harbor got this grant because that will mean substantial improvements to the storm water drainage system here. 
Borough Engineer said since we have this grant and he has collaborated with the County there are a couple of storm sewer outfall pipes that run on private property without easements and under houses, but if we can work together we may be able to remove them which will help with the flooding. 

Councilmember Kramar –asked for a confirmation on 104th Street bridge and that it is working well and there is no danger. Dale said that is what he sees in the reports. She thanked him for replacing the guard rail. 
Mayor said Fire Chief is here today and may have questions and concerns. Roger Stanford said he had concerns but many were answered with the presentation. He asked to be kept in the loop as far as bridge closings go. He stated the closing of the bridge adversely affects the fire response for the Fire Department. Over half of the department is living off-shore, and that will make it go from a 7 minute response time to a 20 min response time, when they have come around. It will require them to put firemen in the fire house for those night hours which will affect the stipend program.  If it is a set closure time that is fine, but any time it would deviate please notify them right away, so mutual aid departments can also be notified. Hopefully if it is complete before the summer season that would be great.  Dale Foster said because we are doing this on a daily basis, if there is an emergency they will be able to get vehicles across 96th Street bridge, they could get it dropped down. There are procedures in place that the contractor has to be able to re-open the bridge in the event of an emergency.  Fire Chief asked if there is a fire call you could open the bridge so the firemen can get across?  Dale said yes.  Just have to figure out who directly to contact in that event.  Roger said if he is authorized he will contact Dale directly, Mayor said he was officially authorized.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Terri Cwik , President, Stone Harbor Museum  read a letter informing the Mayor and Council that the museum purchased the three commercial units in the Leeward Condominium, 9410 Second Avenue to be used as the new location for the museum. They hope to be able to enjoy a closer relationship with the Borough and its programs. They recognize the importance of both the financial support given by the Borough as well as the services of the Public Works Department during the past 17 years. 
Patti DeMarco 364 – 93rd Street looking on the agenda for discussion on the pumping station on 93rd street. Mayor said that is the project we talked about in the Work Session.  She asked what it is and what are we pumping.  Engineer said it is a storm water pumping station. Mayor said it is the grant money we received from flood mitigation. She asked if there will be two buildings on 93rd street, if it is where council decides.  Engineer said the new sanitary sewer pump station will be a sub service pump station, in the rear of the lot, on the left and would all be below grade and would not require any vertical housing structure on top of it. With the new storm sewer pump station could possibly be going in the same spot where the sanitary was once it is de-commissioned. She asked what water it moves, Engineer said it will service the 93rd street drainage area with is bounded by 88th Street – 98th Street, all the way to the Bay and comes half way up toward Second Avenue. 
Ms. DeMarco asked if streets in this area would be regraded. Engineer said potentially yes, some of the work doing with the County Master Plan. She reported her block was repaved on April 8, 1998 and there has been water at her curb every day since. Borough has checked it but no matter what there is water at that curb every day. Engineer took her address.   
Mayor announced that on January 17, 2017 we swore in our new Councilmember, Ray Parzych and he did not get an opportunity to speak. He has an opportunity now to address constituents and the public on being appointed to Council. 

Councilmember Ray Parzych note of thanks to the Stone Harbor Regular Republican committee and the Mayor and all Councilmembers for having confidence and trust in him to appoint him to this position. He understands he was not elected, can’t claim to have a mandate, nevertheless he will try to represent everyone and make the informed decisions to move the town forward, with the help of the taxpayers, Council, Mayor and Borough Employees.  He does not take the responsibility lightly and rest assured he will do the best job he can.

AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF A TRASH PACKER

WHEREAS, there exists a need for a trash packer in the Borough of Runnemede, in the County of Camden, State of New Jersey; and

A RESOLUTION CREATING AN INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH CAPE EXPRESS SOCCER CLUB FOR THE USE OF 

THE RECREATION FIELDS 

OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., authorizes municipalities and school districts to enter into agreements for the purposes of exchanging, sharing and cooperating with regard to services common to said communities through Interlocal Services Agreements ; and


WHEREAS, the Cape Express Soccer Club is in need of services relating to the use of recreational playing fields of the Borough of Stone Harbor for use by its sports soccer teams; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has certain lands, equipment and personnel available to meet the needs of the Cape Express Soccer Club in this area; and


WHEREAS, entering into an Interlocal Services Agreement with the Cape Express Soccer Club for this purpose has been deemed to be in the best interests of citizens of the Borough and the players of the Cape Express Soccer Club; and


WHEREAS, in consideration of this Agreement and in an effort to supplement the costs of maintenance of Borough facilities, Cape Express Soccer Club agrees to pay the Borough the sum of $1,500.00  per season..


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey on this 7th  day of February, 2017 that the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough of Stone Harbor and Cape Express Soccer Club hereby agree, under the authority of N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., as follows:

1. Cape Express Soccer Club agrees to pay the sum of $ 1,500.00 for year 2017 and  shall have full access to and use of the recreational ball fields of the Borough of Stone Harbor located in the vicinity of 80th Street and Second Avenue, for recreational activities officially sanctioned and conducted by the Cape Express Soccer Club. Including Saturday and Sunday Use, March 11, 2017 to June 10, 2017 10:00 am – 6:00 pm (excluding Easter Week-end and Memorial Day Week-end) and also Friday, June 2, 2017 from 5pm-8pm for the 2nd annual College ID Camp for area high school players in southern New Jersey.  

2. Such access and use shall be conditioned upon coordination with and approval by the Recreation Director of the Borough of Stone Harbor with the understanding that the activities of the Borough of Stone Harbor Recreation Department take precedence.

3. The term of this Interlocal Services Agreement shall be from March 11, 2017 through June 10, 2017. 

4. The Cape Express Soccer Club shall provide to the Borough of Stone Harbor written proof of liability insurance for the aforementioned use of the property of the Borough of Stone Harbor as required by the Atlantic County Joint Insurance Fund; and shall, additionally, hold harmless and indemnify the Borough of Stone Harbor for any and all loses, damages, and claims of whatever nature that may arise out of or in connection with the use of the property by the Cape Express Soccer Club, its sports/recreation participants, agents, contractors, officers and/or employees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute this Resolution as the Interlocal Services Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Cape Express Soccer Club, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.

WHEREAS, municipalities participating in the ACMJIF have saved their local taxpayers millions of dollars in the form of lower premiums and the return of nearly $31 million dollars in surplus distributions; and
WHEREAS, the elected officials and the municipal employees covered by the Atlantic County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund are the foundation of the Fund’s success and without whose dedication to the Fund Safety and Risk Management programs the Fund would not have achieved the status it enjoys today; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor wishes to recognize and commemorate the Fund on its 30th year of successful operation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough of Stone Harbor assembled in a public session on February 7, 2017, that this body does hereby recognize and commemorate 2017 as the 30th year of the successful operation of the Atlantic County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund; and

No Second, the Mayor stated the motion does not carry.

Councilmember Kramar, said as senior Council person I have over the last seven years always based my vote on what was best for our community.  I did not always wholeheartedly agree to every motion or project but if it benefited the majority of the people I vote yes. This entire Council voting no, not even a second, shows a disrespect to all the citizens of Stone Harbor. This is a small amount to spend for the betterment of Stone Harbor for the improvements, with the money being put in the budget last year and working on this project for almost 3 years, your decision has not validity whatsoever. 
Councilmember Gallagher asked about the evaluation of the open space committee for this project. Councilmember Kramar said this is not open space. Councilmember Gallagher asked about the grant. Her question, we missed it by one point, she asked Engineer in terms of evaluation, what does that mean?  How close where we? Engineer said there is not an exact rating schedule he is aware of, don’t know what our point system was. We hired a subcontractor that has a very good relationship with NJDCA he carries the ball, that gives us the best odds. He filed the application, called and said you made the cut, looks very good. About a week later, he received a phone call that said things were re-evaluated and we fell off the list by a point. 
Councilmember Gallagher said knowing we were only one point away, and we have the opportunity to reapply, and it sounds positive, she feels she would like to go on record as explaining my lack of a second, therefore no vote, as being a good steward of the taxpayers money by saying I can’t in good conscience say let’s spend that $240,000, even though it is in the budget, because we may very well get that much next year. I think we can wait one year and that is the basis for her vote. 

Councilmember Kramar it is not guaranteed we will get that money next year whatsoever. When you say it is a small amount, we have gone out to bid, 3-4 times for the Police building. Every time that has cost over $200,000 we’ve lost, now we are going out to bid again, with new specs. This is not even about that, when you don’t even get a second. I have two letters here from the Chamber of Commerce, someone who worked for the Chamber, saying this is the number 1 critique they hear on a regular basis, from an average of 100 citizens a day in season. Councilmember Krafczek said some of those complaints are probably geared toward the cleanliness of it, whether it is new or old, based on that, he is inclined to say take a step back and maybe it is a maintenance issue that is the crux of those letters. He approached with an open mind, if we had people parading in here from the public saying this is a mess, we need a new one, haven’t heard that. Not a proponent of throwing money at something because it is a little bit dated. 
Councilmember Lane said we voted to do this based on the fact that we anticipated getting the grant, this is not a vote for anyone.  Councilmember Kramar said it was not contingent upon the grant.  Councilmember Lane said she agrees with Mantura, the amount of money is significant, it is a clean bathroom, it is functional, don’t know what else you want in a public bathroom. Councilmember Kramar said you have lost the perspective about the rest of it and Grant telling you we need that wet wall there, one of the main things. Councilmember Rich said Mantura has a good idea, put it back on for next year, no disrespect to anyone, realistically have we done drawings for this new building?   If we had the money, how long would that take?  The budget gets passed in March, to her it is a next year project, no matter what. We can’t rip up bathrooms before the Summer, put it in the future.  Mantura, if we are denied again this time next year, she would be inclined to take that money, that we did earmark for it and go forward with the project. But when we were told we were that close, can’t in good conscience say let’s not gamble on that. We have nothing to lose by waiting.

Councilmember Parzych said there are several parts of this discussion at stake here. He is not familiar with procedures yet, so when we didn’t get a second, he didn’t realize that was the end. .  Councilmember Kramar said in her seven years that has never happened. He said he recently visited the rest rooms as well and he didn’t find them in horrible shape. If there is a chance we can proceed and get this grant next year, which will take care of the ADA and the restroom renovations we should definitely go ahead and to that.  The other issue of the sensitive area housing janitorial supplies, we need to take action at this meeting and do away with that and direct public works to someone come up with lockers, outside or inside, so employees don’t have to go into that sensitive area.  Mayor said that should go back to PW committee in consultation with Grant as to where that would go. Never been in there in July and August, but can only imagine. Council needs to take some measures to make sure they are cleaned more regularly that they apparently are being cleaned. We have to make sure we do the grant, make sure the bathrooms get cleaned more often and secure the supplies somewhere. This should come out of this meeting. 
Councilmember Kramar said PW does have a schedule and that building is checked constantly. When the Farmers Market is there we have a janitorial man on staff, there the whole time. Councilmember Parzych said maybe we need someone there full time in July and August.  Whatever we are doing it isn’t enough in July and August. 
Mayor said the supplies need to be moved from one area to another. Councilmember Kramar said also the wet wall between the two, which is going to enlarge the building. Mayor said but it is presently ADA compliant.  Councilmember Kramar said she wants to make sure that money stays in the budget, $234,000 and is not moved from that budget to someplace else, to another committee. Mayor said this will go back to Public Works for discussion.
