Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press on March 6, 2017. (meeting postponed from March 7, 2017)
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
Moment of Silence – Former Council President Gerald Gladue Age 92, passed away on Monday, March 6, 2017. He served on Council from 1989 to 2003. From 1992 on he served as President of Council. 
PRESENTATION – Lomax – Dune Management Proposal - Aaron Baker - Consultant

Councilmember Rich said this is the first application Natural Resources has received, have been working on the Dune Vegetation Management Plan for a few years, it is complete and this is the first application. Natural Resources has met on this at least three times and have put it into an order that they understand. 
Aaron Baker, environmental consultant for Lomax Consultant Group, has worked on almost 20 Dune Vegetation Projects, mostly in Avalon, similar to what we have here. He reviewed the benefits of our dunes, a very valuable resource, we want to protect and manage them the best way possible. He is here today to discuss the program and present the initial pilot project for the Borough. The main goal of the DVMP is a concern with the Japanese Black Pine. It was planted to save the dunes after the ’62 storm, they are salt resistant, good root system. We have learned the mistake in choosing Black Pine as they tend to grow so well, they continue to spread and block out all the native vegetation. They drop a dense carpet of pine needles, which can be a fire hazard. It has also come to light they are not so resistant to pests and disease. The Bark Beetles and Blue Stain Fungus are moving through coastal systems throughout the US from Maine to North Carolina. The Borough has the Dune Vegetation Management Plan to remove these and create a more natural and diverse system in the dunes. That is where this project comes into play. The plan is a public, private partnership, it is public project but is funded by private property owners. The project is completed at little to no cost to the Borough but the Borough has control over the project and has the final say. In the project you go in and mark all the Japanese Black Pine (yellow dots on the plan). We go in, after approval and remove the Pines and put in native plants to increase diversity. The root system from the Japanese Black Pine is left in place. To help the native plants we recommend irrigation for generally only 2-3 years. There is 5 years of yearly monitoring in the plan. The private sponsors are responsible for the new plants and any replanting/maintenance.  This is all laid out in a Memorandum of Agreement between the Borough and the Sponsors, in which they put the money up front for all the work into an escrow account that the Borough holds. The Borough will then hand out the money to the contractors as they complete the work. During this process of removal and replanting oversight is a must. A Borough representative would come and provide the oversight for any work a landscaper would be doing in the dunes.   Another component is maintenance of the sight which includes maintenance pruning of native vegetation. With the Committee we have established a set of limitations and guidelines for how much can be done on the trees. The whole goal of the program is to improve the health of the dune and make sure they are here for years to come.  He passed out a map and said the project is between 115th and 118th street, three main project areas. Figure 2 is what we will be putting back into the dune. We are proposing to remove 37 Black Pine, over 200 native plants going back in.

Councilmember Kramar asked if he was taking out 37 healthy trees. He said yes. She said there are no bark beetles whatsoever. He said it is a matter of time, Councilmember Kramar said he can’t be sure of that. She said the Borough  had a consultant come, his expertise was the bark beetle, and he said there were none in Stone Harbor, they were in Avalon. She is concerned in taking out healthy trees. She asked what type of irrigation and who would be putting it in. He said the landscaper that was chosen for the project would be contracted to install irrigation, we recommend the type. She asked about the Borough employee overseeing this. He said it will be an appointee of the Borough, to consult.   
He said this is preemptive, trying to get ahead of the problem before it becomes a problem. Avalon had a tree on the island at 77th Street with bark beetles and fungus.

Mayor Davies-Dunhour best presentation of this she has heard. She questioned if every bit of this is on our property and is going to be funded by citizens, however all on our property. None located on private property?  Mr. Baker said the only question is tree 35,36 and 37 are right on the boarder of private and public property, need someone from the Borough to confirm they are on Borough property before they are touched. The area next to the houses, there is an easement. Mayor also asked if we would be only working with Luing as a property owner or working with others. Mr. Baker said Mrs. Luing started the process and is leading the charge, but there are other participants. Mayor said the summarize, it is all on Borough property, funded 100% by private citizens, however, the Borough is the one who will find the pruner, the irrigator, we will be hiring the professionals? He said he works with several landscapers on dune projects, the sponsors will choose one, they are the ones footing the bill and the ones responsible. 

Councilmember Krafczek asked if it was subsurface irrigation.  He said it will be laid on the surface we are not allowed to disturb the soil. Irrigation will be subsurface up to the dune edge, and then laid on the surface. 

Mayor asked what the next step was. Administrator said this has to be brought back for Council to authorize. Mr. Baker said the thing to move forward is a Memorandum of Agreement. He needs approval and consent to move forward with Memorandum of Agreement and once that is signed and the escrow account is created, he can proceed with the project.  Mrs. Luing will be responsible and will sign the paperwork.  Mayor said we need to see a MOA and then have a Resolution to approve it.   The MOA will come forward at the next meeting.

INTRODUCTION OF BUDGET 3/9/17
Madam Mayor, I would like to introduce the 2017 Municipal Budget.

As is the practice, beginning in September Our Borough Administrator, Jill Gougher and our CFO Jim Craft began distributing expenditure histories and worksheets to all department heads.  They were instructed to meet with their Council Committees to discuss all operating and Capital Budget requests and prepare to present their requests to the entire Council at the Work Session of October 18, 2016.

This was the first time the entire Council was able to hear directly from each department head what they were requesting and why they were requesting that amount.  Whether they were able to maintain or, reduce their request and  explain why there were any increases over the prior year.

I would like to complement each department head for the manner in which they presented their requests and the effort they made to hold the line on their costs as requested by the Administration and finance Committee

The focus of our budget is again on the back bay dredging and the unanticipated cost of partnering in the beach replenishment program which required us to contribute $1.5 Million dollars and is now underway.  I am very proud to announce that the request for an increase in our water allocation permit, which effort began in 2012 and required the drilling of a sentinel well at the Airport, has been granted and was effective March 1st. This is the first time in over thirty years we have had an increase in our allocation.   We have also instituted a 10 year program for our infrastructure which includes replacing the lift station at 93rd street.  If feasible that current structure will become an important piece of our flood risk management project for which we have received a $2.7 million dollar grant.  This will allow us to begin alleviating the flooding problem from 87th St to 96th St. along 3rd Avenue.  And, we will be partnering with the County on areas of that project.  We anticipate beginning the construction of our new Safety Building by Fall.

We are all very much aware that the vitality of this town lies in the three B’s.  Beach, Bay, and Business areas.  

With that said we will be putting through a 1/2cent increase in our budget this year in order to cover the increase in Debt Service for the paydown of Bond anticipation Notes directly related to the Back Bay Dredging Project. Our tax rate therefore, will go from 23.9 to 24.4 cents which translates to $50.00 per $1 million of assessment.  

I would ask that when you look at your new tax bill you realize that we bill for the County, School Board, Library and Open Space.  So the Bottom number does not all go to Stone Harbor.  Look at your Local Municipal   Tax for the amount billed by Stone Harbor.  For instance on your current tax bill 55% of the bill is County and School related taxes.

A copy of the 2017 budget will be posted on our website and sent to SHPOA and various media outlets for our property owners to review.  We will present the budget on March 21st at our scheduled Council session and again Saturday, April 1st at 10:00 a.m.  There will be a public hearing on April 4th at our regularly scheduled Council Meeting at which time the public may ask questions prior to adoption.  Residents are encouraged to review the budget documents that will be placed online prior to the Public Hearing.  If you have any questions, concerns or recommendations please direct them to our Borough Administrator who will share them with all of Council.  I would like at this time to turn this over to our Administrator and our Chief Financial Officer for additional information prior to taking a vote on introduction.  

Administrator Gougher made one correction due to the delay in our Council Meeting, the actual date for the public hearing and adoption will be the 18th of April. The overall budget increased this year by $3,660,713.95, however, $2,736,598.83 was specific for the grants that we have offsetting revenues. When you back out the grants, the actual budget increase is only $330,115.12 which is 2% increase. The amount to be raised by taxes to support the budget is $267,500 and as Councilmember Lane has already pointed out the primary reason for this is due to the increase in our debt service in the amount of $250,556, which was the pay down on Bond Anticipation Notes primarily related to the Back Bay Dredging. Our Salary increased by 3% and our operating budget decreased by 2%. This is because the departments listened to the request from A&F and held the line on their operating expenses.

UNDER THE “NONFAIR AND OPEN” PROCESS

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor is given authority by N.J.S.A. 40A:11 et seq. to enter into contracts for “Professional Services” without competitive bidding, where the need arises and so long as the award of such contract is made public by a Resolution of the Governing Body and the contractor submits certain disclosures in accordance with the “fair and open” process; and

WHEREAS, limiting the influence of campaign contributions on municipal appointments is an important policy of the Borough and the “nonfair and open” process prevents any professional from contributing more than $300 to any local political party or campaign; and

WHEREAS, the required pay-to-play disclosures are on file with the Borough Clerk as required by law; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor is mandated by state statute to appoint a Municipal Attorney and a Municipal Prosecutor and the law specifically allows for these posts to be filled by the same attorney.  The law also requires that municipalities designate litigation counsel and counsel to the tax assessor.  These tasks are typically performed by the Municipal Attorney; and

WHEREAS, Blaney & Karavan, P.C. , Attorneys at Law in good standing in the State of New Jersey, has offered the attached Proposal and are experienced in the area of Local Government Law and municipal prosecution; and

WHEREAS, Blaney & Karavan, P.C. is a authorized by law to practice a recognized profession, the practice of which is regulated by law, and the performance of  these service requires knowledge of an advanced type in a field of learning acquired by a prolonged formal course of specialized instruction;

WHEREAS, NJSA 40A:11 et seq. allows the Borough to enter into contracts for “Professional Services,” including legal services, without competitive bidding, where the need arises and so long as the award of such contract is made public by a Resolution of the Governing Body.
