Frank Bowen, President of Channel Marine Construction 31 Clermont Drive, Clermont , N.J.  Sworn in by Solicitor Karavan.

Representing the Sheetz family on their waterfront development at 9905 Sunrise. He stated they  will be putting in a new bulkhead which they have a permit for. He is before Council because the pier, ramp and float need Council approval to move forward. Everything has been approved by the State. It is for a ramp and a float with associated pilings, approximate 20X20 pier, small finger pier on the right, all there now, has been for years, grandfathered that is why the State approved it. Looking for approvals to rebuild.

Councilmember Kramar asked how high the bulkhead was. He replied the bulkhead is at Stone Harbor’s required elevation. 
Councilmember Parzych said the fixed dock is basically the same size as what is there now. The floating dock is actually smaller than the one there now. He asked about boat lifts and said the permit talks about them, but none are going in?  Mr. Bowen said no, no boat lifts. The permit speaks about swimming pools, etc.  Councilmember Parzych wants to make it clear we are not here approving swimming pools, just talking about the docks. Essentially we are approving what is there now, but a smaller floating dock.

DISCUSSION
POLICY FOR NON PROFIT APPLICATION 

Councilmember Lane said all those who want support from the Borough will make their request by October which would allow us to get the funds in the budget. They will be required to fill out the application and follow the rules on the application. They will be providing us with the reason for the money, we will pay the vendor direct, or they will present us with an actual invoice and we will reimburse for the invoice. A financial statement will be required yearly from the organization which receives the money from us. 
Councilmember Kramar stated with taxpayer money that some people don’t want to give their money to organizations in or out of town. They feel it is their prerogative to give to whom they wish. 

Councilmember Parzych agrees, the document is very well done and the application. The whole taxpayer money issue is something we have to consider, for us to take someone’s money and give it to someone that they might not be interested in is a problem.   It came up at the Coast Guard foundation luncheon, some municipalities brought that up. We have to be sure that the organization explains to us how it is benefiting the town, has to be clear.  
Councilmember Lane said that is why we don’t give donations. It has to be in order to support, like the Mammal Stranding, they come and remove dolphins, etc. from our beach. We are allowed to give them taxpayer money to do that, they provide a service. The Museum, same thing, providing a service of education to this town and we are reimbursing an expense that they have. Same with the seniors, if they do come we will reimburse an expense. Basically it is just for Stone Harbor and a service they provide for the town.   

Councilmember Parzych agrees with the policy but in his association with different groups over the years, once word gets out that there is a process to apply for money, we will get applications from everywhere. Councilmember Lane said we always have but there was never a policy in place. 

A Resolution will be prepared for the next meeting to approve the application.

COUNCILMEMBER RICH - EMERGENCY OPENINGS – Someone said we haven’t approved any emergency street openings. She said she can’t be the only one that has driven around town and seen them.

Administrator said she will clarify that, if it is an emergency street opening it goes to the Engineer’s office and they reviews it and approves it. Engineer said yes, after the fact. Mayor asked if there was some way of finding out how many we approved in the last 5 years. Engineer said we can.
