DISCUSSION:

Councilmember Kramar objected to “churches” in the policy. She doesn’t believe taxpayers money should be given to non-profits, we each have our own we give to. Doesn’t think we need a set policy. 

Councilmember Lane said this has been discussed in previous work sessions in depth. We are trying to set a policy where if someone provides a service to the Borough or to a segment of the town, it is not a donation, it is paying for services rendered. It was agreed at the work session to bring this forward. 

Mayor said this is for services rendered, not a donation.  

Councilmember Gallagher said this Resolution prevents us from having to respond to every request. If they meet the criteria then we can entertain the request. This will limit it rather than hand it out. 
Solicitor said he didn’t like using “churches” because of church and State. Mayor reminded everyone that we provide free water the churches. Councilmember Lane said yes, that is a donation and tax free. Councilmember Rich asked if the churches would have to fill out paperwork to get free water. Mayor said no, we are done with that. 

Councilmember Parzych said he agrees with everything Councilmember Kramar said, but all this policy does is formalize the process and gives us the mechanism to evaluate the request. Unless they show benefit to Stone Harbor and its’ citizens, if gives us the mechanism to say no.
