HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Wally Bishop 10601Second Avenue – Spoke on behalf of the POA about the Flood Management Plan. POA will be preparing written comments on the Plan. POA believes the sustainability of this island is a 4 legged bar stool. The first is beach replenishment and stabilization, second is dredging and maintenance of the bay, third, water conservation and fourth flood mitigation. We are now talking about flood management he believes we will eventually have to stop the water from coming on, handle the water that comes on, some pumped off, some by injection into the ground water, finally with all of that you have to make sure it doesn’t come back.  

He wants to talk about things we can deal with right now. 1) we do need to cooperate with Avalon. Avalon is doing their own study now, there are using 25-50-100 year storms. Our plan says we will use 10 and 25, almost nobody using that anymore.  Guessing this program is 20, 25 million minimum. Pipes that are too small, no drop structure, have to get the water off the island, replenishment of ground water injection.  

He is recommending that the Borough, for a study of this size and this importance, get a Blue Ribbon Panel Peer Review. This report is so important you can’t rely on one Engineering firm. You should have a Peer Review, very inexpensive. The report does two things, is this the right technology for this island and second, if you are going to move into 7 pump stations on this island, forget below or above ground, you are going to put generators in neighborhoods and that is noise. Storm drain pump stations are a different animal. They are high maintenance items, and you will need different personnel, and a lot of them, to maintain them. 
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POA would like for the Borough to immediately put in an inflatable dam at the boat ramp. The report says more than half of our outlets don’t have check valves on them, take the top 10 and put in duck bills, very inexpensive, put a bladder on them and shut them off. Take the ones flooding the most neighborhoods and for $6,000 you could take care of a lot of this right now, an immediate action,  purchase and install them. 

Finally, this will be an adaptive program. Weather and climate are changing.  The Stone Harbor POA for their project of the year, will put up money so we can put in real time monitoring of the problem neighborhoods. We want them to operate for several years, where you can start to see the effect between rain and tide and the improvements you want to make. We will have the money available in December. 

Councilmember Parzych thanked him and said all the comments are great, appreciate any help we get. Mayor thanked him for good suggestions and also thanks for SHPOA for offering financially to support what we need to do.  Asked POA to stay in touch with the Administrator.
