Reduction in restoration process
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An earlier plan to move distribution system down First Avenue met with opposition in October when ACE held a public hearing on Phase II.

The new presentation given by Dan Woods and Greg Domsic changed the plan so that the distribution system in Stone Harbor uses the same pole infrastructure put in place on Second Avenue, the steel poles. Domsic said that only two new poles would be needed and they would be wood not steel. ACE was not yet able to say where the new poles would be located. They could be several feet taller than the existing wooden poles they replace.

The new system will achieve the goal of having the entire island fed from the new substation. Currently the south end of Stone Harbor is fed from the mainland via Court House.  The replacement and/or addition of the overhead infrastructure on the steel poles that carry transmission lines from 80th Street to between 93rd and 94th Street. A second cross arm deck above the existing cross arm deck on the steel poles and stringing new line in above that we will accomplish what we planned. That is the basis of the design. 
Greg Domsic said in order to accomplish this we will not be adding any steel poles. We will need to add at least two wood poles and various anchors. So there are two additional poles that will need to be installed where there isn’t currently a pole right now. There are also several poll replacements in kind, studier or stronger, going up 81st street towards Third Avenue, wood poles. So there are pole for pole replacement but only two additional wooden polls in this design. 
Councilmember Parzych said so the two new poles are wooden poles?  They said yes. And some of the existing wooden poles will be replaced maybe with bigger poles?  He asked how much bigger? They said that would not be a significant change, up 81st street we would have to go to a 45 ft. pole, most of them are 40 ft. already. 
They said they will have more details, engineering drawings and plans as we move forward toward construction in February 2018.   

John Ready said last October you were talking about going down First Avenue. So that is out?  Not going down First Avenue?  They said not the plan now. He asked other than those two poles, there is nothing else going up?   They said some pole for pole replacement along 81st Street. The two new wooden poles they may or may not be on private property? They said that is correct. 
Mr. Ready said you are going to a Homeowners meeting on Saturday and you will be told you have scared this island forever with those metal poles.  The most ugly thing anyone has ever seen, it is a disgrace. We have had the south end of this island underground for 40 years and I don’t think you ever had to dig anything up. Glad to hear there is nothing new coming. 

Bunny Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive – does it end at 94th & Second Avenue? They said yes. The line ends and there will be a transition point and some switches. Nothing crosses over 96th Street, they said no.

Jeff Alderton 10409 First Avenue regarding the previous discussion, with regard to the construction happening in town. His issue is the ordinances need to be reviewed. ESTABLISHING A FIVE-YEAR LEASE WITH THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE FOR THE OFFICE ON LOT 79, BLOCK 95.3


WHEREAS, since 1976 the Stone Harbor Chamber of Commerce has operated a public information office out of a building erected by the Chamber upon Borough property consisting of the westerly fifteen feet, six inches of lot 79; block 95.3 in the Borough of Stone Harbor; and 


WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor is desirous of continuing this public service to the people of the Borough of Stone Harbor by entering into a new lease with the Chamber of Commerce; and 


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:60-51.12 allows municipalities to lease public buildings to non-profit or not-for-profit entities under appropriate circumstances and terms; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, duly assembled in public session this 5th day of September, 2017, as follows:


1. The preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference. 


2. This Resolution, when fully executed by the parties, shall serve as the Lease between the Borough of Stone Harbor (“the Borough”) and the Stone Harbor Chamber of Commerce (“the Chamber”), in accordance with the following terms: 


a. The term of the lease shall be five years commencing on September 5, 2017; 


b. The leasehold shall be the office area and other interior areas of the building (“office area”) upon the above described area of Borough real property; 


c. In consideration of the use of the office area, the Chamber shall be responsible for the payment of utility costs associated with the use of the office area for electricity; telephone and cable; 


d. The Chamber shall be responsible for the regular maintenance and cleaning of the office area; 


e. The Chamber shall be provided, in consideration of the public service they are providing, with a single Borough parking permit for use as allowed by ordinance. 


f. The use of the office area shall be used solely as an information center for the dissemination of information pertaining to the Borough of Stone Harbor, its facilities and activities and the promotion of community relations and furtherance of the Borough’s policy of supporting the business community through the provision of information to the public, and not for commercial business, trade, or manufacturing purposes; 


g. The Chamber shall comply with the following insurance requirements:


1. COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE During the life of this lease, the Chamber shall procure and maintain Commercial General Liability Insurance on an "occurrence basis", with limits of liability of not less than $ 1,000,000.00 per occurrence and/or aggregate combined single limit, personal injury, bodily injury and property damage. 


2.  WORKERS' COMPENSATION During the life of this Lease, the Chamber shall procure and maintain Workers' Compensation Insurance, including employers' liability coverage, in accordance with the Statutes of the State of New Jersey. 


3. The Chamber shall be required to name the Borough and any of its officials, employees, officers and agents as additional insureds. The Chamber must give Sixty (60) Days prior notice to the Borough of any notice received by the Chamber indicating that the policy or policies will be canceled or not renewed or if there is to be any reduction in the limits of coverage. 


4. If any of the above coverages expire during the term of this Lease, the Chamber shall arrange for renewal policies and maintain such policies in full force and effect during the term of this Lease and any renewal or extension thereof. 


5. Certificates of Insurance shall be filed with the BOROUGH at or about the time of execution of this Lease but before commencement of the services hereunder.

 
h. INDEMNIFICATION: HOLD HARMLESS. The Chamber hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Borough and/or the ATLANTIC COUNTY MUNICIPAL JOINT INSURANCE 
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FUND or any insurance carrier or self-insurance fund designated by the BOROUGH and their agents and employees, from and against all claims, damages, losses and/or liabilities and expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, incurred by the Borough arising out of the defense or institution of an action arising out of the performance of the work herein by Chamber or which is the result of: (1) bodily injury, illness or death, or for property damage, including the loss of use; and (2) caused in whole or in part by Chamber’s negligent act or omission or that of any officer, agent, volunteer or employee of the Chamber. This indemnification and hold harmless agreement shall apply in all instances whether the Borough and/or the ATLANTIC COUNTY MUNICIPAL JOINT INSURANCE FUND or any insurance carrier or self-insurance fund designated by the BOROUGH, as well as their agents and employees is made a direct party to the initial decision or claim or is subsequently made a party to the action by third party in-pleading or is made a party to a collateral action arising, in whole or in part, from any of the issues emanating from the original cause of action or claim. 


i. TERMINATION. The Borough may terminate this Lease for cause at any time, in which event the Chamber shall be required to vacate the office area within 90 days of written notice from the Borough. 


j.  CHOICE OF LAW. This lease shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Jersey and any suit with regard to this lease shall be first venued in the New Jersey Superior Court in Cape May County, New Jersey. 


k. CONSIDERATION. The Borough and the Chamber agree and acknowledge that the mutual covenants of this lease shall serve as good and valuable consideration for same and further agree and acknowledge that N.J.S.A. 40:60-51.12 allows for such lease to be binding without the requirement of the payment of rent. 

Intending to be bound by the terms hereof the authorized representatives of the parties have hereunder executed this Lease.
