PUBLIC SAFETY 
Councilmember Carusi reported that his committee met on Thursday, December 12, 2013 at 9:30 am. All members were present.  In Courts, the talk thru metal detector will be in place and go active on January 9, 2014. It will be present for all meetings. The police will support the operation. In OEM Mr. Hawk reported on planned gas line to replace the use of coal at the power plant at Beelseys Point. Carbon emissions projected to be reduced by half.  The county OEM office is applying for a grant program that will facilitate quicker application for storm related damage. 

Fire EMS report –Chief Stanford reported for the Fire Department in November they  had 14 fire calls, total for the year 193, right on track with last year.  There were  9 EMS calls for the month a total of 327for the year, we are approaching the amount we had for last year . In the  Bureau of Fire Prevention we are finishing the year with inspections and are collecting the bills due for 2014.  We will be ready in January to start with our inspections.
Councilmember Carusi reported on the siren usage that has been worked out with the Fire Department with one siren going off from 7 pm to 7 am. We may have a step backwards in the next few months only because of the transition when the County comes on line and the coordination with Avalon for dispatch.  

Police Captain Schutta reported for November 2013. 783 incidents logged, there were 10,773 miles patrolled, 131 motor vehicle stops, 31 moving violations issued, 1 parking violation, 2 suspicious motor vehicles were investigated, 2 motor vehicle accidents were handled, one motorist assist, responded to 10 alarms, 8 fire calls, 11 medical calls, 3 ordinance violations, 9 adults arrested , 1 DUI and no
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juveniles were arrested. Various members of the department received training Alcotest recertification, fire arms qualifications, computer aided dispatch , internal affairs , swat training and all dispatchers received training in-service. Detective Division charged a 30 year old Del Haven resident with shoplifting for her involvement in the November 14th theft from WaWa food market. The case is pending in municipal court. 

Since January 2013 the Department has participated in Project Medicine Drop which is the initiative of the NJ Division of Consumer Affairs with the Federal Drug Enforcement Administration to halt the diversion and abuse of prescription drugs. This program allows the residents to drop off unused or expired prescription medications to the police department.  It presents an opportunity for unused medications from falling into the hands of those who might abuse them and it keep them from being flushed into local water supply. To date this program has been a success with the Department turning over for destruction over 150 lbs of prescription medication. In 2014 with the potential dispatch consolidation and relocation to Avalon, the program will be reevaluated due to the 24/7 requirement that the area be monitored.   
NATURAL RESOURCES
Councilmember Rich reported that the Bird Sanctuary Committee  that the Invasive Removal Project was well attended on November 2nd, approximately 30 individuals came out to volunteer under the direction of the Wetlands. Jack Berrigan’s Annual report for the Bird Sanctuary has been submitted and is on file. Animal Control meetings are being held for contracts in 2014.

Beach – We received the semi annual report from Coastal Research Center from Stockton in October. This survey was done on May 14 and then again October 29 after the replenishment. 8 profiled beaches show results we gained 715,346 cu yds from the ACOE Project.. Our 13,077 feet of beaches were restored to the full template.  Dune grass has been planted, dune fencing replaced and walkovers are back in shape.  The Beach Sweep in October was successful  and Lomax Consulting Group has met twice with NR and did a public report at the last council meeting on Dune Vegetation Management Plan.  This is on the agenda tonight to be approved.  We will be meeting with Ocean Coastal in January to discuss dredging and creating a Bay Management Plan for the future of our back bays. We are continuing to stay in touch with USACOE on the Intra Coastal Waterway The goal is to have them remove the material first, before we plan our dredging. 

Library – We received the latest elevations of the building, and they did not include the changes we requested. We will schedule a meeting in January to review.

Planning Board reviewed a draft ordinance on regulating construction in the V zones and a new committee was created to work on future parking needs, hotel/motel needs and waterfront district.  
BEACH & RECREATION
The Recreation Advisory Committee met on Monday, December 2.  The Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee met on Friday, December 13.

BEACH

We ordered 2000 holiday beach tags this year – the most yet.  As of this morning four were remaining for sale. They initially went on sale on November 5. 

We will be reviewing the Borough’s ordinances that address beach regulations as we move forward with new signage at the beach entrances for the summer of 2014.

RECREATION
The December Recreation Schedule is posted on the Borough’s website.  There are some cancellations due to the holidays so please check the schedule if you plan on attending any of the activities.

The position of Recreation Director has been posted on our website and will be advertised in the local newspapers.  Resumes will be accepted until January 6. The full job description and minimum requirements are listed on the Borough website. We anticipate conducting interviews beginning the week of January 20 and recommending an appointment to the Mayor by February 1.  We anticipate our present recreation director, Van Cathcart, to work with the new director for a month or so to insure a smooth transition. 
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As everyone is aware the tree lightening was scheduled for last Tuesday and unfortunately due to a forecasted storm it was canceled.  It was rescheduled and took place last night.  Special thanks to the School Board, the PTC and The Fire Company for continuing this Stone Harbor tradition.  

TOURISM

We have a resolution on the agenda tonight to approve a contract with the Jersey Pops for a series of concerts this summer as part of the Borough’s Centennial events.  The Centennial kickoff party scheduled for December 28 at The Reeds has been sold out for months.  Just a reminder…tickets are required.  If anyone with tickets finds they are unable to attend please let us know as there is presently a waiting list for tickets.

We are working on having the Jitneys running New Year’s Eve between Avalon and Stone Harbor.  This will be a joint effort between the two municipalities and the two Chambers of Commerce.  Once we have the hours and the route firmly decided we will post it on our website and have Scott Wahl get the word out via press releases and also through the Chambers.
UTILITIES
UTILITIES COMMITTEE MEETING  HELD  12/06/13

In attendance, The committee.

 We are still working on obtaining an Electric Car Charger Station.  We have asked RV to put together a proposal, since our attempt to work with another Municipality appears unworkable at the moment & we would like to move forward with this project.  

Water usage –Another month of water saving-  small, but effective.  We used 10K gals less than last Nov.

5,131 compared to 5, 141.

In conjunction with Go Green we met with the Landscapers, plumbers, etc.  In attendance from the Borough were Josee Rich, Kim Stevenson Jill Gougher, Suzanne Stanford, Mike Koochembere, Joanne Mascia & Myself.  Go Green was represented by Alan Kaplan, Larry Kratzer & Patti DiMarco.  We had a decent attendance and a very constructive discussion.  Our ordinances concerning sprinkler systems & times allowed were discussed in detail.  One repeated question was that we extend the watering time on the day allowed to 9:00 a.m.   The 30 min. per zone will not change, but the start time can be from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 a.m. on the allowed day.  We agreed to introduce that change to the Ordinance in Jan.  That will be similar to the ordinance of our neighbor to the North.

Because the program now in use by our Utilities Collector is  obsolete, & does not provide the ability to prepare the type of reports we need,  and does not interface with our Finance Dept. we are looking  into a new system that will be compatible with our finance dept  and also allow us to automate some remaining manual systems.

New forms have been prepared for meter set requests by contractors.  These forms will make it clear that if our utility dept is called out to set a meter and the contractor is not ready, he will incur a charge for each time he calls us to come out.  

Kim will be sending Smart System Certification forms to all property owners who are on our list as having the Smart System installed.  They will be asked to provide proof of purchasing the system & sign & return the form.    They will become a permanent record of that property. If these forms are not returned that property will no longer be permitted to water on days other than those established for that location.  

Sewer volume adjustments for 9 property owners were reviewed.  All documents were in order and a resolution will be introduced later tonight crediting them for the excess charges.
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The DEP conducted a routine inspection in the fall of the outfall pipes and storm drains which resulted in a certificate issued to the Borough for “Environmental Stewardship”.  Grant Russ will present that certificate to the Go Green Committee to be utilized in our efforts to be certified for Sustainable NJ.

Other departmental & resident issues were discussed and a course of action established.

 Our next scheduled meeting is Jan. 3, 2014.

Joint meeting with the Utilities committee and the Landscapers,  plumbers, etc.

Larry Kratzer, Alan Kaplan along with Scott Wahl & Kim Stevenson are immersed in our application for Sustainable N.J.  We met 12/4  and  Alan gave us each assignments.  We will meet again 12/18 to verify our info to date and hopefully will be ready to submit our information.  

We will be scheduling another meeting after this project is completed.  We will be discussing another paper shredding day most likely again in May in conjunction with the Garden Club’s Yard Sale.

PUBLIC WORKS  Councilmember Kramar reported that construction will begin on a new wooden ramp access on 90th Street beach end. The addition of a row of sand fence at the base of the dunes is planned to start in the near future. Routine beach maintenance continues. The 83rd Street Fishing Pier is nearing completion at the Marina, the bubbler system was installed and general maintenance continues in that area. PW employees were very busy during the Thanksgiving weekend putting up all the Christmas decorations and assisting with the Sand Sculpture. The also worked on the Centennial Christmas Tree in the basin behind the Reeds. There were 563 citizen contacts processed in November. Christmas parade and clean up took 115. Hrs and Christmas in Stone Harbor took 282 hours. Routine maintenance is ongoing. We have been working with Dale Foster, County Engineer and were just notified that there is $700,000 put into the County budget for 104th Street Bridge repairs. Annual Christmas luncheon was held December 13th, thanks to everyone who helped.

Centennial Committee continues to meet, kick off event is Saturday, December 28th at 7:00 and is a complete sell-out. 

911 Committee – We attended the Open Space meeting this morning and presented out new conceptual design for the new location and it was well received. We plan to start construction as soon as we hear from the Open Space Committee. Thanks to all Public Works, for all their above and beyond efforts and thanks to Josee Rich for all her talents in making Stone Harbor so beautiful. 
ADMINISTRATIVE & FINANCE –.Councilmember Mastrangelo reported that A & F held meetings on November 13, November 18 and December 11. As of November the Borough has received 104.5% of our anticipated general revenues. In 2012 we had received 104.1%. We continue to see a significant increase in our Uniform Construction Revenues realizing $493,260.80 as of November which is 64.4% over the $300,000 we had anticipated We have spent 91.8% of our appropriations as of November compared to 92.5% in 2012. We have collected $2,984,792 of water/sewer revenue or 95.6% of anticipated and spent 95% of appropriations as of November.

FEMA/ABFE – We have received notice that we have attained a score high enough to move from a Class 7 to a Class 6 and are currently waiting for official confirmation that we are actually a Class 5. ASSESSED VALUATION – As of December 3, 2013 our projected Assessed Value for 2014 is 4,423,974,725. We added assessments of over $28 million. 

2014 BUDGET – Preliminary discussions continue on the 2014 municipal budget.

· Construction is on hold until well issues are evaluated.

2014 Utility and Road Program
· The survey and base mapping are completed and the design process has started.

93rd Street and 107th Street Bulkhead Replacement
· Bid opening occurred on October 18, 2013 at 10:00 AM and the bid was awarded to R.A. Walters & Son, Inc. in the amount of $268,540.00.
·  A pre-construction meeting was held on December 3, 2013.  The date of completion of all work is February 2, 2014.
NJDEP Water Allocation Permit
· At this time, the NJDEP is continuing with their review of the water allocation permit application and will provide a response to the request for additional allocation by the end of the year. 


ADMINISTRATOR –Administrator Gougher in Natural Resources are working on several grant possibilities partnering with the Wetlands and Stockton for the sustainability of the Point, which will be forthcoming next month. Also Liz reported previously that we had Stockton students that were developing an application for the Bird Sanctuary and that application is completed they are taking it a step further to create one for the I phone, we are asking them to come to Council and give an demonstration of what they created, maybe in February or March.
To expand on the CRS classification, the Mayor had mentioned that she heard on the radio that there will be a celebration in Sea Isle because Sea Isle, Avalon and several others towns have gotten their ratings and several of them are going to a 5 and we were not listed.  The reason is we were so close to a 5 when we received the notification of the 6 that we asked to pull it back because there were supplemental things we could do to assure we would get to the 5. We will receive out official notification in March and then we can have our own party.

WHEREAS, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 Avalon and Stone Harbor entered into a Shared Services Agreement for Dispatch Services (the Shared Services Agreement) on November 18, 2013; and


WHEREAS, under the Shared Services Agreement Avalon agreed to furnish to Stone Harbor the services of its Dispatch Department as of January 1, 2014; and

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY INCLUDING THE DREDGE SEDIMENT CONFINED DISPOSAL FACILITY COMMONLY KNOWN AS “SITE 103”

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey have, for over a decade, established as a goal the acquisition of the property on Nummy Island which includes the state and federally approved dredge sediment confined disposal facility commonly known as “Site 103”; and
