REPORTS OF COMMITTEES AND OFFICERS

PUBLIC SAFETY– Councilmember Carusi reported that the Public Safety Committee met on October 10, 2013. Highlights of the meeting included a report that the Courts ordered hand held metal detector and a walk through metal detector and when they arrived the packages were damaged, so were not accepted. In the Police – Officer Boyle is presently attending the CMC Police Academy and will graduate in February. Approximately 5 of our officers instruct at the Academy. We have a potential serious issue health wise at the Police Building which needs upgrades and renovations. The present problem is rain leaking through the ceiling tiles and obvious mold growth. This is being investigated. Administrator Gougher reported that the problem has been checked and the report came back that it is not mold. 

Fire Bureau - Roger Stanford reported 969 rental/business inspections, 16 Life Hazard, 94 smoke detector inspections, 22 permits, 112 re-inspections and 13 fire drills.  Fire Department – required bi-annual report, 13 fire calls, 163 for the year, 3 drills – 1 meeting, 1 work detail, 829 man hours supplied to the Borough. There were 5 mutual aid calls and 31 EMS calls, total EMS calls for the year 273. No changes anticipated concerning the stipend program, is currently working fine. We have 48 active volunteer fire fighters, 15 of them living in Stone Harbor. Our daytime EMS is our Borough EMT, Mike Scheeler and 3 EMT’s from Public Works are also responding. Our nighttime volunteers, 12 EMT’s that handle the 3:30 – 7 am shift and week-ends.  Our nighttime volunteers include  20 EMT’s with a waiting list. 
OEM – Report from Coordinator Hawk reported the Emergency Web Site is up and covering local and county alerts. 
Police Chief Reynolds provided the police statistical report for September, 2013 as follows: 11,617 miles patrolled; 1,199 incidents logged, 257 motor vehicle stops; 46 moving violations; 69 parking violations; 2 motorists assisted; 3 accidents handled; 10 suspicious motor vehicles; 1 ordinance violations; 4 adult arrests; 2 driving while intoxicated; 0 juvenile arrests; 5 alarms; 9 fire calls; 28  EMS. Various members of the department received training in search procedures work shop, leadership, in service training, joint insurance fund post disaster review, swat training and all dispatchers received in service training. 
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 Chief Reynolds reported a 21 year old Stone Harbor man was subject to a motor vehicle stop. During the stop officers observed a machete and SOG style knife located in plain view. The items were confiscated and the driver released from the scene with motor vehicle summonses. The matter was turned over to the Detective Division for further investigation.  

On September 20th the Department hosted a second annual  bicycle day for the students of Stone Harbor Elementary. The event contained various courses, safety tips, provided by officer instructors. Each bicycle and scoter was registered with the Department. Special thanks to the staff at the School and the officers involved. 
Dispatcher Interlocal  – Councilmember Carusi reported progress, all Chiefs are in agreement. Our final step is to meet with Freeholders on November 12, 2013 to make the presentation and get their approval. Upon that approval we are hoping that implementation can begin January 1, 2014. We hope to have a presentation to the public explaining in detail what this agreement is all about.  
NATURAL RESOURCES - Councilmember Rich reported that the Lomax Consulting Group if offering ways to enhance and protect our dune vegetation. They will be coming soon to a Council meeting to present their ideas.  Clean Ocean Action Beach Sweep will be Saturday, October 19th 9:30 to Noon. The Wetlands has organized this event and everyone is invited. The planning of Beach Plums on our beaches will be held in March 2014 and will be located at the 96th Street dune areas.  A meeting was held with Mayor, Marc DeBlasio, Michael Donohue and Jill Gougher to discuss the November JPP meeting. Senator Van Drew is creating a State Dredging Task Force.   In the Bird Sanctuary, the event scheduled for Saturday was rained out. New date will be November 2nd 9 – Noon.  Department of Correction will be coming end of October and the committee is working on Animal Control for 2014 and the Webcam.   At the Point we are looking at our Conservation Plan for the area and ways to define and enforce it. New signage, fencing and friendly enforcement of Ordinances are being discussed. Working on the 2014 budget and preparing for money to be placed in Capital for Site 103 removal and future Back Bay Dredging. 

BEACH & RECREATION – Councilmember Davies-Dunhour reported that the Beach, Recreation and Tourism Committee met on October 11, 2013. . Beach – We will not be needing new concession stands for summer 2014, public works has wired the stands and built wooden platforms to accommodate the.  Recreation – Van Cathcart will be leaving us this year to take over Vice-Principal at Middle Township High School.  He will stay on till the end of year to help with the transition. We will be looking to have the Recreation Director and recreation staff oversee Borough Events such as Summer Monday Night Family nights, Baby Parade, Community Xmas Tree Lighting and Christmas Parade as well as work with the  Elementary  School PTC. Future events such as Shiver, Turtle Trot, Seafood Festival or Art Show, Savor September and Fall Festival would be Chamber of Commerce Events. We envision meeting with the Chamber regularly and communicating clearly and often in order to provide the needed support from Public Works and tourism promotion to help these events be successful.  Tourism – Next event will be Harvest Festival on Saturday, October 26th from 11: am – 3 pm.  We are continuing to plan for the Thanksgiving weekend Island Christmas and will meet this Thursday to discuss.  Our Committee along with the Administrator met with the Centennial Committee on Friday, October 11 and discussed the design of the Holiday Beach Tag with a centennial logo and the design of the 2014 beach tags Beach tags will be ordered so they will be offered for sale by Thanksgiving week-end.  We are almost at the point where the calendar of events will be solidified.

UTILITIES  - Councilmember Lane reported that Utilities Committee met on October 4, 2013. They continue to monitor for watering on the wrong day or time and property owners are notified. We continue to monitor the usage at the Reeds Hotel on a daily basis and they continue to be well within the range projected by RVE in our water application.  Once again we can report we are down in our water usage for September 2013 vs. 2012 by 2.6 mg. That means that in July, August and September we have managed to conserve 11.8000 mg of water. These months are normally close to our allowed usage.  Thank you to all who have followed the ordinance and have helped to save our water.  We have set  November  6th  to meet with landscapers, plumbers, property managers and contractors to discuss water saving ordinances.  We want to hear their input and help them understand our ordinances.  We will have a budget meeting October 21st to discuss the impact of the problems with well #6 on our Capital Budget and make a decision how to proceed. A rate discussion meeting will be October 25th to determine the impact of our conservation on our revenue. The next regularly scheduled meeting will be November 1, 2013. 
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PUBLIC WORKS – Councilmember Kramar reported Public Works met on September 30th and discussed 911 memorial park, parking lot at Marina, 104th Street Bridge and the new lights, Centennial Committee request for Christmas Tree, urns on 96th Street and purchases using P.O.’s with Council approval.  Also discussed, the Bird Sanctuary, and direction for applications for new assistant for PW, Kiosks for next year and the 2014 Budget. We continue to provide excellent services and special events man hours were Savor September 347.5 hrs, Cancer Run – 22.5 hrs Nuns Surf – 23.5 hrs and 911 – 22 hours.

Solid Waste Disposal for September 2012 was 355.59 tons and in 2013, 316.71 tons, Disposal fees paid, 2012 - $13,483,72 and in 2013 $12,842,63.  Centennial Committee meeting held on October 19th Discussion included Music with Jersey POPS contract, Laser show for December 28th ,Logos and Beach tags for the coming year, merchandise with centennial logo, budget for the year and coordination with civic organization dates and event. 

911 REPORT by Councilmember Kramar

On Thursday, October 11th the Stone Harbor 9/11 Memorial Committee met to discuss our future plans for the Point of Peace Memorial Park. Present were 13 members of the committee, including myself, Councilwomen Rich, Mayor Walters and Scott Taylor from Taylor Design Group  (not 5 as previously said in a recent article).  We reaffirmed our commitment at the meeting to provide a very respectful memorial for the victims and families directly impacted  by the events of September 11, 2001. We recognize we are truly blessed to have received one of the final artifacts released by the New Jersey/New York Port Authority, to use in our memorial. Our commitment to a respectful memorial remains stronger than ever. 
The committee is quite aware of some opposition to the location and costs involved with the memorial and park concept that was approved by the entire committee in prior meetings. The committee also acknowledges countless compliments on the location and design of the memorial, and the generous support exhibited by property owners and supporters of the project, many who live down at the southern end of Stone Harbor, who have donated significant funding towards the memorial. 

The committee recognizes that in order for this project to move forward, it needed to change both the cost and location of the September 11th Memorial, even after the committee was unanimous in selecting its location and design. After a difficult and honest discussion, the committee has decided to relocate the memorial on the grassy knoll on 96th street between Second Avenue and Seng Place which is Borough owned and holds no environmental restrictions.

Many of the same design elements already approved by the committee will be implemented at the new memorial location, with a downsizing of size, scope and costs. We will be reaching out again to the Open Space Funding and proceed with our application once we have revised our plans and cost estimates. 

Even though, we have received over $30,000 in donations in support of the original location and project, every donor will be contacted personally to ensure that their donation may be used at the new location, Taylor Design is working on the design and we  hope to have it for our review in a few weeks, along with a cost estimate. 

We have worked hard and reached out to skilled and qualified carpenters and mason experts who are willing to donate their skills to help construct this Memorial. 

It is our attainable goal and expectation that the Borough of Stone Harbor will have our September 11th ceremony in 2014, our Centennial year, at our new location with a completed memorial. 

We believe the decisions made by our committee continue to fulfill the desire of the majority of our Borough residents. To create a respectful memorial to pay tribute to the victims, families and friends who were directly impacted by the events of September 11, 2001. I guarantee you Stone Harbor will have a memorial that the entire Borough, including a handful of individuals who opposed the original location and investment can be most proud of.

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ADMINISTRATIVE & FINANCE – Councilmember Mastrangelo reported that the A & F Committee met on October 9th and October 15th.   As of September  the borough has received 99% of our anticipated General revenues. In 2012 we had received 98.4%. We continue to see a significant increase in our Uniform Construction Revenues realizing $364,876.80 as of September  which is 21.6% over the $300,000 we had anticipated.  The Introduce Ordinance 1432 has been submitted to Amanda Gowans, our CRS specialist for review and upon final adoption this evening points will be awarded to the Borough which will improve our rating and provide an additional 5% savings on flood insurance cost for our residents.  The County Tax Board has advised us that our weighted ratio of assessment to sale price if 113.5% while the Directors Ratio is at 109.1%. They have advised us to make sure our tax map if up to date and approved by the State for revaluation purposes.  Preliminary discussions continue on the 2014 Municipal Budget.  

ADMINISTRATOR - Jill Gougher reported in reference to the dispatcher consolation, it is our intent that the  meeting immediately preceding the Freeholder meeting in November, we will be bringing that to Council with full explanation to the public on all the details. The new Web Site is up and running some documents did not transfer as we find them we will update.  If the public or the Council has any suggestions for improvement, please let us know. The new URL is stoneharbornj.org.

· The Borough is submitting for the reconstruction of 94th Street from First Avenue to Second Avenue.
FY 2013 NJDOT State Aid Program 

· The Borough was awarded a $175,000.00 grant to reconstruct First Avenue from 89th Street to 80th Street.

USDA Rural Business Enterprise Grant (RBEG) Application

· The Borough was denied grant funding for planning and streetscape improvements.  

· The application was re-submitted to USDA for FY 2013 consideration on June 18, 2013. 

FY2014 NJDCA Small Cities Grant Application

· The Borough is applying for a grant to provide ADA improvements to the Borough Hall, Fire House and Public Works Department.
· The grant application was submitted to the NJDCA on September 6, 2013.
FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program

· This grant program provides a 75% grant for various flood mitigation projects.

· The Borough has selected to submit five (5) grant applications and the first step is to submit a Letter of Intent for each project by March 31, 2013.
