COMMUNICATIONS

PRESENTATION – REQUEST TO OPEN STREET – HAVEN HOMES BUILDERS, LLC FOR RAYMOND & JANET SHIVERS 121 – 97TH STREET

Scott Rote of Haven Homes Builders LLC was sworn in by Solicitor Donohue.
Donohue – for the record and this hearing - This process takes place under Ordinance 475-7  and related ordinances which  create a moratorium on street openings for a period of five years after the Borough has repaved the street. There is a hardship application process under section B in that ordinance which requires various items to be completed by the homeowner prior to coming for a hearing before Council. The Clerk has informed me that the property owners have complied with those conditions and that it is appropriate to conduct the hearing tonight. The burden is on the property owner to demonstrate that there is a legitimate hardship, hardship typically defined as something out of the ordinary, something that is extraordinary whether it be expense, although the ordinance itself indicates that expense itself is not something particularly persuasive for Council, or there is some unique geographical feature of the property, something that a person of reasonable intelligence would define as a hardship for that particular property owner. We will hear from the representative and any questions you have may be asked and we will vote on a resolution at the conclusion of the hearing. 

Scott Rote representing the owners, said that the Ordinance is trying to achieve not having an overhead service. That is also their objective, not to have an overhead service. There is one safety issue that does come into play. For the overhead service from the utility pole across the street is almost lined up with the corner of the house, where it will attach to the house.  The cable is approximately 4 ft from the deck.  Code does state that 3 ft is allowed but the cable will move with the wind. As far as safety that could be a problem. To achieve the underground service we have to open this road that we have the moratorium on, we only have to open a 2 X 2 area, over the gas line which is approximately 3 foot off the curb. In the ordinance it states how that road has to be patched and bonded. Not to have to go back in three years and do this process again if we do a 2X 2 foot patch over the gas line, the rest of the cables from Atlantic Electric get bore under the ground. We are all trying the achieve the same objective here. 

Councilmember Kramar asked how long that process would  take. Scott said it would be done in a day. Atlantic Electric hires the contractor Kline, who does the work. Atlantic Electric would be the contractor in charge, we pay them to do that. And they in turn usually hire Kline to do that work. Councilmember Kramar asked  prior to the house being build is there a reason you didn’t apply for or look into the Utilities or the moratorium?  Scott said the house had to come down , the utility one way or another will go back up on the house. Councilmember Kramar said so the alternative would be to have overhead wires or mole just to the curb, and when the moratorium is off you could go underneath.  Councilmember Carusi said rather than open the street can’t you mole entirely underneath?  Scott, the reason they do that is to locate the gas line, that is the only reason, because when the mole goes through they got to know the depth of the gas line to get under it for safety. That is the only reason.  The gas is in, that is done. When they put mole in they locate it so it goes underneath the gas. There is no gauge to say exactly where that gas line is in the street. We know it is two feet off, just don’t know the exact depth. 

Councilmember Lane asked how long ago were the owners aware that they were going to build this new home from the conception.  

Raymond P. Shivers Jr. owner, was sworn in by Solicitor Donohue. He stated they experienced a significant amount of damage with the last two major storms that came through. The ceiling caved in leaving exposed beams. Roughly in 2011, 2012 that we made the decision to redo the entire house, and move down full time to retire. You asked if we had the opportunity to go underneath. In 2005 – 2006 roughly when the street was opened we were notified that we had the opportunity to do just that. There was a single house on that street complied and the reason was already down. Nobody else on that street assumed that there was going to be any issues. It is unfortunate but we didn’t foresee at that time what was going to happen and roughly 2011 -2012 when we hired an architect to come down,  at that time also didn’t know that we had to go underground. Once we made application it became much more knowing to us that there was a second moratorium that had been imposed and now we are trying to comply with your more critical ordinance and that is to put all cables under the street. Electric is an important one, also talking about TV, telecommunications, all going through the same piping to the house. Right now, if one is not careful, and I have many grandchildren that are on that second floor, and if it is positioned where we believe it will be they can literally reach out and touch electrical wire. We are concerned about that.  Solicitor asked if it comes in there now in the same spot? Scott said it was different, the house was over further and it attached to the cable it attached in a different location. Solicitor, there is not power going to the house?  They replied no, none. It is under construction. 

Lane, is it not a possibility that the Electric company would move the pole? They have moved other poles to accommodate.  Scott said they did not bring that up in conversation. Shiver, we have tried to bring the electric from several different poles through yards that were on First Avenue, underneath that street over to our neighbors, through 150 ft of yardage there over to ours and they denied that.  Shivers, our neighbor has electric underground, we also requested to use that same pipe and it was denied.  This is our last straw to try to comply with the ordinance and go under the street.  We have tried for several months to find a way, Atlantic Electric was very helpful but moving a pole was not approved. 

Kramar asked if for some reason this is acceptable according to the ordinance and someone else would come, would we judge it case by case. Solicitor said each case would be heard on its own merits but you would be setting a precedent.  

Solicitor, his question is to define what the hardship is here. Is it that you have to wait two years, is it that it cost more money to mole, not getting it. Shivers,  no doesn’t cost more money to mole, there are additional expenses involved, you have to drill into the house, repair that once the moiling is done, landscaping, all would have to be redone once the hole is dug. But more importantly concerned about what it can do to the house and the kids on that second floor deck. Solicitor, your burden here is to establish a particular hardship to Council , I kind of haven’t heard that. What is the hardship, is its a safety issue which would have to be addressed by the people installing the electric service as well as Atlantic Electric, to not leave an electric service that is going to electrocute children.  Shivers, I guess the alternative is if they find it is too close then the house sits void for two years. Because you won’t let me go underneath. Solicitor Atlantic Electric will find an alternative for you, may cost you more.  Shivers, we certainly have tried, Solicitor,  it is a safety issue that I find hard to believe your electrician  and the electric company would allow to exist, that they would install it so children could electrocute themselves. 
Lane, we are only 3 years into the moratorium and you have known that you were going to do this for 4 years. Shivers, that was the first moratorium, this is a continuation, once you opened the street for the sewer system, a second one, as soon as that was done, we didn’t know we were moving when you opened the street for the sewer system. 2012 is when the storm came and our ceiling fell into the house. At that point in time we didn’t know we were going to need to burro under the street.  And we were never told the moratorium had actually ended, once you opened the street. It was still in effect, time wise, you didn’t put the first moratorium in to place until 2007-2008. That would make it 2013. Solicitor, can this be accomplished through moiling?  Scott, accept for that 2 ft X 2 ft space. Carusi, why does that have to be cut open.  Scott, for the gas, they have to locate the gas main which is about a foot off the concrete gutter, you have to cut a 2X2 hole in the street to locate that gas main, so when they mole under it they know exactly where it is.  Your ordinance for the overhead service, we want to achieve the same objective you do. 

Mayor, is there no other way to locate the gas main other than opening it up. Scott, We have called everybody, this was our last stop. We have tried everything to try not to get here. Going overhead could be an issue, so we are trying to get underground so it doesn’t have to be done again. Scott, There are special provisions for opening the street for a moratorium, you have that in your ordinance, we are not talking all the way across the street, we are talking 2X2 foot patch.  Solicitor said the ordinances says full width curb to curb milling 2 inches in depth, 20 feet beyond the limited excavations will be performed after proper settlement in the trench area. Scott, that is if you go curb to curb, we are not going curb to curb. Solicitor said no, this is if you open the street. 
Kramar, asked Solicitor if they should be back to electric company and try to get something so the pole could be moved to a safer place.  Solicitor won’t give advice in that regard. As presented the problem is a safety concern, assume there is an electrician on the job, assume Atlantic Electric will send people out for the installation, trying to find a hardship argument for you here, the safety concern don’t think they would install it that way.  Solicitor, in order for council to approve something like this they have to hear a hardship case, to hear there is a particular hardship associated with your property that would warrant the extraordinary relief of open the street during the moratorium. If the concern is a safety issue, that has to be taken up with the Electric company and the electrician. 
Shivers, someone mentioned about moving the pole. We are right in front of the Rec center, the likelihood of Atlantic Electric coming down and say yea, we are going to move the pole is absurd. It won’t happen.  So the property will sit idle. 

Mayor, I can’t imagine that Atlantic Electric, they have safety standards, they are not going to put themselves in a position where they will be liable.  Shivers, that is why they had us come here to petition to be allowed to mole. 

Carusi, are there any devices that can sense the location of that rather than digging that up. Scott, that is what Atlantic Electric tells them. Gone around and around with them. Atlantic Electric has to have that, because we have asked if they could go under without locating that gas main. If they could we wouldn’t be here. 

Councilmember Mastrangelo asked Craig Reeves Borough Supervisor is there absolutely no way of moiling around that gas main without opening the street. Craig, unfortunately that is standard operating procedure for gas and electric company for a definite depth location of that gas line.   

 Mastrangelo did we send notification out for the second moratorium. Shivers agreed notification of first moratorium but did not receive notification of second. Knew of it after the fact.  Did not receive notice. Might have been sent but was not received. 
Solicitor, make suggestion. Did this at last application…we adjourn for this meeting and have the engineer look at the proposal, cause there is language in the ordinance where if the engineer determines that it is not going to impact the integrity and serviceability of the street, that it may be acceptable. Take that route at this point, have the engineer meet with you show the engineer what you plan to do. Shivers, may not be acceptable to us, obviously I think we have already stated that we think it is minimal impact, it is within our 7 year period to go ahead. He can get out there and take a look at it, and come back to Council with a report and we can reconvene this at the next meeting.  The Safety issue is in your control, Shivers, we will approach Atlantic Electric and see if they are any more willing that they were last time to mole. 
Mayor asked if there was anyone to speak for or against this application

Angelo Caracciolo -  11861 Paradise Drive – sworn in by Solicitor 

Question – There was moratorium of 5 years and then that elapsed and a second moratorium of 5 years. How much time elapsed? Mayor stated it had to do with outfalls on the beach, two different projects.  Solicitor the road was resurfaced twice.  

Angelo was their time between the projects.   Solicitor said yes. Shivers disagreed, no time lapsed in between.  
Solicitor stated to  Council that they had a couple of options.  Discuss and vote on the Resolution tonight, or you can have a motion to adjourn the hearing to the next Council meeting and have the Engineer meet out there with the contractor and give us a report before the next meeting.

Councilmember Mastrangelo wants to hear from the Engineer.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Terri Cwik 9906 Corinthian Drive said she has come to share the results of the survey done by the POA in regard to the museum question. And also to clarify some of the questions that have arisen since our presentation last time. She wanted to publicly commend the Police Department and the dispatcher and the two police officers who so quickly responded to my 911 call recently when an intruder was trying to break into my house. 

Bob Ashman stated that the property owners association ran a survey in March to their members as a courtesy to the Stone Harbor Museum and  as part of the SHPOA’s mission to keep members informed, and to solicit their opinion on matters which we believe are of interest to them. 

1. You pay .01% of the assessed value of your property as Open Space Tax to the County each year as part of your real estate taxes. Do you support our Borough applying for some of these Cape May county Open Space/Historic Preservation funds to acquire property for the new home of the SH Museum & Maritime Annex?  89.78% yes……..10.22% no

2. Do you support the proposed location of the SE Corner of First Avenue & 94th Street (The Pebbles Guest House), adjacent to the municipal parking lot, for the new location of the Stone Harbor Museum & Maritime Annex:  85.61%….yes…….14.39% no

3. Are you likely to financially support a Museum Endowment Fund” with a Tax-deductible donation to the Stone Harbor Museum 501(c ) (3) corporation? If so, please indicate a likely range for your donation. This is totally non-binding, but is intended to help the Museum Board gauge the likely level of public support.    73.26% ……yes………26.74% no
Museum urges Council to follow through and pass a Resolution at the next Council meeting to apply for the Open Space Funds for acquiring that property for public use as the Stone Harbor Museum. Museum is willing to answer any questions you still have or any concerns.  

Mayor said everyone has been on vacation. Councilmember Mastrangelo said there have been several conversations at A & F and we would like to get the representatives of Open Space, and the Museum and the Borough together to discuss the process and what they want our participation to be.  We would like everyone in one room and some of the questions from A & F can get some answers.  Ms. Cwik and Mr. Ashman said they would not be allowed to do that, they are an independent organization. Mr. Ashman said they have open public meetings once a month, that would be the place to do that. Mayor said we can call Peter Lomax and Will Morey and find out if they can meet with us.  Mr. Ashman assumes that is not allowed.  

Administrator asked if Council would like her to set up that meeting, Mayor said yes.  Mr. Ashman said if Council has questions they should ask them right now. He said every day we delay we are open to more competitive projects being presented. There is a pot of money distributed, the longer we progress, the longer the chances are that the money is being requested and requested, every day that goes by the changes of success diminish. We also have an undetermined amount of time from the willing seller, he will not go on forever.  His objective is to retire and unload the property. 
Mayor said they are aware and sensitive to that, but as she said 5 of the 6 Councilmembers were away and the focus has been on getting the budget presentation and we have not been focused on the Pebbles and the Museum. 

Administrator asked Mr. Ashmen what date are  they looking at for the application. Mr. Ashman said it will take a month to get  the application done, so if you do something at the next meeting we will have until the middle of May to present it at their meeting at the end of May or beginning of June. Administrator said they have specific times of the year to submit applications, like April 15th is the next round, after that it will be July. Mr. Ashman, they have a meeting once a month. You apply at each of their monthly meetings, he has been there knows what is going on.  Davies-Dunhour, lets get specific questions from A & F. Lane we haven’t had a chance to sit down and talk about this because our focus has been the budget. At the same time, although people are getting money, there is always more tax money going into that pot. There is time for us, this is a major project for us to get involved in for the Borough and this will have an impact on succeeding generations. They will look at us and question us if we do not do due diligence. We have to take our time to discuss this. Mr. Ashman, you know we sat and talked to each of you back around Thanksgiving so it is not like this is sprung on you at the last minute.  There has been plenty of time to go back and forth and he urges to continue.  Solicitor said the Open Space guide for 2014 indicates that application for historic preservation program will be accepted one time per calendar year in 2014 in August 15, 2014. Applications for other programs will be accepted 3 times per calendar year, Tuesday, April 15, Friday, August 15 and Monday, December 15.  Administrator so the next round you can actually apply will be August 15. Ashman, just to be clear Michael the suggestion from the Museum is that the Borough apply for land acquisition funds and that is a separate pot with separate schedules and they are in the process of changing those dates right now. They will put them on their website soon. All those dates you just read and some of the regs are changing.  Agree there is a schedule but telling you the schedule is changing and urging to do what we can to make a decision quickly. 

Carusi – is the Boards intention to apply for the total amount of the purchase of the building and to receive that in one grant. Ashman, how open space money works is you present a project the willing seller comes up with a target price he would like to get, if the open space board accepts the project as one that they want to do they have 2-3 independent appraisers go out appraise, and that is the number.  That is what is offered to the seller and he accepts. The second part, is it in one lump, traditionally it has happened in one lump, although just recently the open space board has spread a 3 million dollar grant to Wildwood and spread in over a number of years.  The owner gets his money piecemeal and they don’t take it all out of the pot in one year.  Carusi, his concern if they did not grant 1 ½ - 2 million and it is spread over 2 years, how does that impact the sale. Ashman, a project is presented to the Open Space Board, with all the details, they accept or reject that project. If they accept the project then the amount, the dollar number, is determined by appraisers. Then they pay it out of whatever funds they have left.  They have been paying every year but because of the number of applications that are coming in they have chosen on some of the larger ones to spread them over a couple of years.  The Freeholders are not happy with that, all that does is burden that 4.7 million of tax coming in every year, if they spread them out, half of that money is gone already. They would rather give it all out in one, but it is still their option. The project is approved for all or nothing. 

Lane – do you really know what is the best price this man will take, this property has been on the market for over 2,000 days, with no offers. What is the best price he will take for it?  Ashman, Mr. Curto is fully aware of the requirement for the open space part of this deal. He will sign that sheet, that spells all that out, after he knows the Borough is going after the application. 
Mastrangelo, anyone that has questions for Council , go through Jill to A & F so we can put them all together.

Councilmember Kramar explained Public Works Functional Areas, Summary, Expenditure Comparison 2013 vs. 2014, Appropriations and Capital Plan.

Councilmember Rich explained Animal Control, Natural Resources and Beach, Bay, Bird Sanctuary Summaries, Expenditure Comparisons with 2013, Appropriations and Natural Resources Capital Plan. 
Councilmember Davies-Dunhour explained Beach, Recreation, Tourism and Marina Functional Areas, Summary, Expenditure Comparisons vs.

2014 General Utility Expenses were discussed, 2014 Debt Service, 2014 Unclassified Expenditures, and 2014 Reserve for Uncollected Taxes. 

Councilmember Lane explained the Water & Sewer Functional Areas, Fund Summary, 2014 Revenue Plan, Utility Revenues and Expenditure Comparison with 2013. She also explained the Utility Capital Plan.

SELF EXAMINATION OF THE BUDGET 2014

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A 40A: 4-78b has authorized the Local Finance Board to adopt rules that permit municipalities in sound fiscal condition to assume the responsibility, normally granted to the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, of conducting the annual budget examination; and

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 1979; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.2 thru 7.5 the Borough of Stone Harbor has been declared eligible to participate in the program by the Division of Local Government Services, and Chief Finance Officer has determined that the local government meets the necessary conditions to participate in the program for the 2014 budget year.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor that in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.6a & b and based upon the Chief Financial Officers certification, the governing body has found the budget has met the following requirements:

1. That with reference to the following items, the amounts have been calculated pursuant to law and appropriated as such in the budget:

a. Payment of interest and debt redemption charges

b. Deferred charges and statutory expenditures

c. Cash deficit of preceding year

d. Reserve for uncollected taxes

e. Other reserves and non-disbursement items

f. Any inclusions of amounts required for school purposes

2. That the provisions relating to limitation on increases of appropriations pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.2 and appropriations for exceptions to limits on appropriations found at 40A:4-45.3 et seq. are fully met (complies with the “Cap” law).

3. That the budget is in such form, arrangement, and content as required by the Local Budget Law and N.J.A.C. 5:30-4 and 5:30-5.

4. That pursuant to the Local Budget Law:

a. All estimates of revenue are reasonable, accurate and correctly stated.

b. Items of appropriation are properly set forth

c. In itemization, form arrangement and content the budget will permit the exercise of the comptroller function within the municipality.

5.  The budget and associated amendments have been introduced and publicly advertised, and in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Local Budget Law, except that failure to meet the deadlines of N.J.S.A. 40A:4-5 shall not prevent such certification.

5. That all other applicable statutory requirements have been fulfilled.

RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A POLICY FOR STORAGE OF KAYAKS AT STONE HARBOR MARINA

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey has placed  Borough owned  racks for kayak storage at the Stone Harbor Marina; and

WHEREAS, the racks are placed there for the convenience of the public at large to store their kayaks when not in use; and

WHEREAS, the area has become very popular with many kayaks stored over the summer and some left there all winter with no way of the Borough knowing who the owners are ; and

WHEREAS, the Borough has determined that more control of the area is needed .
