March calls included:

1 Building Fire, 1 Cooking Fire, 7 Natural Gas Leaks, 1 Arcing Wires, 4 Smoke Scares, 5 Fire Alarms, and 1 Carbon Monoxide Alarm

KNOX BOX – Fire Chief gave a history on his request for this Ordinance change. For many years the Fire Company has responded to fire alarms and found no access to the building. They are required by law to enter and assess the situation. One of the biggest concerns is our Business District because obviously for the majority of time there is no one on the premises. Avalon passed an Ordinance in 2009 which is exactly what we need. He also passed out questions and answers that we can put on our website for further information. He would make the recommendation to make compliance in 60 days, because 120 days takes us into the winter season and most business will be closed.  If he has the Ordinance when he starts his business inspections in June he will pass out an informational flyer that will state as of this day it is required.  He has sent a complete informational packet to the Chamber, didn’t hear anything back. 
Our Ordinance now requires every household that has an alarm system that is monitored by an alarm company to have a Know Box. There are 300-400 in town already. 
Councilmember Parzych asked about the Chamber and thought we should touch base with them one more time with this information.  Councilmember Gallagher will be meeting on Thursday with the executives of the Chamber and will discuss it further. She suggested something be written up and sent to the SHPOA. 

Solicitor Karavan was given a copy of Avalon’s ordinance and the Mayor said he will coordinate with the Fire Chief as to where to place this change in the RGO book and all the specifics. Fire Chief said he would like to see it introduced and/or passed by June 1st .   

OEM – no report

COURT ADMINISTRATOR – Debbie Scott said in reference to what the Fire Chief was presenting, if the Borough is planning on doing fines if they do not put in a Knox Box please add it to the Ordinance. That way it can be put into our State system if they violate it.    

 POLICE REPORT- Police Chief Schutta gave monthly report for March. 65 motor vehicle stops, 2 adults arrested, following officers attended monthly training. Officer Bartolone attended Radar Instructor School and finished NJSP TAC course. Det. Hartzel, Officer Garay,  Minutolo,  Hajosy, Smith and Bartolone all attended in service training. Capt. Palmer, Sgt. Jackson, Det. Hartzel Officer Sokorai and Mecouch attended the annual SANE/SART refresher course. All personnel attended range qualifications. 

Police Building Update – department reached out to the architect yesterday for a revised floor plan update, had minor changes to make and it will be coming soon. Councilmember Parzych asked if we were still on track as far as our timeline goes.  Chief said yes, if it changes Administrator will let us know. Update on personnel, recruits will be graduating and coming on board for the summer. SLEO I and SLEO II hiring process for the summer is still ongoing. Currently receiving applications for our two full time officers. Selections having interviews next Tuesday, April 25th . Councilmember Kramar asked if there were plans to have an officer at 96th & Third. Chief said yes someone till be there to monitor unloading zones, bikes, traffic, etc.   
Councilmember Parzych said he touched base with Sandy Bosacco and we are on track for hiring the right amount of beach patrol and taggers.  
RECREATION TOURISM
OCEAN DRIVE MARATHON 2018 – Marathon had a new route in 2017 and everything sent smoothly. They want to get 2018 on the books because they want to make a move into April. They are looking for the third Sunday in April. 

REMINDER  – Property Owners Recreation Registration begins May 1st
SHACFEST updates - $10,000 ahead of last year, only 50 sites remain, still accepting applications. DOI Marketing grant is due, like to get moving on it.  We met with Diane Weiland and County Tourism Department two weeks ago and they offered very good advice. We were able to formulate a plan that we would like to move forward with, on how to spend the $25,000 marketing grant. We would like to focus on expanding the shoulder season through events. 
CHELSEA PARK - Received several recommendations to put a portable toilet at Chelsea Place Park –Open for discussion. Councilmember Rich gave history of the Park. Put together in the 1980’s whole goal was to have a passive, quiet park there. Goal was no lights, nothing that would make noise. Never designed to have ball games. Mayor said since we used the Open Space money and updated it is drawing more people. People are asking about having a rest room. Councilmember Rich said she would volunteer to go around and ask the neighbors before we do anything there. Councilmember Kramar said we could put on there for summer and take it away. Mayor said she saw porta-potties at the League convention that were not ugly. Councilmember Lane said she could understand if the neighbors were concerned since it is in a residential area and understands the need for one there also. She said before we go and talk to the neighbors could the committee investigate different styles, find a way to landscape around it, come up with a plan that would be conducive to the neighborhood, then show the neighbors. Councilmember Gallagher reported she has asked Miranda to reach out to the company that planned our playground and ask them what they recommend. Miranda said she had put money in the budget in anticipation of this for something there from May to October.  

SPRINGTIDE FESTIVAL & Boat Show – Saturday, May 6th 11am-5 pm 96th Street. There is an addition to the application, the Chamber wants to rent two bounce houses, one for the little ones and one would be an obstacle course for older children. They are proposing to set them up on the asphalt in the parking spots in front of the water works building. That is an addition not listed in the application. Councilmember Kramar said PW had concerns with electric. Miranda said the Chamber is working all that out and will enforce on the vendors that you can’t just show up extra equipment that you didn’t apply for in your fire permit. 
FARMERS MARKET -Councilmember Gallagher reported Farmers Market will open on May 28th and thanked Kim Stevenson for all her work on project. 

Museum report – they also are having their opening on Memorial Day week-end. No details yet. Councilmember Lane said since we are opening the beach, opening the business district and the grand opening for the library, wouldn’t it be nice to do the museum also, as the borough, to do a grand opening with them?   Councilmember Gallagher will make that recommendation at a meeting on Thursday.

· Beach Replenishment:

Our weekly progress meeting was held on Thursday, April 13th.
The beach fill project remains on hold while the dredge “Texas” finishes up some work on a Cape May project.  The dredge needs six uninterrupted days of working in Cape May before it can move back to Avalon to complete their portion of Phase 1 of the beach fill.  The dredge cannot work past April 22nd in Cape May due to environmental restrictions and is expected back in Avalon no later than April 23rd. There are 13 uninterrupted days of work still to be done in Avalon.  If weather conditions are quiet and the dredge has no serious mechanical issues, the Avalon project could be wrapped up before Mother’s Day weekend.

This week, a subline will be set under the ocean water that will allow Great Lakes to send a slurry of sand and water from Townsend’s Inlet to a landing zone at the 83rd/84th street beach in Stone Harbor.  Great Lakes will fill in the beach in front of the hotel district in Avalon before moving south to finish Stone Harbor’s beachfill.  This pipe will be underwater and will not impact our recreational beaches.  It is anticipated when the major portion of the beachfill in Avalon is completed it will take less than a day to begin the southern Avalon/northern Stone Harbor Phase 2 beachfill effort.  By contract all work must be completed by June 23rd.  We anticipate it being done prior to this date.  

Crossover and Sand Fence work was completed to 105th Street.  An inspection of this work will take place on Thursday, April 20th after our weekly progress meeting.  Additional crossover work will be performed at 85th, 102nd, 111th and 118th.  
Councilmember Rich added that Beach Sweep is this Saturday, 9:30 am at the Beach Patrol Shack. Combination with the POA, Wetlands and the Borough. 
Councilmember Gallagher reported that the planting of the meadow in May, is the same day and time that the Garden Club is planting the islands. Just FYI.  
DISCUSSION:

COAST GUARD SIGNS – Councilmember Parzych said we have two signs from the Coast Guard 4 ft. X 6 ft. County gave permission to put one by the Free Bridge at the south entrance to Stone Harbor. He asked about smaller signs and was told these signs were met for 25 mph vehicular traffic, which is what we have. They would like them placed by the first week in May, which is the Coast Guard Festival. There was discussion about putting the second sign somewhere at the Recreation Field or the Borough Marina.  The Coast Guard is also considering smaller signs by they must be purchased from them.  We will get the first one up and look over the Marina for placement of the second sign and also look into the price of smaller signs.
