HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Robert Harris – 8315 Sunset Drive – rented trailer storage spot last 15 years. When Sandy hit his floating dock floated off the pilings and destroyed the back wall of his neighbor’s property. The following year he decided to pull his docks out early to protect the properties. Pulled his boat, took his trailer home, called Borough Hall and asked permission to store his floating dock and his neighbor’s floating dock stacked in his trailer spot and he said he was granted permission.  The second year he did the same thing. The following two years spots were not available due to dredging. This year asked for permission after putting his docks there, assuming it would be ok and was told it is not ok.  He is making an effort to protect property.   His floating docks are now stored in his yard. He is asking for permission to store those two docks in his trailer spot. Not that many people that rent trailer spots are Bayfront owners, would not be many requests for this. 

Mayor said the ordinance states trailers stored there until November 15th. If a storm is coming we could accommodate people in emergency situations. Mr. Harris asked Council to re-consider the Ordinance. Councilmember Parzych said his request has merit. Mr. Harris is using the space he already paid for but rather than a trailer there he has a dock. Councilmember Lane would like to hear from PW why the ordinance is drafted that way and if there is an issue with putting floating docks there before November.   Public Works committee will discuss at their meeting next week. 
Bernadette Parzych – 9925 Sunset Drive – wanted to clarify some issues with building and trailers. Lots of energy being spent cleaning up the streets. The houses being built get fancier and fancier and probably take 12 months to build. The owners probably lose a season, they recognize that and it doesn’t make a difference. But is does make a difference to the people who are trying to 
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enjoy the summer. We are here working for the people in Stone Harbor, the homeowners, not the builders, not the spec builders.  She also wanted to report she was so impressed last night with the Planning Board meeting, the discussions were wonderful.  Mayor Judy and Mr. Krafczek were both wonderful and showed great leadership.  The Master Plan is in good hands.
