1) Clean Shores Work at the Sanctuary

a. Clean Shores workers were at the Sanctuary for 4 1/2 days two weeks ago.

b. They worked to clear invasive and aggressive vines from trees and the understory along the tree line on 111th street east of 3rd Avenue.

c. We continue the ongoing management of vines according to the Sanctuary vegetation management plan.  This area has a dense invasion of vines that are damaging and killing the trees. We are making headway and are happy to say that as we recover areas, with repetitive treatment, we are seeing recolonization by native trees, shrubs and plants.  We have a long way to go but we are making up ground.

d. Thanks to Public Works for working with me to identify and mark saplings that should be protected to better help native plant recolonization.

2) Levee Maintenance at Sanctuary

a. I met with Public Works staff to review and discuss plans and needs for maintenance of the levee and slope area around inflow pipe along 3rd Ave.

b. Planning for work later in the fall.

3) Bench Inventory at Sanctuary 

a. Bird Sanctuary Committee is reviewing benches and their condition.

b. Sanctuary committee member John Flynn mapped, photographed, and documented the location of each bench and noted the condition of any damaged benches. 

c. There are 52 benches in the Sanctuary.

d. Committee will review at their December meeting and see if any changes are needed.  

4) Monarch Waystation Update

a. The Sanctuary Gardens near the pump house and Meadow have both been officially sanctioned and registered in an international registry by Monarch Watch.

b. Two signs have been received and will be installed near the gardens over the winter and early spring. 

5) Dune Vegetation Management Plan Implementation

a. Lomax submitted a proposal for assessment and preparation of Japanese Black Pine removal project between 80th and 83rd.

b. This area was rated as an area of high infestation.

c. Natural Resources Committee will contact area residents seeking a partner and/or sponsor for a potential project in this area.

6) Results of Beach Sweep on October 21. 2017

a. 40 people turned out to help with trash removal on the beaches and dunes.

7) Ghost trap public education meetings and project support

a. Mayor Davies-Dunhour and Council members Parzych and Rich meet with staff at The Wetlands Institute to discuss best ways to engage the public around the issue of ghost traps.  

b. Seeking to get information out to public and also potentially seek waterman that have boats in the water in the winter and are interested in volunteering to help with location and potentially removal of traps.

c. We are in the planning stages at this time.
ADMINISTRATOR – Mayor asked about Stockton Survey of the Bulkheads. Administrator said we are still waiting for actual data the physical report. Drone report from the Point still pending also.
