Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 6, 2018.
Mayor made the following statement:

Sadly we find ourselves in a position to yet again have a moment of silence for innocent victims of a mass shooting. Please remain standing after the Pledge of Allegiance for a moment of silence to honor the victims who were killed and injured by a gunman at Marjory Stoneman Douglas High School in Parkland, Florida. We remain silent also to honor the families of those victims, their friends and their entire community. We also honor and thank the first responders who ran in as everyone else ran out. Gun control, mental health issued, constitutional rights, the sanctity of schools, the safety of children, the safety of our citizens, It is all part and parcel of the conversation that needs to be had because we simply cannot accept this as business as usual. 

 SALUTE TO THE FLAG
DISCUSSION: Ordinance Change – Request for additional Club License 
Carly Ferro, Esq. of the law offices of Dennis L. Riley spoke representing the Philadelphia Union League and the property they own known as the “Bungalow” located at 222 – 81st Street in Stone Harbor. This facility is a freestanding, dedicated restaurant which has seating for 32 members inside and 80 members outside.  The Borough’s ordinance currently permits only 1 Club License which is already in use at the Stone Harbor Yacht Club. She is requesting the Borough add another Club License to the Ordinance and in turn they would consent to conditions placed upon them by the Borough. 

A meeting was held previously with Solicitor, Administrator, Mayor, Borough Clerk, Dennis Riley Esq. and Carly Ferro, Esq.  A discussion was held on how the Club License would be used and the requirements currently associated with Club Licenses. It was decided that it was a valid request and should be brought to Council.  
Solicitor circulated a memo outlining some of the substance of the discussion and there seems to be a question about the music. It was mentioned there would not be live music but in one of the correspondences it references acoustic music. Carly Ferro said there is a guitarist for the members and has a small amplifier. Nothing else would be added. It would be live background music, just as they have been doing previously. 
Patricia Tobin, Director of Operations for the Union League, head of food and beverage was introduced and spoke. She said operations terminate between 9 and 10 pm. The last people seated is at 9 pm.  The live music ends around 10 pm. They do have taped music, a sound system, but they are strict about turning it off at 11 pm in compliance with the noise ordinance. Have never had an issue. 

Carly Ferro said it is a service bar only, no adjacent seating. No seating at a bar, drinks only served  by waitresses. Solicitor asked if this was strictly a restaurant and no catering functions. She said absolutely, it is not even open to private events, no weddings. 5:30 pm is the first seating, 9 pm last 
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seating and they open on Memorial Day and close the Sunday before Labor Day. They understand they will abide by the Ordinances of Stone Harbor and also the restrictions statutorily imposed on Club Licenses by the ABC. 

Councilmember Krafczek thought it was a wonderful idea great addition. He is familiar with Union League operations in Philadelphia and has always been run professionally. It would be welcome in the community.  

Councilmember Lane, no problem, familiar with Union League. Thinks they have done a beautiful job with the property. 

Solicitor said we are discussing this the next step would be to move forward with an Ordinance change for the next meeting. 

Councilmember Parzych said he thinks we should clue the neighbors in that we are doing this, Golden Shores. Let them know this is under consideration. Some sort of targeted mailing.   

Solicitor said we will have to change the Ordinance to add one additional Club License. He will prepared the Ordinance for the next meeting.
