Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 6, 2018.
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
Mayor spoke about the Garden Club Annual Tour of Homes – June 2, 2018 at 12:30 pm. Tickets are available with Joan Piotrowski who was in the audience. 100% of the proceeds goes toward beautifying Stone Harbor. 
SOUTH JERSEY GAS HARDSHIP APPLICATION 

Lauren Hurtt, Supervisor of Public Affairs for South Jersey Gas. Also in attendance was Pedro Colone, Manager of Construction.  He will explain the request for a total of 5 openings between Second and 82nd and Third and 82nd Streets. These roads are currently under moratorium, however for part of our project to enhance the infrastructure we are asking to open them and then pave them in accordance with Borough standards. 
Pedro explained the areas that will be impacted are on Second Avenue and Third Avenue at 82nd Street. 82nd Street was paved not too long ago from the Bay to the Beach and our infrastructure will cross that area.  Since we will be milling and paving from 81st to 82nd we are proposing to open up 82nd and put our line across to 83rd and have a continuous pave all the way down, instead of us having to piecemeal it, stop this year and then come back after the moratorium is up and just put that piece in. This is our proposal.  Then on Third Avenue, 82nd street is a one-way seed, which means it is being fed from Third Avenue up to Second Avenue. We have to tie over that infrastructure on 82nd Street on to the main on Third Avenue. We will have to open about a 14 ft. area and jump it over, one continuous opening and when we come back to pave Third Avenue, it also be a continuous pave. He said once we get done with this infrastructure you won’t even know we were there.  
Councilmember Kramar asked if the 14 ft. would be just a patch. Pedro said yes. She asked when they plan to come back and pave that part of Third Avenue. Pedro said they are projected to pave both areas as well as the others in the Fall.  The patches will be there during the Summer. Councilmember Kramar said numerous times we have asked South Jersey Gas to work with us, when you are planning a project to make sure to contact the Borough so all work could be done at the same time. Apparently this wasn’t done in this case. We are trying not to open a street after everything has been done and the moratorium is on. The numerous patches in town are upsetting, the worse we have ever seen it in our town. 

Councilmember Lane asked if they were aware that in our new Ordinance you can’t just pave, it is an infra-red paving and you have to do the entire street. It will not be a patch work when you are finished.  Pedro said in the project that we have right now, the permit requirements were to do half width down the road. So on Second Avenue it will be the entire side of that street. In all other areas when you see us working on one side, we will be only paving that one side, as we did the first phase. Councilmember Kramar said that is not acceptable. Administrator said there is a difference when it is an emergency opening. 

Pedro said this permit was approved prior to this new Ordinance. The new Ordinance does not affect the previous permit that we have. Administrator said what they are asking for now is under the existing 
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Ordinance. They will have to comply with our existing Ordinance. The whole side (west) of Second Avenue would be paved and returned to the original. He was asked to put back the bike lane. Pedro said whatever is in that area they will restore. 

Councilmember Kramar said if we don’t grant this what is the option. Pedro said we will stop where we are, and once the moratorium is over we will have to come back and then you won’t have a consistent pave. 

Administrator said she discussed this with the Engineer and the recommendation was if you are going to approve it, we just want to make it clear that it would be from the curb line all the way through that island, so the entire intersection. 

Councilmember Krafczek asked when the moratorium expires.  Borough PW Director said 2022. Solicitor said the final project will be subject to our Engineer’s approval and acceptance.  Pedro said yes. This phase from 95th to 82nd will be paved in the Fall, Phase 2 will be completed in the Fall and we will be completely out of here. 

Councilmember Rich asked if they could do this in the Fall. Pedro said it will only take 3 days to do this, to open this up and get this done and then we can retire the old infrastructure , everything will have been replaced with plastic pipes.  No more leaks or issues that we have had with the old infrastructure. 

Mayor asked if everyone within 200 ft. had been notified. Lauren said they had.
Councilmember Krafczek said it was his understanding we already agreed to this whole program. If we can continue this and be done in 3 days and we have a seamless continuous pave, it makes sense to do it now. 

Councilmember Lane said for years we have tried to work with So Jersey Gas. When we had a road program our PW Director would contact them and tell you, and you couldn’t be bothered to join with us. Then after the road was done you wanted to do some of your work, and that is why there is animosity about this whole program. You never wanted to work with us before. Could that attitude change. 

Lauren Hurtt said she has been in her role, Government Affairs for South Jersey Gas for a little over a year. She can’t speak to whoever was in her role before.  She has worked very hard with construction and design to ensure that when we receive that notification, she sends out a letter twice a year to each municipality asked for their road program. We keep a data base for 117 municipalities and we send it to our planning department so whenever this is road work, we are in there. We are getting better at it. 

Mayor asked if anyone had any more questions.  

Solicitor said to let the member of the audience speak on this subject.

Mary Hayden 8207 Second Avenue – said she received the letter from So Jersey Gas however, it doesn’t specify when the work will be done. Concern because she rents her home starting next Saturday. Pedro said if the approval is granted today, someone will be there tomorrow or Thursday to start this work and have it completed by next week.  Will be done by Memorial Day.

Mayor asked if anyone else in the audience wanted to speak on this application.

A RESOLUTION ALLOWING THE WALKING OF DOGS (ON LEASHES) ON THE BEACH BETWEEN 80TH AND 122nd STREETS FROM 7:00 PM UNTIL SUNSET

WHEREAS, in accordance with R.G.O. 147-H(3), the Borough Council is empowered to allow, by Resolution, the walking of dogs on the beach as designated by said ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, duly assembled in public session this 15th day of May, 2018, as follows:

1. The walking of dogs under leash on the beach shall be permitted upon the public portion of the beach between 80th and 122nd Streets effective June 1, 2018, through September 30, 2018.

2. The time for the walking of dogs shall be 7 pm until the time of Sunset as published in the Press of Atlantic City, each day of the term of this Resolution.

3. This allowance is in the sole discretion of the Borough Council and may be repealed by subsequent Resolution of Borough Council.  Additionally, the Chief of Police, upon the request of the Captain of the Lifeguards or on his own initiative, shall have the power to disallow such dog walking if he determines such disallowance is in the interest of public safety.

4. Any person allowing a dog to be upon the beach without being leashed, in the area designated above, continues to be subject to the provisions of R.G.O. 147.

5. Immediate cleanup and proper disposal of waste is mandatory. 

6. No dog or other animal shall be permitted, at any time, whether under leash or running free, in the area south of the 127th street jetty to Herford Inlet.

DESIGNATED PROTECTED BATHING BEACHES – 2018

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor periodically receives reports from its Borough Beach Patrol Captain and Borough lifeguards relating to the proper location of bathing beaches in the Borough of Stone Harbor; and

WHEREAS, the information submitted to Mayor and Council for the year 2009 is that some changes to the distribution of bathing beaches should be made.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey that pursuant to Section 156-5 (B) of the Revised General Ordinances 2005 of the Borough of Stone Harbor, protected beaches shall be located at 8lst Street, 83rd Street, 86th Street, 87th Street, 90th Street, 93rd Street, 94th Street, 95th Street, 96th Street, l00th Street, l02nd Street, l03rd Street, l05th Street, l08th Street, 110th Street, 112th Street, 113th Street, 116th Street, 117th Street, l20th Street and 122nd Street.  Additionally, the lifeguard captain, or his designated assistant, shall have the right during operations on a daily basis to move each bathing beach up to one-half block in either direction in order to take advantage of the best local conditions at the beach site.  The lifeguard captain or his designated assistant, may also close a beach due to adverse weather conditions or lack of personnel, or for any other appropriate reason. 
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the use of surfboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at the beaches at 8lst Street (no swimming) and ll0th Street (no swimming) only, and all surfers shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time. Also, the use of stand up paddleboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at 81st street only, and all users of stand up paddle boards shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time.  Kayaks and NJ Registered Catamarans will be permitted at l22nd Street through 126th Street only, and life jackets must be worn at all times while in the water.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that rafts and body boards (not surfboards) shall be permitted at all protected beaches, except 8lst, 86th, 110th, 112th and 122nd Streets. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that selected protected beaches shall begin to open on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end and shall be open through the Monday of Labor Day week-end.  Post-season protected beaches will be open only if qualified personnel are available. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that beach tags shall be required for all beaches commencing on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end thru the Monday of Labor Day week-end.

WHEREAS, Fibrodysplasia Ossificans Progressiva (FOP) is a rare genetic condition in which the body makes additional bone in locations where bone should not form, such as within muscles, tendons, ligaments and other connective tissues, which in time produces a “second skeleton” that immobilizes the joints of the body; and

WHEREAS, one in every seven Americans suffer from musculoskeletal impairment causing physical disability and severe long-term pain; and

WHEREAS, the symptoms of FOP usually begin in the first or second decade of life, with the majority of patients diagnosed by the age of 10 depriving children of normal development; and

WHEREAS, FOP is considered an orphan disease whereby it affects so few people and there are less than 12 diagnosed cases in New Jersey and approximately 200 in the nation; and

WHEREAS, musculoskeletal research is close to achieving major breakthroughs that likely will change and simplify the way bone and joint disorders are treated and prevented throughout the world; and

WHEREAS, there is a need for greater awareness of this disorder, its symptoms and the obstacles faced by persons and families affected by this disorder.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, Cape May County and State of New Jersey, hereby applaud and recognize Gary W. Whyte as an outstanding individual for his tenacious drive to support and help so many within the community for the awareness of Fibrodysplasia Ossificans Progressiva (FOP) and urge the medical community to continue researching for treatment and a cure for this rare genetic disorder.
