Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press on January 6, 2018. 
SALUTE TO THE FLAG
PRESENTATION – Hardship - Reeds Road Opening – South Jersey Gas 97th Street

Marc DeBlasio – Borough Engineer gave a brief outline. Following the Ordinance the applicant is here to request a hardship. Essentially our office received the street opening application for 97th Street which was under moratorium, so the application was denied. We explained to South Jersey Gas what the process was, sent a copy of the Ordinance. They contacted the Borough Clerk to come before Council today to discuss their hardship case.  The moratorium on 97th Street expires on January 1, 2019 and that road was done before the 7 year change, so it was grandfathered at 5 years. 

Ron Goredesky appeared representing the Reeds. He stated the purpose of gas service is to not only fuel the Reeds expansion building, but also the neighbor, the Gallery which also relies on the Natural Gas service and is now on a temporary gas service. Engineer said he had asked the applicant to explore the possibility of tapping gas off of Third Avenue, instead of 97th street as an alternative. The other recommendation made was if they were going to cut the roadway, they may want to consider offering to pave the entire roadway. 

Councilmember Lane said if this was granted they would do the infra red and do the road, not patchwork.  

Administrator asked if there was a possibility of coming off Third Avenue. Engineer said when they get an application they challenged the gas company to find another way of doing the work. He pushed them to exhaust all possibilities before coming to Council. 

Paul Massey contractor for the Reeds – everything else is running under the sidewalks, it is just the gas company that wants to come in there. They exhausted all possibilities and said they needed to come in off 97th because otherwise the line would be too long. Council said it would have to be infra red and full paving, curb to curb. 
Councilmember Lane asked the Engineer if they do infra red is there no difference in the road, side to side. Marc said the infra red will restore it as best it can but we will have a color difference.  Even if the seam is smooth it will still be a different color. 
Administrator asked how far into 97th street they would be going. Paul Massey said the Theatre driveway, approximately 90 feet.  

Councilmember Gallagher said our Engineer is here every other Thursday, she thinks the Gas Company should meet with him and get this all worked out. Mayor asked about the timeline. 

Paul Massey said part of this is he took up the sidewalk to put in everything else. If they come from Third Avenue he will have to dig all that up and wait to replace the sidewalk.  
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Councilmember Krafczek, all for maintaining the integrity of our moratorium but if we make the Reeds hold off because of talks with South Jersey Gas, it will extend their construction. 

Administrator said if we are inclined to grant this she thinks it would be appropriate to say yes but it has to comply with our current ordinance which has increased restrictions on what has to be paved, to be in compliance with that. 
Mayor asked if anyone in the audience would like to speak for or against this application.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Robert Harris – 8315 Sunset Drive appeared before Council in October requesting a change in the Ordinance that would allow property owners that have a trailer storage spot rented to be able to move their floating docks onto that storage area sometime after Labor Day. For 2 years he has been pulling his boat out of the water and pulling his docks. For two years he got permission from Borough to store them on my trailer spot and this year he was not allowed to do that. Formally asking for change in Ordinance to allow that. The Ordinances will be reviewed.. 
Jim Talone – speaking for Stone Harbor Museum – Saw the handicapped parking is being removed from the old museum on 93rd Street and was wondering if they could get a handicapped spot in from the Museum now at 94th Street. There is a process and he will need to make a formal request.
Terri Cwik -9906 Corinthian Drive – Museum – we thought we could just trade the handicapped spots. We have done work in the Museum to make it handicapped accessible inside and would like the same outside.  
Carolyn Heil -223 – 108th Street – spoke about the parking at the southern end of Stone Harbor. Last 4th of July the parking was totally taken up on all the streets. Some streets park horizontally and some vertically. Could we look at some sort of Ordinance where at certain times, certain streets, parking heading into the curb could be allowed. Ordinances will be reviewed. Also could something be done about people coming in and renting condos and where to park for unloading.  

Craig Williams – 11605 Paradise Drive – asking about the underground river he talked about before it is now busting through the island across from his dock, it is a tremendous flow, twice a day, high and low tide. It comes out of the lake in the Bird Sanctuary and is collapsing his property. No other property on the island with this vulnerability.  He would like it looked at. Suggestion, the next time the Engineer is here for his meeting on Thursday, June 14th he will meet with Mr. Williams.  

Robin Casper asked if we could move forward and put some bans on plastic bags and single use plastics. Mayor said this has been discussed and the consensus was we will be moving forward with something. We are looking at Ordinances from other Municipalities. We are restructuring the Go Green Committee to start to address these types of issues. .
