SALUTE TO THE FLAG

 PUBLIC SAFETY – 

COURT ADMINISTRATOR – Debbie Scott said her part-time help starts next week, and she reported court will be once a week starting in July.   
FIRE CHIEF –Roger Stanford reported for the month of May, 2018. There were 28 fire calls and 38 EMS calls. There was 1 cooking fire, 1 boat fire, 1 mulch fire, 1 EMS assist, 1 motor vehicle accident, 5 natural gas leak, 2 cover assignment, 2 smoke scare, 13 fire alarms, 1 CD alarm. He also reported the Stone Harbor Fire Department ISO rating, which is the Insurance Services Office, a National Insurance Agency they come every 3 years and inspects the department.  This sets the rates for your fire insurance. We have improved to a Class 3.  1 is the best, 10 is the worse. When he started as Chief they were a 5, then a 4 three years ago, have been striving to be a 3. This places us in the top 11% in the United States. It is because of the department and all the training involved and paperwork. This could not have been accomplished without the dedicated and professional staff at Public Work Department. One of  the big areas is the hydrant system, our water supply system and the inspection and maintenance of our water supply, which was excellent. 

Councilmember Parzych asked about the fireboat. Roger said he has sent emails to Administrator asked to start some legal action. It has been two years since we ordered that fire boat, every time we email them and give them a date, they say yes. The last email he saw was May 1st and they said it would be shortly afterward. Now, maybe by July 15th. We need to do something, can’t be another whole summer without a fire boat. It has been an ongoing battle and they are in California. He would like to see what action can be taken by the Borough. 

POLICE REPORT- Police Chief Schutta –month of May, 2018, 217 motor vehicle stops, 4 adult arrested. Personnel – increased the patrol presence on the beaches and the Marine Patrol Personnel still have recruits in the academy, will graduate end of month.  As for the new Building update, everything seems to be fine, continue to receive color samples for furniture, lockers, etc. New building is on schedule. 

Councilmember Parzych said we are still working on proposed Ordinances for drones and cameras and this will be discussed at the next PS meeting. Camera requirements, still being worked on throughout the Borough. Also the “all walk” signs at 96th & Third is that still at the County?  

BEACH PATROL CAPTAIN – Sandy Bosacco – beaches have become crowded, more like Summer. Everything is going well, haven’t had any rescues or lost children. We had two incidents where we called the police, we greatly appreciate their support. Returning guards have requalified in their mile run and half mile ocean swim. Currently training 16 new guards, in full 
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force within the next week. He reported the new stands are a little lighter and have a little more room. 
OEM –JT LaKose reported on June 13th he participated in exercise with the State and County OEM where they successfully migrated the County service over to the State so now when we need to do resource requests or open a shelter or anything like that we can do it all right on the laptop. The Jonas grant, has been approved and the process is moving forward, as of right now no permits have been pulled with the construction office. The biggest bone of contention seems to be the deed restriction on the property. It is a huge reimbursement but a complicated process. The 2016 FMA grant has been approved. We have 3 properties with a total of 4 structures involved. So far the 2017 FMA grant we applied for has been denied. County has filed an appeal with State OEM, we haven’t’ heard anything official. June 1st hurricane season has begun predicted 10-15 named storms.
