HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Bob Charamella, 240 – 105th Street, President and representing the Stone Harbor Property Owners Association. He informed the Council of the findings of the survey that they conducted regarding parking meters. Two questions on the survey and comments were solicited. They had 643 responses, 75% of the membership.  They also received 436 responses, about 50%. Members were not happy with the extension of the parking meters into the off season. Alternative parking solutions were listed also. They included time limits on downtown parking, building of a parking garage, provide resident parking permits, and making municipal parking lots free to people who work in town.  Also, making parking spaces available at St. Paul’s church. It was suggested to encourage the merchants to insist their employee’s not park near the stores. Also requests for more bike racks and more parking spaces for golf carts. Mayor reported the survey results will be shared with Paul Kates and it will be discussed and continued in the Master Plan review.  

Frank Dallahan 378 – 95th Street, opinion on the parking meter situation. Optics in increasing the parking rates is very bad, just went through re-valuation  of property and everyone who lives in town has seen a significant tax increase. Raising the parking meter rates to year-round does not make sense bad picture to present to the population here. Seems it is stemming from employee use of parking spaces in town, not adequate justification to make parking on a year round basis a good idea. Urge Council to consider these points.     
George Keiser – 358 – 95th Street – surprise and happy about the hours put on construction in the Summer, construction right down the street and it has been helpful. Suggestion for Summer, banning 16 wheelers from delivering goods into Stone Harbor during the season. An example panel trucks deliver to Fred’s, it can be done. Recognized Public Works, garbage collection has gotten better, people are friendly, they take everything, thanks for a good job. Brief comment on parking, give extra consideration to streets near downtown. They could use some relieve in some way, maybe parking permits for them.

Bob Ashman 10301 First Avenue – comment on parking. Urge Council not to extend the meters in to the off-season. The concern that brought this to an issue is the merchants saying they had no spaces for their customers to park in front of their stores. The solution is not the town but the solution is the merchants and their employees. Don’t put that on the taxpayers or the visitors. Don’t increase the parking into the off-season.
