The Public Hearing is now open.

Tom and Jeanne Grimes - 8916 Sunset Drive concerned about the bulkhead ordinance and the cost. His question - will you support getting a group discount or group cost, since there are many people that are affected eventually.  Feel the construction people will have a “gotcha” situation because we have to do it.  Councilmember Parzych said the Borough is going to meet with the 10 or 11 property owners that are in the 2 year cycle and discuss a way forward. Part of the process will be to look at different ways to get this financed and keep the costs down for those who need it. 

Scott Jarden – 10638 Golden Gate – speaking for his property and his brother’s property, next to him, 10668. He is appealing to Council to look at his revisions to the wording of the Ordinance which he sent to Council.  He is hoping, for his bulkhead, since the DEP took so long to issue the permit, his bulkhead would have been built to 6.2 ft.  He would be fine with building his bulkhead to 6.2 ft. and build to the 8 ft. level by 2050.  If he was tearing his house down, he wouldn’t be here, because his house would be on pilings, but he has no intention of tearing down. He would like a revision that would allow people that want to rebuild now go to 6.2 ft. and still be committed to go to 8 ft. by 2050. He read his suggestions into the record.
Exemption listed in #1525, under Permits, section (2)

Change would be  “The Borough Engineer may relax or waive any or all of the requirements that are set forth above within the application for a permit pertains to reconstruction, or repair work. That waver would require that the said reconstruction, renovation or repair work bring the elevation of the bulkhead to 6.2 NAVA 88 or higher and an elevation of 8.00 feet NAVD 1988 no later than 2050. In relaxing or waiving any such requirement, the Borough Engineer shall have the authority to require the submission of such plans, drawings and contract documents as the Engineer, in his 
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sole discretion, determines will accurately depict the reconstruction, renovations or repair work to be performed “.  

He is just suggesting that the Borough allow people that want to build now, go to 6.2 ft. instead of forcing everybody to go to 8ft, if the ultimate goal is that you have got until 2050, why would you force everybody else to go to 8 ft. when you can get everyone to go to 6.2ft. 

Councilmember Parzych said the Council has been looking at the problem for over a year, from many different directions. Spoken to many people about the best way to go forward, and settled on this 8 ft. height, as being a good goal to get to by 2050. We were well aware there is a handful of properties, may be 15, that are built very close to grade level, like yours. .  It is going to be problem for those people. We can’t just give an exception for those properties. If the property owner has a sound structural bulkhead the compromise was to allow him to maybe cap it, if the Engineer said it is practical and structural sound, and go to 6.2 ft. That is the only compromise. If it needs to be replaced in total it has to go to 8 ft.  The reasoning is we are never going to get to 8 ft. by building 6.2 ft. bulkheads. 
Councilmember Krafczek agrees, can sympathize, but this is just one layer of what we are up against, down the road, when we look at the island as a whole, by 2050, we will need not just bulkheads coming up, but homes, grade and roads up.  This is the beginning of us getting to a much higher elevation on this island, so we exist, down the road. 

Councilmember Lane said those who live on the beach block and those on beach front went through the same thing when the dunes were put in. Nobody had a voice, no ordinance about it, everyone who was beachfront lost their view from the first floor. Those that were back a little lost their view also. Nothing could be done about it but thank God the dunes are there. 
Councilmember Rich said she know how hard and the quality and time put into this. We tried to think of every scenario to make it as fair as possible.   A great group of people that all understood where we needed to go. Very comfortable with the end result.
