RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR,  CAPE MAY COUNTY, NEW JERSEY, ENDORSING ITS AMENDED HOUSING ELEMENT AND FAIR SHARE PLAN

WHEREAS, on October 22, 2018, the Planning Board of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, adopted an amended Housing Element and Fair Share Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the amended Housing Plan Element and Fair Share Plan addresses the Borough’s Mount Laurel obligations as delineated in the court-approved Settlement Agreement between the Borough and Fair Share Housing Center, executed on or around December 6, 2017; and

Said notice shall give the public sufficient time to review the Borough’s amended Housing Element and Fair Share Plan and offer any comments that the individual or entity may deem appropriate.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, ADOPTING AN AFFORDABLE HOUSING SPENDING PLAN AND REQUESTING JUDICIAL REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF SAME 

WHEREAS, regulations adopted by the New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing (“COAH”) have consistently required a municipality with an Affordable Housing Trust Fund to receive approval of a Spending Plan by COAH prior to spending any of the funds in its Trust fund; and 
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WHEREAS, as stated by the Supreme Court in In re Adoption of N.J.A.C. 5:96 & 5:97 by N.J. Council on Affordable Housing, 221 N.J. 1 (2015)(“Mount Laurel IV”), COAH is no longer a functioning agency, and therefore Spending Plan must now be approved by the trial judge presiding over the municipality’s Declaratory Judgment Action.
WHEREAS, a Spending Plan must include the following: 

1. 
A projection of revenues anticipated from imposing fees on development, based on pending, approved and anticipated developments and historic development activity; 

2. 
A projection of revenues anticipated from other sources, including payments in lieu of constructing affordable units, funds from the sale of units with extinguished controls, proceeds from the sale of affordable units, rental income, repayments from affordable housing program loans, and interest earned; 

3. 
A description of the administrative mechanism that the municipality will use to collect and distribute revenues; 

4. 
A description of the anticipated use of all affordable housing trust funds; 

5. 
A schedule for the expenditure of all affordable housing trust funds; 

6. 
A pro-forma statement of the anticipated costs and revenues associated with the development if the municipality envisions supporting or sponsoring public sector or non- profit construction of housing; 

7. 
A plan to spend the trust fund balances in accordance with the implementation schedule within the Spending Plan and approved by a settlement agreement; 

8. 
The manner through which the municipality will address any expected or unexpected shortfall if the anticipated revenues are not sufficient to implement the Plan; and 

9. 
A description of the anticipated use of excess affordable housing trust funds, in the event more funds than anticipated are collected, or projected funds exceed the amount necessary for satisfying the municipal affordable housing obligation.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has prepared a Spending Plan consistent with the relevant parameters set forth above; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor shall therefore seek review and approval of its adopted and endorsed Spending Plan as part of its obligations under the Settlement Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and Fair Share Housing Center. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, hereby adopts and endorses the Spending Plan attached hereto; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Borough of Stone Harbor hereby requests that its Mount Laurel professionals take all reasonable and necessary actions to secure approval of the Spending Plan by the trial judge presiding over the Borough’s Declaratory Judgment Action.

WHEREAS, on December 6, 2017, the Borough of Stone Harbor (“Borough”) entered into a Settlement Agreement with Fair Share Housing Center (“FSHC”) that established the Borough’s fair share obligation and preliminarily approved the Borough’s compliance mechanisms in accordance with the March 10, 2015 decision of the Supreme Court which transferred responsibility to review and approve housing elements and fair share plans from the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) to designated Mount Laurel trial judges within the Superior Court; and
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WHEREAS, on January 23, 2018, Honorable Nelson C. Johnson, J.S.C. (ret.), entered an Order approving the FSHC Settlement Agreement finding it to be fair and reasonable to the region’s low- and moderate-income households; and

WHEREAS, on August 31, 2018, Honorable Nelson C. Johnson, J.S.C. (ret.), entered an Order setting forth the process by which the Borough could secure its Final Round 3 Judgment of Compliance and Repose; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Planning Board adopted its amended Round 3 Housing Element and Fair Share Plan consistent with the Court-approved Settlement Agreement on [DATE], 2018; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council endorsed the Plan on November 6, 2018 at a properly-noticed public meeting; and

WHEREAS, the adopted and endorsed Plan includes an Affirmative Marketing Plan component, as required by the Council on Affordable Housing’s (“COAH”) rules at N.J.A.C. 5:93-11, which is designed to attract renters of all majority and minority groups, regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital or familial status, gender, affectional or sexual orientation, disability, age or number of children to the affordable units located in the Borough; and

WHEREAS, the Affirmative Marketing Plan was prepared in accordance with COAH’s rules, the Uniform Housing Affordability Controls at N.J.A.C. 5:80-26, and the Court-approved Settlement Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, Cape May County, State of New Jersey, hereby approves the Affirmative Marketing Plan component of the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan.

DISCUSSION:
Councilmember Kramar stated  – For 26 years I have worked in positions serving Stone Harbor, they include President of the Garden Club, Vice-President of the Civic Club, Trustee of the former ROA which is now the SHOPA, Person of the Year, Vice-President of the Board of the American Legion Auxiliary, original member of the Shade Tree Committee, County League of Municipalities President, just to name a few and most importantly I have been Councilwoman for the past 9 years which makes me the senior person on Council. I have been proud to serve in all these capacities, and I am proud of the many things that we have accomplished together. But recently something 
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happened that I feel not only disrespects me, but most importantly undermines the standards and values that I believe you expect and deserve from your Council. As you know Karen Lane resigned as Council President leaving the position open for two months. The nomination for Council President was purposely done while I was away on vacation. In the previous 9 years any important decisions such as this has always been tabled until all Council members were present. This nomination was done underhandedly and secretly by three Council people with an agenda. They purposely did this to achieve the outcome they wanted to achieve. This under the table maneuver was totally unfair, had I been here it would have been a 3-3 tie. Had I been elected the term would have only been for 2 months and a new Council President would have been nominated and elected the first of the year. How very sad that this has come to this. In closing I want to point out that Ray and Charles, two of our Council people were not part of this action. I consider them to be people of integrity and thank them for their support. The public and Stone Harbor can count on them for unbiased decisions, being accountable for their actions and not owing anyone, thinking of Stone Harbor first, as I have always done. With that being said, I have something else I want to say. We have an Ordinance on the books which describes the role of Council President (copy of Ordinance was passed out). As a previous Council President I abided by those rules. The past Council President decided to take into her own hands and enhance the positions of Council President, attending agenda meetings and setting her own agenda, bringing forth Ordinances and Resolutions that she thought should be changed. Removing an Ordinance or Resolution that had been posted on the Agenda for discussion or to move forward, sometimes within hours of our scheduled Council meetings. Nowhere in the Ordinance does it state that the role of Council President has that authority. I did question this practice several times. If this is to be the rule of Council and continue then the Ordinance needs to be changed. Also the Ordinance reads “he”, in the entire context, and needs to be changed to “he/she”. Thank you very much. 

Mayor said moving forward if we want to discuss adding additional responsibilities to the President of Council that is something we can talk about and vote on. We can put that on the agenda in the future for discussion.
