DOCK HEARING – 551 Berkley Road Channel Marine

Frank Bowen of Channel Marine was sworn in by Solicitor.

Representing the builder and homeowner of 551 Berkley Rd.  They want to replace their piers, ramps and floats. Has an aerial photo and survey of the property, they basically want to put back everything that is there the same size. Councilmember Krafczek said the bulkhead height is 5’7 , are they replacing that in accordance with the current ordinance. Mr. Bowen said it is a newer bulkhead so they could raise it. Mr. Bowen will pass that information on the Winfield and they will be in touch with Stone Harbor. Mr. Bowen said they got a building permits months ago before the Ordinance changed, he will call them tonight and let them know. Administrator read language from the permit that states it only authorizes construction of the upland structures and the existing waterfront structures do not appear to be legally existing and asked if we should even be hearing this application.  Mr. Bowen said that is the first he heard that and would not have wasted his time coming here.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Bernadette Parzych  9925 Sunset Drive – Heard the discussion in Work Session about the Zoning Law, has the idea that many of the Councilmembers don’t really understand the Zoning Law. She has worked with it and understands the reasonableness of the proposed Ordinance. The living space, the heart of the home, in Stone Harbor cannot take up any more than 25% of the lot, that is written in “stone” in Stone Harbor. This is why we have smaller homes than any other town around.  It is a grand zoning law. A few years ago they decided to impose a 70% impermeable surface limit. So everything else on your land, can’t go over 70%. Your driveway, the posts on your fence, your pool, your walkways, your pad that the air conditioner sit on, everything else except two things, grass and stones. Everything else has to fit in 70% including the house. We have multiple decks in the back on Bayfront, because most of the Bayfront lots go 30 ft. into the water, which is impermeable. It is reasonable to allow the stairway to come into the 10 ft. setback in the front, it would be so much more graceful than these houses that are built right up to the 10 ft. and you can’t put any access to the house in that setback. Number of bedrooms will never be trumped by a staircase.  If you understand the Zoning Code, you understand how reasonable this proposed is and encourages the Council to pass it.  If you are worried about the landing then add a dimension, or define it somehow.
