I have always felt we had a responsibility to our Merchants to make the business district welcoming and a viable place for everyone so they may make a decent living. Without our new merchants such as the wonderful Harbor Movie Theater,(many thanks to Brett and Clint for their foresight in knowing how that would benefit Stone Harbor along with the Harbor Pub and the Burger Bar, and more to come, just wait and see)  to the Reeds and to all our loyal Merchants that have sustained our Community for many years and of course we cannot forget our Chamber of Commerce, we say thank you What a ride it has been, not always joyful but always satisfying! Nine years with some really wonderful people.

I even thought it would be fun to have a parsley rope to kick off our season. Kim and I put together many of those, with Mike donating the parsley.

Another idea was that maybe SH would like to have a Bocce league, I had played for many years off the Island. So, with just 12 women the Bocce League was formed at Chelsea Park
and now this past season we had 47 women at Seng Place, under the direction of the Rec Dept. and Tim. Thank you Tim, for putting up with all those women, and again thank you to PW for maintaining the courts.

Our next team project was the most memorable and important one to me. After much perseverance, we obtained a beam from the North Tower which was bombed on 9/11. The people of Stone Harbor decided to have a pocket park, which was named Freedom Park,  to display the Artifact. A quiet respite to reflect and remember. So, many people to thank for contributing to this Memorial. The Council at that time, the 9/11 Committee Garden Green House for doing all the landscaping. Public Works, the Fire Company, our Police Dept. and open space funding from the County. This project was full of emotion but became an inspiration for everyone.
