HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Architect Mark Asher, does a lot of work in our town, here to discuss the proposed changes to the Zoning Code regarding stair encroachments. Last month he was here and believed this was voted down, now there are modifications from the Planning Board that will come to this body. Wanted to add his comments on this topic. It is a small thing, and the Zoning Code is a terrific code. He works in a lot of towns and sees it all, good and bad and Stone Harbor code is far and away the best code he sees. But it has always had this little problem of the stairs not being allowed to encroach, which is pretty common in almost every town. Zoning codes evolve and when Stone Harbor’s was written base flood did not exist, the stairs didn’t encroach because they didn’t have to. Now with houses up in the air we need that stair encroachment. We need it from a technical standpoint, but also from an esthetic standpoint. He raised this issue before the Zoning Board years ago. Look at the town’s history books, every house in it has a stair encroached in the front yard. It a fundamental part of the town. This is not a thing that would come before the Zoning Board very often A few years ago he talked a client into coming to the Zoning Board to seek a variance for this thing only and passed out a picture of the house involved on 104th Street. It was approved unanimously. Zoning Board at the time thought they should change this code, fix this. They were going to refer it to the Planning 
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Board to change and allow this encroachment to occur. This was about 3-4 years ago, and here we are. If you look at the picture of the house, it is pretty harmless and indeed a benefit. It would be beneficial to this code and by extension, the community. 
Hoping when the Ordinance comes back to you next month cleaned up and easy to read and apply, that you will give it your full consideration. 
Councilmember Gallagher asked about a letter he wrote several years ago to Council.  Mr. Asher said he wrote a letter to the Zoning Board and it never got to Council. 

Councilmember Parzych said he is in favor of the ordinance change for the most part. He has concerns about making it “Stone Harbor wide”.  If you are building on a lot with elevation from grade is 8 ft. or 9 ft. where you only have to go up 3 ft. to your top block to get to 11 ft., is there any need to have that ordinance apply in those areas, where you can if you wanted to, go out into the front setback?  Mr. Asher said yes, it is because what is happening in the town is when you pull that stair into the porch, even if it is a small porch, you are splitting the porch in two, and basically not having a porch, you have lost an asset.  The other thing is the railing system is pulled into the porch and you have a railing system that is not safe.  He said to the Planning Board several months ago, when singing the codes praises, one of the things so good about this code is it is easy to use, easy to read, easy to understand and to enforce. Once you start to split things, you should just do it across the board and make it simple. Councilmember Parzych said if your structure only has to be 4 ft. off the ground, why do you need stairs that have to go all the way out.   
Councilmember Krafczek said when your grade is that high, you will not need the full relief of that additional 5 ft.  Councilmember Parzych said that is what he is saying, if you don’t need it why make it encroachment into the setbacks across the island?  We only should give it where it is needed.   
Mayor announced this Ordinance will come back to Council in the Work Session in three weeks. (February 5, 2019 presentation from Planning Board Engineer.

Total without contingency $28,864.19. Contingency for meetings cost of $ 1,715.96 and a contingency for emergency survey work of $ 10,126.96; and
