HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Jim Talone - President – Museum 206 Osprey Drive, Cape May Court House, N.J. read a letter thanking Mayor and Council for their continuing support of the Stone Harbor Museum. The financial support has help moved the Museum along on their mission, which the Borough assigned back in 1999. For 16 years the Museum was purely volunteer but the hiring of a Director has provided a solid center that is needed to move forward. Thank you for your support and hope it continues in the future. 

Steve Bright visiting from Massachusetts – here about the Drone Ordinance. Referred to a hand-out which he distributed to Council. It has been 4 months since the Ordinance went into effect and this town is promoted for tourism. Most of the flying is done before the Summer season. He would like to have an inter-active discussion before another Ordinance shuts them down completely. It is clear few people read it before it was passed in November. 
Bill Gulay – 103 – Fox Chase Court, South Hampton, N.J. – Realize the Borough is scrapping the Drone Ordinance and starting over and he is here to help up write an Ordinance, one that works. We want to fly, want to fly safely, want to fly responsibly. The town puts in FA terms of Floor, which this ordinance has, you can’t fly below 400 ft. Ask the question, how do I get there? The moment I take off I would be breaking the law. This was never met to be for privacy. How are you going to enforce something that say at 400 ft.? Give some consideration, your concerns about privacy are real but not as bad as people think. Also had questions about the license 107, that is for people who use their drones commercially, not recreationally. The town should not require that of someone flying recreationally. When you re-write your Ordinance I am going to look for it and have comment. 
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Bill Lange – Dennis Township – hobbyist, has done a great of reading on the drone subject and will be here for the next 2 months.  Would be glad to assist in the re-writing of this Ordinance and also would do any research you would want done. Would like to offer his services.

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RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING AN AMENDED POLICY FOR STORAGE OF KAYAKS AT STONE HARBOR MARINA

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey has placed  Borough owned  racks for kayak storage at the Stone Harbor Marina; and

WHEREAS, the racks are placed there for the convenience of the owners, to store their kayaks when not in use; and

WHEREAS, the area has become very popular with many kayaks stored and the Borough has determined that more control of the area is needed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor duly assembled in public session this 19th day of February, 2019, as follows:

1. Stone Harbor Property Owners may apply for a Kayak space starting March 1, 2019 and continuing until March 31, 2019, proof of property ownership is required. Spaces are limited to two (2) per property. 

2. A lottery drawing will be held on April 11, 2019 for the 96 Kayak storage spaces available.  The Borough will notify the lottery winner via email.  

3. A sticker will be placed on each kayak, to indicate the owners name and contact information.  Each owner will understand that the placement of the kayak at the Marina is done at their own risk, the Borough assumes no responsibility. There will be no charge for this registration. 

4. After June 30th, any empty storage space will be forfeited for the season and offered for use by another kayak owner on the waiting list, unless arrangements have been made with the Clerk’s office for a later placement date.

5. Any registrant who, for whatever reason, does not plan to use the kayak space for the entire season (April 15 – November 15) but only a portion of the season should notify the Clerk’s office with such dates of occupancy.  Vacant dates shall then be offered to another kayak owner on the waiting list.

6. The Kayaks will only be stored at the Marina from April 15 – November 15 of each year and will then be removed from the area.  Any Kayaks left at the Marina after November 15 will be impounded by the Stone Harbor Police Department.
